CREDENTIALS: Appropriate credentials are required
for access to the Wells Fargo Center and should be kept
visible at all times. In accordance with NBA regulations,
the Sixers will limit the number of season credentials.
In order to be considered for a season credential, an
individual media member must cover a minimum of 30
Sixers home games, while others will be allotted on a
game-by-game basis. A single-game credential allows
the same access and privileges as a season pass. In
accordance with NBA rules, all season passes must
include a photo headshot of the approved individual.
Media members wishing to cover a single game must
contact the Philadelphia 76ers Public Relations staff at
least 24 hours prior to the intended game. Passes are
issued on a space-available basis for all single-game
requests. First-time requests must be in written form on
company letterhead and received by mail, or by fax at
215.339.7632. Credentials will be left at the Press
Entrance (located on the North side of the Main
Concourse Level) and can be picked up two hours prior
to tip-off on game nights.

ENTRANCE: Media members attending a Sixers game
at the Wells Fargo Center should enter the building
through the Press Entrance, located on the North side
of the Main Concourse Level.

PARKING: Parking passes are issued prior to the season
to those media members who regularly cover the team.
Media members wishing to cover a single game, and
require parking, must contact the Philadelphia 76ers
Public Relations staff at least 48 hours prior to game
day. Media members attending Sixers games should
park in Lot F, located between the Wells Fargo Center
and the Spectrum, along the 11th Street side.

STILL & VIDEO PHOTOGRAPHERS: Photo work
space is limited and your cooperation is appreciated.
Still and video photographers are limited to the base-
lines at each end of the court. In accordance with the
NBA policy, no hard-back chairs are permitted courtside
and all photographers must keep clear of the escape
lanes on both sides of the basket stanchions. Rubber
lens shades are required for all still photographers who
are credentialed to shoot a 76ers game.

LOCKER ROOM ACCESS: The locker rooms are locat-
ed on the west side (Broad Street) of the Event Level. In
accordance with NBA policy, the 76ers locker room will
be open 90 minutes prior and close 45 minutes prior to
tip-off.

Comcast-Spectacor Chairman/CEO

Ed Snider is an iconic entrepreneur and true visionary in the
sports and entertainment industry. His emergence as a leader in
the Philadelphia Sports Market began in 1966, by bringing a
National Hockey League franchise to the city, as the founder of
the Philadelphia Flyers. He became the driving force behind the
construction of the Spectrum and assumed control of the build-
ing in 1971. In 1974, Snider created Spectacor as the manage-
ment company to oversee the Flyers and Spectrum. Over the next
20 years, Spectacor experienced unprecedented growth earning
national acclaim for its impact in the sports and entertainment
business. Under Snider’s guidance, Spectacor developed and
acquired nearly a dozen related companies.

In 1996, he merged Spectacor with the Comcast Corporation to
form Comcast-Spectacor. The new venture initially consisted of
the Philadelphia Flyers, Philadelphia 76ers, Wells Fargo Center, Wells Fargo Spectrum, and Philadelphia Phantoms.
Comcast-Spectacor then joined with the Philadelphia Phillies to form Comcast SportsNet, one of the highest-rated
regional sports cable networks in the country.

More recently, Comcast-Spectacor developed Global Spectrum, an international facilities management company;
Ovations Food Services, an international concessions company; New Era Tickets, a full-service ticketing company;
and the Flyers Skate Zone community ice rinks. Comcast-Spectacor acquired Paciolan, a leading provider of ticket-
ing software technology from Live Nation in March of 2010. These entities all represent components of Snider’s
vision: “Take what you do well and grow it.”

Snider’s success and business acumen have been widely recognized by his peers. He was elected to the Hockey Hall
of Fame in 1988 and serves on the NHL's Executive Committee. He is also a member of the NBA's Advisory Finance
Committee. He is a recipient of the Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service to hockey in the United States and
has been elected to the Pennsylvania Sports Hall of Fame, the Philadelphia Sports Hall of Fame, the Philadelphia
Jewish Sports Hall of Fame, and the Flyers Hall of Fame. In 2005, he received the Greater Philadelphia Chamber of
Commerce’s William Penn Award, the most prestigious business honor in the region, and the Ellis Island Medal of
Honor awarded to Americans of all ethnic backgrounds who have made significant contributions to our society. He
is also a past recipient of the Anti-Defamation League’s Americanism Award.

One of Snider’s recent accomplishments is the creation of the Ed Snider Youth Hockey Foundation, which provides
underserved children in the Philadelphia area with the opportunity to learn to play ice hockey at area rinks. The pro-
gram features an educational component that emphasizes teamwork and goal setting as important life lessons. In
2008, the Snider Hockey Foundation rescued three of the five Philadelphia inner-city ice-skating rinks that had been
targeted for closure by funding and operating them for the City. The Foundation now funds and administers pro-
gramming in all five City rinks.

Snider received honorary degrees from Hahnemann University and Thomas Jefferson Hospital. He is also a
Benefactor of the Sol C. Snider Entrepreneurial Center of the Wharton School of the University of Pennsylvania and
Vice Chairman of the Simon Wiesenthal Center.

Snider’s philanthropic generosity has benefitted numerous organizations and agencies throughout the Greater
Philadelphia Region.

In May 1999, readers of the Philadelphia Daily News selected him as Philly’s Greatest mover and shaker of the millennium.

He resides in suburban Philadelphia. His children are daughters Lindy, Tina, and Sarena and sons Craig, Jay, and
Samuel, as well as 15 grandchildren.
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PETER A. LUUKKO

President/COO of Comcast-Spectacor,
Chairman of Global Spectrum

Peter A. Luukko is President and Chief Operating Officer of
Comcast-Spectacor. He works closely with Comcast-Spectacor
Chairman Ed Snider in overseeing the day-to-day operations of
all of the company’s interests.

Additionally, Luukko, who is also Chairman of Global Spectrum,
is responsible for creating new business opportunities for
Comcast-Spectacor in the fields of facility management, sports
ownership and operation, food and concessions, as well as con-
sulting in those same fields.

Luukko’s extensive sports management career began in 1981
after parlaying an internship at the New Haven Coliseum into the
Director of Marketing for the facility. He later joined the
Providence Civic Center as the facility’s assistant general manag-
er. In 1985, Luukko joined Spectacor Management Group (SMG), at the time owned in part by Snider, and soon
became Vice President of SMG’s Western Region and facility manager for SMG’s Los Angeles Coliseum and
Sports Arena. During that time, he was credited for greatly improving the facilities’ reputation. In addition,
he had spent time overseeing other SMG facilities.

In 1993, Luukko left SMG to become President of the Spectrum. In the following years he became responsi-
ble for managing Comcast-Spectacor’s growing interests, and helped the company become a nationally recog-
nized leader in sports and entertainment with the acquisition of Globe Facility Services in 2000. After renam-
ing the company Global Spectrum, the public assembly management firm grew from seven facilities in 2000
to just over 90 facilities in 2010. Additionally in 2000, Comcast-Spectacor acquired Leisure Food Services and
renamed the company Ovations Food Services. Comcast-Spectacor made a significant investment into a tick-
eting technology company, Paciolan, and employed its technology to create a full-service ticketing company,
New Era Tickets, in 2004. Comcast-Spectacor acquired 100 percent of Paciolan from Live Nation in 2010.

Under Luukko’s leadership, Comcast-Spectacor helped Philadelphia garner national attention and awareness
by attracting the 2002 NBA All-Star Weekend, the 2001 NCAA Men’s East Regionals, the 2001 and 2002 X
Games, the 2000 NCAA Women’s Final Four, the 2000 Republican National Convention, the 2008 U.S. Olympic
Team Trials for Gymnastics, the 2011 NCAA Wrestling Championships, the 2014 NCAA Frozen Four, and
numerous other sports and entertainment events to the City of Philadelphia.

A recognized leader in the facility management industry, Luukko was the 2000 recipient of the City of Hope’s
Tri-State Labor Award. He also received the 2002 prestigious Harold J. VanderZwaag Distinguished Alumnus
Award from the Sports Management Program of the University of Massachusetts for his accomplishments in
the field of sports management.

Luukko actively serves on the Board of Directors for the Philadelphia Convention and Visitors Bureau, and the
Philadelphia Sports Congress, and the Ed Snider Youth Hockey Foundation. He also serves on both the
National Hockey League’s and the National Basketball Association’s Board of Governors.

Luukko is a hockey player, hockey coach, and hockey parent. He is a graduate of the University of
Massachusetts. He and his wife, Casey, along with their children; Nick, Dana, and Max; reside in West Chester,
Pennsylvania.

Fred A. Shabel is Vice-Chairman of Comcast-Spectacor. He has
been with Comcast-Spectacor for 30 years. During that time,
Shabel has guided the company’s transition from being a local
sports team in an arena, to being a moving force in the
Philadelphia community.
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Shabel is an active participant in numerous community organiza-
tions. He is a member of the Board of Directors of the Greater
Philadelphia Chamber of Commerce; the Honorary Board of
Directors of Police Athletic League, the Board of Directors of the
Ed Snider Youth Hockey Foundation, as well as a member of the
Advisory Board for Arthur Ashe Youth Tennis and Education.

He has served as Chairman of the Greater Philadelphia Tourism
Marketing Corporation, as well as on the Board of Directors of the
Philadelphia Convention and Visitors Bureau, the Arthritis
Foundation, the Board of Governors of the Institute for Cancer and Blood Diseases, the Philadelphia Sports Congress,
the Philadadelphia Police Foundation Board, the Philadelphia Geriatric Center, the Central Philadelphia
Development Corporation Board and Executive Committee, the Independence Visitor Center Corporation, the Board
of Trustees of the Franklin Institute, the Moore College of Art, and Friends of Rittenhouse Square. Other board mem-
berships include One to One Mentoring, Center City District, and the Philadelphia Museum of Art Corporate
Partners.

Prior to joining Spectacor as President in 1980, he was Vice President for Operations at the University of
Pennsylvania from 1975 to 1980. He was Penn’s Athletic Director from 1967 to 1975. In that time, his teams achieved
28 Ivy League titles and numerous national rankings. In 1972-73, Intercollegiate Athletics at Penn accomplished a
benchmark season, topping all previous victory records during the school’s 26 years in the Ivy League.

During his tenure at the University of Pennsylvania Shabel served as Chairman of the Ivy League Athletic Directors
and the Eastern Collegiate Television Committee, and was Director of the Penn Relays.

Shabel began his collegiate athletics career as a member of the Duke University Men’s Basketball team where he later
became Assistant Basketball Coach under Vic Bubas from 1957 to 1963. He moved on to become Head Basketball
Coach at the University of Connecticut and was honored as New England Coach of the Year in 1964. He served as
First Lieutenant in the United States Air Force from 1954 to 1956.

He has been the recipient of the Duke Alumni Award, the Penn Varsity Club Award, the University of Pennsylvania
Hunter Lott Award, the Anti-Defamation League Torch of Liberty Award, Girl Scouts of Southeastern Pennsylvania
“Take the Lead” Champion Award and the Arthur Ashe Youth Tennis and Education “Champions for Children.” He
was recently inducted into the New England Division I Basketball Hall of Fame in the Coaching Class.

Fred and his wife Irene reside in Center City Philadelphia. He has two grown children; a son, Alan, and a daughter,
Lisa; and two grandchildren, Gemma and Samuel.

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ROD THORN

President

Rod Thorn, an NBA veteran of more than four decades, was
named the president of the Philadelphia 76ers on August 12,
2010. He spent the past 10 seasons as President of the New
Jersey Nets before resigning on July 15, 2010.

Thorn, the 2001-02 NBA Executive of the Year, joined the Nets
on June 27, 2000. During his tenure in East Rutherford, the
Nets captured four Atlantic Division titles in a five-season span,
including back-to-back Eastern Conference Championships in
2002 and 2003.

Back in June of 2001, Thorn engineered two major deals which
helped catapult New Jersey into the league’s upper echelon. He
traded the rights to Eddie Griffin, the seventh overall pick in the
2001 NBA Draft to the Houston Rockets in exchange for their
three first round picks from that same draft, Richard Jefferson,
Jason Collins and Brandon Armstrong. The next day, Thorn
negotiated a blockbuster six-player trade with Phoenix that land-
ed New Jersey three-time First Team All-NBA guard Jason Kidd
in exchange for Stephon Marbury.

Prior to joining the Nets, Thorn spent 14 years working for the NBAs league office in Manhattan, where he was the NBA's
Executive Vice President of Basketball Operations. At the league office, Thorn oversaw all on-court operations, including offici-
ating, game conduct and discipline.

Thorn also served as chair of the Senior Men's Basketball Committee for USA Basketball from 1992 through 2000. He was also
a member of the select NBA Rules Committee which formed in March of 2001 and was chaired by Jerry Colangelo, CEO of the
Phoenix Suns. That committee advised the NBA's Board of Governors on changes in the league’s playing rules including the elim-
ination of illegal defense guidelines, the institution of a new defensive three-second rule, eight seconds instead of 10 to advance
the ball past midcourt and the elimination of incidental contact if it does not impede the progress of the player with the ball.

In 1978, Thorn began a seven-year stint as general manager of the Chicago Bulls, which included drafting Michael Jordan in 1984.
During his tenure with Chicago, Thorn was also the interim head coach for 30 games in 1982.

Thorn was the second overall pick in the 1963 NBA Draft by the Baltimore Bullets. After one season in Baltimore, he spent a sea-
son and a half in both Detroit and St. Louis before finishing his career in Seattle. In 466 career games played, Thorn averaged
10.8 points, 3.1 rebounds and 2.6 assists.

Following the conclusion of his NBA playing career in 1970-71, Thorn joined Lenny Wilkens’ coaching staff in Seattle. In 1973-
74, he was an assistant coach for the ABA Nets and helped lead Julius Erving and company to their first-ever ABA Championship.
Two years later, he became head coach of the ABA's Spirits of St. Louis. In 1976, Thorn was named an assistant coach with the
Nets when they moved into the NBA.

A graduate of the University of Washington with a B.A. in political science, Thorn also holds an honorary degree from West
Virginia University and served on the school’s Board of Directors for five years. Thorn was an All-American guard at West Virginia,
following in the footsteps of Jerry West and Rod Hundley.

Thorn and his wife, Peggy, have a son, Jonathan, and twin daughters, Amanda and Jessica.
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ED STEFANSKI

General Manager

Ed Stefanski was named President and General Manager of the
Philadelphia 76ers on Dec. 4, 2007, becoming the 11th GM in
the history of the franchise. With the addition of Rod Thorn as
President this past August, Stefanski will now concentrate sole-
ly on his duties as GM.

Prior to Stefanski’s arrival in 2007-08, the Sixers were 5-12 but
went 35-30 the rest of the way, securing their first postseason
appearance since 2005. His vision of the team playing a more
up-tempo style came to fruition quickly and as a result, the
Sixers have ranked among the league leaders in fastbreak points
in each of his three seasons.

In the summer of 2008, the Sixers were one of the league’s more
active teams, with Stefanski orchestrating the acquisition of
two-time All-Star Elton Brand while also re-signing Andre
Iguodala and Lou Williams to multi-year contracts. That season,
the Sixers made the playoffs for the second straight year and
posted a mark of .500 or better for the first time since 2004-05.

Despite having only mid-first round picks in his first two drafts with the Sixers, Stefanski helped the team come away with lot-
tery-level talent. In 2008, the Sixers nabbed promising big man Marreese Speights with the 16th pick and in 2009, Philadelphia
used the 17th pick on 19-year-old point guard Jrue Holiday who went on to start 51 games as a rookie. With the second overall
pick in the 2010 NBA Draft, the Sixers added Evan Turner, the consensus NCAA player of the year.

Stefanski joined the Sixers after spending nine seasons with the New Jersey Nets. He was promoted to general manager of the
Nets in the summer of 2004 following a one-year stint as the team’s senior vice president of basketball operations and four sea-
sons as the team's director of scouting.

While with the Nets, Stefanski oversaw the team's basketball operations and was heavily involved in the team's roster develop-
ment and player personnel issues. Working alongside Thorn, who was President of the Nets at the time, Stefanski was instrumen-
tal in helping to build New Jersey’s back-to-back Eastern Conference Championship teams in 2002 and 2003.

A 1976 graduate of the University of Pennsylvania (Wharton School of Business), Stefanski played three seasons for Penn, where
he was coached by hall-of-famer Chuck Daley. Stefanski was a member of two Ivy League Champions (1974 and 1975), helping
the Quakers reach the NCAA Tournament in both of those seasons.

While in college, Stefanski originated and secured the funding for the Philadelphia Housing Authority's Inner City Basketball
League, which provided a structured basketball environment for hundreds of boys and girls who lived under the auspices of the
Housing Authority. Stefanski was involved in all facets of the league, including scheduling, transportation, finances and game
management. At the conclusion of his two-year involvement with the project, more than 500 boys and girls comprising more
than 20 teams had been the beneficiaries of Stefanski's hard work and determination. The Housing Authority cited his efforts
with a special recognition award, commending his efforts and contributions to the children of Philadelphia.

Following college, Stefanski embarked on a successful business career, becoming president of Preferred Mortgages Corporation,
one of the most successful real estate funding mortgage companies in the United States. But his astute business acumen did not
deter Stefanski from his passion for basketball. He became the head basketball coach at his high school alma mater, Monsignor
Bonner High School, in Drexel Hill, Pennsylvania, for four seasons (1979-83), winning the prestigious Philadelphia Catholic
League his final campaign.

In 1979, Stefanski also began a 20-year run as a color analyst for Big Five basketball (1979-90) and for ESPN’s Atlantic 10 cover-
age (1988-99). Among the play-by-play broadcasters that Stefanski worked with on these telecasts were Harry Kalas and Mike
Breen. Stefanski also worked for the now-defunct PRISM Sports Network, broadcasting alongside Sixers play-by-play announc-
er Marc Zumoff.

Stefanski and his wife, Karen, have four children: Edward, Jr., Kevin, Matthew and David. Ed Jr., is a graduate of Widener College,
and is currently employed in the mortgage business in Villanova, PA. Kevin, a graduate of the University of Pennsylvania, is a
member of the football operations department of the Minnesota Vikings. Matthew is a graduate of Penn State and is in the bank-
ing business in Philadelphia. David, the youngest of the four Stefanski children, graduated from Penn this past spring.
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TONY DIiLEO

Senior Vice President/Assistant General Manager

Tony DiLeo enters his 21st season with the 76ers basketball operations department. After
spending four seasons as the Sixers director of player personal (1999-2003), DiLeo was pro-
moted to senior vice president/assistant general manager in September 2003.

In 2008-09, DiLeo stepped in as head coach following the Sixers 9-14 start and compiled a
32-27 mark the rest of the way. Of the eight teams which changed coaches during that sea-
son, the Sixers were the only one to make the playoffs.

DiLeo assists President & General Manager Ed Stefanski with player procurement through his evaluation of ama-
teur and professional talent, and supervises the team’s draft effort and college and professional scouting systems.

During his tenure, DiLeo has been involved in every aspect of the team's basketball operations, including coaching,
scouting and management. Formerly the team’s director of scouting and assistant coach, DiLeo has extensive expe-
rience in international basketball, both as a player and coach. He played and coached in West Germany for 10 sea-
sons before joining the Sixers staff for the 1990-91 season. He coached the West German men’s and women’s teams
from 1979-90, winning nine national titles in the country’s top division. DiLeo was selected as the West German
Federation National Coach (1981-85) and the country’s coach of the year in 1987.

In 1984, DiLeo wrote and published the European Basketball Handbook, a guide to accommodate American players
overseas. He also has written a manual on rule differences among international basketball, the NBA and the NCAA.
A star at Cinnaminson (N.J.) High School, DiLeo went on to play at Tennessee Tech and LaSalle University. As a jun-
ior at La Salle, he was a first team Academic All-American and graduated maxima cum laude from the School of
Business.

He and his wife, Anna, and sons, T.J. and Max, live in South Jersey.

COURTNEY WITTE

Director of Player Personnel

Courtney Witte (pronounced Witty) enters his 13th season with the 76ers basketball opera-
tions department and 24th overall in the NBA. After serving as the Sixers director of scout-
ing for two seasons (2001-03), Witte was promoted to his current position, director of play-
er personnel, in September 2003.

As director of player personnel, Witte is involved in all aspects of the team’s basketball oper-
ations along with draft-night preparation and coordinates the 76ers professional scouting and collegiate player eval-
uation process.

Witte joined the Sixers prior to the 1998-99 season as a video coordinator and scout after spending 11 seasons with
the Indiana Pacers most recently as their advance scout. Witte oversaw the reconstruction of the 76ers state-of-the-
art video room that features both nonlinear computerized and linear video-editing systems. He served as an assis-
tant coach/director of scouting for the Sixers, after a two-year stint as an assistant coach/head scout.

Witte played collegiate basketball at Indiana University (1984-86) under Coach Bob Knight, having the distinction of
being his first junior college recruit. During his two seasons at Indiana, the Hoosiers made two NCAA tournament
appearances, highlighted by a victory over the top-ranked North Carolina Tar Heels in the Final Eight.

Witte is single and resides in suburban Philadelphia.
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DOUG COLLINS

Head Coach

Doug Collins was named the 23rd head coach in franchise
history on May 21, 2010. In his eight previous seasons as
head coach for Chicago, Detroit and Washington, Collins
compiled a mark of 332-287 (.536) with a playoff record of
15-23 (.395).

Collins has coached his team to the playoffs in five of his
eight seasons, highlighted by a trip to the Eastern
Conference Finals with Chicago in 1989. Since his last
coaching stint with the Wizards in 2002-03, the 58-year-old
Collins has served as an analyst for the NBA on TNT.

Following a standout career at Illinois State, Collins was
selected by the Sixers with the first overall pick in the 1973
NBA Draft. He spent all eight of his seasons with
Philadelphia, averaging 17.9 points, 3.3 assists, 3.3
rebounds and 1.25 steals in 415 games played while shoot-
ing 50.1% from the floor and 83.3% from the line. For his
career, the four-time All-Star had more steals (518) than
turnovers (485).

Collins took the Bulls to the playoffs in his first season and

guided them to 50 wins in 1987-88, marking the franchise’s first 50-win season since 1973-74. In his third and final
season with Chicago in 1988-89, the Bulls advanced to the Eastern Conference Finals.

In his first season as head coach of the Pistons in 1995-96, Collins inherited a Detroit team that had won 28 games the
previous season and engineered an 18-game improvement along with a playoff appearance. Detroit gave up just 92.9
points per game in 1995-96, nearly 13 ppg fewer than it allowed the season before Collins arrived.

Detroit won 54 games the following season (1996-97) with Collins at the helm, which is tied for the fifth-highest win
total in a single season in franchise history. In the first three and a half seasons following Collins’ departure, the team
had a winning percentage of .474.

Collins’ last coaching stint came with Washington during the 2001-02 and 2002-03 seasons where he was reunited with
Michael Jordan, who Collins coached during his time with the Bulls. In 2001-02, Collins once again improved his
team’s win total by 18 games from the previous season. The Wizards posted a winning percentage of .451 in two years
under Collins after having a winning percentage of .308 the three seasons prior. Washington won just 25 games the
first season after he left.

In addition to Jordan, Collins helped with the development of several other future All-Stars who were in the early stages
of their careers, including Scottie Pippen, Horace Grant, Grant Hill, Theo Ratliff, Allan Houston and Richard Hamilton.

Collins was just as successful in broadcasting as he was as a player and coach. He was widely regarded as one of the
best analysts in basketball, as evidenced by his induction into the Basketball Hall of Fame’s Media Wing in 2009.
Additionally, he has earned four Emmy Award® nominations and two Cable ACE Awards during his time with NBC and
TNT.

Collins and his wife, Kathy have two children. Their son Chris is an associate head coach at Duke University and their
daughter Kelly lives in the Philadelphia area.
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MICHAEL CURRY

Associate Head Coach

Michael Curry is in his first season as associate head coach of the Sixers. He last served as
head coach of the Detroit Pistons in 2008-09, taking them to the playoffs in his only season
at the helm.

Curry played 11 seasons in the NBA and spent four years as President of the NBA Players
Association. He was also an assistant coach for the Pistons in 2007-08, the NBA
Development League’s Vice President of Player Development in 2005-06 and the NBA Vice President of Basketball
Operations in 2006-07.

Following his senior season at Georgia Southern in 1989-90, Curry went undrafted and did not make his NBA debut

until a brief 10-game stint with the Sixers at the start of the 1993-94 season. It wasn’t until he joined the Doug
Collins coached Pistons during the 1995-96 season that Curry began to carve his niche in the league.

Curry and his wife, Katrina, have four children, Xavier, Ashley, Michael Jr. and Crysten.

BRIAN JAMES

Assistant Coach

Brian James enters his first season as an assistant coach with the Sixers and has 11 years of
NBA coaching experience, including four as a lead assistant. Over the past two years, James
has served as an advance scout for numerous NBA teams.

James served as an assistant coach with Milwaukee for three seasons from 2005-06 through
2007-08. In addition to the Bucks, James had held coaching positions with Washington
(2001-03), Toronto (1999-2001) and Detroit (1995-98). His stints with the Wizards and Pistons came as a member
of Doug Collins’ staff.

Prior to working in the NBA, James coached high school basketball in the state of Illinois for 18 years. Split between
four different high schools, James compiled a varsity career coaching record of 196-79 (.713) and reach the state
tournament four times.

A graduate of Illinois State University, James holds a masters degree from Northeastern Illinois University. In
between his time with the Wizards and Bucks, James was an NBA analyst for ESPN.com.

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AARON MCKIE

Assistant Coach

Aaron McKie, one of the most popular Sixers in recent history, is in his fourth season as an
assistant coach. During his time of the staff, McKie has exhibited a strong influence in the
development of the Sixers roster.

The local product played 13 seasons in the NBA, spending the final two with the Los Angeles
Lakers. In 793 career games played with 287 starts, McKie averaged 7.4 points, 3.3
rebounds, 2.7 assists and 1.15 steals.

As a member of the Sixers in 2000-01, McKie enjoyed his best season, taking home Sixth Man of the Year honors
while helping Philadelphia reach the NBA Finals. That season, he recorded back-to-back triple-doubles at
Sacramento on Dec. 30, 2000 (19 points, 14 assists, 10 rebounds) and vs. Atlanta on Jan. 3, 2001 (11 points, 10
rebounds, 10 assists).

McKie, who had his jersey retired at Simon Gratz High School back in 2002, also starred at Temple University. He
finished his three-year career with the Owls tied for sixth on the school’s all-time scoring list and was named Atlantic
10 Conference Player of the Year as a junior in 1993.

McKie is active in the community, through his foundation, “AM8”. He has one daughter, Erin.

QUIN SNYDER

Assistant Coach

Quin Snyder joins the Sixers staff as an assistant coach following a successful three-year run
as head coach of the Austin Toros in the NBA D-League.

Snyder compiled a winning percentage of .627 with the Toros and led them past the first
round of the playoffs each year, including an appearance in the championship game his first
season. He earned the D-League’s Dennis Johnson Coach of the Year award in 2008-09.

Prior to his time with the Toros, Snyder coached the University of Missouri for seven seasons, posting a mark of 128-
96 (.571). Under Snyder, the Tigers made six consecutive postseason appearances, including four trips to the NCAA
Tournament and a berth in the Elite Eight.

Snyder played his collegiate career at Duke and was part of three Final Four teams in 1986, 1988 and 1989. A
McDonald’s All-America player, Snyder was twice named Washington state’s player of the year and helped lead his
team to the 1985 state championship.

Snyder has one son, Owen.
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KEVIN JOHNSON

Head Athletic Trainer

With over 19 years of experience in the field of sports medicine, Kevin Johnson returns for
his eighth season with the 76ers staff as the team’s head athletic trainer. He joined the Sixers
organization at the beginning of the 2003-04 season.

A member of the National Athletic Trainer’s Association (NATA), Johnson spent seven sea-
sons as the head athletic trainer for the Washington Wizards (1994-95 to 2000-01) and four
seasons as an assistant trainer with the Indiana Pacers (1990-91 to 1993-94). Prior to joining the NBA ranks,
Johnson served as an assistant athletic trainer for the NFLs Indianapolis Colts.

Johnson graduated from Indiana State University in 1989 with a Bachelor of Science in Physical Education, with a
specialization in Athletic Training. He is also certified by the National Academy of Sports Medicine as a Performance
Enhancement Specialist and a Corrective Exercise Specialist. In 2001, Johnson served as the head athletic trainer
for the Eastern Conference All-Star team.

Equipment Manager

Scott Rego enters his 12th season as Equipment Manager. No stranger to the Philadelphia
76ers organization, Rego began working for the Sixers as a ball-boy in 1988 and was named
Assistant Equipment Manager in 1996.

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WORLD B. FREE

Ambassador of 76ers Basketball

Entering his 15th season with the Sixers front office, World B. Free serves as the Ambassador
of 76ers Basketball. A fixture in the 76ers Community Relations Department, the former 1975
Sixers second round draft pick travels to schools, recreation centers and playgrounds in the tri-
state area teaching the fundamentals of basketball and life.

Free has headed up the successful 15-year-old 76ers Summer Hoops Tour where he reaches thou-
sands of children each summer challenging these young people to not only further their basketball
skills but their life skills as well. He also leads the 76ers Basketball 101 program and additionally makes countless public
appearances delivering motivational messages on issues ranging from education, sportsmanship and saying “no” to drugs.

Free poured-in 17,955 points over his illustrious 13-year career. The prolific scorer from Brooklyn spent four years
with the 76ers (1975-78, 1987), while also making stops in San Diego (1978-80), Golden State (1980-82), Cleveland
(1983-86) and Houston (1987). As a member of the 1979-80 San Diego Clippers, Free put together his best season in
the NBA. He averaged an astounding 30.2 points over just 68 games, which landed him a spot in the 1980 NBA All-
Star Game. He appeared in 886 games over his career, averaging 20.3 points while dishing-out 3.7 assists per contest.

Free, who also spent two seasons as the 76ers strength and conditioning coach, was inducted into the New York City
Basketball Hall-of-Fame in 1997, joining the likes of former teammate Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, Billy Cunningham,
Connie Hawkins, Lenny Wilkens and Nate “Tiny” Archibald.

Free attended Guilford College located in North Carolina for three years, where he averaged 23.6 points and 6.5
rebounds per game. He was a member of the school’s 1973 NAIA Championship team, while being named the tour-
nament’s Most Valuable Player.

A native of Brooklyn, N.Y., Free currently resides in the Philadelphia area.

Nov. 14, 1946: Danny
Biasone (pictured to the
left), the owner and founder
of the Syracuse Nationals,
sent a check for $5,000 to
the offices of the National
Basketball League (NBL),
thus creating the Syracuse
Nationals franchise. Benny
Borgmann was hired to
coach the team. In the first
professional ~ game  in
Syracuse, N.Y., the Nationals
defeated the Bears of
Youngstown, Ohio, 67-64.

Nov. 3, 1949: The Nationals
defeated Denver on Nov. 3,
1949, in the first NBA game
in Syracuse, N.Y.  The
Nationals joined the NBA in
1949 when six teams from
the Midwest-based National
Basketball League joined the
Basketball Association of
America to form the 17-team
National Basketball Association. The Nats posted a 51-13
record in their first season in the NBA under the direction
of head coach Al Cervi.

Nov. 24, 1949: The Nationals defeated the Anderson
Packers, 125-123, in five overtimes at Syracuse, N.Y. The
game stands as the longest game in franchise history and
the second longest game in NBA history.

April 23, 1950: The Nationals lost to a George Mikan-led
Minneapolis Lakers in Game 6 of
Wk 4,. the NBA Finals.

1954-55: Marked the first season
the 24-second shot clock was implemented in the NBA.
Nationals owner Danny Biasone and general manager Leo
Ferris conceived the shot clock concept.

April 10, 1955: The Nationals defeated the Fort Wayne
Pistons, 92-91, in Game 7 of the NBA Finals, capturing
the franchise’s first NBA Championship. The Nationals
overcame a 17-point deficit.

Feb. 1, 1959: Dolph Schayes recorded the first 50-point
game in franchise history when he scored a career-high
50 points (18-34 FG, 14-17 FT) in a 139-137 overtime loss
to the Boston Celtics.
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Dec. 25, 1960: Demolishing the New York Knicks 162-
100, the Sixers achieve their largest margin of victory in
franchise history.

March 18, 1961: The Nationals, in a series against their
future home and future star, defeat the Philadelphia
Warriors and Wilt Chamberlain 106-103, completing a
three game sweep in the 1960-61 Division Semifinals.
The Nats would go on to lose in the Division Finals to
Boston, four games to one.

Spring 1963: Tke Richman and Irv Kosloff purchased the
Syracuse Nationals from Danny Biasone. The franchise
re-located from Syracuse, N.Y. to Philadelphia (May
22, 1963) The Nationals marked the return of profession-
al basketball to Philadelphia after the Philadelphia
Warriors franchise re-located to California at the conclu-

sion of the 1961-62 season.

Aug. 6, 1963: The Nationals offi-
cially change their name to the
Philadelphia 76ers. The name
was chosen by Walter Stahlberg,
of West Collingswood, N.J., who
won a contest to name the club.

March 29, 1964: The Sixers finish

their first season with a loss in the playoffs

to Cincinnati. The season included many other firsts.
Dolph Schayes was named to Sixers first coach and guard
Hal Greer became the
first Sixers All-Star.

Jan. 15, 1965: Halfway
through the 1964-65 sea-
son the 76ers traded Paul
Neumann, Connie Dierk-
ing, Lee Shaffer, and cash
to the Warriors for Wilt
Chamberlain. The trade
was the start of some-
thing very good for
Philadelphia's  second
NBA team. The 76ers fin-
ished the 1964-65 season
at 40-40, good enough for
third place in the division behind Cincinnati and Boston.

March 1966: Becoming the first Sixer to lead the NBA in
scoring and rebounding, Wilt Chamberlain leads the
Sixers to their first Eastern Division title.

Nov. 5, 1966: With a loss to Boston (105-87) the Sixers
ended their longest win streak (spanning two seasons) in
franchise history at 18 games.

April 24, 1967: After finishing the regular season with an
astounding 68-13 record (a franchise record) and crush-
ing Boston’s hopes for a ninth straight title, the 76ers
defeated San Francisco 125-122 in Game 6 of the NBA
Finals, winning the franchise’s second NBA
Championship. During the NBAs 35th Anniversary in
1980, this team was voted the best in NBA history.

Erving went on to
score 18,364 points
and block a franchise
record 1,293 shots in
11 seasons with the
Sixers.

Nov. 19, 1976: Sixers
retire Hal Greer’s jer-
sey No. 15. Greer
played 15 seasons with
the franchise, Greer
scored a franchise
record 21,586 points.

Dec. 17, 1976: Sixers
retire Billy Cunning-
ham’s jersey No. 32. As a player, Cunningham played nine
seasons with the Sixers and was named 1966 NBA Rookie
of the Year and was a four-time All-NBA selection.

June 5, 1977: The Sixers fall to Portland, 109-107, in
Game 6 of the 1977 NBA Finals. It marked the fifth NBA
Finals appearance in franchise history.

Oct. 19, 1977: Coach Billy Cunningham coaches and
wins his first game with the Sixers against Detroit (113-
96). Cunningham went on to become the winningest
coach in Sixers history (454-196, .698).

May 16, 1980: In the first season of the three-point line
in the NBA, the Sixers captured the 1980 Eastern
Conference Championship, but lost to the L.A. Lakers in
the NBA Finals (4-2).

July 1981: Harold Katz
buys the 76ers from Fitz
Dixon.

June 8, 1982: After
defeating the Celtics in
Game 7 of the Eastern
Conference Finals, the
Sixers go on to play the
Lakers in the NBA
Finals, losing the series
in six games.

May 31, 1983: Led by
Julius Erving, Moses
Malone, and Maurice
Cheeks, the 76ers defeat
the L.A. Lakers 115-108,
capturing the NBA Championship. The Sixers culminated
a 65-17 regular season
and a 12-1 run through
the playoffs, with a sweep

of the Lakers in the NBA
Finals.
June 1984: Drafted

Charles Barkley as the
fifth overall pick. Barkley
played eight seasons in
Philadelphia,  scoring
14,184 points in 610
games before being trad-
ed to Phoenix (June 17,
1992) for Jeff Hornacek,
Andrew Lang and Tim
Perry.

March 25, 1986: Sixers
retire the microphone of
David Zinkoff, the Sixers public address announcer for 22
seasons (1963-85).

Nov. 7, 1986: Sixers retire Bobby Jones jersey No. 24. A
member of the 1983 NBA Championship 76ers, Jones
played eight of his 10 seasons in the NBA with the Sixers
and was named to the NBA All-Defensive First Team in
eight consecutive seasons (1977-84).

April 18, 1988: Sixers retire Julius Erving’s jersey No. 6.
Erving played with the Sixers from 1976-87.

March 18, 1991: Sixers retire Wilt Chamberlain’s jersey
No. 13. Chamberlain played with the Sixers from 1964-
1968.

Dec. 13, 1994: The Sixers post the 2,000th franchise vic-
tory over the Miami Heat at the Spectrum.

Feb. 6, 1995: Sixers retire Maurice Cheeks’ jersey No. 10.
Cheeks played 15 seasons in the NBA, 11 with
Philadelphia, and owns the franchise record for career
assists (6,212).

April 24, 1996: Comcast-Spectacor purchased the 76ers
from Harold Katz.

June 1996: With the first
overall pick in the 1996
NBA Draft, the Sixers
selected Allen Iverson. In
his first season, Iverson
set franchise records for
rookies in points (1,787),
assists (567), field goals
(625) and 3-point field
goals (155).

Nov. 1, 1996: The Sixers
play their first game at
the Wells Fargo Center,
and fall to the Milwaukee
Bucks, 111-103.

Oct. 31, 1997: The Sixers unveil their first major logo
change since becoming the 76ers in 1963. The logo mod-
ernized the old red and blue logo by adding silver, gold,
and black.

April 17, 1998: 21,305 fans set the franchise record for
home game attendance at the Wachovia Center as the
Sixers play the Chicago Bulls. The Bulls, led by a retiring
Michael Jordan won the game 87-80.
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March 30, 2001: Sixers retire Charles Barkley’s jersey
No. 34. Barkley played with the Sixers from 1984-1992.

June 6, 2001: Once
again, the Sixers and
Lakers meet in the
Finals, with L.A. as a
heavy favorite. Philly
shocked everyone by tak-
ing Game 1 in L.A. before
losing the series in five.
The Sixers became the
first team to win four
major awards in the same
season  (MVP:  Allen
Iverson, Sixth Man of the
Year: Aaron McKie,
Defensive Player of the
Year: Dikembe Mutombo,
Coach of the Year: Larry
Brown).

May 5, 2005: Andre Iguodala becomes the ninth Sixers
player to earn NBA All-Rookie First Team honors.

May 18, 2005: Allen Iverson is named to All-NBA First
Team for the third time in his career, and it is the sixth
time he has received All-NBA honors. Iverson won the
league’s scoring title for the fourth time, joining Wilt
Chamberlain (7), Michael Jordan (10) and George Gervin
(4) as the only players to accomplish that feat four or
more times.

Dec. 19, 2006: Allen Iverson is traded to the Denver
Nuggets along with Ivan McFarlin in exchange for Andre
Miller, Joe Smith and two first round draft choices.

Dec. 4, 2007: Ed Stefanski is named President and
General Manager, becoming the 11th GM in franchise
history.

July 9, 2008: Sixers sign free agent and two-time All-Star
Elton Brand.

June 23, 2009: Sixers announce brand relaunch with
official logo change.

May 21, 2010: Doug Collins is named the 23rd head
coach in franchise history.

June 24, 2010: Sixers select Ohio State’s Evan Turner
with the second overall pick in the 2010 NBA Draft.
Auguest 12, 2010: Sixers name Rod Thorn the team’s

President and announce Ed Stefanski will retain role as
General Manager.

PRESENT: On Sept. 23, 2009 the Sixers unveiled the
latest re-design of their uniform which features the
team’s new primary “76ers basketball” logo with the red,
white and blue color scheme. Trimmed in blue and red,
the team will wear white uniforms with blue lettering
and red numbers at home. On the road, the team will
wear red uniforms, trimmed with blue and white, that
feature white lettering and numbers. In the summer of
2010, the uniforms underwent some minor revisions,
including blue piping added aroudn the neck and shoul-
ders among other aesthetic details.

2007 - 2009: Both the Sixers home and road jerseys
underwent a bit of a facelift in the summer of 2007.
Influenced by the secondary red road uniform, which
was introduced the previous season, the home and road
designs featured a refined red taping stretching from
the jersey to the shorts. The material itself was also
completely overhauled, as the new fabric was adidas
clima-cool flatback mesh on the front with open-holed
metallic stretchair fabrication on the back and in key
venting zones through the front of the shoulders.

2007 - 2009: During the 2006-07 season, the 76ers
unveiled a new second road uniform with red as the pre-
dominant color accented by the team’s other official col-
ors of white, blue, black, silver and gold. Produced by
adidas, the jerseys featured a new “PHILA” wordmark
across the front in a design similar to the team’s pri-
mary logo, as well as blue and white stripinng around
the V-neck. The red shorts are adorned with the Sixers
secondary logo above a blue accent on the side of the left
leg.

1999 - 2006: Philadelphia added a new second road
uniform during the 1999-00 season. The blue jersey
sports a stylish new cut that’s full of tradition from the
great Sixers teams of the 1960’s and 1970’s. Trimmed in
red and black, the jersey featured the “SIXERS” word-
mark on the front with white numbers trimmed in red.

1997 - 2007: Prior to the 1997-98 season, the Sixers
unveiled a completely new look including the first
major logo change since becoming the Philadelphia
76ers in August of 1963. In keeping with the tradition-
al red and blue, the logo was “modernized” by adding
silver, gold and black. For the first time in franchise his-
tory, the Sixers wore black uniforms on the road.
Trimmed in red and gold, the jersey that features the
word “SIXERS” on the front with white numbers

trimmed in red on the back. At home, a white jersey fea-
tures black numbers trimmed in red.

1994 - 97: This uniform was actually a throwback to
the classic Sixers look. Designed by Lucy Loeb, the front
featured “SIXERS” in a more ornate block lettering.
This garb was white with red and blue trim at home and
red with white and blue trim on the road.

1991 - 94: The Sixers uniform was redesigned by
Champion Products and was a departure from the clas-
sic Sixers uniform. The design featured multicolored
stars against a royal blue field that curved up from
shorts to the jersey. The background of the away uni-
form remained red.

1978 —91: The NBA begins to regulate uniform changes
more closely. A rule is installed by the league requiring
teams to use an exclusive outfitter and alert the NBA
one year in advance of a design change. This uniform
becomes the Sixers’ hallmark, with the numeral sur-
rounded by stars on the shorts. The road color returned

to red. The uniforms were manufactured
first by Wilson, then by Sand Knit. The

76ers played more games in this uniform

(1,066) than any other in the history of

the franchise.

1977 — 78: The lettering on the jersey was
readjusted, with home uniforms lettered in
blue and outlined in white and red, while away
uniforms were royal blue with white lettering in
red trim.

1963-65: The Sixers opened their run in Philadelphia
with a Betsy Ross-inspired uniform (below). Adorned
with a circle of stars on both the shorts and the back of
the jersey surrounding the player’s number, the stars
quickly became a hallmark of the Sixers uniforms. The
road uniform was dark blue with red lettering and
numbers. Midway through the ‘64-65 season the

time with a theme. In honor of the Bicentennial, the
team turned to the cursive lettering and trim numerals
of the 1970-71 season. The new uniforms were designed
by Pat Williams, Al Domenico, Billy Cunningham and
Sonder Levitt Advertising.

1971-76: SonderLevitt Advertising designed a uniform
that had a much longer lifespan than its predecessor.
With the new art deco-like lettering, the uniforms
retained the star-inset blue side stripe, a graphic ele-
ment that remained a feature through the 70’s. Away
uniforms were royal blue with white side stripes and
stars.

1970-71: With its red-in-blue and cursive lettering, the
Sixers next official home uniform (the old red garb was
retained for away games), did not please Sixers suppli-
ers. Midseason trades meant impossible turn-around
times for these custom-sewn, flowing script uniforms.
In the middle of the season a switch is made and
“Seventy Sixers”, in script, replaces “PHILA” on the
front of the uniform.

1966-70: The Sixers went to the straightforward look
during their first championship run. Simple block let-
ters with the traditional “PHILA” on the front replaced
the star-spangled banner look. Road uniforms became
red with blue lettering and white trim.

1965-66: A two-tone uniform with a high waistband and
long, baggy trunks was introduced. The players consid-
ered it flashy and uncomfortable to play in and it was
abandoned after one season.

Despite measuring a shade under 6-foot-5, “Sir Charles” established himself as
a force under the basket in two gold medal-winning Olympics and 16 NBA sea-
sons. Barkley averaged 22.1 points and 11.7 rebounds per game in 16 NBA sea-
sons and appeared in nine All-Star Games, capturing MVP honors in 1991 after
scoring 17 points and 22 rebounds. Selected by Philadelphia with the fifth over-
all pick in the 1984 NBA Draft, Barkley averaged 23.3 points and 11.6 rebounds
in eight seasons with the 76ers. He also played four seasons with Phoenix
(1992-96) and spent the final three seasons of his career in Houston (1996-99).

He finished his 14-year career with a 30.1 scoring aver-
age and a 22.9 rebound average. The four-time league MVP is the only player to
score 100 points in a single game and holds the NBA record for most games
with 50 or more points, a feat he accomplished an astounding 118 times. On a
league-record nine occasions “The Big Dipper” led the league in field goal per-
centage and seven seasons he was the league's top scorer. He ranks as the Sixers
all-time leader in both scoring average and field goal percentage. Chamberlain
totaled 31,419 points and 23,924 rebounds during his NBA career and was
selected to play in the NBA All-Star Game 13 times. Chamberlain helped the
Sixers claim the NBA championship in 1967 and guided the Los Angeles Lakers
to a NBA crown in 1972.

In
each of his 11 seasons in Philadelphia, Cheeks led the Sixers in assists and each
of his first 10 seasons he also led the team in steals. Four times as a member of
the 76ers he played in the NBA All-Star Game and was instrumental in the
Sixers 1983 NBA championship. Additionally, Cheeks shares single-game
records for most steals in an NBA Finals game and an NBA playoff game. During
his stellar NBA career, Cheeks tallied 12,195 points, 7,392 assists and 2,310
steals. He served as an assistant coach with the Sixers for seven seasons (1994-
01) and returned to Philadelphia for his first season as a head coach with the
T6ers in 2005-06.

Cunningham also played two seasons for the Carolina Cougars of the ABA and
was the league's MVP and a first-team ABA All-Star in 1973. He compiled a 454-
196 record as the Sixers head coach and guided the team to three division titles.
Cunningham is the only member of the organization to capture an NBA cham-
pionship as both a player (1967) and as a head coach (1983).

Erving was a member
of the 76ers 1983 championship team and is the franchise's all-time leader in
blocked shots. Prior to his entry into the NBA, Erving played five seasons in the
ABA where he was named the league's MVP twice (1974, 1976) and the co-MVP
in 1975. He guided the New York Nets to a pair of ABA titles and appeared in the
ABA All-Star Game in each of his five seasons.

Draft. He played five seasons for Syracuse before the franchise moved to
Philadelphia in 1963. Greer totaled 21,586 points during his 15-year career and
helped lead the Sixers to the 1967 NBA championship. He currently ranks as the
T6ers all-time leader in points scored, minutes played, field goals made, field
goals attempted, games played and personal fouls.
