Monumental, which merged Lincoln Holdings and Washington Sports and 
Entertainment on June 10, 2010, also owns and operates Verizon Center, the premier sports and entertainment venue in Washington, 
D.C.  Additionally, the group controls the local Ticketmaster franchise, Kettler Capitals Iceplex, the Capitals’ state-of-the-art training 
facility in Arlington, Va., and George Mason University’s Patriot Center, located in Fairfax, Va. 
Monumental Sports & Entertainment operates in the nation’s fifth-biggest media market and is one of the largest integrated sports and 
entertainment companies in the country with one of the most diverse partnership groups in all of sports.  
 
Ted Leonsis is known as one of the country’s premiere businessmen having held numerous leadership positions at AOL. He is also a 
professional sports team owner, a film producer, a private-angel investor, an active Board member and a committed philanthropist. 
  
During his 14-year career with AOL, the company enjoyed its greatest periods of growth and financial success. Leonsis now serves as 
vice chairman emeritus, having stepped down from day-to-day management at AOL on Dec. 31, 2006. He has served as AOL vice 
chairman as well as president of several business units, including the AOL Services Company, AOL Studios, AOL Web Services, AOL 
Core Service and the AOL Audience Business. 
  
Leonsis is now the chairman of Revolution Money, an innovative new Web 2.0 payment platform and credit-card service created to 
transform the financial services industry by drastically altering the economics through Internet-based technology. This new payment  
platform also generates significant merchant and consumer benefits. Revolution Money, formerly GratisCard Inc., is a subsidiary of 
Revolution LLC, the investment company created by Steve Case. 
 
In addition to Lincoln Holdings LLC, Leonsis has investments in a large group of web-related companies, including Algentis LLC, 
Beacon Capital Strategies LLC, Clearspring Technologies, Geneva Acquisition Corp., Mahalo, Mobile Posse, Object Video and Qloud. 
Leonsis serves on the board of several of these companies as well as PodShow.  
  
Leonsis has recently become involved in filmmaking through conceptualizing and producing "Nanking," a documentary film that made 
its world premiere at the 2007 Sundance Film Festival where it won the Documentary Editing Award. Since that time, the film has 
been screened at film festivals around the globe, including the Hong Kong Film Festival, where it won the Humanitarian Award, and is 
already the best-selling documentary in China’s history.  
 
Dick Patrick, Vice Chairman and Chief Operating Officer, President, Washington Capitals  
 
Dick Patrick, along with Ted Leonsis, is one of the original partners in the group that became Monumental Sports & Entertainment. A 
mainstay for the Washington Capitals’ franchise for more than two decades, the owner, president and alternate governor continues to 
lead the club with his tireless effort and intense desire to continue a family tradition – engraving the Patrick name onto the Stanley 
Cup.

Leonsis recently founded and launched SnagFilms, a Web 2.0 company that brings the best nonfiction films to a global web audience. 
He is also the chairman of Clearspring Technologies, the leading provider of cross-platform social network and syndication services; as 
well as Revolution Money, an innovative new Web 2.0 payment platform.  
 
Leonsis is the founder, chairman and majority owner of Monumental Sports & Entertainment, which owns the Washington Capitals, 
the WNBA’s Washington Mystics, the NBA’s Washington Wizards and Verizon Center. Monumental also controls the Baltimore-
Washington Ticketmaster franchise; Kettler Capitals Iceplex, the Capitals’ state-of-the-art Arlington, Va., training facility; and George 
Mason University’s Patriot Center. Leonsis led a group that originally purchased the Capitals and a minority share of the Wizards and 
Verizon Center in 1999. The group purchased the Mystics in 2005 and the other entities in 2010. 
 
In addition to Monumental, Leonsis has investments and/or sits on the board of directors for several companies: Algentis LLC; Beacon 
Capital Strategies LLC; GridPoint; Triporati; Mahalo.com; MediaBank; Groupon.com; MobilePosse; ObjectVideo; SB Nation; 
TidalTV; and Zedge. Leonsis is also on the board of directors of Georgetown University, his alma mater, and is listed as one of the 
institution’s most distinguished alumni by numerous publications.  
 
Leonsis is a film producer having conceptualized and produced “Nanking,” a documentary film that tells the story of the Japanese 
invasion of Nanking, China, in the early days of World War II. “Nanking” made its world premiere at the 2007 Sundance Film 
Festival, where it was awarded the Documentary Editing Award, and was released by THINKFilm in December 2007. The film won a 
Peabody Award and was nominated for three Emmy Awards, winning the Emmy for Best Historical Programming in 2009. The film 
aired on HBO and is available on DVD.  
 
While at the 2007 Sundance Film Festival, Leonsis coined the phrase “filmanthropy” to describe a new category of filmmaking that 
sheds light on important issues around the world and activates discussion as well as new volunteers and new funds to benefit a social 
cause. Leonsis is also the producer of “Kicking It,” another example of filmanthropy, which debuted at the 2008 Sundance Film 
Festival. “Kicking It” aired on ESPN and Netflix. His third film, “A Fighting Chance,” will debut in late 2010.  
 
Leonsis recently published a book, “The Business of Happiness: 6 Secrets to Extraordinary Success in Work and Life,” which examines 
what actually makes people happy. Business and financial success doesn’t necessarily yield happiness, he writes, but happiness certainly 
can lead to professional and personal success.

As CEO of Salamander Hospitality, a company she founded in 2005, Ms. Johnson oversees a growing portfolio of luxury properties.  
Woodlands Inn, in Summerville, SC, is one of only a handful of properties in North America to receive the prestigious Forbes Five 
Star and AAA Five Diamond ratings for both lodging and dining.  In 2008, Travel + Leisure selected Woodlands as the #1 hotel for 
service in North America and #3 in the world (it was the only US hotel ranked in the Top 10).  In 2007, Ms. Johnson acquired 
Innisbrook, a Salamander Golf & Spa Resort. Set on 900 acres, this 72-hole resort in Innisbrook, FL hosts the annual PGA TOUR’s 
Transitions Championship and the LPGA Legends Tour Open Championship. The company is also building the much-anticipated

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2010 TEAM NOTES 
 
History in the Making: 
The Mystics won 22 games for the first time in franchise history. The Mystics are one of four teams that won 20+ games this season 
and clinched the number one seed in the Eastern Conference where they will face the fourth-ranked Atlanta Dream. The Mystics 
previous record was 18 wins which was set during the 2006 season. Their 19th win was collected in an 80-71 win over the Seattle Storm 
on August 15 at the Verizon Center and their 20th over the San Antonio Silver Stars on August 17. Their 21st win was collected in their 
last regular season home game against the New York Liberty on August 20 in front of a crowd of 13,109 Mystics fans. The Mystics 
ended their regular season on a six game winning streak with their last win coming on the road against the Atlanta Dream on August 
22. The Mystics ended the season 22-12, with an impressive .647 winning percentage. 
 
Compare and Contrast: 
Two of the Mystics best seasons prior to this year came in 2002 and 2006. In 2002, the Mystics advanced to the Eastern Conference 
Finals and eventually lost the series to the New York Liberty 1-2. The Mystics went 17-15 in the regular season and averaged 66.7 points 
per game while shooting .422 percent from the field. In 2006, the Mystics made it to the playoffs again and lost in the first round to the 
Connecticut Sun. The Mystics went 18-16 in the regular season and averaged a record high 80.8 points per game, and a franchise high 
.460 from the field. This year, the Mystics are averaging their second best, 76.9 points per game, and shooting their third best, .451 from 
the field. Washington is also averaging their second best, .775 from the free throw line this season. 
 
From MIP to Potential MVP: 
Mystics forward Crystal Langhorne has stepped up big in guard Alana Beard's absence, leading her team to the playoffs for the second 
consecutive season. The 2009 Most Improved Player already surpasses her season averages from last year which consisted of 12.0 points 
per game and 7.9 rebounds per game. Through 33 games this season, Langhorne is first on her team and 10th in the league in scoring 
(16.3 ppg) and first on the team and fifth in the league in rebounds per game (9.7 rpg). Langhorne is third in the league in total rebounds 
(330), and has posted 15 double-doubles this season, four were consecutive. Langhorne ranks second in the league in minutes per game 
(34.1) and in total minutes played (1,158). In the Mystics win over the Phoenix Mercury on June 27, forward Crystal Langhorne posted a 
new career high 31 points. In just her third season, Langhorne reached her 1,000th career point in a win over the Atlanta Dream on 
August 3. Langhorne was named Eastern Conference Player of the Month for the month of June and also was named Player of the 
Week for games played the week of June 21 where she averaged 27.7 ppg, 12.3 rpg, 2.7 spg and shot 69% from the field. 
 
Most Improved Player 2010? 
In nine games this season, Mystics forward Monique Currie has scored 20+ points. In the first two games, Currie led the team in 
scoring with 21 and 27 points. In their loss against the Seattle Storm on May 25, Currie led all scorers once again with 24 points. In the 
last two games, Currie posted 22 points in the Mystics win over the Chicago Sky on June 11 and scored 20 points in the win over the 
New York Liberty on June 12. In the Mystics loss against the San Antonio Silver Stars on July 29, Currie led all scorers with 22 points, 
shooting 6-for-9 from the field, 2-for-2 from three point range, and a perfect 8-for-8 from the free throw line. In the Mystics loss against 
the New York Liberty on August 6, Currie led her team with 23 points, shooting 7-for-14 from the field and 9-for-10 from the free throw 
line. In the Mystics win over the Seattle Storm on August 15, Currie once again led all scorers with 25 points, shooting 7-for-13 from the 
field, 6-for-6 from the free throw line, and hit a career high five three-pointers in seven attempts. In their most recent win over the 
Atlanta Dream on August 22, Currie led all scorers with 20 points, shooting 6-for-10 from the field and a perfect 8-for-8 from the free 
throw line. Her current scoring average is 14.1 points per game. This is the highest scoring average Currie has had in her four-year 
career.  
 
Head of the Class:  
At the beginning of the season, many people counted the Mystics out due to an ankle injury that had star player Alana Beard sideline 
for the season. Plank, however, was able to succeed with a 10-player active roster and lead her team to potentially finishing the regular 
season in first place in the Eastern Conference. The Mystics are currently in first place in the East with one game remaining in the 
regular season. Under the guidance of Plank, the Mystics are having one of their best seasons in their franchise history. The team is 22-
12 (.647) which marks a new record for totals wins in one season. This is also the first time the Mystics have reached 20+ wins and have 
reached the playoffs in back-to-back seasons. 
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2010 TEAM NOTES 
 
Playoff Bound: 
With the Mystics 80-71 win over the top-ranked Seattle Storm on August 15, the Mystics clinched the final spot in the Eastern 
Conference, making it to the playoffs in back-to-back seasons for the first time in franchise history. The Mystics previous playoff 
appearances came in the 2000, 2002, 2004, 2006, and 2009 seasons. 
 
Home Cooking:  
The Mystics went 13-4 at home this season (8-3 against Eastern Conference teams, 5-1 against Western Conference teams). 
 
Perfect 10: 
Mystics forward Monique Currie has shot perfect from the free throw line in 15 games so far this season. In the Mystics win over the 
Atlanta Dream on August 22, Currie shot a perfect 8-for-8 from the free throw line. Currie shot perfect from the line in four 
consecutive games played June 25 through July 1. Currie ranks 8th in the league in free throw shooting (150-for-171, .877).  
 
Season Highs: 
In their most recent win over the Atlanta Dream on August 22, the Mystics posted a season high 29 points in the second quarter and 54 
total points in the first half. The Mystics also set a new season record for total rebounds in a game, pulling down 48 in their win over 
the Dream. The Mystics current record for most rebounds is 51 boards which came in a double overtime win over the Sacramento 
Monarchs on June 25, 2002. Also, in their win over the Dream, the Mystics dished out a season high 25 assists, with guard Lindsey 
Harding leading the pack with eight assists, and reserve forward Marissa Coleman setting a career high with five assists. In the Mystics 
win over the Minnesota Lynx on August 13, the team posted a new season high in defensive rebounds (37). The Mystics also held the 
Lynx to six fourth quarter points and 18 total points in the second half. In their win over the Connecticut Sun on August 10, the 
Mystics outscored the Sun 33-16 in the third quarter, setting a new season high for total points scored in the third quarter. In the 
Mystics win over the Phoenix Mercury on June 27, the Mystics scored a season high with 28 points coming in the first quarter. Against 
the Chicago Sky on June 11, the Mystics shot a season-high .617 percent from the field and .643 percent from three-point range.  
 
Big Timers: 
Mystics forward Crystal Langhorne finished second in the league in minutes per game (34.1) and second in total minutes with 1,158. 
Last season, Langhorne averaged 29.8 minutes per game and earned her spot in the starting lineup after 12 games of coming off the 
bench. Guard Lindsey Harding finished in sixth place averaging 33.2 minutes per game and third in total minutes with 1,130. 
 
First Fan: 
President Barack Obama attended the Washington Mystics’ 87-62 win against the Tulsa Shock on Sunday, August 1. President Obama 
is believed to be the first sitting U.S. president to attend a WNBA game. 
 
Career High Performance: 
Mystics guard Lindsey Harding scored a career high 33 points in the Mystics win over the Indiana Fever on July 30. Harding shot 11-for-
18 from the field, 2-for-3 from three point range, and a perfect 9-for-9 from the free throw line.  
 
Double the Fun: 
Mystics second-year forward Marissa Coleman posted her first career double-double in the Mystics recent win over the Tulsa Shock on 
August 1. Coleman scored a season high 14 points and tied her season and career high in rebounds grabbing 10 boards.  
 
Mystics Milestones: 
Forward Crystal Langhorne surpassed her 1,000th career point after scoring 15 points in the Mystics win over the top-ranked Atlanta 
Dream on August 3. Center Chasity Melvin surpassed 500 career assists after dishing out three assists in the Mystics win over the 
Indiana Fever on July 30. Guard Lindsey Harding surpassed her 1,000th career point after scoring 24 points in the Mystics win over the 
Phoenix Mercury on June 27. Guard Katie Smith dished out her 1,000th career assist after a season-high six assists in the win over the 
Mercury on June 27. Center Chasity Melvin surpassed the 10,000th minute of her 11-year career in a win over the Los Angeles Sparks on 
June 24. Forward Nakia Sanford surpassed her 1,500th career point after scoring 11 points in the Mystics overtime win over the Chicago 
Sky on June 19. Melvin reached her 2,000th career rebound after pulling down two rebounds in the Mystics win over the Sky on June 11. 
Melvin ranks ninth in all-time history with 2,118 total rebounds. Currie reached her 1,500th career point after scoring 18 points in the

Mystics win over the Connecticut Sun on May 30. Smith surpassed 5,500 career points after scoring 15 points against the Sparks on May 
28.  
 
All-Star Addition: 
In the off-season, the Mystics added 11-year WNBA veteran guard Katie Smith to their roster. Smith is a three-time Olympian and 
two-time WNBA Champion. She is the most prolific scorer in American women’s basketball history, scoring a total of 6,879 points 
(WNBA and ABL). She is also the third all-time leading scorer in the WNBA with 5,446 points in her career. In a career that spans 
over a decade, Smith averages include 15.7 points per game, 3.1 rebounds per game and 2.8 assists per game. 
 
Player of the Month Honors: 
Mystics forward Crystal Langhorne was named the league’s Eastern Conference Player of the Month presented by Kia Motors for her 
standout performances throughout the month of June. This is the first season that the league has presented this award. Langhorne 
posted four consecutive double-doubles and had four games of 20+ points, leading the Mystics to a 6-2 record for the month of June. 
Langhorne also posted two career-high performances. Against the Los Angeles Sparks on June 24, Langhorne scored a career-high 27 
points along with a career high five steals and 14 rebounds. Three days later against the defending champion Phoenix Mercury, 
Langhorne posted a new career high 31 points along with 10 rebounds. Langhorne was previously named Player of the Week for games 
played the week of June 21 against the Chicago Sky, Los Angeles Sparks and the Phoenix Mercury, the first of her professional career. 
 
Record Highs: 
The Washington Mystics posted a new franchise record in points scored in a single game when they defeated the defending champion 
Phoenix Mercury 107-104 at the US Airways Center on July 1. The Mystics also scored a record-high 65 points in the second half. 
Previously, the Mystics all-time high stood at 106 points in a single game which came in a win over the Mercury on June 20, 2007. The 
Mystics previous high for points in the second half was 63 against the Utah Starzz on July 19, 1998. 
 
All-Star Status: 
Three Washington Mystics players received All-Star honors in this year’s “WNBA vs. USA Basketball: The Stars at the Sun.” Crystal 
Langhorne led the list of reserves while Lindsey Harding and Monique Currie were added following injuries to the Atlanta Dream’s 
Sancho Lyttle and Seattle Storm’s Lauren Jackson. This marked the first time three Mystics players were named All-Stars. All three 
Mystics players were also in the starting lineup. Harding posted team highs in rebounds (7) and assists (4) in the 99-72 loss to USA 
Basketball. 
 
Breast Health Awareness: 
The Washington Mystics, in partnership with corporate partner Sibley Memorial Hospital, held its third annual auction benefiting the 
Sullivan Center for breast health on August 1 following the team’s 87-62 victory over the Tulsa Shock. This year’s auction raised over 
$68,000 shattering last year’s proceeds of $39,000.  
 
Breaking the Spell: 
The Washington Mystics defeated the Eastern Conference defending champions, Indiana Fever for the first time in seven tries on May 
15. The last time the Mystics defeated the Fever was on July 8, 2008 with a 50-48 victory.  Last Saturday against the Fever, a Blue Devil 
and a Terrapin led the way for the Mystics. Monique Currie and Crystal Langhorne, integral members of this heated rivalry, scored 21 
and 19 points respectively while together grabbing 15 of the team’s 35 rebounds. 
 
Plank’s Progress: 
For two consecutive seasons, Mystics head coach Julie Plank has led the Mystics to 3-0 starts. The last time the Mystics began with a 
winning streak was in 2002 when the team started out 7-1 and eventually made it to the Eastern Conference Finals. After her rookie 
season a head coach, Plank has been a tremendous addition to the Mystics organization. Including the playoffs, Plank posted a 16-20 
season with a .444 winning percentage last season. This ranked her fourth among Mystics head coaches. Plank is behind Michael 
Adams (18-20, .473 winning percentage), Richie Adubato (35-40, .466 winning percentage, including playoffs) and Wayne “Tree” 
Rollins (24-28, .461 winning percentage). Plank turned the Mystics around from a 10-24 record the season before and led them to the 
playoffs for the first time since 2006.
