MIKE McCORMACK
President/General Manager

Seahawks: Mike McCormack was ele-
vated to the position of President and
General Manager of the Seattle Sea-
hawks on January 3, 1983, after serving
as the club’s interim head coach for the
final seven games of the 1982 season.
The Seahawks won four of their seven
games under McCormack, who took
over the head coaching duties on Oc-
tober 13 from Jack Patera. He originally
joined the Seattle staff on March 12,
1982, as Director of Football Operations.

NFL Experience: Prior to joining the Seahawks, McCormack served
as head coach of the Baltimore Colts in 1980 and 1981. He was also
head coach of the Philadelphia Eagles from 1973 through 1975 and
spent 11 years as an NFL assistant coach with the Washington
Redskins (1966-72) and Cincinnati Bengals (1976-79).

Hall of Fame: McCormack was one of four former players inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame on July 28, 1984, in Canton, Ohio.
McCormack was honored along with Arnie Weinmeister, Willie
Brown, and Charley Taylor.

Pro Playing Experience: He was a number one draft choice by the
NFL's New York Yanks in 1951 and then spent the 1952 and 1953
seasons in military service. In 1954, he was involved in a 15-player
trade that sent him to the Cleveland Browns. During his nine
seasons (1954-1962) with the Browns, the standout offensive tackle
played in six Pro Bowls and three NFL Championship Games,
winning two. Following his retirement, he was in the insurance
business for three years before entering the coaching field.

College: He is a member of the University of Kansas' all-time team
selected in 1976 by the Lawrence Journal-World. He served as a
team co-captain in 1950 and concluded his collegiate career by
participating in the East-West Shrine Game and College All-Star
Game following his senior season. He was an All-Big Seven
Conference selection in 1950.

High School: A graduate of DelaSalle High in Kansas City,
Missouri, McCormack participated in football and basketball as a
prep.

Personal: He married the former Ann Helsby on January 28, 1956, in
Kansas City. The McCormacks have four children, Michael, an
attorney; Tim, a May graduate of the University of Cincinnati; Molly,
married and living in Cincinnati; and Colleen, married and living in
Cincinnati. Mike and Ann McCormack reside in Bellevue. He was
born June 21, 1930, in Chicago.

CHUCK KNOX
Head Coach

Seahawks: Chuck Knox enters into his
Seatt]e third season as head coach of the Seattle
Seahawg, Seahawks. He joined the Seahawks on
January 26, 1983, after five seasons as
vice president and head coach of the
Buffalo Bills. Knox guided the Seahawks
to their best record in franchise history,
12-4,in 1984, and into the playoffs for the
second consecutive year. For his efforts
he was named NFL Coach of the Year by
The Sporting News, Associated Press,
and the Seattle Gold Helmet Committee,
and AFC Coach of the Year by UPI and the Pro Football Writers'
Assn. Knox was also honored as Seattle’s Sports Star of the Year for
1984. In 1983, he led the Seahawks to the first playoff appearance in
the team’s history, as Seattle advanced to the AFC Championship
Game. He was named NFL Coach of the Year by the Seattle Gold
Helmet Committee and the Vince Lombardi Committee and AFC
Coach of the Year by UPI, Football News and the Kansas City 101
Club.
Head Coaching Experience: Knox has 12 years of head coaching
experience with a 112-62-1 regular season won-loss record. His
winning percentage of .643 ranks second among active head
coaches with more than 100 wins trailing only Don Shula (.730). In
1983, he became only the 15th coach in NFL history to win 100
regular season games in his career. He has been named NFL Coach
of the Year four times, in 1973 with the Los Angeles Rams and in
1980 with the Buffalo Bills along with the Seahawks in 1983 and
1984. With Los Angeles from 1973 through 1977, his teams won five
division championships and compiled a 54-15-1 record. He moved
to Buffaloin 1978 and inherited a team that had won just two games
in 1976 and three games in 1977. He equalled that total in his first
year with a 5-11 mark, and improved that to 7-9 the following season.
In 1980, the Bills captured their first division title since 1966 with an
11-5 record. Buffalo finished 10-6 in 1981 and advanced to the
playoffs, while in 1982 they were 4-5. In all, Knox-coached teams
have won six division championships and made the playoffs nine
times in his 12 years as a head coach. He is the only coach in NFL
history to take three different teams into the playoffs.
Assistant Coaching Experience: Prior to being named head coach
of the Rams in 1973, Knox worked as an NFL assistant coach for 10
seasons. He joined the New York Jets in 1963 as offensive line coach
and then moved to Detroit as offensive line coach in 1967. He broke
into coaching as an assistant at Juniata College, his alma mater, in
1954, and then coached one year at Tyrone High in Tyrone, Pa.,
before being named head coach at Ellwood City High in Ellwood
City, Pa., in 1956. He remained there until joining the Wake Forest
University staff for the 1959 and 1960 seasons and then moved to
Kentucky for the 1961 and 1962 seasons.
College: Graduated with a bachelor of arts degree in history from
Juniata College in Huntingdon, Pa., where he lettered four years asa
tackle and served as a team co-captain as a senior. He received the
school's National Alumni Achievement Award in 1974, is currently
on the college’s Board of Directors, and was given an honorary
doctorate degree in 1983.
High School: Attended Sewickley High in Sewickley, Pa.
Personal: He is married to the former Shirley Rhine and they have
four children; Chris, who operates a travel agency; Kathy, ateacher;
Colleen, a health management director; and Chuck, who is a
running back at the University of Arizona. He was born April 27,
1932, in Sewickley, Pa.

Only one active
player, San Diego's Charlie Joiner with 657, has more catches than
Largent entering 1985. Also ranks ninth all-time in receiving yards
and tenth in touchdowns scored. Has averaged 60.5 receptions,
974.6 yards, and eight touchdowns in nine seasons. His 107 straight
regular season games with at least one reception is third in history
trailing Harold Carmichael (127) and Mel Gray (121). Totals seven
seasons with at least 50 receptions to tie the league record.
