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NEW SEAHAWKS TRAINING FACILITY TO BE
NAMED VIRGINIA MASON ATHLETIC CENTER

The Seahawks announced on May 9,
2006, plans for a state-of-the-art training
facility to be located along Lake Washington.
The 200,000 square foot waterfront facility,
second-largest in the NFL, will be located
within the northern city limits of Renton and
scheduled to open in the Summer of 2008.
The property is bounded by Interstate 405 to
the east, Lake Washington to the west, resi-
dential property to the north and 44th Street
to the south.

On March 20, 2007, the Seattle Seahawks
announced an expanded partnership with
Virginia Mason Medical Center, naming the
club’s new state-of-the-art football training
facility the Virginia Mason Athletic Center
(VMAC).

“Virginia Mason is recognized as one of
the top hospitals in the country,” said
Seahawks CEO Tod Leiweke. “The VMAC will
allow our organization to consolidate into
one facility, attract and retain free agents and
bring training camp back home. The
Seahawks, like Virginia Mason, strive to be at
the top of our profession and this partnership
helps accomplish that goal.”

The privately funded practice facility will

be situated on 19 acres of industrial property.
It will house a permanent indoor practice
facility, the team’s current Kirkland front
office departments and will also accommo-
date Corporate Sponsorships and Fan
Development that are currently located at
Qwest Field.

In addition, there will be four outdoor
practice fields, 50,000 square feet of training
facility space (currently 16,000 in Kirkland),
15,000 square feet of player meeting space
(currently 5,700) and 48,000 square feet of
administrative office space (currently
14,500).

The facility will also include access for
fans to attend training camp.

Purchased by Vulcan Real Estate in 2000,
the land was formerly home to a coal tar
refinery & creosote plant, since remediated
by Vulcan in concert with the City of Renton
and the Washington State Department of
Ecology. The project will improve the envi-
ronmental climate of Renton and its wetlands
by improving and redeveloping the site.

Since the team’s inaugural season in
1976, the Seahawks were housed at Carillon
Point for 10.5 years from 1976-1986.

Addressing the continuing decline of
physical education programs in many of
America’s schools and diminishing amount of
exercise among today’s children, the National
Football League and American Heart
Association launched the What Moves U
national program. The awareness campaign
which includes a unique curriculum supple-
ment is designed to incorporate physical
activity in classroom lessons and encourage
physical activity to an increasingly inactive
generation of children.

What Moves U includes several key ele-
ments: an in-school activity kit created for
teachers, by teachers, which includes curricu-
lum-based activity sheets, program-specific
learning materials and in-school promotional
materials; and, an interactive fitness website
for children.

Growing up in the
Northwest, Paul G. Allen’s
passion for football was kin-
dled attending University of
Washington football games
as a youth. As years passed, a
fondness toward the
Seahawks developed. When
former ownership threatened
to move the Seahawks to
southern California in 1996,
Allen acted on an opportunity
to purchase the club and save
pro football in Seattle. Along
with the purchase came the
vision of a new multi-func-
tional stadium and exhibition
hall. On June 30, 1997, the
purchase was completed and secured that the
future of the Seahawks would remain in the
Great Northwest.

“From the beginning of this process, my
goals have been to work with the community to
create a lasting asset for our future; and to
ensure the long-term success of the Seahawks,”
said Allen at the time of purchasing the fran-
chise. “Moving forward, our goals are to build a
playoff caliber team and to create a world-class
facility for the state of Washington.”

Both goals have been realized. In 2002, the
vision of Seahawks Stadium and Exhibition
Center, renamed Qwest Field & Qwest Field
Event Center in 2004, became reality. An open
air facility which many critics argue is the best
venue in the National Football League, Qwest
Field is home to over 300 events annually rang-
ing from soccer, to Supercross, concerts, gradu-
ation ceremonies, and trade shows. The
Seahawks have also reached the postseason the
last four seasons, including their first ever
Super Bowl trip in 2005 after a franchise-best 13-
3 record.

“It exceeds the vision we had originally,
Allen said shortly after the opening of the stadi-
um. “We had a bunch of goals about trying to cre-
ate a really intimate stadium that would be great
for the fans, to have elegant architecture, and |
think we've ended up with a fantastic facility.”

An investor and philanthropist, Allen creates
and advances world-class projects and high-
impact initiatives that change and improve the
way people live, learn, work and experience the
world through arts, education, entertainment,
sports, business and technology. He co-founded
Microsoft with Bill Gates in 1976, remained the
company's chief technologist until he left
Microsoft in 1983, and is the founder and chair-
man of Vulcan Inc., and chairman of Charter
Communications. In addition, Allen’s multibil-
lion dollar investment portfolio includes large
stakes in DreamWorks Animation SKG, Oxygen
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Media and more than 40 other
technology, media and content
companies. Allen also owns
the Portland Trail Blazers NBA
franchise.

Raised in the Pacific
Northwest, Paul Allen has
been named one of the top
philanthropists in America -
with lifetime giving totaling
more than $900 million - and
is committed to giving back to
communities in the region he
still calls home. Allen gives
back to the community
through the Paul G. Allen
Family Foundation, which
strengthens communities and
supports vulnerable populations in the areas of
arts and culture, health and human services,
opportunities for youth, and scientific advance-
ment. In 2003 Allen announced a commitment of
$100 million in seed money dedicated to brain
research and unveiled the creation of the Allen
Institute for Brain Science in Seattle. The non-
profit Allen Institute was founded as an innova-
tive and unprecedented resource for neuroscien-
tists around the world. In 2006 the Allen Institute
completed its inaugural project, the Allen Brain
Atlas. The Brain Atlas is a Web-based, three-
dimensional map of gene expression in the
mouse brain. Detailing more than 21,000 genes
at the cellular level, the Atlas continues to help
lead scientists to new insights and propel the
field of neuroscience forward dramatically.

Inspired by growing up in the era of the
“space race,” with its Mercury, Gemini, and
Apollo missions, Allen underscored his passion
for rocketry by sponsoring the development of
SpaceShipOne, the first privately funded space-
craft to successfully attain suborbital space.
SpaceShipOne won the Ansari X-Prize in 2004.
Additionally, In 1998, Allen began acquiring and
preserving rare aircraft of 20th-century military
aviation, many of which are the last of their kind.
The Collection’s purpose is to preserve and high-
light the increasing rarity of original vintage air-
craft, to restore these artifacts to the highest
standard of authenticity, and to share them with
the public.

Allen is also founder of Experience Music
Project, Seattle’s critically acclaimed interactive
music museum; the Science Fiction Museum
and Hall of Fame; and, Vulcan Productions, the
independent film production company behind
Hard Candy, Far From Heaven, “RX for Survival:
A Global Health Challenge” series on PBS, “The
Blues,” executive produced by Martin Scorsese
in conjunction with Allen and Jody Patton and
the 2001 “Evolution” series on PBS. Learn more
about Allen online at www.paulallen.com.

Tod Leiweke enters his fifth season with the
Seattle Seahawks after joining the club in
June 2003.The 2007 season is Leiweke’s 25th
season in professional sports. Leiweke
serves as Chief Executive Officer for the
Seattle Seahawks and oversees all aspects of
the club. In addition, he is president of First
and Goal Inc., the organization that manages
Qwest Field and Event Center for the state of
Washington. On March 1, 2007, Paul Allen
named him CEO of Vulcan Sports and
Entertainment, a new entity in which Leiweke
assumes responsibility for all aspects of the
Seahawks, First and Goal Inc, the Allen-
owned Portland Trail Blazers and Rose
Garden. Last season under Leiweke's direc-
tion, the Seahawks sold out of season tickets
for the first time since the early 1990’s and
developed Blue Pride, the team'’s season tick-
et waiting list. Seattle also extended their
sellout streak at Qwest Field to 35 consecu-
tive games. In 2005, Qwest Field was named
by The Sporting News as the finest venue in
the National Football League. Under
Leiweke's leadership, 2005 was a historic
year both on and off the field. In addition to
winning the NFC Championship and advanc-
ing to the team's first Super Bowl, the
Seahawks won the 2005 NFL Sports Fan's

Quality Award as the league's "Fan Friend-
liest" team. During the annual NFL meetings,
NFL Commissioner Paul Tagliabue comment-
ed on the extraordinary support and involve-
ment of the Seahawks fans. Leiweke's vision
is a Seahawks organization that is committed
on behalf of its fans to winning in the stadium
and in the community. Leiweke was instru-
mental in forming the “Spirit of 12"
Partnerships. Teaming with Qwest Commu-
nications, the partnership benefits the
American Heart Association, Boys & Girls
Clubs Washington State Association, Camp
Fire USA, Treehouse, and YMCA of Greater
Seattle. Leiweke serves as a board member
on a number of Washington-based organiza-
tions including Washington CEO Roundtable,
YMCA of Greater Seattle, and The Space
Needle. He was instrumental in launching the
annual Boeing Classic golf tournament in
2005 and serves as co-chair of the Executive
Committee. The tournament has raised nearly
$2 million its first two years with the primary
beneficiary being The Heart Institute at
Virginia Mason Medical Center. Before join-
ing the Seahawks, Leiweke served as presi-
dent of the Minnesota Wild and chief operat-
ing officer of Minnesota Sports & Enter-
tainment (MSE). Under Leiweke's leadership
the Sports Fans of America Association, Inc.
awarded its 2003 NHL Sports Fan's Quality
Award to the Wild as the league's "Fan
Friendliest" team. In an ESPN survey con-
ducted in 2003, the team was ranked number
one for stadium experience and number two
for fan relationships among 123 sports fran-
chises. The Wild played to sellouts for every
game in each of its first four seasons. Prior to
joining the Wild, he served as the inaugural
executive director of The First Tee organiza-
tion which welcomed underprivileged youth
into the world of golf through the develop-
ment of golf facilities throughout North
America. Leiweke has also held executive
positions with the PGA TOUR, the NHLs
Vancouver Canucks and the NBA's Golden
State Warriors. Leiweke, 47 (1/12/60), is a
native of St. Louis, Mo. and is married, Tara,
with two children, Tyler and Tori.



TIM RUSKELL
PRESIDENT OF FOOTBALL OPERATIONS/GENERAL MANAGER

Tim Ruskell begins his third season as presi-
dent and general manager of the Seattle
Seahawks. Hired February 23, 2005, in his
first season Ruskell helped construct a team
that won a franchise-record 13 games and
reach Super Bowl XL. Believing that charac-
ter plays an integral role in building a win-
ning attitude, Ruskell’'s personnel decisions
reflect that belief. In his first draft with the
club in 2005, Ruskell selected C Chris
Spencer, LBs Lofa Tatupu and Leroy Hill, all
starters. Tatupu, who many analysts consid-
ered a reach in the second round, has earned
consecutive trips to the Pro Bowl and
became the Seahawks’ first rookie to make
the Pro Bowl since Rufus Porter in 1988.
Ruskell has signed RB Shaun Alexander and
DT Rocky Bernard to long-term contracts and
lured unrestricted free agents LB Julian
Peterson, FS Deon Grant and TE Marcus
Pollard into the fold over the last two years.
A trade for Super Bowl MVP Deion Branch
and the signing of restricted free agent WR
Nate Burleson have bolstered a solid receiv-
ing corps. A scouting veteran of more than
20 years, Ruskell last served as the Atlanta

Falcons assistant general manager under
highly regarded Falcons President and
General Manager Rich McKay. Before joining
the Falcons in 2004, he served 17 distin-
guished seasons in Tampa Bay where he
began as a regional scout in 1987 before
assuming the positions of director of college
scouting (1992-2000) and later director of
player personnel (2001-03). In his only season
with Atlanta, Ruskell assisted McKay in piec-
ing together a roster that won the NFC South
and earned a berth in the NFC Championship
Game. This, after the Falcons finished last in
the conference with a 5-11 record the season
before his arrival. “We had great success in
the draft while we were inTampa, due in large
part to Tim and the players he would put up
on the draft board and believe in,” said
McKay, who also worked with Ruskell in
Tampa Bay. Ruskell helped build a team in
Tampa Bay that earned postseason berths
five of his final seven seasons, including two
NFC Championship Game appearances and a
Super Bowl XXXVII championship. As direc-
tor of player personnel in Tampa Bay, Ruskell
was instrumental in providing the Buccaneers
with a roster that sent seven players to the
Pro Bowl in 2002. During his tenure in Tampa
Bay, the Buccaneers had at least one player
named to the Pro Bowl in each of the last
eight seasons from 1996 through 2003. In
2000, the Buccaneers sent a league-high nine
players to the Pro Bowl, including a league-
best six starters. Ruskell originally joined the
Buccaneers as a regional scout in 1987, a job
he performed for four years before being pro-
moted to director of college scouting in 1992.
Prior to joining the Buccaneers, Ruskell
served as the director of scouting for the
USFLs Tampa Bay Bandits from 1985-86. He
also worked as a scout for the CFl's Sas-
katchewan Roughriders from 1983 through
1985. Ruskell is a University of South Florida
alum with a communications degree that pre-
ceded a short career in radio. Ruskell and his
wife, Linda, have a daughter, Samantha, and
a son, Jack.

(home of the organization's offices), and the
agreement under which an affiliate of the Wild
manages the Xcel Energy Center and adja-
cent city convention facility. Fuller also devel-
oped and implemented the team'’s equity and
debt financing arrangements, and oversaw
the financial and legal transactions necessary
for consummating the team’s expansion
agreement with the NHL.

Served as the captain of the Raiders’ special
teams for five seasons and contributed a
blocked punt, which he recovered for the first
touchdown, in the Raiders’ 38-9 win over the
Washington Redskins in Super Bowl XVIII.
Also part of the Raiders’ Super Bowl XV
championship team. Finished his Raiders
career with 780 yards on 224 carries, with five
touchdowns. Added 44 receptions and three
scores and returned an onside kick 33 yards
for a touchdown against the Giants in 1980.
Two-time Southland Conference MVP while
at Texas-Arlington. Finished his career with
3,346 rushing yards, the first player in confer-
ence history to top 3,000 yards. Attended
Oswatomie High School in Oswatomie,

Kansas. Derrick and his wife, Amanda, have a
son, Davis.

JOHN PETERSON
AREA SCOUT (SOUTHWEST)

John Peterson begins
his ninth season having
joined the Seahawks’
staff in July 1997. Brings
more than 30 years of
college and professional
experience  to  the
Seahawks.

Ramsden begins his
fourth season as the
franchise’s head athletic
trainer having originally
joined the Seattle
Seahawks as an associ-
ate athletic trainer in
February  of  1999.
Although his primary
area of expertise for
much of his 15 seasons
in the NFL has been centered on physical
rehabilitation and conditioning of profession-
al football players, Ramsden is now charged
with coordinating the healthcare provided for
Seahawks players and staff. Before Seattle,
he served six seasons with the Green Bay
Packers as an assistant athletic trainer and
was a member of the Super Bowl XXXI cham-
pionship team. Ramsden was recently elected
to the Professional Football Athletic Trainers
Society’s executive board and is recognized
for his contributions to the PFATS
Sponsorship Committee. As a student athlet-
ic trainer at the University of Wisconsin at La
Crosse, Ramsden worked with several inter-
collegiate sports teams before joining the
Packers’ staff. He received a Bachelor's
Degree in physical education with an empha-
sis in athletic training form the La Crosse
school in 1992. A La Crescent, Minnesota
native, he, his wife, Lisa and newly born son,
Henry, live near Snoqualmie, Washington, in
the foothills of the Cascade Mountains.
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Mike Holmgren enters his ninth season as
head coach of the Seattle Seahawks after
guiding the club to its third straight NFC West
title in 2006 and the club’s fourth consecutive
postseason appearance. His clubs have post-
ed winning records six of his eight seasons,
including four division titles after winning the
AFC West in 1999, his first season with the
team and a club-record 13 wins in 2005.
Holmgren is tied (Baltimore's Brian Billick) as
the third longest tenured head coach with the
same club behind Tennessee’s Jeff Fisher and
Denver’s Mike Shanahan (13 years).

Holmgren originally joined the Seahawks
as Executive Vice President/General Manager
& Head Coach on January 9, 1999. Following
the 2002 season, Holmgren decided to focus
exclusively on coaching and relinquished his
duties as general manager.

Since 2003, the Seahawks 41-23 record
(.641) is the best in the NFC, along with
Philadelphia, and are the only teams in the
NFC with winning records each of the last
four seasons. Seattle has posted four consec-
utive winning seasons for the first time in
club history.

The Seahawks have made significant
strides in becoming one of the elite teams in
the NFL under Holmgren the last four sea-
sons. The Seahawks reached 10 wins for just
the fourth time in franchise history in 2005,
marking the second time that had been
accomplished in Seattle in 18 years (1986).

Last season, Holmgren guided the
Seahawks to the NFC Divisional Playoff Game
after winning the NFC West and posting a 9-7
record. After beginning the season 4-1,
Seattle persisted through injuries to nine
offensive starters (totaling 48 combined
games), including 2005 MVP Shaun
Alexander who missed six games with a bro-
ken foot. Matt Hasselbeck missed four games
in the middle of the season with an injured
knee and finished the season with a small
fracture in his left hand.

It was the first time Seattle has won a

game in back-to-back postseasons since the
1983 and 1984 seasons and ended a five-sea-
son NFL streak in which the Super Bowl run-
ner-up did not make the following postsea-
son.

In 2005, he joined an elite group of coach-
es, becoming just the fifth coach in NFL his-
tory to take two different teams to the Super
Bowl (1996 & 1997 Green Bay, 2005 Seattle).
In that group are Bill Parcells, Dan Reeves,
Don Shula and Dick Vermeil.

Holmgren guided Seattle's second-ranked
NFL offense to its best year in club history.
Beginning the season 2-2, the Seahawks




posted a club-record 11 straight wins en route
to a 13-3 record. Undefeated at home for the
second time under Holmgren (2003), Seattle
earned the top seed in the NFC and a first-
round bye to begin the postseason. The
Seahawks defeated the Redskins, 20-10, and
Carolina, 34-14, to advance to Super Bowl XL
in Detroit. Seattle dropped the game to the
Pittsburgh Steelers, 21-10.

In 2004, the Seahawks opened 3-0, includ-
ing back-to-back road wins at New Orleans
and at Tampa Bay before defeating San
Francisco 34-0 ending the 49ers NFL-record
streak without being shutout at 420 games.
The Seahawks ended the season winning
three of their last four, including wins over
two playoff teams to secure its NFC West title.

Holmgren's offense ranked sixth in the NFL
in 2003 and produced four Pro Bowlers
(Shaun  Alexander, Hasselbeck, Steve
Hutchinson, Walter Jones) along with Alex
Bannister who earned a trip for his special
teams play. The club finished seventh in scor-
ing, third in total first downs while leading the
league in third-down percentage.

After a slow start in 2002, Holmgren kept
his club focused and finished the season win-
ning five of the last eight games, including
three consecutive to finish a season for the
first time since 1986. His offensive unit fin-
ished the year ranked seventh in total offense
and third in passing while compiling more
yards than any other club over the last six
weeks of the season. Trent Dilfer and
Hasselbeck combined for a franchise-record
five 300-yard passing games, and Koren
Robinson became only the second receiver
(Steve Largent) in Seahawks history to sur-
pass the 1,200-yard receiving mark.

In 2001, Holmgren guided his young roster
back to winning form and bounced back to
post a 9-7 record. That was good for second
place in the AFC West and equalled the team's
best mark since 1999 and 1990.The team won

three of its last four contests and just missed
the playoffs, being eliminated in the final
week of the regular season.

The 2000 campaign saw Holmgren contin-
ue to mold the Seahawks into his vision,
revamping the roster and adding players that
would be the backbone of the team for sea-
sons to come. He suffered his first losing sea-
son as a head coach, posting a 6-10 record
with his young roster (AFC-high 17 rookie or
first-year players) while shaping the team
financially for years to come.

It is that financial foundation that allowed
the club to add Deion Branch in 2006, retain
key unrestricted free agents Jones and
Hasselbeck in 2005, while adding key free
agents Nate Burleson, Julian Peterson and
Deon Grant over the last couple of seasons. In
his four seasons as general manager,
Holmgren drafted 2005 MVP Alexander and
was instrumental in trading for Hasselbeck in
2001.

In his first season with the Seahawks,
Holmgren helped guide the club into their
first postseason since 1988, breaking a 10-
year playoff drought. The 9-7 regular-season
record by the 1999 Seahawks was the best
mark since posting a similar record in 1990.

By leading Seattle into the postseason, he
became just the second coach in team history
to take the Seahawks to the playoffs, and just
the third coach in NFL history to guide a team
to at least seven straight postseasons, joining
Tom Landry (nine years, and eight years) and
Chuck Noll (eight years).

Holmgren took control of the Seahawks
following one of the most successful coach-
ing stints in league history as head coach of
the Green Bay Packers from 1992-98 that
included a 75-37 (.670) regular-season record,
a 9-5 (.643) postseason mark, and two Super
Bowl appearances, including a 35-21 victory
over the New England Patriots in Super Bowl
XXXI played in New Orleans. By winning at

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least one game in five consecutive postsea-
sons (1993-97), Holmgren joined John
Madden (1973-77) as the only coaches in
league history to accomplish the feat.

From 1995-98, Holmgren's Packers post-
ed an NFL-best 48-16 (.762) record, finished
first in the NFC Central Division three times,
second once and posted a 7-3 mark in the
playoffs.

By taking the Packers to six consecutive
postseasons (1993-98), Holmgren established
a franchise record, with a team that had

recorded just two winning seasons in the 19
years before he was hired.

In 21 NFL seasons (1999-06 head coach
Seattle, 1992-98 head coach Green Bay, 1986-
91 assistant coach San Francisco), Holm-
gren's teams posted a 218-116-1 (.651) regular
season record, hit double digits in the win
column 12 times, made the postseason 16
times, won three Super Bowls (XXIII, XXIV,
XXXI), and reached two other Super Bowls
(XXXII & XL).

Bowl, led the NFL in scoring with a team-
record 456 points and also led the league in
defensive scoring, a feat that had not been
accomplished since 1972.

Before becoming the Packers’ head coach,
Holmgren served as an assistant coach of the
San Francisco 49ers from 1986-91. He
coached the 49ers’ quarterbacks from 1986-88
under head coach Bill Walsh, and was the
team's offensive coordinator from 1989-91
under George Seifert. During his tenure in
San Francisco, the 49ers posted a 71-23-1
(.753) regular-season record to reach the post-
season each year, and won Super Bow! XXIII
over Cincinnati and Super Bowl XXIV over
Denver. As offensive coordinator in 1989, the
49ers boasted the NFL's top-ranked offense.

Prior to joining the 49ers staff, Holmgren
coached quarterbacks at Brigham Young
University from 1982-85, including a national
championship in 1984. He also served as the
offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach at
San Francisco State in 1981.

As a quarterback at San Francisco's
Lincoln High School, Holmgren was named
1965's "Prep Athlete of the Year," before con-
tinuing his playing career at the University of

Southern California from 1966-69. He was
drafted by the St. Louis Cardinals in the
eighth round of the 1970 draft and went to
camp with both the Cardinals and the New
York Jets that year.

Holmgren, born June 15, 1948, began his
coaching career in 1971 at his alma mater
Lincoln High, where he also taught history.
One year later, he moved to San Francisco's
Sacred Heart High as a teacher and assistant
coach. He also coached at Oak Grove High
from 1975-80.

He received a Bachelor of Science Degree
from USC in 1970.

Holmgren returned to the NFLs influential
Competition Committee February 6, 2002,
after a three-year layoff, but stepped down in
February 2006. He served as co-chair of the
Committee along with former Buccaneers
General Manager and current Falcons
President and GM Rich McKay, having taken
over for Don Shula, from 1996-98.

Mike and his wife, Kathy, have four daugh-
ters-twins Calla and Jenny, Emily, Gretchen,
and four granddaughters, Emma, Emerson,
Mary and Isabell.

Named to his current position on January
20, 2000, Haskell joined his long-time friend
and peer Mike Holmgren. As the team'’s
offensive coordinator, Haskell works closely
with Holmgren in implementing an innova-
tive and precise offensive scheme. His sole
responsibility is guiding the offense.

The 2006 edition of Haskell's offense was
hit by injuries to key players, as a total of
nine offensive starters missed 48 combined
games. He lost reigning league MVP Shaun
Alexander for six games and Matt
Hasselbeck for four games while Maurice
Morris and Seneca Wallace filled in, respec-
tively. Morris set career-highs in rush yards
(604) and posted two 100-yard games while
Wallace saw his most extensive playing time
of his career and tossed eight touchdowns
while posting a 2-2 record. In addition,
Haskell’s six-year run of sending at least one
player to the Pro Bowl continued, as Walter
Jones and Mack Strong were voted to the
NFC roster.

It was a banner year in 2005 for the
Seahawks offense as it finished the season
ranked second in total offense and earned a
trip to Super Bowl XL. Haskell’s unit led the
NFL in points per game (28.3), red zone
offense (71.7%), fourth-down efficiency (7/8),
a club-record 57 touchdowns and 24 80+-
yard drives. His playbook allowed Alexander
to lead the league in rushing with a club-
record 1,880 yards and an NFL-record 28
total touchdowns (NFLrecord 27 rush, 1
rec.), since eclipsed by San Diego’s
LaDainianTomlinson.The offense also boast-
ed six Pro Bowlers (Alexander, Hasselbeck,
Steve Hutchinson, Jones, Strong, Robbie
Tobeck).

Haskell helped the Seahawks ground
attack rank 2nd in the NFC in 2004, and also
helped Alexander rank 2nd in the NFL with a
franchise-record 1,696 rushing yards. His 20
total touchdowns topped the NFL and club
charts.

Haskell's 2003 offense was highlighted by
sending four offensive players to the Pro
Bowl (Alexander, Hasselbeck, Hutchinson,
and Jones). Seattle's offense ranked 6th in

the NFL (4th NFC) and led the League in first
downs/game (21.1) and third-down conver-
sions (46.8%). He helped Hasselbeck set a
franchise record for passing yards (3,841)
and tie the record for most completions in a
season (313). He also helped Hasselbeck
become the highest-rated passer in club his-
tory.

In 2002, Haskell guided a Seattle aerial
attack that ranked third in the NFL averaging
254.9 yards a game. Seattle also set a fran-
chise record gaining 5,818 total offensive
yards that included a franchise-record three
500-yard games of total offense. Haskell
coordinated an offense that allowed
Hasselbeck to finish the season ranked first
in the NFC with a 63.7 completion percent-
age and second in the NFC with a 87.8 pass-
er rating. Not only did the offense excel
through the air, Haskell kept Alexander on
track setting a franchise record with 16 rush-
ing and 18 total touchdowns.

Haskell's 2001 offensive plan was tailored
to the running style of second-year back
Alexander. His schemes helped Alexander
enjoy a breakout year and rush for the NFLs
fourth-best performance in history (currently
fifth) with 266 yards vs. Oakland. Add Ricky
Wiatters in the mix and Seattle ranked fifth in
the AFC (9th NFL) with 121.0 yards per game.
Overall, Seattle’s offense increased to 298.3
yards per game.

In his first year as offensive coordinator
for Seattle, Haskell oversaw the AFC's top-
ranked (2nd NFL) red zone offense, scoring
60.9% of the time. His offense gained 292.5
yards per game, threw for 185.0 yards and
rushed for 107.5 yards, ranking 11th in each
category in the AFC.

Haskell joined the Seahawks after serving
in the same capacity for the Carolina
Panthers (1998-99) where his offense fin-
ished sixth in the NFL in 1999, with 355.4
yards per game in total offense, including
the second-ranked passing attack in the NFL
with 260.1 passing yards per game. He
orchestrated an offense in 1999 that set team
records in total yards (5,686), points (421)
and passing yards (4,161), and also sent
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three players (QB Steve Beuerlein, WR
Muhsin Muhammad and TE Wesley Walls) to
the Pro Bowl.

The 25-year NFL coaching veteran
rejoined Holmgren after serving six seasons
(1992-97), three as wide receivers coach
(1995-97) and three as running backs coach
(1992-94), for the Green Bay Packers.

While receivers coach under Holmgren,
Haskell coached the Packers’ record-setting
Pro Bowl receiving duo of Antonio Freeman
and Robert Brooks.

Before his tenure with the Packers, Haskell
entered the NFL in 1983 and served nine sea-
sons with the Los Angeles Rams (1983-91),
the first four as special teams coach, four
seasons as running backs coach, and one as
tight ends/special teams coach. Haskell
coached three 1,000-yard rushers (Eric
Dickerson, Greg Bell and Charles White) and
sent two to the Pro Bowl (Dickerson, White)
during his four years coaching the position.

Directing special teams, Haskell’s unit was
ranked number one. Led by 1984 Pro Bowl
punt returner Henry Ellard, Haskell’s units
ranked first in the NFL in 1984 and 1985.
After the 1985 season, Ellard’s 13.51 punt
return average was an NFL record for high-
est-career average. Haskell also sent kick
returner Ron Brown and punter Dale Hatcher
to the 1985 Pro Bowl.

Prior to a distinguished NFL career, his
late uncle, Dr. William O’Grady, was part
owner of the San Francisco 49ers, and before
leaving for the University of Southern
California in 1978, Haskell worked for the
49ers for 22 years.

Haskell spent five seasons as wide
receivers and special teams coach for USC
(1978-82) and nine years at San Francisco's

John Marshall joined the Seahawks' defen-
sive coaching staff on February 12, 2003, as
linebackers coach, while taking over coordi-
nating duties before the 2006 season.

Marshall welcomes the task of his fourth
defensive coordinator position in the NFL
since 1980. He previously held coordinating

Ignatius assistant coach, Bill Laveroni, in
2002 who was hired at the time to be the
Seahawks’ assistant offensive line coach.

Haskell, born September 24, 1943, and his
wife, Nancy, have four grown daughters,
Paula, Patty, Jenny and Julie.The couple lives
in Kirkland.

The defense, which ranks fourth in the NFL
in sacks since the 2005 season, was bolstered
this offseason with the signings of safety
Deon Grant and end Patrick Kearney.The team
also drafted second-round draft pick corner-



back Josh Wilson and third-round pick tackle
Brandon Mebane in this year’s NFL Draft.

His 2006 defense was led by Pro Bowl line-
backers Julian Peterson and Lofa Tatupu.
Marshall's scheme helped Peterson to a
career-high 10.0 sacks while Tatupu led the
team for the second straight season in tackles,
this with a career-high 123 (93 solo).

Marshall served as interim defensive coor-
dinator in 2005 after Ray Rhodes suffered
stroke-like symptoms before the season
opener. Marshall’s defense led the NFL with
50 sacks, allowed only one 100-yard rusher,
finished second in the NFLin red zone
defense (40.4%), rushing touchdowns allowed
(5) and saw rookie linebacker Tatupu earn a
trip to the Pro Bowl.

Marshall joined the Seahawks after one
season as an assistant defensive line coach
for the Detroit Lions in 2002.

Before Detroit, Marshall spent three sea-
sons (1999-01) as the assistant head
coach/defensive coordinator of the Carolina
Panthers. His defense ranked fourth in the
NFL with 105 takeaways over his three-year
tenure.

Prior to Carolina, Marshall was part of two
Super Bowl squads in San Francisco from
1989-98 working with the defensive line from
1989-93, linebackers from 1994-96 and two
years as defensive coordinator from 1997-98.

As defensive coordinator in 1997, he spear-

headed the NFLs top-rated defense, second
versus the rush and pass, while helping send
five players to the Pro Bowl. Marshall coached
nearly a decade in the NFL before going to
San Francisco, starting as Green Bay Packers’
special teams coach in 1980 and taking over
as linebackers coach in 1981. He served as
defensive coordinator for the Atlanta Falcons
from 1983-85 and coached the defensive line
of the Indianapolis Colts from 1986-88.

Marshall’s coaching career started as an
assistant at Hancock (Calif.) Junior College in
1967 before holding several positions for the
University of Oregon from 1968-76, serving
under freshman head coach George Seifert as
freshman assistant for one season (1968),
freshman head coach (1969-71) and offensive
line coach (1972-76).

He then moved to the University of
Southern California where he coached line-
backers from 1977-79 and helped lead the
Trojans to two Rose Bowl victories and the
1978 National Championship.

In 1964, Marshall began his college playing
career at Washington State before having his
playing career cut short due to a neck injury.
He went on to major in health education at the
University of Oregon in 1969.

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Seattle made significant moves prior to
the 2003 season to shore up a defense that
had ranked last against the run in 2002. One
of the most important moves was hiring for-
mer San Francisco 49ers defensive line coach
Dwaine Board on January 29, 2003.

Since 2005, his linemen rank fourth in the
NFL with 91 sacks, with 24.5 of them coming
last season with Rocky Bernard's 12.0 sacks
ranking second since 2005 in sacks among
interior linemen.

Board's group generated 36 sacks in 2004,
and in 2005, his unit contributed 32.5 of
Seattle’s NFL-leading 50 sacks on the season.
They also allowed only one 100-yard rusher,
set the franchise mark allowing only 94.4
rushing yards per game (5th NFL) and was
second in the NFL allowing only five rushing
touchdowns. Board saw the emergence of
free agent pick-up Bryce Fisher have a career-
high 9.0 sacks and Rocky Bernard finish with
a career-high 8.5 sacks, good for second
among NFL interior linemen.

Board made an immediate impact in his
first season, helping improve Seattle’s run
defense from last in the NFL in 2002 to 19th
in 2003, the second-greatest turnaround in
the NFL behind New England. He also helped
the club rank fourth in the NFC (T7th NFL)
with 41 sacks.

Board was part of a 49ers defensive staff
in 2002 that designed a defense that ranked
second in the NFC (7th NFL) against the run
allowing an average of 103.3 yards per game.
Board’s line also contributed to a defense
that ranked fourth in the NFC (7th NFL) in
sacks, while coaching DT BryantYoung to his
fourth Pro Bowl.

Before joining Seattle, Board previously
served 23 years in the 49ers’ organization, 10
as a player (1979-88) and 13 as a coach. He
began his coaching career in 1990 as a San
Francisco defensive line assistant before
being promoted to defensive line coach in
1994.

In 17 seasons as a coach, Board has sent
players to 10 Pro Bowls, including Dana
Stubblefield who was named 1997 NFL
Defensive Player of the Year.

Board and Mike Holmgren were on the
same 49ers coaching staff from 1990-91.

In 2001, Board's defensive line was
anchored by three-time Pro BowlerYoung and
the return of Stubblefield. He also tutored
rookie lineman Andre Carter, who led the
team in sacks with 6.5.

The 2000 season was led by Young and
Brentson Buckner, who combined for 16.5
sacks.

Young was the bright spot of Board's 1999
defensive line. Returning to the starting line-
up after a careerthreatening injury in 1998,
Young recorded 11 sacks, was voted NFL
Comeback Player of the Year by Associated
Press and was selected to his second Pro
Bowl. Under Board, the 1998 defensive unit
recorded 51.0 sacks to rank second in the
NFL, including Chris Doleman’s 15.0 that
ranked second in the NFC (3rd NFL). Board
was a factor in the development of
Stubblefield in 1997, who was named NFL
Defensive Player of the Year after a career-
high 15.0 sacks.

A member of four world championship

recorded 61.0 career sacks and eight more in
the postseason from 1979-88.

Named to his current position on January
14, 1999, Nolan Cromwell enters his 28th NFL
season; the first 11 as a Pro Bowl-caliber safe-
ty and the last 16 as an assistant coach.

Cromwell enters 2007 without Darrell
Jackson for the first time since 1999. Under
Cromwell’s guidance, Jackson finished his
career ranking fourth in Seattle history in
catches (441), third in yards (6,445) and sec-
ond in receiving touchdowns (47).

This season, Cromwell’s receiving corps is
led by Super Bowl XXXIX MVP Deion Branch,
who tied (D.J. Hackett) for second on the
team with four touchdowns, Hackett and 12-
year veteran Bobby Engram. Also in the mix
is Nate Burleson, who caught 68 balls for
more than 1,000 yards while with Minnesota
in 2004.

In 2005, Engram led the team in catches
(67) and yards (778) for his best season since
1999.

Cromwell’s 2002 receivers helped set fran-
chise records for most 300-yard (5) and 400-
yard (2) passing games and in 2003 helped
QB Matt Hasselbeck set a franchise record
with 3,841 passing yards.

In 1999, he helped Derrick Mayes have a
career year, leading the team in receptions
(62) and touchdowns (10).

In 1998, Cromwell coached the Green Bay
Packers' wide receivers under Mike
Holmgren, after serving as special teams
coach from 1992-97.

Cromwell's squad included Pro Bowl
standout Antonio Freeman who established
career-highs leading the NFL with 1,424
yards on 84 receptions. Overall, the Packers
passing game accounted for 33 touchdowns
that year, while helping guide the team to a
sixth-consecutive postseason appearance.

Before taking over the wide receivers,
Cromwell coached Green Bay's aggressive
special teams units. One of the league's most
feared punt return teams, the Packers paced
the NFL in 1996 with a 15.1-yard return aver-
age.That year, his group of field position war-

riors also led the league by scoring 24 points,
and adding another two touchdowns in the
postseason en route to a Super Bowl XXXI
victory. On five different weekends during
the 1996 season, one of Cromwell's players
was honored as Special Teams Player of the
Week.

Prior to taking on duties with the Packers,
Cromwell coached on John Robinson's Los
Angeles Rams staff as a defensive and spe-
cial teams assistant in 1991.

A second-round draft choice by the Rams
in 1977, Cromwell played his entire 11-year
career for Los Angeles, earning four Pro Bowl!
berths, an NFC Defensive Player of the Year
award (Kansas City Committee of 101) in
1980, and an NFL Defensive Back of the Year
award (Football Digest) in 1984.

He ended his Rams career as the team's
all-time leader in interception return yardage
with 671 yards on 37 picks. He was also a
member of the Rams' Super Bowl XIV team
following the 1979 season.

An All-America wishbone quarterback at
Kansas, Cromwell established an NCAA sin-
gle-game rushing record for quarterbacks
with 294 yards as a junior, after playing safe-
ty his first two collegiate seasons. He also
was an accomplished decathlete in track.

Born on January 30, 1955, in Kansas,
Nolan and his wife, Mary, have two children,
Lance and Jennifer.

Bruce DeHaven joined Seattle on January
22, 2007 after four years with the Dallas
Cowboys.

Last season, DeHaven saw punter Mat
McBriar lead the NFL with a 48.2 punting
average and more importantly rank second
in the NFC (4th NFL) with a 38.6 net punting
average. His punt return team allowed
Terence Newman to be one of five NFC
returners to average over 10 yards per punt
return and a 56-yard touchdown.

In 2004, the Cowboys kickoff coverage unit
finished first in the NFL by limiting oppo-
nents to an average of 175 yards per return.

There were a number of outstanding indi-
vidual performances in 2003, DeHaven'’s first
season in Dallas, with lineman Flozell Adams
setting a team-record by blocking three extra
point attempts, kicker Billy Cundiff tying the
NFL record for field goals in a game with
seven and Randal Williams returning an
onside kick attempt 38 yards for a touchdown
to open the Philadelphia game.

Under DeHaven’s guidance, the special
teams in Buffalo (1987-99) and San Francisco
(2000-02) thrived and were considered some
of the most consistent units in the NFL.
During DeHaven's three years with San
Francisco, the 49ers special teams shined. In
2002, return man Jimmy Williams led the
NFL with a 16.8-yard punt return average.
This performance came on the heels of a
2001 season that saw Vinny Sutherland break
the team record for most kick return yards by
a rookie with 1,140.

Prior to joining the 49ers, DeHaven spent
13 seasons with the Buffalo Bills. During his
tenure in Buffalo, the club made four consec-
utive Super Bowl appearances, won six AFC
East championships and appeared in 20 play-
off games. In those 13 years, DeHaven
helped develop two of the greatest special
teams players in NFL history: Mark Pike and
Steve Tasker. Under DeHaven's tutelage,
Tasker was invited to seven Pro Bowls as the
AFC's Special Teams Player and was voted
the 1993 Pro Bowl MVP.

Christie set the Bills single-season club
records for points (140) and field goals (33)
and became the franchise's all-time leading
scorer.

In 1996, The Dallas Morning News, in a
ranking of the 19 most important statistical
categories, named the Bills special teams
unit the best in the NFL. His 1991 punt cover-
age unit led the NFL in fewest punt return
yards allowed with 53, the lowest total since
the NFL changed the rules allowing only the
ends to release on punt coverage before the
ball is snapped. DeHaven also guided the
Bills kickoff coverage unit to the top NFL
ranking four consecutive years (1987-90).

Prior to joining the Bills staff in 1987
DeHaven spent three seasons in different
coaching capacities in the USFL. He was the
running backs and special teams coach with
the Orlando Renegades (1985), special teams
coach and offensive line coach for the
Pittsburgh Maulers (1984) and special teams
and assistant offensive line coach with the
New Jersey Generals (1983).

DeHaven began his collegiate coaching
career at Kansas (1979-81), working with the
defensive backs and offensive line, as well as
heading up recruiting. He served as offensive
line coach and recruiting coordinator at New
Mexico State in 1982 before breaking into the
pro ranks.

Before joining the college ranks, DeHaven
spent nine years as a high school coach. As
an assistant at Southeast (Wichita, Kan.) High
School during part of that time, he helped
lead the school to three consecutive Kansas
state football championships.

DeHaven was born in Trousdale, Kan. on
September 6, 1948. He played eight-man
football at Belpre-Trousdale, Kan., High
School. A graduate of Southwestern College
in Kansas with a degree in history and politi-
cal science, DeHaven was a basketball stand-
out, leading the team in scoring two consec-
utive years.

Keith Gilbertson was named offensive
consultant July 20, 2005, for his second stint
with the club.

28, 1999, Stump Mitchell enters his ninth NFL
season, all with the Seahawks.

Mitchell coached a 1,000-yard rusher each
in his first seven seasons with Seattle (Ricky
Watters-2, Shaun Alexander-5), including
Alexander’s franchise-record and NFL lead-
ing 1,880 in 2005.

The 2001 campaign saw Alexander rush
for the third-most yards in the AFC (6th NFL)
with 1,318 and his 14 rushing touchdowns
led the NFL, while helping Seattle to place
fifth in the AFC (9th NFL) in rushing offense.

His running backs corps in 2000 saw
Watters become the 13th player to eclipse the
10,000-yard rushing mark and the continued
maturation of rookie Alexander. Alexander
finished second on the team with 313 yards
and a 4.9 yards per carry average-second
among rookies listed as the league’s top
rushers.

Mitchell joined the Seahawks following
three years as head coach at Morgan State
University. He originally joined the MSU staff
in 1995 as offensive coordinator, earning a



promotion to head coach the following year.
In Mitchell's first two seasons the team com-
piled a 7-14 record, which was the best two-
year mark in 16 years. Under Mitchell's tute-
lage, the Bears boasted a strong rushing
attack, that averaged 148.9 yards per game in
1997.

A ninth-round draft choice by the St. Louis
Cardinals in 1981, Mitchell spent his entire
nine-year career (1981-89) with the Cardinals,
ranking as one of the team's all-time great
running backs and kick returners. With a 5.6-
yard rushing average as a rookie, Mitchell
earned All-Rookie honors from Pro Football
Weekly.

Mitchell still ranks as the Cardinals' all-
time leader in combined yardage with 11,988
yards and ranks second with 4,649 yards
rushing on 986 attempts and 32 touchdowns.

Throughout his career, Mitchell posted 14
100-yard games and finished with a 4.7-yard
average, which ranks second in the team
record book, as does his 156 career punt
returns. His 177 kickoff returns for 4,007
yards are both Cardinals records.

In 1984, Mitchell earned All-NFC honors as
a kickoff returner, by Pro Football Weekly.

On November 17, 1985, Mitchell had a sin-
gle-game high with 179 rushing vyards
against the Philadelphia Eagles, which ranks

Named to his current position on January
21, 2007, Mora enters his first year with the
Seahawks and brings 23 years of defensive
philosophy to the club.

Mora joins Seattle after serving as
Executive Vice President/Head Coach of the
Atlanta Falcons from 2004-06. He compiled a
26-22 (.542) record during his three years in
Atlanta.

He and his staff guided the Falcons to an
11-5 record in 2004, becoming just the eighth
rookie head coach in NFL history to win 11
games, captured the NFC South Division title,

as the team's fifth-highest single-game total.

Mitchell's coaching career began in the
spring of 1991, when he served as an assis-
tant coach on the NFL Europe League's San
Antonio Rough Riders' staff. He then accept-
ed a position as the head coach at Casa
Grande (Ariz.) High (1991-94) where he led
the team to a playoff berth in his second year.

For his community service, he was hon-
ored with the Chuck Drulis Award in 1982 and
the Byron "Whizzer" White Humanitarian
Award in 1984.

Mitchell was born on March 15, 1959, in
Kingsland, Ga.

and led the Falcons to their second-ever
appearance in the NFC Championship Game.
The Kansas City 101 Club named him the 2004
NFC Coach of the Year.

The defense, which ranked dead last the
year before, improved to 14th overall en route
to leading the league with a franchise-record
48 quarterback sacks. Mora's defense, coordi-
nated by defensive coordinator Ed Donatell,
held opposing offenses to zero points in the
first quarter nine times, and also led the
league in rushing defense (167.0 ypg).

Mora joined the Falcons from the San
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Francisco 49ers where he spent seven seasons
(1997-03), including the last five as defensive
coordinator. His last two seasons, Mora's
defense finished no worse than fourth in the
NFC against the run and in 2003, the 49ers
recorded 36 takeaways, their most since 1997.
In addition, at least one player from Mora's
defense was named to the Pro Bowl in four of
his last five seasons as defensive coordinator.
Included among his 49ers coaching high-
lights, Mora's defense tied for first in the NFC
with a +11 turnover differential on the heels of
36 takeaways. San Francisco's defense contin-
ued an impressive trend in 2003 as the 49ers
did not allow a rusher to run for over 100
yards in their last 19 home games. San
Francisco's staunch run defense at home was
highlighted in 2003 by holding the St. Louis
Rams to a mere nine yards rushing, which
was the second-lowest rushing total by an
opponent in 49ers team history. Mora's
aggressive defense also produced 42 sacks in
2003 to tie for second in the NFC and it was
the highest team total since 51 in 1998.
Mora's defensive creativity with talent was
witnessed when he utilized Julian Peterson at
four positions against Dallas in 2002 in which
the 49ers clinched the NFC West Division title.
Mora devised a clever game plan to move the
athletic linebacker all over the field. Peterson
played linebacker, defensive end, strong safe-
ty and cornerback because of injuries on
defense. The Pro Football Hall of Fame recog-
nized the unique feat as Peterson was the first
player since the NFL merger in 1970 to play
four positions in a game as he packed his bags
for the Pro Bowl for the first time in his career.
In Mora's first season as the 49ers defen-
sive coordinator in 1999, he developed DT
BryantYoung and FS Lance Schulters into Pro
Bowl performers and tutored his defense to a
team-record tying five defensive touchdowns.
In his first year in 1997, the 49ers finished
firstin the NFL in total defense, second in pass
defense (with 25 interceptions), takeaways
(41) and run defense, as well as third in the
League in sacks (54). Mora helped San
Francisco advance to the NFC Championship
Game where five members of the defense
were voted to the Pro Bowl. A year later,
Mora's troops tied for first in the NFC and
fourth in the NFL with 21 interceptions.
James Lawrence Mora joined his father,
James Ernest Mora, in 1992 as the secondary
coach for the New Orleans Saints. Growing up
with a father in the NFL gave Mora the oppor-
tunity to be a visiting locker room attendant
for the Seattle Seahawks at a young age and
was a ball boy at the 1978 Rose Bowl.
It was in New Orleans that Mora started to

distinguish himself as one of the NFL's pre-
mier position coaches as the Saints boasted
the top-ranked pass defense in the NFL during
his first two years. Mora remained with New
Orleans through the 1996 season.

Mora broke in to the NFL with the San
Diego Chargers in 1985. In his first year, his
position was the first-ever in the NFL to be
known as a quality control coach, consisting
of duties such as breaking down game film,
charting defenses, opponent tendencies, self-
scout tendencies and game analysis reports.

He was named defensive assistant/second-
ary one year later, a position he held until
earning the role of defensive backs coach in
1989.

After his playing days at the University of
Washington as a walk-on linebacker (1981-83),
he began his coaching career as a defensive
assistant under Don James in 1984. While at
Washington, Mora had the opportunity to be a
part of two Rose Bowl teams, in addition to
helping the Huskies to a berth in the Orange
Bowl as a graduate assistant in 1984.

Established the Jim Mora Count on Me
Family Foundation on April 25, 2006 at the
Georgia Aquarium. The foundation targets
three areas: children from low socio-econom-
ic backgrounds, mentally and physically chal-
lenged children, and “at-risk” children who
lack stability or support in their lives.

Looking to build on that improvement in
2004, Rhodes mix of veteran leadership and
youth ranked in top five for the first quarter of
the season before injuries began to set in. Of
109 total games that were missed by starters
and key reserves, 74 of those were on the
defensive side of the ball. Seattle’s starting
linebacker corps heading into training camp
only saw 10 of a possible 48 games.

In 2005, Rhodes season as coordinator
was cut short due to stroke-like symptoms
suffered before the season opener at
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Jacksonville (9/11). Marshall assumed interim
duties at the time but Rhodes was still
involved in defensive meetings and saw his
group lead the NFL with 50 sacks, allow only
one 100-yard rusher, finish second in the NFL
in red zone defense (40.4%), rushing touch-
downs allowed (5) and saw rookie linebacker
LofaTatupu earn a trip to the Pro Bowl.

Rhodes has 26 years of NFL experience as
a coach, including 12 as either defensive coor-
dinator or head coach. As a coordinator, only
three of his defensive units have finished out-
side of the top 10.

Rhodes and Holmgren reunited after
Rhodes served in the same position for the
Green Bay Packers from 1992-93. While in
Green Bay, Rhodes improved the Packers
defense to second in the NFL in his two sea-
sons, and in 1993, helped the Holmgren-led
Packers to their first playoff appearance since
1982. He produced a pair of Pro Bowlers his
second season (S LeRoy Butler and DE Reggie
White), the first time that had happened in 15
seasons. Safety Chuck Cecil earned a Pro
Bowl nod under his tutelage in 1992.

Prior to joining the Seahawks, Rhodes
spent two seasons in Denver as defensive
coordinator where he took the 24th-ranked
defense in 2000 and improved it to eighth in
2001, and sixth in 2002.Three players received
Pro Bowl invitations following his first season

(CB Deltha O'Neal, DT Trevor Pryce and LB Al
Wilson) while Pryce and Wilson repeated in
2002.

In 2000 with Washington, Rhodes im-
proved the Redskins’ defensive ranking to
fourth in the NFL after inheriting a unit that
ranked 30th the previous year. His defense
allowed the fewest first downs (254), total net
yards (4,474), and points (269) by a Redskins
team since 1992 and produced more sacks
than any Washington club since 1991. In addi-
tion, two of his standouts-DE Marco Coleman
and CB Champ Bailey-made the Pro Bowl.

Rhodes was head coach in Green Bay for
the 1999 season when he led the Packers to an
8-8 record in his only season at the helm.

Before Green Bay, Rhodes spent four sea-
sons as head coach of the Philadelphia Eagles
earning NFL Coach of the Year honors in his
initial season, 1995. He guided the Eagles to
the playoffs with a 10-6 record that season and
advanced to the NFC Divisional Playoff round.
It was the first of two consecutive postseason
trips for Rhodes’ Philadelphia club, making
him the only head coach in the Eagles’ 67-year
history to qualify for the playoffs in each of his
first two seasons. His overall record as a head
coach is 37-42-1 (.469).

Before joining Philadelphia in 1995 and his
short tenure in Green Bay from 1992-93,
Rhodes was defensive coordinator for San
Francisco’s 1994 World Championship team.
His arrival saw a defensive improvement from
ranking 15th in 1993 to eighth in 1994. He
orchestrated a stellar defense filled with new
faces. In fact, of that unit’s 11 starters, six were
new to the team in 1994. That reshaped unit
went on to log 35 takeaways and five defen-
sive touchdowns. His squad shut down the
San Diego Chargers in Super Bowl XXIX.The
unit was led by four Pro Bowlers: S Merton
Hanks, S Tim McDonald, CB Deion Sanders,
and DT Dana Stubblefield.

Rhodes began his coaching career in 1981
with the 49ers, spending two seasons as
assistant secondary coach before being pro-
moted to defensive backs coach for the 1983-
91 seasons. He went on to become one of only
four men to serve on the coaching staff of all
five of the 49ers’ Super Bowl winning teams
(George Seifert, Bob MecKittrick and Bill
McPherson). In Rhodes 12 seasons as a 49ers
assistant, the team earned postseason berths
10 times and advanced to the NFC Champion-
ship Game on seven occasions.

In 1981, his first season as an assistant,
Rhodes helped the 49ers win Super Bowl XVI
with three rookies starting in the defensive
backfield-CB Ronnie Lott, CB Eric Wright and
S Carlton Williamson. As the 49ers’ secondary
coach through 1991, he also saw those same



three players, plus S Dwight Hicks, reach the
Pro Bowl, among the 16 total Pro Bowl invita-
tions earned by his defensive backfield pupils.

Born October 20, 1950, in Mexia, Texas,
Raymond Earl Rhodes graduated from Mexia
High School where he earned all-state honors
in football as a running back and defensive
back. He also lettered in track and field and
helped the school reach the state basketball
finals.

As a collegian, Rhodes spent two years as
a running back at Texas Christian University
(1969-70) before transferring to the University
of Tulsa (1972-73).

Selected by the New York Giants in the 10th
round of the 1974 NFL Draft, he played wide
receiver in his first three NFL seasons, includ-
ing 1975 when he led all NFC receivers with a
20.7 yards-per-catch average. Two years later,
however, Rhodes was switched to defensive
back by the Giants and won a starting job at
cornerback. In 1979, he was sent to San
Francisco as part of a four-player trade that
also saw Tony Dungy (presently the head
coach of the Indianapolis Colts) sent from the
49ers to the Giants.

Rhodes and his wife, Carmen, have four
daughters: Detra, Candra, Tynesha and Raven.

Rollins served as interim linebackers coach
in 2005 when John Marshall took over coor-
dinating duties in place of Ray Rhodes. In his
role, he guided rookie Tatupu’s development
as he became the first rookie to lead the team
in tackles (105, 86 solo) since 1977 and Tatupu
was also named to the Pro Bowl. Rollins
tutelege also developed Hill into another
rookie standout as his 7.5 sacks set the club
record for sacks by a rookie and ranked third
among all NFL rookies.

Rollins began his coaching career serving
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as a graduate assistant from 1998-00 at his
alma mater, Texas A&M, assisting the defen-
sive line for the first two years and safeties in
his final season.

Was a two-year starter at defensive end for
the Aggies, where he helped lead A&M to its
first Big 12 South Division crown in 1997
During that season, Rollins received the
Academic Achievement Award, given to the
student-athlete who “excelled in both aca-
demics and sports,” as well as a Hitachi Post
Graduate Scholarship for his studies.

He graduated with a degree in Economics
and earned his Master’s Degree in Educa-
tional Administration. Born June 20, 1975 in
Houston, Texas, he attended the same high
school (Kashmere High) as former Seahawks

Named to his current position on
February 16, 2001, Jim Zorn returned to
where his playing career, and professional
coaching career, started.

Zorn has proven his fundamental guid-
ance with the development of Pro Bowler
Matt Hasselbeck who set a franchise record
with 3,841 passing yards in 2003. Hasselbeck
has become the franchise’'s most-efficient
passer (85.1 rating) while joining Zorn as the
only franchise quarterback to pass for 3,000-
plus yards in three consecutive seasons.

Last season saw Hasselbeck start only 12
games after suffering a knee injury in the mid-
dle of the season and finish the slate with a
fractured finger on his left hand. In the inter-
im, Zorn helped the development of Seneca
Wallace, who completed 58% of his passes,
throw for eight touchdowns, post a 76.2 pass-
er rating and a 2-2 record in the most exten-
sive playing time of his four-year career.

In 2005, Zorn aided Hasselbeck to his sec-
ond Pro Bowl appearance and the NFC's top-
rated passer (4th NFL) with a 98.2 rating en
route to Super Bowl XL. Hasselbeck directed

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the NFLs second-ranked offense to a fran-
chise-record 11 consecutive wins and in his
four December games he posted the fourth-
best passer rating in NFL history (135.5),
including 10 touchdowns to one interception
and completing 76% of his passes.

Zorn oversaw a 2002 campaign that saw
Trent Dilfer open the season as the starter and
finish with Hasselbeck under center. Seattle’s
passing attack ranked third in the NFL aver-
aging 254.9-yards a game. Hasselbeck fin-
ished the season ranked first in the NFC with
a 63.7 completion percentage and second in
the NFC with a 87.8 passer rating. Hasselbeck
passed for more than 300 yards four times,
including a franchise-record 449 in the season
finale at San Diego. Hasselbeck joined Zorn as
the only Seahawks quarterbacks to pass for at
least 300 yards in back to back games. Zorn
accomplished the feat in 1979 and 1981.

Zorn's 2001 quarterback crop included
head coach Mike Holmgren's hand-picked
starter Hasselbeck, Super Bowl XXXV quar-
terback Dilfer and 2000 part-time starter Brock
Huard. Zorn groomed Hasselbeck and helped



the first-year starter to become the AFC's fifth-
rated passer on third-down with a rating of
80.6.

Zorn joined the Seahawks as quarterbacks
coach after serving in the same capacity with
the Detroit Lions (1998-00) where he was
instrumental in the development of rookie
quarterback Charlie Batch in 1998. Batch’s 88.3
passer rating that season ranks as the fourth-
highest rookie mark in NFL history.

Zorn broke into the league as an offensive
assistant for the Seahawks in 1997.

Zorn spent eight seasons in the collegiate
ranks before his pro debut. He spent two sea-
sons (1995-96) as quarterbacks coach at the
University of Minnesota after coordinating
Utah State’s offense from 1992-94. His first
collegiate coaching job was as an offensive
assistant/quarterbacks coach at Boise State
from 1989-91.

His playing career began in Seattle’s inau-
gural 1976 season, starting all 14 games at
quarterback. He went on to play nine seasons
for the Seahawks before finishing with the
team in 1984. After departing Seattle, he fin-
ished his playing career with the Green Bay
Packers (1985), the Canadian Football

League’s Winnipeg Blue Bombers (1986) and
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (1987).

Zorn is one of only eight players inducted
to the Seahawks’ Ring of Honor. He was

named NFC Offensive Rookie of the Year
(1976) and ranks second in the Seahawks’
record book behind Dave Krieg in yards
(20,122), completions (1,593), attempts
(2,992), and touchdowns (107). His three con-
secutive 3,000-yard seasons were tops in
team history, since broken by Hasselbeck in
2005, and he was the first Seattle quarterback
to record back-to-back 300-plus yard games-a
feat he accomplished twice.

Zorn, and his wife, Joy, have four chil-
dren, Rachael, Sarah, Danielle and Isaac.

Tied
Largent’'s mark versus Arizona (9/17) and
passed him the following week versus the N.Y.
Giants (9/24) before ending the season with 107
career touchdowns. Despite starting just 10
games, nearly notched a sixth consecutive
1,000-yard season totaling 896 yards, seven
touchdowns on 252 carries. Battled a broken
foot which he suffered in the season opener at
Detroit (9/10) which limited him the the next
two weeks. Was forced to rest the next six
weeks while the bone healed. Returned to lim-
ited action Week 11 at San Francisco (11/19) and
had 37 yards on 17 carries. Returned to full
strength the following week in a snow game
versus Green Bay (11/27) at Qwest Field.
Rushed for a season-high 201 yards on a club-
record 40 carries. Yard total was fifth-highest in
the NFL in 2006. Totaled 90 yards and a touch-
down on 26 carries at Denver (12/3). Rushed for
140 yards and two touchdowns versus San
Diego's (12/24) touted defense. Started both
playoff games versus Dallas (1/6/07) and at
Chicago (1/14/07). Against Chicago’s fifth-
ranked defense, posted 108 yards and two
touchdowns in a nip-and-tuck overtime loss.

PRO: Only player in NFL history to record 15
or more touchdowns five consecutive seasons
and is one of only two players (LaDainian
Tomlinson) to record 10 or more rushing touch-
downs in five consecutive seasons. Owns at
least a share of 24 franchise career, season and
single-game records. Owns club records for
career touchdowns (107), rushing yards (8,713),
attempts (1,969) and games with 100 or more
yards rushing (35). The team is 29-6 when he
rushes for 100 or more yards and is 23-2 when
he rushes for two or more touchdowns in a
game. Nine consecutive games of 100 or more
yards versus the NFC West from 2004-05 is an
NFL record for most consecutive 100-yard
games versus a division. Drafted with the 19th
pick in the first round of the 2000 NFL Draft,
Alexander became the third running back to be
taken in the first round by the Seahawks, fol-
lowing Curt Warner in 1983 and John L.
Williams in 1986. Was also the 35th running
back drafted by the Seahawks. 2000: Saw

action in all 16 games and started one in a
reserve role during his rookie season. Served
as Seattle’s short-yardage back on third and
fourth downs. Finished the season second on
the team, behind Ricky Watters, rushing 64
times for 313 yards. His 4.9-yard average
ranked second among rookie running backs.
Average also ranks second among all-time
Seahawks rookies (at least 50 attempts) behind
Rick Mirer. Mirer had a 5.0 average on 68 car-
ries for 343 yards in 1993. Alexander earned his
first career start in a split backfield with Watters
at Kansas City (10/2) and turned in his finest
performance of the season. He rushed for sea-
son highs with 11 carries and 74 yards, which
included 55 yards on six carries on a touch-
down drive just before halftime to give Seattle
a 14-7 lead, a drive he capped with his first-
career touchdown run from 7 yards out. In the
second meeting versus the Chiefs (10/29), he
only carried the ball four times, but rolled off 53
yards, which included a career-long 50-yard
burst on a fourth-and-1. Rushed for his second
touchdown of the season on a 4-yard run ver-
sus Oakland (12/16). 2001: Despite only start-
ing 12 games, rushed for 1,318 yards on 309
attempts, the fifth-highest rushing total in team
history while becoming just the fourth back to
eclipse the 1000-yard mark joining Warner,
Chris Warren and Watters. Played in all 16
games, and earned the starting role after
Watters injured his shoulder at Oakland (9/30),
which snapped Watters' streak of 116 consecu-
tive starts. Watters returned to the starting line-
up versus Dallas (12/9), but suffered a broken

ankle and was placed on injured reserve and
Alexander started the three remaining games.
Rushing total was the third-highest in the AFC
(6th NFL), while his 4.3 yards per rush ranked
third in the AFC (4th NFL) among backs with at
least 300 carries. Led the NFL with 14 rushing
touchdowns, just one shy of Warren's 1995
team record. Led the AFC and was tied for sec-
ond in the NFL in non-kicker scoring with 96
points (Marshall Faulk 128, Terrell Owens 96) on
16 total touchdowns (14 rushing, 2 receiving).
Marked the first time that a Seahawks player
led the AFC in non-kicker scoring and rushing
touchdowns since 1978, when David Sims led
the entire league with 90 points and 14 touch-
downs. Sixteen combined touchdowns tied a
team record established by Warren in 1995, and
became the first Seahawks player to lead the
conference in total touchdowns since Derrick
Fenner scored 15 in 1990. Ranked third in the
AFC (6th NFL) with 1,661 total yards from
scrimmage, and ranked sixth in the AFC with 76
first downs. Finished second on the team with
44 receptions for 343 yards and two touch-
downs. Earned second AFC Offensive Player of
the Week award after one of the best games in
NFL history versus the Oakland Raiders (11/11),
rushing for a franchise-record 266 yards on 35
carries, second-most in team history, with three
touchdowns.

est total in NFL history and best since Corey
Dillon set the league rushing standard in 2000
with 278 yards which broke Walter Payton's 23-
year record of 275. O.J. Simpson recorded 273
in 1976. Three touchdowns were the most in
one game since Warren rushed for three versus
Denver on October 1, 1995. Had an 88-yard
touchdown run which ranks as the longest
offensive touchdown from scrimmage in team
annals. First start of the season came versus
Jacksonville (10/7) and rushed 31 times for 176
yards and two touchdowns while earning his
first AFC Offensive Player of the Week award.

Versus Miami (10/28), carried 23 times
for 87 yards. Although he only totaled 60 yards
on 13 carries at Washington (11/4), had a 41-
yard touchdown run. Registered 93 yards and a
touchdown on 25 carries at Buffalo (11/18). Had
87 yards on 29 carries in overtime victory ver-
sus San Diego (12/2), including six carries for 29
yards in overtime which led to the game-win-
ning field goal. Split time with Watters at
Denver (12/9) and replaced him after Watters
(ankle) got the start versus Dallas (12/16). At
New York versus the Giants (12/23), rushed for
96 yards and a touchdown (from 29 yards out)
on 28 carries and had one receiving touchdown
for his fourth multi-touchdown game of the
season. Rushed for 127 yards, including a 44-
yard touchdown, on 20 carries in the season
finale versus Kansas City (1/6/02).

Seattle opened its season where last season ended; in Detroit, Michigan. The outcome was different as the
Seahawks left victorious after a 9-6 win from the foot of Josh Brown. A defensive battle throughout, nei-
ther team found the endzone in a game that included five fumbles between the two teams with each team
recovering one.

The Seahawks improved to 3-0 after defeating the Giants 42-30 in front of a Qwest Field record crowd of
68,161.

Minnesota Vikings 31, Seattle Seahawks 13

Sunday, October 22, 2006 — Qwest Field

The Seahawks dropped a 31-13 decision to the Vikings, ending their franchice-record 12-game home win-
ning streak at Qwest Field. Minnesota opened the scoring with a Ryan Longwell 33-yard field goal while
Seattle answered back with Matt Hasselbeck calling an audible on a third-and-7 play and finding Darrell
Jackson on a slant for a 72-yard touchdown for a 7-3 lead. The two teams then exchanged punts and Seattle
finished off a seven-play, 45 yard drive with Josh Brown connecting from 42 yards out in the opening min-
utes of the second quarter. The Vikings answered back with a touchdown drive, as Brad Johnson found
Marcus Robinson from 40 yards out to even the score at 10 heading in to halftime. Seattle received the sec-
ond-half kickoff and on its third play of the quarter, Hasselbeck injured his right knee as E.J. Henderson
rolled up on his leg. After a Seattle punt, Minnesota used a trick-play to cap a nine-play, 69 yard drive as
running back Mewelde Moore threw 15 yards to Jermaine Wiggins to take the lead, 17-10. Seneca Wallace
replaced Hasselbeck and threw an interception on his first drive. After an exchange of punts, Minnesota was
pinned at its own 5-yard line but Chester Taylor broke loose and ran 95 yards for a score, the longest rush
by a Seattle opponent in club history. Down 24-10, Brown made a 26-yard field goal to open the fourth quar-
ter but two possessions later, Wallace was sacked and subsequently fumbled in the end zone with
Minnesota recovering for the score and a 31-13 lead. Wallace, seeing the most playing time of his career,
was 14 of 25 for 134 yards with two interceptions.

Sunday, October 29, 2006 -- Arrowhead Stadium

In a battle of former AFC West foes, the Seahawks fell to the Chiefs, 35-28, at Arrowhead Stadium. Kansas
City struck first with a-38 yard Lawrence Tynes field goal and after forcing a Seattle punt, Damon Huard was
sacked by Julian Peterson and his fumble was recovered by Russell Davis. Seneca Wallace, starting in place
of injured Matt Hasselbeck (knee), found D.J. Hackett from 8 yards out to take the lead, 7-3.The Chiefs scored
quickly with Larry Johnson scoring the first of his four touchdowns on the day, this a 3-yard rush just before
the end of the first. Kansas City then went up 20-14 entering halftime after Wallace's second touchdown of
the day, this to Jerramy Stevens, was sandwiched in between aTynes field goal and Johnson's second score
of the day. Seattle began the second-half with a punt and Kansas City used its strong rushing attack on a 13-
play drive, rushing 12 times, going 88 yards in 6:51 with Johnson finding the endzone from 2 yards out.
Seattle was intercepted on its next possession and the Chiefs lined up to attempt a 36-yard field goal. Holder
Dustin Colquitt fumbled the snap, recovered and then fumbled again but this time Kelly Herndon recovered
and returned it 61 yards for his first career score to cut the lead to 27-21 near the end of the third quarter.
The teams exchanged punts and Tynes was wide right on a 50-yard field goal attempt to begin the fourth
quarter. Taking over at its own 40, Wallace needed only four plays to find Darrell Jackson from 49 yards out
to take an improbable lead with 6:30 remaining. The Chiefs took the next possession and hit Seattle’s
defense for a 51-yard pass play from Huard to Eddie Kennison. From there Johnson sealed the game with
his fourth score and the Chiefs converted a two-point conversion for a seven-point lead. Seattle was out-
gained 499-240 in total yards with Wallace completing 15 of 30 passes for 198 yards with three touchdowns
and two interceptions in his first career start.

Seattle improved its record to 5-3 at the midway point with a 16-0 shutout of the Oakland Raiders on
Monday Night Football. After forcing Oakland to punt on its first possession, Seneca Wallace led Seattle on
a seven-play, 68-yard scoring drive in 2:56 culminating in a 22-yard touchdown pass to Deion Branch for a
quick 7-0 lead it would not relinquish. Josh Brown connected on three field goals from 20, 25 and 20 yards
out to complete the scoring. Seattle’s defense, after allowing 499 yards last week, held the Raiders to just
185 yards on the day, with just 49 in the first half along with seven sacks. In all, Seattle had nine sacks, led
by CraigTerrill's career-high three with Grant Wistrom recording two and Julian Peterson adding one, good
for setting a new career-high with eight on the season.

In front of a Qwest Field-record 68,175 fans, the Seahawks defeated the Rams 24-22 off the foot of Josh
Brown for the second time this season. Seattle improved to 6-3 while St. Louis dropped to 4-5. Seattle took
the opening kickoff and drove down to the St. Louis 1-yard line but after a penalty, Leonard Little sacked and
forced Seneca Wallace to fumble. Victor Adeyanju picked up the ball and returned it 89 yards to put the Rams
on the board first, 7-0. Seattle took the next kickoff and went right back to where it started, finding them-
selves in scoring range. Wallace found Darrell Jackson from 3 yards out to cap a seven-play, 76-yard drive
to tie the score. The Rams tacked on two Jeff Wilkins field goals and Wallace threw his second touchdown
pass of the day, this to Jerramy Stevens in the second quarter. The score was 14-13 at the half with Seattle
gaining 243 yards of offense. In the second half, Seattle’s offense struggled, gaining only 11 yards in the
opening 27:37 of the second half. St. Louis kicked a field goal to go up 16-14 in the third quarter. The teams
then exchanged turnovers, Seattle punted twice and on St. Louis’ second punt in the back-and-forth pos-
sessions, Nate Burleson fielded the ball at the 10-yard line and returned it 90 yards to take the lead, 21-16.
St. Louis marched down the field in 11 plays with Steven Jackson rumbling 14 yards for the touchdown and
the lead. The Rams two-point conversion failed and the score remained at 22-21. On the touchdown, Richie
Incognito was flagged for a personal foul and St. Louis kicked off from its own 15-yard line. Josh Scobey
fielded the ball at his own 18 and ran it back to the St. Louis 49, setting up the game-winning drive. Seattle’s
offense put together an eight-play, 29-yard drive setting up Brown'’s late-game heroics. It was Brown’s third
game-winning kick this season, fifth career.

Seattle dropped to 6-4 after a 20-14 defeat at San Francisco. Led by Frank Gore’s 212 yards rushing, the 49ers
jumped out to a 20-0 lead in the first half, with Gore rushing for 130 yards on 13 carries, while Seattle turned
the ball over three times and gained just 96 total yards. Joe Nedney kicked off the scoring with a 39-yard
field goal in the first quarter. San Francisco scored 17 second quarter points led by Alex Smith. Smith found
Arnaz Battle from 9 yards out, then rushed for a 1-yard touchdown and Nedney booted another field goal
to cap the Niners scoring.

Seattle improved to 7-4 and opened up a two-game lead in the NFC West with a 34-24 win over the Green

Green Bay answered with a 34-yard field goal but Nate Burleson’s 45-yard kick-
off return gave Seattle prime field position. Hasselbeck then led an 11-play, 51-yard drive in 4:37 culminat-
ing in a Jerramy Stevens 3-yard touchdown catch for the final margin. Seattle’s defensive backs intercept-
ed Brett Favre three times, one each by Kelly Herndon, Kelly Jennings and MarcusTrufant and also held the
Packers to just 51 yards rushing on the night.

Sunday, December 3, 2006 — Invesco Field at Mile High

Seattle used five turnovers and a stingy second-half defense while Josh Brown tied an NFL record with his
fourth game-winning field goal under 1:00 remaining to defeat the Broncos, 23-20 on NBC's Sunday Night
Football. With Seattle’s offense stalling, Denver took a 10-0 lead until Darryl Tapp picked off an errant Jay
Cutler pass and returned it 25 yards for his first career score. Jason Elam added his second field goal to up
Denver’s lead to 13-7 at halftime. The teams each had a turnover in the third quarter and exchanged punts
heading in to the fourth quarter.

Seattle snapped a three-game losing streak with a 23-7 win at Tampa on New Year’s Eve. The Seahawks
jumped out to a quick 10-0 lead in the first quarter thanks to a Josh Brown 35-yard field goal and a 1-yard
touchdown run by Shaun Alexander. Tampa Bay opened the second quarter with Tim Rattay finding Joey
Galloway from 4 yards out, capping an eight-play, 80 yard drive, proving to be Tampa Bay’s only points of the
game. Seattle’s defense was helped by its offense controlling the ball for over 37 minutes and limiting the
Bucs to just 71 total yards in the second half. Lofa Tatupu also helped the cause by forcing a fumble at the
Tampa 11 that was recovered by Jimmy Williams in the third quarter. Just before halftime, Matt Hasselbeck
found D.J. Hackett from 5 yards out to give Seattle breathing room entering halftime, 17-7. After Tatupu'’s
forced fumble, Brown was good from 30 yards in the third quarter and after aTampa Bay punt, Brown kicked
off the fourth quarter with a 23-yard field goal, for a 23-7 lead. Tampa Bay had one possesion in the fourth
quarter, taking the ball all the way to the Seattle 3, but the defense forced three straight incomplete passes
to take over on downs. Seattle’s offense ran out the remaining 9:33 on the clock with a 15-play drive, with a
key 5-yard running in to the punter penalty on fourth-and-3 to keep the drive alive with 7:12 to go.

Denver 20, at Seattle 17 — Sunday, October 29, 1978
The Broncos’ JimTurner kicked a second-chance 18-yard field goal 12:59 into overtime for
the win. Turner missed an 18-yarder the play before but the Seahawks were penalized for
12 men on the field. Denver's Steve Foley intercepted a pass at the Seattle 36 to set up the
drive.The Broncos had three possessions in the overtime and Seattle two.

at Seattle 51, Kansas City 48 — Sunday, November 27, 1983

Norm Johnson's third 42-yard field goal of the day, with 1:46 gone, gave the Seahawks
the win in the highest-scoring game in Seattle history and the third-highest in NFL histo-
ry. Seattle had the only possession in overtime, driving 24 yards in four plays. Zachary
Dixon's 47-yard kickoff return to the Chiefs’ 48 started the drive, which featured four Curt
Warner runs to the Kansas City 24 before Johnson kicked his field goal on third down.
Warner set team records with 32 rushes, 207 rushing yards, and scored three touchdowns.
Johnson had tied the game with two seconds left in regulation with a 42-yarder.

at Denver 13, Seattle 10 — Sunday, October 20, 1985
Rich Karlis booted a 24-yard field goal 9:19 into overtime for the win. Each team had three
possessions, with the first two ending in punts. Seattle's third drive ended in Daniel
Hunter's interception and 20-yard return to the Seahawks’ 15. Karlis booted his field goal
four plays later.

at Houston 23, Seattle 20 — Sunday, January 3, 1988 (Wild Card Playoffs)
Tony Zendejas' 42-yard field goal 8:05 into overtime gave the Oilers the win over the

Seahawks. Zendejas' kick capped a 61-yard drive on the Qilers’ first overtime possession.
Warren Moon completed 3-of-4 passes on the drive's first five plays, for 37 yards, before
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Mike Rozier ran six times for 27 yards setting up Zendejas. Seattle forced overtime with
an 80-yard drive that ended with Steve Largent’s touchdown reception from Dave Krieg
with 26 seconds left. The drive, which was set up because of a miss by Zendejas from 29
yards, featured a fourth-and-10 and third-and-10 conversions from Krieg, was only 4-of-10
on the drive, but accounted for all 80 yards. Seattle won the overtime coin toss, but was
forced to punt after three plays.

Denver 24, at Seattle 21 — Sunday, October 22, 1989
David Treadwell kicked a 27-yard field goal 7:46 into overtime for the win. Seattle won the
toss and drove to the Broncos’ 22 where Norm Johnson's 40-yard field goal was wide left.
After a Broncos punt, Denver's Dennis Smith intercepted Dave Krieg's pass and returned
it 28 yards to the Seattle 10, where Treadwell kicked a field goal on the next play.

at Denver 34, Seattle 31 — Sunday, September 23, 1990
DavidTreadwell's 25-yard field goal 9:14 into overtime capped Denver's first overtime pos-
session. Seattle won the toss and drove to the Denver 26 where Norm Johnson's 44-yard
field goal was wide right. The Broncos then moved from their own 26 to the Seattle 8 set-
ting up the kick.

Seattle 13, at San Diego 10 — Sunday, November 25, 1990
Norm Johnson's 40-yard field goal came 3:01 into overtime and was set up by Rufus
Porter's recovery of a Nesby Glasgow forced fumble at the Chargers’ 23.

at Seattle 13, Houston 10 — Sunday, December 2, 1990
De ja vu. Norm Johnson's 42-yard field goal 4:25 into overtime was set up by David
Wyman's recovery of aTony Woods forced fumble at the Houston 27.

L.A. Raiders 23, at Seattle 20 — Sunday, October 13, 1991
Jeff Jaeger's 37-yard field goal 6:37 into overtime was the winner. After both team's
punted on their first possession, Los Angeles' Ronnie Lott intercepted Jeff Kemp at the
Seattle 19 and Jaeger kicked the game-winner on the next play.

at Seattle 16, Denver 13 — Sunday, November 30, 1992
John Kasay redeemed himself with a 32-yard field goal 11:10 into overtime as Seattle
snapped an eight-game losing steak. Kasay had missed a 33-yarder on Seattle's second
overtime possession. Denver had three possessions and Seattle four. The Seahawks’
special teams and defense set up the game-winning drive by downing a punt at the
Denver 4 and holding the Broncos to no yards on three plays. Seattle drove 24 yards in
four plays for the winner.

Philadelphia 20, at Seattle 177 — Sunday, December 13, 1992
Roger Ruzek's 44-yard field goal as the gun sounded ended the longest game in Seattle
history (75:00). The Eagles gained 101 yards and controlled the ball for 10:02 on three over-
time possessions, while holding the Seahawks to 20 yards on two.

Phoenix 30, at Seattle 27 — Sunday, December 19, 1993
Greg Davis kicked a club record and personal-best, 55-yard field goal on the last play of
regulation and added a 41-yarder on the Cardinals only overtime possession for the win.
Davis’ 55-yard kick capped a 27-yard, seven-play drive after Seattle took a 27-24 lead on
Rick Mirer’s one-yard run with 1:22 left. Steve Beuerlein hit 5-0f-6 passes on Phoenix’s 57-
yard, 13-play game-winning drive. It was the only possession in overtime by either team.

Cincinnati 20, at Seattle 17 — Sunday, November 6, 1994
Doug Pelfrey kicked his Cincinnati-record sixth field goal of the game, a 26-yarder 8:14 into
overtime, to give the winless Bengals (0-8) their first victory of the season. Pelfrey’s kick
came one play after quarterback Jeff Blake connected on a 76-yard pass to Darnay Scott
to the Seattle 7. Each team had two possessions in the overtime. The game marked the
Seahawks’ first game in the Kingdome, which had been undergoing ceiling tile repairs
since mid-July.



at Arizona 20, Seattle 14 — Sunday, October 29, 1995
Lorenzo Lynch returned a deflected pass 72 yards for a touchdown with 3:33 left in
overtime. His return ended a game that had a combined 11 turnovers, seven by
Seattle, including a team record eight fumbles. Each team had chances to win late, but
Seattle lost a fumble into the Cardinals’ end zone and had a field goal blocked, while
Arizona also had a field goal blocked. After the block, the Seahawks moved to the
Cardinals’ 33 where a second-and-six pass was deflected into Lynch'’s hands.

at Kansas City 20, Seattle 177 — Sunday, September 28, 1997
Pete Stoyanovich’s 41-yard field goal with 1:56 left in overtime gave the Chiefs the win.
Safety James Woods picked off a Seahawks pass and returned it to midfield setting up
the Chiefs’ game-winning drive. Marcus Allen, who scored two touchdowns, ran four
times for eight yards on the drive, including a two-yard run on a third-and-one play.
Each team had two possessions in overtime.

at New Orleans 20, Seattle 17 — Sunday, November 16, 1997
Doug Brien’s 48-yard field goal one play after Winfred Tubbs’ interception gave the
Saints the win 17 seconds into overtime. Tubbs picked off his pass on Seattle’s first
play and returned it to the Seahawks’ 20 setting up Brien. Both teams had chances to
win late in regulation after Seattle had tied the game with 1:40 left. New Orleans drove
to the Seahawks 29’ with 51 seconds left, but lost a fumble. Seattle then moved to the
Saints’ 27, but missed a 45-yard field goal with 19 seconds left.

at Denver 36, Seattle 30 — Sunday, December 19, 1999
After falling behind 30-20, with 1:47 remaining, the Seahawks scored on a Jon Kitna to
Derrick Mayes pass play with :54 left. Trailing by three points, the Seahawks’ Kerry
Joseph recovered an onside kick and Todd Peterson booted a 45-yard field goal to send
the game into overtime. The Seahawks’ defense forced a punt on the first possesion of
overtime, but after a sack, a fumble was returned by Broncos’ linebacker Glenn Cadrez
37 yards for the winning score.

at Seattle 13, San Diego 10 — Sunday, December 2, 2001
Rian Lindell’s 24-yard field goal on the first overtime series clinched the win for Seattle.
Lindell made up for a 43-yard field-goal attempt toward the end of regulation that sailed
wide right. Shaun Alexander rushed for 29 of his 87 yards in the period setting up the
game-winning field goal.

Seattle 30, at Atlanta 24 — Sunday, December 15, 2002
The Falcons had possession first in the extra period and drove to the Seahawks’ 18-yard
line, but Jay Feely’s 36-yard attempt sailed wide right. The Seahawks took over and drove
down the field before Shaun Alexander scampered 27 yards into the end zone for the win.
The game marked the first overtime victory for the Seahawks via a touchdown.

Seattle 31, at San Diego 28 — Sunday, December 29, 2002
Seattle had possession first and drove down to the Chargers’ 28-yard line, but an errant
Matt Hasselbeck pass was intercepted. The Seahawks forced San Diego to a three-and-
out following a John Randle sack deep in Chargers territory. Seattle regained possession
and moved to the Chargers 6-yard line where Rian Lindell booted a game-winning 24-yard
field goal.

at Baltimore 44, Seattle 41 — Sunday, November 23, 2003
The Ravens overcame a 17-point, fourth-quarter deficit to force the game into overtime
sparked by a 16-yard blocked punt return for a touchdown. Following a fourth-down con-
version via a tipped pass on fourth-and-28, the Ravens scored with 1:12 remaining to
make it a three-point game. An errant officiating call allowed the clock to stop on second
down with 1:03 to go in the game, allowing Baltimore to save their final timeout to use on
third down. Following a punt by Seattle, and later aided by a 44-yard pass interference
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call, the Ravens were in field goal territory to tie and eventually won the game in overtime
on a Matt Stover 42-yard field goal.

at Green Bay 33, Seattle 27 — Sunday, January 4, 2004 (Wild Card Playoffs)

The back-and-forth battle (four ties/four lead changes) was eventually won by the Packers
when Al Harris returned a Matt Hasselbeck pass 52 yards for a touchdown. Played in 20-
degree temperatures, the Seahawks were down 13-6 at the half. Three Shaun Alexander
second-half touchdowns, all 1 yarders, kept the Seahawks in it, including the game-tying
score with :51 left in the game. Heading into overtime, the Seahawks won the toss but
both teams exchanged punts. On Seattle’s next possession, Harris stepped in front of Alex
Bannister to end the game. Hasselbeck became the first Seahawks quarterback to throw
for at least 300 yards in the postseason (305). Alexander set a club single-game record
with three postseason touchdowns.

St. Louis 33, at Seattle 27 — Sunday, October 10, 2004
St. Louis rallied from a 17-point, fourth-quarter deficit to force overtime. After limiting the
Rams to just seven points and 122 total first-half yards, the Seahawks led 24-10 heading
into the final quarter. A Marc Bulger 8-yard touchdown pass to Brandon Manumaleuna,
followed by a 41-yard touchdown pass to Kevin Curtis on their very next play following a
Seattle punt, brought the Rams within three points, 27-24. Unable to run out the clock,
Seattle was forced to punt and the Rams proceeded to drive for a Jeff Wilkins’ game-tying,
36-yard field goal with eight seconds remaining. The Rams had first crack in overtime and
a 52-yard touchdown pass from Bulger to Shaun McDonald sealed the victory for St. Louis.

at Washington 20, Seattle 17 — Sunday, October 2, 2005
The Seahawks used a 91-yard drive capped by a Matt Hasselbeck to Darrell Jackson 6-yard
scoring pass to tie the game at 17-17 with 1:23 remaining. Kelly Herndon intercepted a
Mark Brunell pass on the ensuing drive to set up a game-winning field goal attempt; how-
ever, Josh Brown's 47-yard attempt hit the left upright as time expired and the game head-
ed into overtime. The Redskins won the coin flip and took the opening drive 55 yards in 11
plays before Nick Novak connected on a game-winning 39-yard field goal.

Seattle 24, N.Y. Giants 21 — Sunday, November 27, 2005

The Seahawks escaped defeat three times to win their first overtime game since 2002. The
Giants tied the game 21-21 with 1:59 to play in the game. The Giants forced Seahawks punt
and five plays and 28 yards later, the Giants were lining up for a 40-yard game-winning
field goal by Jay Feely. The kick was wide left and the game headed into overtime. The
Seahawks won the toss and were forced to punt on their first possession. New York took
over at their own 49-yard line. After an Eli Manning to Jeremy Shockey pass to the
Seahawks 26-yard line was reviewed and overturned, the Giants were forced to settle for
a b4-yard field goal attempt that came up short. The Seahawks punted yet again, and Tiki
Barber rattled off a 49-yard run to the Seahawks 31. The Giants gained four more yards set-
ting up a third game-winning attempt for Feely, this one from 45 yards. Short again. The
Seahawks finally took advantage of their opportunity and on second-and-21, Matt
Hasselbeck connected with D.J. Hackett for 38 yards and then rushed for an additional 20
yards setting up a 36-yard game winner by Josh Brown.

at Chicago 27, Seattle 24 — Sunday, Janurary 14, 2007
Seattle’s bid for a return trip to the Super Bowl ended when Bears’ kicker Robbie Gould
connected on a 49-yard field goal in overtime. Seattle won the coin toss, but was forced to
punt. Facing a third-and-10, Rex Grossman found Bernard Berrian for a 30-yard gain to the
Seahawks’ 36 yard line. Four plays later, Gould connected on the game winner.

Dave Krieg threw three touchdown passes to lead the Seahawks to a win in the
first playoff game in their history. Krieg, who completed 12-o0f-13 passes,
increased a 10-7 Seahawks halftime lead with touchdown passes on Seattle’s
first two second half possessions. Seattle scored on the game’s opening drive
on a Krieg touchdown pass. After a Denver touchdown, Seattle took the lead for
good with a field goal. Krieg then opened the second half by throwing two
touchdown passes. Seattle recorded three takeaways, all deep in Seahawks ter-
ritory. Of Denver’s 360 total yards, 140 were gained on their last two drives.
Steve DeBerg, who was activated two days before the game after missing nine
games with a shoulder injury, was 14-0f-19 for 131 yards, before being replaced
midway through the fourth quarter by rookie John Elway. Both teams had 9-7
records in the regular season with Seattle gaining the home-field advantage by
virtue of their win on the season'’s last week and Denver’s loss at Kansas City.

Dan Doornink rushed for a career-high 123 yards to help the Seahawks elimi-
nate the defending Super Bowl champion Raiders.

In a matchup of division winners, the Bengals used the running of rookie Ickey
Woods to defeat the Seahawks in Riverfront Stadium. With the win, Cincinnati
earned the right to host the AFC Championship Game. Woods rushed for 126
of the Bengals’ 254 yards helping set up two short Stanley Wilson touchdown
runs. Woods scored on a third short run to give the Bengals a 21-0 halftime
lead. Cincinnati rushed for 165 yards in the half, 70 by Woods and 60 by James
Brooks, and controlled the ball for 20:35. The Seahawks scored first in the
fourth quarter after Joe Nash recovered a Jacob Green forced fumble on the
Bengals’ 31. Dave Krieg passed seven yards to John L. Williams for the score.
After a punt, Seattle drove 69 yards capped by Krieg's one-yard run, but missed
the extra point, to trail by eight. Seattle out-gained the Bengals 245-116 in the
second half. Williams caught 11 passes for 137 yards for the Seahawks, both
team postseason records. The 11 receptions were also the third most in a post-
season game in NFL history. The Seahawks were hampered by an ankle injury
suffered by Curt Warner in the season finale at the Los Angeles Raiders, which
held him to 11 yards on eight carries. The Bengals earned the right to host the
game after posting an AFC-best 12-4 record. Seattle was 9-7 and won their first
AFC West title. Cincinnati went on to defeat the Buffalo Bills and represented
the AFC in Super Bowl! XXIII.

Facing third-and-16
after a sack and incompletion, Hasselbeck found Engram for a 12-yard gain but left
the Seahawks with fourth down and 0:27 remaining. Seattle’s fourth-down play was
something that plagued the team the last two seasons as Engram had Hasselbeck’s
pass go off his hands in the end zone. St. Louis took over the ball on downs. Jackson
caught a career-high 12 passes for 128 yards and Hasselbeck became only the third
quarterback (Dan Fouts, Bulger) in NFL history to throw for more than 300 yards in

his first two career postseason starts.

SUNDAY, JANUARY 14, 2007 — SOLDIER FIELD - CHICAGO
The Seahawks season ended to eventual Super Bowl XLI participant the
Chicago Bears in overtime, 27-24, in Chicago. The Bears opened the game
with a 12-play, 80-yard scoring drive with Thomas Jones taking it in from 9
yards out for the only score in the opening quarter. Seattle’s first play to
open the second quarter tied the game at 7 when Matt Hasselbeck found
Nate Burleson for a 16-yard touchdown. However, Chicago took the lead
right back as Rex Grossman threw a 68-yard bomb to Bernard Berrian for a
14-7 lead. The teams then forced a combined six punts until the teams each
scored once more in the quarter. Shaun Alexander ran for his first of two
scores on the day, this from 4 yards out, with Jones answering from 7 yards
out to give Chicago a 21-14 halftime lead. Seattle held Chicago to just 52
total yards of offense in the third quarter while scoring 10 points and taking
a 24-21 lead in to the fourth quarter. Josh Brown opened the third with a
40-yard field goal and Alexander scored his second touchdown of the day,
this from 13 yards out. Following back-to-back interceptions to begin the
fourth, each team punted once with Devin Hester’s 66-yard punt return for
a score called back due to a penalty. The Bears put together a 12-play, 48-
yard drive with Robbie Gould tying the game at 24 with a 41-yard field goal.
On Seattle’s next possession at the Chicago 44 with 2:26 left, the Seahawks
failed to gain a yard on third-and-1 and fourth-and-1 and turned the ball
over. Chicago went three-and-out but Seattle was unable to score in regu-
lation. Seattle won the toss to begin overtime but was forced to punt.
Grossman, forcing a third-and-10, found Berrian for a 30-gain to the Seattle
36. Four plays later, Gould ended Seattle’s season with a 49-yard field goal.

1972 — 6/15 Seattle Professional Football, a group of business and community leaders,
announces their intention to attempt to secure a National Football League franchise for the
City of Seattle. Herman Sarkowsky serves as spokesman for the group. 11/2 Construction
begins onThe Kingdome.

1974 — 6/4The National Football League announces that Seattle will have a franchise for the
1976 season. 12/5The National Football League announces that it has voted membership
to Seattle Professional Football, Inc., headed by Lloyd W. Nordstrom with partners Herman
Sarkowsky, D.E. “Ned” Skinner, Howard S. Wright, M. Lamont Bean, and Lynn P
Himmelman.

1975 — 3/6 John Thompson, Executive Director of the NFL Management Council, named
General Manager. 6/17 Nickname “Seahawks” selected from 20,365 entries and 1,741 dif-
ferent names. One hundred fifty-one suggest “Seahawks.” 7/25 Season ticket applications
mailed. 7/28 Season ticket applications accepted — 24,168 received the first day. 8/23
Season ticket sales closed after target of 59,000 reached. 12/18 Seahawks agree to a 20-
year lease agreement to play all games in the Kingdome.

1976 — 1/3 Jack Patera, defensive line coach of the Minnesota Vikings, named head coach.
1/20 Lloyd W. Nordstrom, spokesman for the Nordstrom family, the Seahawks’ majority
owner, dies of a heart attack while vacationing in Mexico. 3/30 Veteran Allocation held in
New York City. Seahawks select 39 NFL veterans. 4/8-9 Seahawks select 25 collegians in
their first college draft. Notre Dame’s Steve Niehaus is the first choice and he flies to Seattle
for evening news conference on April 8. 7/9 Seahawks open training camp at Eastern
Washington University in Cheney. 8/1 Seahawks play first game before 60,825 fans in the
Kingdome. San Francisco holds on to defeat Seattle, 27-20, as Jim Zorn is tackled on the
49ers’ two-yard line when the gun sounds. 8/29 Seahawks capture first victory, a 17-16
preseason win over San Diego, as Ron Howard catches a three-yard Jim Zorn pass for the
winning touchdown with only 13 seconds remaining in the contest. 9/12 Seattle opens
regular season play with a near miss against St. Louis, 30-24. The game ends with the
Cardinals intercepting a pass in the end zone. 10/17 Seahawks win Expansion Bowl with
13-10 victory over host Tampa Bay. Linebacker Mike Curtis blocks a Tampa Bay field goal
attempt with 42 seconds remaining to preserve the victory. 11/7 Seahawks capture their
first regular season victory at home with a 30-13 win over Atlanta. Sherman Smith
becomes the first Seattle back to rush for over 100 yards with 124 yards on 14 carries.

1977 — 1/17 Seahawks host the Pro Bowl and it is the first sellout in the 27-year history of the
game and is the largest crowd under the AFC vs. NFC format. AFC scores a 24-14 win
before 63,214 fans. 5/3 Seattle trades its first-round draft choice, the second player in the
draft, to Dallas for the Cowboys' first-round selection and three second-round picks. The
Seahawks select Steve August, offensive guard fromTulsa, on the first round. 10/30 After
missing four games with an injury, Jim Zorn returns to lead Seattle to a 56-17 triumph over
Buffalo. The Seahawks set 15 club records and equal six, including Zorn's four TD passes.
11/13 Seattle defense blanks the New York Jets, 17-0, in Shea Stadium, the first time an
established team is shutout by a second-year team. 12/18 Seahawks win their fifth game
of the year, a 20-19 decision over Cleveland before 61,583 fans in the Kingdome, to estab-
lish a record for most wins ever by a second-year expansion team.

1978 — 5/3 Keith Simpson, cornerback from Memphis State, is selected as Seattle's first-
round draft choice followed by his college teammate Keith Butler, a linebacker, on the sec-
ond round. 10/8 Efren Herrera kicks a 19-yard field goal on the final play of the game to
give Seattle a 29-28 win over the Minnesota Vikings. 11/26 Seattle becomes the first team
since 1965 to beat Oakland twice during the regular season with a 17-16 win on Efren
Herrera’'s 46-yard field goal with just three seconds remaining. 12/17 Seahawks end their
third season with a 9-7 record and finish one game behind Denver in the AFC West stand-
ings following a 23-19 win over Kansas City. Al Hunter rushes for 133 yards on 27 carries
as Seahawks perform before sixth-straight home sellout crowd.

1979 — 1/29 Steve Largent catches a record-equaling five passes as Seattle’s first represen-
tative to the Pro Bowl. National Football Conference defeats Largent and his AFC team-



mates, 13-7, in the Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum. 5/3 Manu Tuiasosopo, defensive tack-
le from UCLA, becomes Seattle's first-round draft choice. 10/29 After trailing 14-0, the
Seahawks rebound for a 31-28 win over Atlanta in Seattle’s first appearance on ABC's
Monday Night Football. Dan Doornink rushes for 122 yards on 21 carries and scores twice.
12/16 The Seahawks close out their second straight 9-7 season with a 29-24 win over
Oakland. Sam McCullum sets a club record with 173 yards receiving on eight catches.

1980 — 4/29 Seattle trades its first-round draft choice (#16) and a third-round pick to Buffalo
for the Bills’ first-round choice, the tenth player in the draft. The Seahawks then select
defensive end Jacob Green of Texas A&M on the first round. 9/28 Seahawks score second
shutout in the club’s history with a 14-0 win over Washington Redskins in Robert F Kennedy
Memorial Stadium. 10/5 Sam McCullum catches two touchdown passes and Efren Herrera
kicks four field goals in 26-7 win over Houston at the Astrodome. The win would prove to
be Seattle's last of the season.

1981 — 4/28 Seahawks select UCLA safety Kenny Easley on the first round of the NFL draft.
11/8 Seattle holds the Pittsburgh Steelers scoreless in the second half and rallies for a pair
of fourth quarter touchdowns to capture a 24-21 victory at the Kingdome. 11/16 The
Seahawks score on their last eight possessions to defeat the San Diego Chargers, 44-23,
on Monday Night Football. It is the Seahawks' first regular season victory over the
Chargers after eight straight losses.
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1982 — 3/11 Mike McCormack, former head coach with the Philadelphia Eagles and Baltimore
Colts, is named Director of Football Operations. 4/27 Seahawks select Clemson defensive
end Jeff Bryant in the first round of the college draft. 9/21 Players go on strike for 57 days.
10/13 Mike McCormack named interim head coach after the firing of head coach Jack
Patera and general manager John Thompson. 11/21 Seahawks capture 17-10 victory over
the host Denver Broncos in Mike McCormack’s first game as head coach following the play-
ers’ strike. Steve Largent catches a 34-yard touchdown pass from Jim Zorn with 49 sec-
onds left for the victory. 11/28 Seahawks shutout the Pittsburgh Steelers, 16-0, for the
club’s third shutout in history and first at the Kingdome.

1983 — 1/2 Seahawks conclude nine-game season with a 13-11 win over the Denver Broncos
as Dave Krieg throws a 19-yard touchdown pass to Roger Carr with 47 seconds left. The
Seahawks drive 87 yards in 10 plays with no timeouts to score the winning touchdown.
Seattle finishes the season 4-5 but were 4-3 under Mike McCormack. 1/3 Mike McCormack
named President and General Manager after previously serving as Director of Football
Operations since March 11, 1982, and interim head coach since October 13, 1982. 1/26
Chuck Knox named head coach. Knox previously had served as head coach of the Los
Angeles Rams (1973-77) and the Buffalo Bills (1978-82). He guided seven-of-his-ten teams
to the playoffs, while winning six division championships. 3/15 Chuck Allen, who joined
the Seahawks staff in June of 1975 as Director of Pro Scouting, named Assistant General
Manager. 4/26 Seattle selects Penn State running back Curt Warner in the NFL draft.
Warner is the third player taken on the first round.To be able to get Warner, the Seahawks
trade their first, second and third-round selections to the Houston Oilers for the Oilers first-
round pick. 9/11 Seahawks win first game under Chuck Knox, 17-10, over the New York
Jets, as the club sets a team record with 57 rushing attempts and Curt Warner gains 128
yards on 24 carries.

1984 — 1/8 Los Angeles Raiders defeat the Seahawks, 30-14, in the AFC Championship Game
at the Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum before 88,734 fans. 5/1 Seahawks select cornerback
Terry Taylor of Southern lllinois as their first-round choice in the annual NFL draft. 9/3
Seahawks win regular season opener for the first time in franchise history, 33-0 over the
Cleveland Browns.The enthusiasm is dampened by a knee injury to Curt Warner which will
keep him out for the rest of the season. 10/29 Seahawks post their second shutout of the
season with a 24-0 victory over the San Diego Chargers on Monday Night Football. Kenny
Easley intercepts a club record three passes and Steve Largent catches three touchdown
passes. 11/4 Seahawks set an NFL record by returning four interceptions for touchdowns,




including two by Dave Brown, in a 45-0 win over the Kansas City Chiefs. Kenny Easley and
Keith Simpson had the other two interception returns for touchdowns. 11/25 Dave Krieg
throws for 406 yards and three touchdowns, including an 80-yarder to Daryl Turner on the
first play of the game, to lead the Seahawks past Denver, 27-24.

9/7 Seahawks kickoff their 1986 regular sea-
son schedule with a 30-0 victory over the Pittsburgh Steelers at the Kingdome. 10/6
Seahawks defeat San Diego Chargers, 33-7, on Monday Night Football as Steve Largent
breaks NFL record for most consecutive games with a pass reception. Largent catches a
pass in the 128th straight game in which he participated. 10/19 Jacob Green registers four
sacks and Dave Brown intercepts two passes in leading Seattle to a 17-12 win over the
eventual Super Bowl champion New York Giants. 11/27 Seahawks defeat the Dallas
Cowboys, 31-14, on Thanksgiving Day as Curt Warner runs for 122 yards and Dave Krieg
completes 16-0f-24 passes for 214 yards and two touchdowns. 12/8 Seattle hands the Los
Angeles Raiders their biggest defeat since 1962, 37-0, as Curt Warner gains 116 yards and
Dave Krieg passes for 243 yards and two touchdowns.

9/4 Seahawks open 13th season with a 21-14 win at Denver over the
two-time defending AFC Champion Broncos. Curt Warner scores twice and John L.
Williams accounts for 161 yards from scrimmage. It is Seattle’s first win in Denver since
1984. 9/18 Steve Largent becomes the NFLs all-time leader in pass receiving yards with
12,167 at San Diego, but the Seahawks lose to the Chargers, 17-6. Largent breaks Charlie
Joiner's record of 12,146 yards. 10/2 Rookie quarterback Kelly Stouffer makes his first NFL
start for an injured Dave Krieg and leads the Seahawks to a 31-20 win over the Atlanta
Falcons in Atlanta. John L. Williams ties a team record with three rushing touchdowns.
11/13 Seahawks defeat the Houston Oilers, 27-24, as Dave Krieg returns after missing
seven games with a shoulder separation. Krieg engineers a 10-play drive to set up Norm
Johnson's game-winning field goal with less than one second left. 11/28 Dave Krieg
equals his own team record with five touchdown passes as Seahawks defeat the Los
Angeles Raiders, 35-27, on Monday night in the Kingdome. Curt Warner (130) and John L.
Williams (105) become the first pair of Seahawks to each gain over 100 yards rushing in the
same game. 12/11 Seahawks score touchdowns on their first six possessions in a 42-17
win over Denver. Curt Warner establishes a team record with four rushing touchdowns.
Warner (126) and John L. Williams (109) each top 100 yards rushing. 12/18 John L.
Williams accounts for 239 yards of offense, including 180 receiving, and Dave Krieg throws
for 410 yards and four scores, as the Seahawks defeat the Los Angeles Raiders, 43-37, in
Los Angeles to clinch the first AFC Western Division title in franchise history.

One goes to Steve Largent, the NFL record 100th of his career. 12/17 John L. Williams
catches a career high 12 passes for 129 yards as the Seahawks defeat the Los Angeles
Raiders, 23-17. 12/23 Seahawks close out the season with a 29-0 loss to the Washington
Redskins. In pregame ceremonies, retiring wide receiver Steve Largent is honored and his
is the first name inducted in the Seahawks Ring of Honor.

1990 — 4/22 Seahawks trade four draft choices to the New England Patriots, including two
first-round choices, to move up and select University of Miami defensive tackle Cortez
Kennedy with the third overall choice. Seahawks also receive a second-round choice from
the Patriots which they use to select Syracuse University linebacker Terry Wooden. 8/4
Seahawks play their first-ever international game as they drop a 10-7 preseason decision
to the Denver Broncos in Tokyo, Japan. 10/1 Seahawks defeat the Cincinnati Bengals, 31-
16, for their first win after opening the season with three consecutive losses. Derrick Fenner
scores three touchdowns for the second straight week. 11/11 Seahawks score their first
win in Kansas City's Arrowhead Stadium since 1980 as Dave Krieg throws a 25-yard touch-
down pass to Paul Skansi as time expires. The PAT gives Seattle a 17-16 win and starts a
four-game streak of games decided on the last play. The win is the 159th of Chuck Knox's
career, moving him into seventh place all-time. 11/25 Norm Johnson’s 40-yard field goal
3:01 into overtime gives the Seahawks a 13-10 win at San Diego. Seattle forces and recov-
ers a pair of fumbles, the first with 48 seconds left in regulation and the second with 1:34
gone in overtime.

12/9The Seahawks
defense sets single-game records for fewest rushing first downs (0) and rushing yards
allowed (13) in a game in a 20-14 win over the Green Bay Packers in Milwaukee. 12/23
Seattle moves over the .500 mark with a 17-12 win over the Denver Broncos. The Broncos
are penalized on the game’s last play, negating what would have been a game-winning
touchdown pass. 12/30 Derrick Fenner scores two touchdowns for the fourth time as
Seattle defeats the Detroit Lions 30-10 in the Kingdome, to finish at 9-7 after an 0-3 start.
Fenner ends the season equalling team records for total touchdowns (15) and rushing
touchdowns (14), totals that lead the AFC.

4/25 Head Coach Chuck Knox agrees to a
two-year contract extension. 8/3 Quarterback Jim Zorn (1976-84) becomes the second per-
son inducted into the Seahawks Ring of Honor. 9/1 Seahawks drop season opener, 27-24,
at New Orleans and lose starting quarterback Dave Krieg for six weeks with a broken
thumb in the process. Wide receiver Brian Blades sets career highs with 12 receptions, 160
yards, and two touchdowns. 9/8 Jeff Kemp makes his first start since September 25, 1988,
and throws two touchdown passes in a 20-13 win over the New York Jets. One goes to
Travis McNeal, the first of his career. 9/29 Chris Warren’s 59-yard punt return touchdown,
the first by a Seahawks player since 1986, sparks a 31-3 win over the visiting Indianapolis
Colts. The defense limits the Colts to 137 yards and records five sacks. Rookie first-round
draft choice Dan McGwire starts and plays the first half, engineering a 50-yard touchdown
drive on his first possession. 10/6 The Seahawks defense stops the Cincinnati Bengals on
a 4th-and-four inches short with 29 seconds left to preserve a 13-7 win at Riverfront
Stadium. Dwayne Harper and Nesby Glasgow combine for the tackle, which comes at the
Seattle 22. 10/20 Dave Krieg returns from missing six games on injured reserve to lead
Seattle to a 27-7 win at Pittsburgh. Krieg throws for 266 yards, completing 25-0f-31 passes,
and two scores. 10/27 John Kasay equals an NFL record with two field goals of 50-or-more
yards in a 20-9 win over the San Diego Chargers. Kasay connects from 54 and 51 yards.
The 54-yarder equals the team record. 11/24 The defense forces four turnovers and has
five sacks, three by Rufus Porter, in a 13-10 win over the eventual AFC West Champion
Denver Broncos in the Kingdome. Additionally, the defense twice holds on downs inside
Seahawks territory in the game’s last 4:49. 12/22 Seattle finishes their 16th season with a
7-9 record after defeating the Los Angeles Rams, 23-9, in the Kingdome. It was the first win
by the Seahawks over the Rams in five regular season games. James Jones rushes for a
pair of scores, while the defense keeps their third 1991 opponent out of the end zone.
12/27 The Seahawks and head coach Chuck Knox agree to mutually end Knox’s nine-year
tenure as Head Coach. Knox leaves having compiled an 80-63-0 (55.9%) regular season
record. He guided the Seahawks to four playoff appearances, including an AFC West title
in 1988 and a berth in the AFC Championship Game in 1983.
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1992 — 1/6 Seahawks President/General Manager Tom Flores is named President/Head
Coach. Flores coached nine seasons, 1979-87, with the Oakland/Los Angeles Raiders and
compiled an 83-53-0 (61.0%) regular season record.

In addi-
tion, Rusty Tillman is promoted from special teams coach to defensive coordinator, Russ
Purnell from tight ends and assistant special teams to special teams and tight ends coach,
and Paul Moyer from staff assistant to defensive backfield coach. 1/21 Offensive Line
Coach Hudson Houck and Running Backs Coach Clarence Shelmon are added to Tom
Flores’ staff. Both coaches come to the Seahawks from the Los Angeles Rams. 1/22 Bob
Bratkowski, offensive coordinator at the University of Miami for the past three seasons, is
named wide receivers coach. Bratkowski’s father Zeke, is a former NFL quarterback and
current NFL assistant coach.

Cortez Kennedy has four-and-a-half tackles for
loss, including three sacks, to lead the defense while Chris Warren rushes for 122 yards and
one score on 24 carries to lead the offense. It's Warren's first career 100-yard game. 11/8
Chris Warren's 103 yards aren't enough as the Washington Redskins post a 16-3 Kingdome
win.

Allman is placed in charge of both professional and college personnel. 1/28 Howard Mudd
is named offensive line coach replacing Hudson Houck, who joined the Dallas Cowboys.
Mudd is an eight-year NFL veteran guard and a 19-year NFL assistant, including a stint with
the Seahawks from 1978-82. 2/5 Phil Neri, a Seahawks scout since 1985, is named College
Scouting Director. 3/12 Ferrell Edmunds, two-time Pro Bowl tight end with the Miami
Dolphins, signs as an unrestricted free agent. Edmunds, a five-year veteran, is the first free
agent to sign with the Seahawks under the NFL new free agency system.

4/22 Buffalo guard Mitch
Frerotte signs with the Seahawks as an unrestricted free agent. 4/25 University of Notre
Dame quarterback Rick Mirer is selected by the Seahawks on the first round of the NFL
draft. Mirer is the second player chosen overall. 9/19 Chris Warren rushes a club record 36
times for a personal best 174 yards in a 17-14 win over the Patriots in New England,
Seattle’s first win after two losses. 9/26 Rod Stephens’ fumble recovery in the end zone
provides the winning touchdown in a 19-10 win at Cincinnati. 10/3 Seattle makes it three
straight with a 31-14 win over the San Diego Chargers in the Kingdome. Rookie Rick Mirer
passes for 282 yards and a score and also rushes for a touchdown. The three-game win-
ning streak is the Seahawks longest since 1990. 10/24 Rick Mirer throws the game-winning
touchdown pass to Brian Blades with 25 seconds left in a 10-9 win over New England in the
Kingdome.

21 win over the visiting Tampa Bay Buccaneers, breaking a six-game losing streak. 11/27

yards in the first three quarters. 12/18 Chris Warren tops 100 yards for the seventh time
with 122, but the Los Angeles Raiders escape with a 17-16 Kingdome win. 12/24 Cleveland
Browns defeat the Seahawks 35-9 in Cleveland Stadium, closing out a 6-10 season. Chris
Warren finishes the season with a franchise record 1,545 rushing yards, a total that leads
the AFC. 12/29 Tom Flores, Seahawks general manager/head coach from 1992-94, is
relieved of his duties. Flores, who joined the organization in 1989 as president/general
manager, compiled a 14-34 regular season record. All 12 of Flores’ assistants were also
fired.
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1995 — 1/12 Dennis Erickson, head coach at the University of Miami, is named head coach.
In six seasons at Miami, Erickson compiled a 63-9-0 record and won national champi-
onships in 1989 and 1991. A native of Everett, Washington, Erickson posted a 113-40-1
record in 13 seasons as a college head coach at the University of Idaho, University of
Wyoming, Washington State University, and Miami. Erickson brings six coaches with him
from Miami, Gregg Smith (Assistant Head Coach/Tight Ends), Greg McMackin (Defensive
Coordinator), Dave Arnold (Special Teams), Dana LeDuc (Strength and Conditioning), Rich
Olson (Quarterbacks), and Willy Robinson (Defensive Backs). In addition he retains Bob
Bratkowski (Offensive Coordinator/Wide Receivers), Tommy Brasher (Defensive Line), Tom
Catlin (Quality Control), Dave Brown (Defensive Coach), Arnie Matsumoto (Staff Assistant),
Howard Mudd (Offensive Line), and Clarence Shelmon (Running Backs) from the previous
staff. 1/28 Wide Receiver Steve Largent becomes the first Seahawks player to be elected
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Largent was elected in his first year of eligibility. He
played his entire NFL career with Seattle from 1976-89, and retired in possession of six NFL
receiving marks, including most receptions (819), yards (13,089), touchdowns (100), and
consecutive games with a reception (177). Largent’s presenter for induction is Seahawks’
Vice President Gary Wright. 2/9 Mike Murphy, a nine-season NFL coaching veteran, is
named linebackers coach. Murphy coached with the Detroit Lions and Arizona Cardinals,
prior to serving one year in the Pro Personnel Department of the Carolina Panthers. 4/22
Seahawks select Ohio State University wide receiver Joey Galloway with the eighth pick in
the first round of the NFL draft. Galloway is the second wide receiver chosen overall and
the first ever picked by the Seahawks on the first round of the draft. 7/29 Steve Largent is
formally inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. 8/12 Seahawks officially retire
Largent's #80 jersey. 9/3 Seahawks lose NFL debut of Head Coach Dennis Erickson, 34-10,
to the Kansas City Chiefs in the Kingdome. Jacob Green was inducted into the Ring of
Honor. 9/17 Erickson gains first career win, 24-21, over the Cincinnati Bengals in the




Kingdome. Chris Warren rushes for 109 yards. 11/5 Rookie Joey Galloway returns a punt
a club record 89 yards for a touchdown to spark a 30-28 win over the visiting New York
Giants. Brian Blades has two first quarter touchdown receptions. The win snaps a four
game losing streak and ignites a streak of six wins in seven games. 11/12 Galloway strikes
again, this time on an 86-yard run from scrimmage in a 47-30 win over the Jaguars in
Jacksonville. His run is a club record and is an NFL:long for 1995, as was his punt return.
Galloway accounts for 237 all-purpose yards and three touchdowns, including five recep-
tions for 114 yards and two scores receiving. 11/19 Seattle posts a 27-20 win over the
Redskins in Washington, D.C., completing a two-game, 10-day road trip. Chris Warren rush-
es for a season-high 136 yards and one score, quarterback Rick Mirer throws two touch-
down passes and Robert Blackmon has two interceptions. The Seahawks stayed in
Jacksonville between games. 12/3Todd Peterson kicks four field goals in a 26-14 win over
the Philadelphia Eagles.

Allen is
named Chairman of Football Northwest, Inc., with Bert Kolde serving as Vice Chairman and
Bob Whitsitt as President. Seahawks select Boston College tackle Pete Kendall on the first
round with the 21st overall pick. Seattle had traded down twice in the first round, acquir-
ing defensive tackle Glenn Montgomery from the Houston Oilers in the first deal and
adding an extra third round pick from the Detroit Lions in the second. 9/1 Seahawks start
21st season with 29-7 loss at San Diego. 9/22 Lamar Smith’s 14-yard run with 31 seconds
left gives Seahawks a 17-13 win at Tampa Bay, their first win after three losses. 10/6 John
Friesz throws touchdown passes of 51, 65 and 80 yards, the latter with 2:03 left to Brian
Blades, for a 22-15 win at Miami. 11/3 Michael McCrary blocks Houston's game-winning
field goal with 16 seconds left, recovers it, and laterals to Robert Blackmon to complete a
68-yard touchdown return to give Seattle a 23-16 win. John Friesz throws for 323 yards,
Seattle's first 300-yard passing game since 1990. 11/10 Seattle completes three wins in
three home games by defeating the Minnesota Vikings, 42-23. 11/17 Seattle misses a last
play field goal in 17-16 loss at the Detroit Lions. Lamar Smith rushes for a career high 148
yards in his first career start. Seahawks also lose quarterback John Friesz for remainder of
the season with a broken leg. 12/8 Seahawks snap three-game losing streak with 26-18
win over visiting Buffalo Bills. Chris Warren rushes for 116 yards, his franchise record 24th
career 100-yard game. 12/22 Seahawks close season with 28-21 win at Oakland. Seattle
forces seven turnovers and wins with backup quarterbacks Stan Gelbaugh and Gino
Torretta playing for John Friesz (broken leg) and Rick Mirer (quadriceps).

2/26 Senior VP Mike Reinfeldt declined contract offer to
remain with Seahawks. 3/4 Seahawks sign unrestricted free agent Grant Wistrom to a
multi-year contract. 3/9 WR Darrell Jackson re-signed a multi-year contract with the
Seahawks. 3/24-3/31 In cooperation with the Department of Defense Armed Forces
Entertainment Office, Seahawks Alex Bannister and Damien Robinson led a Seahawks con-
tingent including former Seahawks receiver Paul Johns and the Sea Gals Show Group on
a tour of Southwest Asia, including the countries of United Arab Emirates and Qatar. 3/24
The Seattle Seahawks name Steve Raible as the new "Voice of the Seahawks" for radio
broadcasts, and will be joined by Warren Moon as color analyst on the broadcast team.
Raible served the previous 22 years as color analyst on Seahawks radio. 5/19 Jay Nienkark
named Director of Player Administration and will oversee the team’s salary cap. 6/2
Seahawks Stadium is renamed Qwest Field. Introduced Blue Ribbon Partners. 6/8 Martha
Fuller named CFO. 8/7 The Seahawks traveled to Portland’s PGE Park for “Seahawks Live,’
an intrasquad scrimmage. 9/26 The Seahawks opened the season 3-0 after shutting out
the 49ers 34-0 at Qwest Field. The victory ended the 49ers NFL record of scoring in 420 con-
secutive games. 10/19 The Seahawks traded a conditional draft choice to the Oakland
Raiders for WR Jerry Rice. 11/21 S Michael Boulware turned in one of the most exciting
plays of the season when he, with 56 seconds remaining, returned a Dolphins’ pass 63
yards for the game-winning touchdown. 12/6 In front of a record crowd at Qwest Field
(68,093), the Seahawks hosted a Monday Night Football shootout versus the Cowboys.
Matt Hasselbeck passed for 414 yards and three touchdowns, but the Cowboys scored 14
points in just under three minutes to earn a 43-39 victory.

10/17 Seahawks S Ken Hamlin was victimized outside of a Seattle club following the
game sustaining head injuries that ended his season. 10/23 The Seahawks defeated the
Dallas Cowboys 13-10 on a 50-yard Josh Brown field goal as time expired. The winning kick
was set up when Jordan Babineaux intercepted Drew Bledsoe and returned it to the
Cowboys’ 32-yard line with :05 remaining. 11/6 Shaun Alexander rushed for 173 yards and
two touchdowns, which included an 88-yard touchdown run tying his own franchise
record.

4/30 Drafted Miami cornerback Kelly Jennings with the 31st pick in the NFL Draft. 5/9
Seahawks announce plans to move practice facility to Renton waterfront. 9/10 Opened the
season at Detroit’s Ford Field, site of Super Bow! XL, and won 9-6 on Josh Brown'’s 42-yard
game-winning field goal as time expired. 9/11 Seattle acquired WR Deion Branch from the
New England Patriots in exchange for the Seahawks first-round selection in the 2007 NFL
Draft. 9/17 Former Seahawks DT Cortez Kennedy was inducted into the Seahawks Ring of
Honor. 9/24 Seattle led the New York Giants 35-3 at halftime and won the game 42-30
behind Matt Hasselbeck’s club-record tying five touchdown passes. 10/1 Seahawks Shaun
Alexander missed the first of six games (at Chicago) with a broken foot he suffered in the
season opener. 10/15 Josh Brown connected on his second game-winner of the season,
a bd-yard field goal at St. Louis as time expired. 10/22 Seattle's Matt Hasselbeck injured
his right knee on the first series of the second half versus the Vikings. He would miss the
next four ballgames. Seneca Wallace went 2-2 in Hasselbeck’s absence. 11/6 Seattle
recorded nine sacks at Qwest Field versus Oakland on Monday Night Football on the way
to a 16-0 shutout of the Raiders.
