The appointment marks Cabrera’s return to the Rio
Grande Valley. He was previously named the first
Head Coach in the club’s history in December 2015
and led the club to its most successful season,
earning a second-place finish in the Western
Conference in the regular season and a place in the
USL Championship Playoffs.

The 53-year-old brings more than a decade of
experience at U.S Soccer and Major League Soccer
to the Toros. Most recently, Cabrera managed Club
de Foot Montreal in MLS late in 2019 where he led
the team to the Canadian Championship title,
defeating Toronto FC.

Prior to Montreal, Cabrera spent two-and-a-half-
years with Houston Dynamo FC (2016-19). During

his tenure, Cabrera’s side won the 2018 Lamar Hunt
U.S. Open Cup, making him the first head coach to
win both the U.S. Open Cup and Canadian Cham-
pionship in consecutive years.

By earning the U.S. Open Cup, Houston qualified to
the 2019 Scotiabank Concacaf Champions League,
but their course ended in the quarterfinal round.

In 2017, Cabrera led Houston to a berth in the 2017

MLS Cup Playoffs.
