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SEASON NOTES
KUEMPERTURE CHECK
Darcy Kuemper finished the 2019-20 regular season among the NHL’s leaders 
in GAA (2.22 – T-3rd) and SV% (.928 – 3rd). From January 1 to December 20, 
2019, Kuemper ranked second in games started (62), third in wins (37), second 
in GAA (2.10) and second in SV% (.931). The 30-year-old native of Saskatoon, SK 
was selected to his first NHL All-Star Game in 2020. Kuemper owns a 45-37-12 
record with a .923 SV% and a 2.39 GAA in 94 games with the Coyotes. 

HOW SWEDE IT IS
Oliver Ekman-Larsson currently holds the franchise record for most goals by a 
defenseman and the most points in Coyotes history by a blueliner. He recently 
set the mark for the most ESG’s by a defenseman with his 68th on Mar. 4 at 
VAN. Ekman-Larsson ranks 10th in points in franchise history, third in points by 
a defenseman, fifth in assists among defensemen and is tied for the fourth-most 
GWG’s (31) among all franchise players with Doug Smail. Since 2013-14, the 
Coyotes Captain ranks third in goals (108) second in PPGs (51) and is first in 
GWGs (28) among all NHL blueliners.

OLIVER AND COMPANY
Oliver Ekman-Larsson played in his 700th career NHL game on January 2, 
becoming the fifth player in franchise history and the fifth player from his 2009 
draft class to reach the 700-game mark. He also became the 19th Swedish-born 
defenseman to play in 700 career NHL games. Ekman-Larsson has played in 
the fourth-most games (723) of all skaters and the second-most games among 
defensemen in franchise history (Teppo Numminen - 1,098 games).

HAVING A HALL OF A TIME
The Coyotes acquired Taylor Hall from NJD on Dec. 16, 2019. The 28-year-old 
forward recorded 10-17-27 in 35 games with Arizona. He totaled 16-36-52 in 65 
regular season games in 2019-20. Hall became the sixth player from his 2010 
draft class to reach the 600-game plateau on Jan. 2 vs. ANA. Hall won the NHL’s 
2018 Hart Trophy, recording a career-best 39-54-93 in 76 games with the Devils. 
Since 2017-18, his 1.07 points/game is the 15th best in the NHL.

KELLER INSTINCT
Clayton Keller (21 years, 203 days) became the second youngest player in 
franchise history (Dale Hawerchuk: 19 years, 203 days) to score 50 career goals 
with the team when he scored vs. NYI on Feb. 17. Keller registered 4-3-7 in his 
final six regular season games and led the team with five multi-goal games in 
2019-20. The 5-foot-10, 170-pound forward recorded a point in 23 of the team’s 
33 wins while the Coyotes went 10-1-1 in games when Keller scored a goal this 
season. Now in his third NHL season, Keller leads the Coyotes in scoring (54-
104-158) since making his debut on Mar. 27, 2017.

G-UNIT
Conor Garland recorded 22-17-39 in 68 games during his first full season with 
ARI. His 22 goals led the team. The 24-year-old native of Scituate, MA leads the 
Coyotes with 35 goals since the start of the 2018-19 season. Garland also led 
the team with five GWGs, 15 home goals, 26 home points and a 13.9 shooting 
percentage in 2019-20. 

KILLER COYOTES
The Coyotes ranked fifth in the League with an 82.7 PK% this season. ARI was 
3rd in the NHL in Home PK% at 86.9% while allowing a League-low 11 PPGs at 
home. The Coyotes own the best PK% (83.9%) in the NHL since the start of the 
2018-19 season.

NEVER SAY NEVER 
The Coyotes won five games this season when trailing by two goals in the first 
period (10/25 at NJD, 10/28 at BUF, 12/8 at CHI, 2/10 at MTL and 2/29 vs. BUF), 
which tied with DAL for the most in the NHL. This is the third time in franchise 
history when the team has won five games or more in a season when trailing by 
two goals in the first period (1992-93: 5 times, 1987-88: 6 times).

ANTTI UP
Antti Raanta finished the regular season with a .921 SV% and a 2.63 GAA in 33 
appearances. He recorded the eighth-best SV% in the NHL and the third-best 
opponent PP SV% (.917) in the NHL this season. The veteran netminder posted a 
6-3-1 record with a .943 SV% and a 1.90 GAA in 10 games during the month of 
February. Raanta’s .921 career SV% is tied with Ken Dryden and Ben Bishop for 
the third best in NHL history (Dominik Hasek, Tuukka Rask: .922 SV%).

DVOTED CHRISTIAN
Christian Dvorak scored a career-high 18 goals in 2019-20. He finished second 
on the team in goals and PPGs (6) while scoring a team-best nine road goals. 
The 2014 second-round pick (58th overall) has scored the most goals (50) of any 
second-round pick in Coyotes history and the fourth-most in franchise history 
(Teppo Numminen: 108, Scott Arniel: 80, Dave Christian: 79).

HOME SWEET HOME
The Coyotes played well on home ice at Gila River Arena in 2019-20. Since De-
cember 31, ARI posted an 9-2-3 mark at home while the team’s 21 home points 
tied for the fourth-most in the NHL since that date.
The Coyotes posted a plus-10 goal differential in those 14 games with a 3.57 
GF/G average and a 2.14 GA/G. Conor Garland (9-7-16) and Taylor Hall (3-11-14) 
led the way offensively since New Year’s Eve on home ice. 

DUCK, DUCK, GOOSE
Alex Goligoski led ARI defensemen in assists and points this season with 4-28-32 
in 70 games. The veteran blueliner collected his 400th career NHL point (assist) 
on Jan. 12 to become the third defenseman (Mark Streit, Mike Green) from his 
2004 draft class to reach the 400-point milestone. Goligoski has recorded 20 as-
sists or more in 11 consecutive seasons. He is one of just four active defensemen 
to have posted 11-consecutive 20 plus assist seasons (Keith Yandle, Ryan Suter, 
Duncan Keith).

PHIL THE THRILL
Phil Kessel led the Coyotes with nine PPGs and 17 PPPs in his first season in the 
desert. He has played in 844 consecutive games, which is the third longest active 
streak (Keith Yandle: 866 games, Patrick Marleau: 854 games) and the sixth 
longest streak in NHL history. Kessel last missed a game on Halloween night in 
2009.

SO LONG STANLEY
The Coyotes became the first team in NHL history to defeat the past two Stanley 
Cup champions (WSH, STL) on consecutive nights on the road. ARI first beat the 
Capitals, 4-3 in a shootout on Nov. 11. The team then defeated the Blues 3-2 the 
next night on Nov. 12.

RICHIE RICH 
Brad Richardson scored at 5:27 of OT in Game 4 to clinch ARI’s first postseason 
series win since 2012. Richardson became the first player in Coyotes/Jets fran-
chise history to score a series-clinching goal in overtime. He also became the sec-
ond player in club history to score a goal to clinch a best-of-five series (Ron Wilson, 
Game 4 1985 Division Semifinals). Richardson’s OT GWG is the ninth postseason 
OT goal in franchise history. Mikkel Boedker (2), Martin Hanzal, Ray Whitney, Shane 
Doan, Teemu Selanne, Brian Mullen and Dave Ellett scored the previous eight. 

RISING KUEMPERATURE 
Darcy Kuemper finished the qualifying round with 152 saves on 163 shots, a .933 
SV% and a 2.77 GAA in four games. He is tops among League netminders in saves 
and shots faced while he owns the fourth-highest SV% in the NHL among goalies 
who have played four games so far this postseason. He recorded a season and 
playoff career-high 49 saves (52 shots) in a 4-3 OT win in Game 4. The All-Star 
netminder registered his second-most saves in a postseason game with 40 (43 
shots) in Game 1 against NSH. Prior to the series, his postseason career high for 
saves in a game was 31 (35 shots) at COL, Apr. 26, 2014. 

Kuemper finished the 2019-20 regular season among the NHL’s leaders in GAA 
(2.22 – T-3rd) and SV% (.928 – 3rd). From January 1 to December 20, 2019, Kue-
mper ranked second in games started (62), third in wins (37), second in GAA (2.10) 
and second in SV% (.931). The 30-year-old native of Saskatoon, SK was selected 
to his first NHL All-Star Game in 2020. Kuemper owns a 45-37-12 record with a 
.923 SV% and a 2.39 GAA in 94 games with the Coyotes.

DOMINANT DARCY
Darcy Kuemper recorded 19 saves in the first period of Game 3, which set a 
Coyotes/Jets franchise record for most in a postseason period. He surpassed the 
previous record of 18, which he achieved in Game 1 along with three other goal-
tenders: Sean Burke (Game 4 of 2000 CQF), Ilya Bryzgalov (Game 1 of 2010 CQF & 
Game 7 of 2010 CQF) and Mike Smith (Game 5 of 2012 CF).

SO LONG SHUTOUT
Clayton Keller and Lawson Crouse scored late third period goals at 19:02 and 
19:12 of the third period in Game 2 against the Predators. These became the 
fastest two goals ever scored by the Coyotes/Jets franchise in the postseason. 
The previous record for fastest two goals in the playoffs was 16 seconds by Dale 
Hawerchuk (0:47) and Doug Smail (1:03) in the second period on Apr. 11, 1985 vs. 
Calgary. 

DVOTED CHRISTIAN
Christian Dvorak registered 1-1-2 in Game 1 vs. NSH. He became the sixth player 
in Coyotes/Jets franchise history to record a multi-point game in his postseason 
debut. Dvorak is just the second player in Arizona history to do so.

Dvorak scored a career-high 18 goals in 2019-20. He finished second on the team 
in goals and PPGs (6) while scoring a team-best nine road goals. The 2014 sec-
ond-round pick (58th overall) has scored the most goals (50) of any second-round 
pick in Coyotes history and the fourth-most in franchise history (Teppo Numminen: 
108, Scott Arniel: 80, Dave Christian: 79).

DYNAMIC DEBUTS
Christian Dvorak and Clayton Keller both scored in their NHL postseason debuts in 
Game 1 vs. NSH. Dvorak and Keller became the 12th and 13th players, respec-
tively, to score a goal in his NHL playoff debut with the Coyotes/Jets franchise. In 
Arizona team history, only Keith Yandle and Kyle Turris are the other players to have 
done so.

GOING, GOING, GRABS
Michael Grabner scored his second career SHG in the postseason. His first came 
on Apr. 29, 2017 at OTT. Only three active players have scored more SHGs in the 
postseason: Patrick Marleau (4), Jonathan Toews (3) and Patrice Bergeron (3). 
Grabner’s goal was the 15th playoff SHG in franchise history. He became the 11th 
player in Jets/Coyotes history to score a SHG in the NHL’s postseason. If Grabner 
scores another SHG during these playoffs, he would be just the fifth player in team 
history to score two career postseason SHGs, which is the franchise record for ca-
reer postseason SHGs. The others are Doug Smail, Thomas Steen, Jeremy Roenick 
and Bengt Lundholm. Grabner’s shorty was the first postseason SHG by a Coyotes 
player since Lauri Korpikoski’s SHG at DET, Apr. 25, 2009. 

HOW SWEDE IT IS
Oliver Ekman-Larsson scored the second postseason goal of his NHL career in 
the opening game of the series. The ARI captain is now one of 13 defensemen in 
franchise history to score two or more career postseason goals. Ekman-Larsson’s 
next postseason goal will tie him with Randy Carlyle, Keith Yandle and Derek Morris 
for fourth all-time on the franchise’s all-time playoff goals by a defenseman list. 
Teppo Numminen is the franchise leader in career playoff goals by a defenseman 
with eight. Ekman-Larson is nearing the top 10 in franchise career defensemen 
postseason games.
