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2010-11 season notes
2010 NHL PREMIERE PRAGUE
The Phoenix Coyotes opened the 2010-11 regular season with a two-game series against the Boston Bruins at O2 Arena in Prague, Czech Republic. Phoenix won 
its season opening game for the fifth consecutive season (5-2). It marked the first time in franchise history the team opened the season overseas.

HISTORIC EVENING
Ed Jovanovski recorded his first career hat trick (a natural hat trick) in 979 career NHL games against NSH on Nov. 3. Jovanovski’s hat trick was the first by a 
defenseman in the history of the franchise (WPG/PHX – 2,415 games). It was also the first hat trick by an NHL defenseman since Joe Corvo accomplished the feat 
on Mar. 16, 2008 vs. OTT.

HATS FOUR ALL
The Coyotes set a new franchise record with four hat tricks in 13 games played (Oct. 21-Nov.13). The previous record was three in 17 games (1986-87 &1993-
94). Phoenix registered back-to-back hat tricks in consecutive home games for only the fourth time in team history (Nov. 25 & 26, 1999- Jeremy Roenick twice; 
Dec. 12 &15, 1995- Ed Olczyk, Teemu Selanne; Feb. 28 & Mar. 2, 1993- Teemu Selanne twice). Three of the four players (Stempniak, Jovanovski & Fiddler) 
collected their first career hat trick in the same game they scored their first goal of the season.

THE WIZARD PUT A SPELL ON THE BLUES
Ray Whitney recorded a five-point night (3-2-5) against the Blues on Nov. 13. He tied a career-high point total he set on Feb. 8, 2007 @ BOS as a member of the 
Hurricanes. Whitney posted his first hat trick since Mar. 6, 2009, against the Flames. He became only the third left-wing in franchise history to tally five points in a 
game; Ladislav Nagy was the last to record five points (3-2-5) vs. CAR, Dec. 3, 2005.

NOVEMBER TO REMEMBER
Phoenix posted a record of 8-3-2 (18 points) in the month of November. The last time the Coyotes had 18+ points in November was back in 1998 (21 points, 10-
0-1). Phoenix scored 42 goals over 13 games in the month, compared to 23 goals during the first 10 games of the season in October.

WESTERN CANADIAN SWEEP
Phoenix won all six road games in Western Canada (@CGY, @EDM and @VAN - in any order) for the first time in franchise history. The Coyotes became the first 
team in the NHL to accomplish the feat since the St. Louis Blues in 1999-00.

KORPY’s Career Year
Lauri Korpikoski set new career highs in goals (19), assists (21), points (40), plus-minus (plus-17), games played (79) & SOG (103). The Finnish native recorded a 
career-high three assists vs. CGY on Nov. 12. On the season, Korpikoski posted nine multi-point games; prior to this year, he registered a total of six multi-point 
games in 139 career NHL games. 

THE 1,000 CLUB
Defensemen Ed Jovanovski and Adrian Aucoin both played in their 1,000 career NHL game this season. Jovanovski hit the mark on Dec. 26 @ DAL, while Aucoin 
reached the milestone on Mar. 20 vs. CHI. Both players joined Shane Doan and Teppo Numminen as the only players in franchise history to reach 1,000 games. 

IRON MEN
Three Coyotes players finished the regular season having appeared in all 82 games: Eric Belanger, Lee Stempniak & Keith Yandle. Yandle owns the longest active 
iron man streak with 173 consecutive games played. 

DIRTY DOZEN ON THE ROAD
Jason LaBarbera recorded his second shutout on Jan. 6 @ COL. LaBarbera stopped 34 shots for his 50th career NHL win in an emergency start in the place of 
goaltender Ilya Bryzgalov. His first 12 games to start the season we’re all on the road; longest streak to start a season by a goaltender in NHL history.

1,000th FRANCHISE WIN
The Coyotes 5-1 victory over the Toronto Maple Leafs on Jan. 13 was the 1,000th win for the Winnipeg/Phoenix franchise (2,448 GP 1,000-1118-275-55; 506 
wins in Winnipeg, 494 wins in Phoenix). 

2011 ALL-STARS
Keith Yandle and Oliver Ekman-Larsson represented the Coyotes at the 2011 All-Star Game in Raleigh, N.C. Yandle was selected by Nicklas Lidstrom to represent 
his team in the first-ever player fantasy draft. Ekman-Larsson was selected as part of the Rookie Challenge at the Skills Competition.

THIS STAR IS SHINING BRIGHT
Keith Yandle was named the NHL’s Second Star for the month of January. Yandle tallied 17 points, recording three goals and 14 assists, and posted a +9 rating in 
14 games as the Coyotes went 8-4-2 in January. He registered points in 11 of 14 games, closing the month with a nine-game point streak -- the League’s longest 
active streak at the All-Star break.

PAGING MR. NORRIS
Keith Yandle led all NHL defensemen in scoring from Jan. 26 – Mar. 4 (37 days). His career-high 10-game point streak (3-12-15) was snapped vs. VAN, Feb. 2. 
The only other Coyotes/Jets d-man to record a nine-game assist streak was Phil Housley’s 14-game streak during the 1992-93 season. Yandle set new career-
highs in points (59), assists (48), PIM (68) & SOG (199). He collected his 100th career assist @ COL, Jan. 26. The Boston native set individual game-highs in 
both SOG (9) and TOI (33:38) vs. FLA, Dec. 4, both team season-highs. Yandle’s 31 assists through 48 games was the most since Jets defenseman Phil Housley 
recorded 45 assists through the first 48 games in 1992-93 (Housley finished the season with a franchise best 79 assists).

historic SHUTOUTS
Ilya Bryzgalov posted back-to-back shutouts for the first time in his career (reg. season) vs. MIN on Feb. 5 and vs. COL on Feb. 7. It marked the first time PHX has 
had consecutive shutouts since Brian Boucher set the modern-day NHL record with five straight in 2003-04. Bryzgalov (7) & Jason LaBarbera (2) tied the team 
franchise record for shutouts in a season (9) set in 1998-99 by Nikolai Khabibulin (8) & Jimmy Waite (1) with Bryzgalov’s shutout vs. CBJ, Mar. 24. 

TOP DOGS
Phoenix held onto the top spot in the Pacific Division from Feb. 14-23. This is the latest date in a season that the team has led its division since arriving in Arizona 
in 1996.  

THE GREAT EIGHT
Phoenix won a season-high eight consecutive games (Feb. 5-22). It surpassed a previous season-high seven game winning streak set from Nov. 10-23.  The 
franchise consecutive wins streak is nine games, set last season from Mar. 4 – 21, 2010. 

LEADER OF THE PACK - NOW AND ALWAYS
Captain Shane Doan is the new leader in all-time franchise games played (1,119). He passed former captain and teammate Teppo Numminen (1,098) @ TBL, 
Feb. 23. With 1,119 career NHL games played, Doan, who was drafted by Winnipeg with the 7th overall pick in the 1995 Entry Draft, currently ranks 4th among 
all active players in most games played with one team. He trails only Nicklas Lidstrom (1,495 GP with DET), Kris Draper (1,137 GP with DET) and Martin Brodeur 
(1,132 GP with NJ). 

BARBS RELISHES OPPORTUNITY
Jason LaBarbera made a team season-high 46 saves against the Canucks on Mar 18. He was just two saves short of tying his career-high (48) he set with the 
Kings on Jan. 10, 2008 vs. TOR. Ironically, the last PHX goaltender to stop 46 or more shots was Brian Boucher (46) seven years to the day (Mar. 18, 2004) against 
DET.

HISTORY IN THE MAKING
Ilya Bryzgalov recorded his 130th victory with PHX on Apr. 8 vs. SJ, surpassing the all-time franchise wins record held by Bob Essensa (129). He stopped 24 
shots en route to defeating the Sharks 4-3. Bryz won his 30th game of the season @ ANA, Mar. 13; becoming the first PHX netminder to post consecutive 30-win 
seasons since Khabibulin (1996-99). He owns the top two single season win totals in franchise history (42 in 09/10, 36 in 10/11).

ANOTHER MARCH TO REMEMBER
PHX went 9-4-1 (19 points) in March; including four consecutive road wins (Mar. 13-18). Over the past two seasons, the Coyotes have posted a record of 19-8-2 
(40 points) in the month of March. PHX’s 19 wins in 29 games are 2nd-most in the league (VAN-21 wins in 29 games).

FRANCHISE FIRSTS
The Coyotes won their 40th game of the season vs. STL, Mar. 22; it marked the first time in franchise history the team has recorded two consecutive seasons with 
40+ wins (franchise record 52 in 09/10). PHX has posted consecutive 95-point seasons for the first time in franchise history.

KEEPING IT CLOSE
Since Head Coach Dave Tippett’s arrival at the beginning of the 2009-10 regular season, the Coyotes have gone 50-14-20 in one-goal games.

TIPPETT AMONG NHL’S TOP BENCH BOSSES
Coyotes Head Coach Dave Tippett currently ranks 2nd among all NHL coaches in victories since the beginning of the 2002-03 campaign, Tippett’s first season as 
an NHL head coach with the Dallas Stars.
