Four former Saltdogs have reached “The Show”  
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SALTDOGS NICKNAME 
Lincoln’s professional baseball team carries a unique name that represents, in part, the history and heritage of Lincoln and the 

surrounding area.  At the time Lincoln was being settled, salt was a precious and expensive commodity, much the same as grain 

or flour. As caravans of settlers moved across the plains, they stopped to buy quantities of salt as a dietary necessity, as both a 

seasoning and as the only way to preserve their cured meats during their travels.  Emigrants and settlers alike traveled hundreds 

of miles to Lincoln to replenish their salt supplies.  A creek found near the village of Saltillo became the most heavily traveled route 

along the Oregon Trail.  Without a doubt, salt was a driving force behind the settlement and growth of Lincoln.  The reference to 

“dogs” is not limited to one meaning, but rather incorporates several.  It pays homage to the early settlers’ relentless (and dogged) 

pursuit of a place to call home.  It honors the native coyote and the wild canine that roamed and thrived along the Salt Creek ba-

sin.  Finally, it refers to the “dog days” of summer, when the game of baseball is played on warm nights and sun-drenched after-

noons. 

 
All media, please take note: The correct presentation of the team’s nickname is “Saltdogs” (all one word).  Please do NOT 

write or type the name as “Salt Dogs,” which is incorrect.

Dugouts & Bullpens:  The Saltdogs dugout is on the third-base side, with opponents on the first-base side.  The dugouts are 

recessed concrete “bunkers,” mostly below ground level and well back from the field.  Permanent camera wells are on the outfield 

side of both dugouts.  Both bullpens are out of play, with chain link fences along edge of playing field.  The Saltdogs bullpen is left 

of the third base line, while the Visitors bullpen is beyond the right field fence. 

 

Fences & Field:  The outfield fences are eight feet tall, and the upper part of fences are chain-link with a padded rail.  The 

upper rail is the top of the fence, but colored green, not yellow.  Both sides of the park have wide foul territory areas.  The ballpark 

tarp is stored in its own wall recess on the first base side, and the recess is considered out of play.

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ABOUT LINCOLN, NEBRASKA 
Once considered part of the “Great American Desert,” Lincoln today is a flourishing oasis for business and culture.  The city was 

founded as the village of Lancaster in 1859 by a group of prospectors hoping to build a salt industry from the basin of what is now 

called Salt Creek.  Not long thereafter, the group turned from salt mining to agriculture, which would become the mainstay of the 

economy.  When Nebraska gained statehood in 1867, most of Nebraska’s population lived south of the Platte River.  For the 

“South Platters,” who had to cross the Platte to do business in the capital city of Omaha, the journey was an arduous one—so it 

was no surprise when they voted to move the capital seat to a location further southwest.  Lancaster was renamed “Lincoln” to 

honor the nation’s 16th president, who had been assassinated just two years earlier. 

 

Lincoln continues to be the seat for Nebraska’s state government today.  The skyline is dominated by the State Capitol, designed 

by famed architect Bertram Goodhue and constructed from the same Indiana Limestone used to build the Chrysler Building in New 

York City.  The Capitol took 10 years to build, and was later declared the Fourth Architectural Wonder of the World by American 

Institute of Architects.  To this day, the Capitol is home to the Nebraska Unicameral, the only one-house, nonpartisan governing

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SALTDOGS COACHING STAFF 
#27 BOBBY BROWN, MANAGER—3rd season  

Bobby Brown returns for his third season at the helm of 
the Lincoln Saltdogs. 

Brown guided the ‘Dogs to an 18-game turnaround in 
his first year in the capital city. He turned the team’s 
2015 record of 34-66 into 52-48 in ‘16. The Saltdogs 
finished the season three games short of making the 
playoffs. 

The Saltdogs continued to improve in Brown’s second 
season, posting a 58-41 record and winning the Central 
Division title. He was crowned American Association 
Manager of the Year for guiding the ‘Dogs to their sec-
ond-most wins in franchise history. The team reached 
many milestones in 2017, including setting a league-
record with a .982 fielding percentage and winning 12-
straight home games twice during the season. 

Before the Saltdogs, Brown was the manager of the 
Amarillo Thunderheads. Under his leadership, Amarillo 
sold five players to MLB organization from 2013-15, with 
two of them reaching the big leagues. 

David Peralta hit .352 in 42 games for Brown’s Amarillo club in 2013 before being signed by 
the Arizona Diamondbacks. Less than one year later, Peralta reached “The Show,” where 
he hit .286 with eight home runs and nine triples in 88 games. 

Brown led Amarillo to a 52-48 season in 2013, and a 134-165 record overall in three years 
as manager. 

“We are looking forward to Bobby’s return for his third season in Lincoln along with last 
year’s coaching staff to make a run at the 2018 American Association Championship, ” Salt-
dogs President/GM Charlie Meyer said. 

A San Luis Obispo, Calif. native, Brown managed Abilene of the North American League in 
2012 and was the hitting coach for San Angelo in 2011. Brown played professionally for 
eight seasons, spending 1997 in the Kansas City Royals organization, and played colle-
giately at the University of Oklahoma. 

Brown is the seventh manager in franchise history.  
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SALTDOGS COACHING STAFF 
#38 DAN REICHERT, PITCHING COACH—5th season  

2018 will be Reichert’s fifth season (2013-14, 2016-present) as pitching 
coach for Lincoln. California-native is a former first round draft pick out 
of University of the Pacific and pitched five seasons in Major League 
Baseball for the Royals and Blue Jays. Reichert played for the Salt-
dogs in 2007, going 7-5 with a 4.50 ERA. 

Reichert grew up in Turlock, Calif. but has made Lincoln his home 
since 2007. The right-hander played professionally for 14 seasons, in-
cluding five years at the Big League level and 2011 in the Chinese Pro-
fessional Baseball League. He played his final season in 2012 for 
Southern Maryland of the Atlantic League. 

Reichert helped coach Lindsey Caughel to the Pitcher of the Year award in 2016. The righty 
led the league with a 2.11 ERA and ranked second with 120 strikeouts. 

Saltdogs hurlers dominated the league in 2017. The pitching staff compiled a 3.45 ERA, the 
best in the league and the lowest in franchise history. Three pitchers had their contracts 
purchased by MLB franchises in 2017. 

“I’ve learned so many great things over the course of my playing career,” Reichert said. 

“Now it’s about passing on life lessons to the next generation while playing the game of 

baseball. I’ve really enjoyed mentoring the younger pitchers during my later playing days 

#26 TOM CARCIONE, HITTING COACH— 3rd season  

The Saltdogs bring back 10-year professional player and 15-year 
coaching veteran Tom Carcione (“car-see-OWN) as the team’s hitting 
coach in 2018. 

The Saltdogs hitters have enjoyed solid success in Carcione’s two sea-
sons in Lincoln. The ‘Dogs improved from a .254 batting average be-
fore he arrived, to .262 his first season, to .270 his second season. 
The Saltdogs smacked 97 home runs in 2017. 

Carcione played 10 seasons as a catcher and corner infielder after be-
ing selected by the Oakland Athletics in the 10th round of the 1988 
MLB draft out of Texas A&M, reaching as high as Double-A. After 
wrapping his playing career with the Sioux City Explorers in 1998, Car-
cione was hired as an assistant coach for the Fargo-Moorhead 
RedHawks in 1999 and has been coaching ever since. 

The Chicago-native most recently served as Director of Baseball Operations at Northern 
Illinois University in 2015. 

Carcione spent two seasons as pitching coach for Sioux City in 2006-07 and handled mana-

gerial duties for the Ottawa Rapidz (Can-Am League) in 2009.

Profile: J.R. Bunda returns to Lincoln for his third season with the Salt-

dogs in 2018.  He originally signed with the Saltdogs on August 15, 2016 and 

pitched in nine games before being re-signing for each of the next two seasons.   

Bunda has considerable sports and life experience.  He pitched for the Philippines in the 2016 World 

Baseball Classic Qualifying Rounds, started on a state championship football team in high school, and 

survived a sudden cardiac arrest in college that required paramedics to revive him. 

The Hawaiian led the Saltdogs in wins in 2017 despite not making a start.  He went 10-1 over 41 ap-

pearances while striking out 40 batters and registering a 2.49 ERA.  Bunda was particularly dominant in 

the middle of the season.  He wasn’t charged with an earned run between May 28th and August 26th, a 

stretch that saw him toss 28 innings.  He was awarded the team’s Rookie of the Year award at the end 

of the season. 

Bunda provided quality middle relief down the stretch of the 2016 Saltdogs season, compiling a 2.31 

ERA over 11.2 innings.  The righty gave up just nine hits and three runs while facing 43 batters.  He 

struck out eight compared to just three walks.  Bunda tallied a 3-1 record and held opponents to a .225 

batting average. 

Bunda played for the Philippines national team in the 2015 World Baseball Classic qualifying rounds.  

The 27 year-old got the nod to start the first qualifying game.  He pitched 2.1 innings before being pulled 

with a right elbow strain.   

College/Personal: Bunda spent five years playing for the Portland Pilots of the West Coast Con-

ference.  He was a mainstay in the Pilots’ bullpen, appearing in 74 games over his five seasons (took a 

medical redshirt after nine games in ’13).  He compiled a 3-3 record and a 4.72 ERA during his stay in 

Oregon.  Bunda was a Communications major. 

Bunda was a two-sport star at Ioloani High School in Honolulu.  He hit .450 with four home runs and 24 
RBIs as a senior in addition to earning all-league honors as a pitcher.

Re-signed for 2018… Gordon, 

a Lincoln native and Southeast HS alum, spent the last two years in the Royals 

organization.  He is the younger brother of three-time MLB All-Star and four-time 

Gold Glove winner Alex Gordon. 

Gordon anchored the Saltdogs’ rotation in 2017.  He went 9-4 with a 3.46 ERA in 19 appearances last 

season.  He was an ‘iron man’ who posted three complete games including one shutout.  He earned one 

American Association Pitcher of the Week Award and was the league’s Pitcher of the Month for Ju-

ly.  The right-hander was 5-0 with a 1.54 ERA over six starts in July.  The team won eight straight games 

in which Gordon started, from June 27-August 5th. 

Gordon was named the Saltdogs Pitcher of the Year in 2017. 

The 6-foot-5, 26-year old hurler went 2-2 with a 4.38 ERA in 34 games for Class-A Advanced Wilming-

ton (Del.) last year, notching seven saves with 83 strikeouts in 76 innings.  

In 2015 for the Royals' rookie affiliate in Idaho Falls, Gordon posted a 3.47 ERA in 13 starts. He earned 

MiLB.com's "Pitcher of the Postseason" in the Pioneer League, winning both of his playoff starts and 

striking out a career-high 10 in his Championship Series outing. 

Gordon began his professional career with the Kansas City T-Bones in 2014.  He burst onto the scene 

by throwing a four-hit complete game shutout in his first start.   

College/Personal: Gordon pitched collegiately for Park University in Parkville, Missouri.  He ex-

celled for the Pirates, setting the school record for career strikeouts (172) and innings pitched (212).  In 

four seasons he compiled a 24-8 record with a 3.35 ERA across 35 starts.  The youngest Gordon 

showed impressive longevity, tallying 12 complete games and two shutouts.  He earned all-conference 

honors all four years. 

In addition to following older brother Alex’s footsteps in professional baseball, another Gordon, older 

brother Brett, played for Park from 2007-2009.

Profile: The Saltdogs acquired right-handed pitcher Tyler Herron in a trade with Far-

go-Moorhead on January 30, 2018. 

Veteran Tyler Herron comes to Lincoln after becoming one of the league’s most dominant players while with 

the Fargo-Moorhead RedHawks.  He started last season with Triple-A Quintana Roo in the Mexican League 

before joining the RedHawks in late June.  In Fargo, he was 9-3 with a 2.92 ERA over 15 starts including 

three complete games. 

Herron started 2016 with the RedHawks.  He was nearly perfect, going 5-1 with a league-best 0.80 ERA over 

seven starts.  He tossed two complete game shutouts before having his contract purchased by the New York 

Mets organization.  In 56 innings he had allowed just five runs on 31 hits while holding opponents to a 

miniscule .161 batting average.  In Double-A and Triple-A with the Mets he was 3-6 with a 5.94 ERA. 

He was an All-Star with Fargo-Moorhead in 2012, compiling a 12-3 record with a 3.29 ERA in 123 innings 

pitched.  The outstanding season caught the attention of the Nationals, who signed him for 2014.  Herron split 

time between Double-A and Triple-A and collected a 4-2 record with a 3.08 ERA. 

Herron started his career with the Cardinals’ organization.  He spent parts of five seasons with them and 

worked his way up as high as Double-A. 

College/Personal: Herron played for Team Israel in the 2017 World Baseball Classic. 

Herron was drafted in the first round with the 46th pick of the 2005 MLB Draft.  As a senior in high school in 

Wellington, Florida, Herron led the nation with a 0.25 ERA and struck out 81 batters over 57 innings pitched.

Ibarra rejoins the Saltdogs after manning the left side of the infield for much of the 2017 season.  He 

hit .243 with seven home runs and 37 RBIs for the ‘Dogs.  The LSU-product was a crucial bat for Lincoln 

in the postseason.  He was 4-14 with a homer and two RBIs in the ‘Dogs series against Winnipeg. 

Ibarra helped the ‘Dogs to a hot start in 2016 by ranking third in the American Association in batting, tied

-third in home runs, tied-third in doubles and third in slugging percentage in his 19 games.  He hit a blis-

tering .371 and hit five home runs in 70 at bats. 

After his contract was bought by the Twins, Ibarra split time between Single-A affiliate Cedar Rapids and 

High Level-A Fort Meyers.  He combined to hit .240 with a .335 OBP while 16 extra-base hits in 204 at 

bats.

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HISTORY OF THE AMERICAN ASSOCIATION 
The American Association is one of the great 
names in the history of professional baseball 
leagues in the United States. The first American 
Association was formed in 1902 as an independ-
ent minor league for the larger cities in the mid-
western area of the U.S. The original members of 
the league were the St. Paul Apostles, the Minne-
apolis Millers, the Kansas City Cowboys, the Tole-
do Mud Hens, the Indianapolis Indians, the Louis-
ville Colonels, the Milwaukee Brewers, and the 
Columbus (OH) Senators. The following year 
(1903), the American Association joined the Na-
tional Association of Professional Baseball 
Leagues (the minor league organization), and for 
the next half century the league was arguably the 
most influential minor league in all of baseball. 
Great players such as Ted Williams, Mickey Man-
tle, Willie Mays and more starred in league ball-
parks, and the Junior 
World Series was a ma-
jor event in the U.S. 
sporting world. In 1944 
more than 50,000 fans 
showed up for a crucial 
JWS game between Lou-
isville and Baltimore. 

In 1953 major league 
baseball saw the first 
movement of franchises 
since the turn of the cen-
tury as the Boston 
Braves moved to Milwau-
kee. Over the next dec-
ade the American Association would also lose 
Kansas City, Minneapolis, and St. Paul to major 
league baseball. At the same time, minor league 
baseball was undergoing a serious decline. In ear-
lier years, minor league teams could exist without 
a major league working agreement, but the eco-
nomics of minor league baseball had changed. It 
was now imperative to have a major league 
agreement for a team’s survival, but the major 
leagues were streamlining their list of affiliates. 
The advent of television, air conditioning, and the 
suburbs were also a factor in the decline of the 
minors, and in 1963, the American Association 
would close its doors. The surviving teams were 
absorbed by the Pacific Coast League and the 
International League, the remaining AAA leagues. 

In 1969 the American Association returned as the 
expansion of major league baseball created a 

need for more Class AAA farm clubs. The original 
six members of the returning Association were the 
Indianapolis Indians, the Omaha Royals, the Tulsa 
Oilers, the Denver Bears, the Iowa Oaks, and the 
Oklahoma City 89ers. The following year the 
league would go to eight clubs with the addition of 
Wichita and Evansville. The league remained fair-
ly stable until 1997 when minor league baseball 
decided to realign and the American Association 
was again dropped. As in the prior demise of the 
league, teams would be absorbed by the other 
two AAA leagues. 

In the fall of 2005 the possibility of a revival of the 
American Association was discussed. Teams from 
two independent leagues, the Northern League 
and the Central League proposed coming together 
to form a “super” independent league. Two of the 

cities in the discussions, 
St. Paul and Ft. Worth, 
had been members of the 
old American Association, 
and the geography was 
similar to that of original 
league. With the history 
and precedent set by its 
namesake, the American 
Association of Independ-
ent Professional Baseball 
Leagues was formed on 
October 11, 2005. The 
expectations were strong 
for the new league, and 
the name “American As-

sociation” was again part of the great history of 
professional baseball. In 2008, Wichita rejoined 
the league as an expansion team along with 
Grand Prairie, TX. In 2011 Amarillo replaced Pen-
sacola and the league expanded by four teams, 
adding the Fargo-Moorhead RedHawks, Gary 
SouthShore RailCats, Kansas City T-Bones and 
Winnipeg Goldeyes. The 2012 season welcomed 
the Laredo (TX) Lemurs and introduced inter-
league play with the Can-Am League. In 2017, the 
Cleburne (TX) Railroaders joined the league, play-
ing in a new $25 million stadium. Cleburne is part 
of the dynamic Dallas-Fort Worth metroplex.  2018 
saw another addition, the Chicago Dogs.  The 
new North Division squad plays at the brand new 
Impact Field in Rosemont, IL.

Association commission-

er, founded the first mod-

ern independent league 

when six cities in the Up-

per Midwest and Canada 

began play in the North-

ern League in 1993. Un-

der his leadership the 

Northern League grew to 

18 teams by 2002. Cur-

rently, he is also commis-

sioner of the Can-Am 

League, a six-team inde-

pendent league located in 

the northeast United States and Québec. Wolff 

served as the commissioner of the Northeast 

League from 2003-2004 and the Central League 

from 2002-2005.  

 

Wolff was selected as the 79th most important 

person in baseball history by John Thorn and Alan 

Schwarz in the eighth edition of Total Baseball: 

The Ultimate Baseball Encyclopedia. Total Base-

ball was launched in 1989 and is the most com-

pelling and exhaustive reference series ever de-

voted to America’s pastime. Aside from Thorn and 

Schwarz, Phil Birnbaum, Bill Deane, Rob Neyer, 

Donald Dewey, Nicholas Acocella, and Peter 

Wayner all contributed to the most current edition. 

 

He was recently selected as the one of the best 

owners in sports by ESPN 25, a history of the net-

work. Written by Charles Hirshberg, the publica-

tion celebrates ESPN’s silver anniversary and in-

cludes lists of best sports quotes, trades, draft-

picks, nicknames, uniforms and much more. In 

addition to Wolff’s #8 ranking, the Top Ten Best 

Owners List includes four Major League Baseball 

owners, three National Football League owners 

and two National Basketball Association owners. 

 

Wolff entered baseball in 1971. His first job was 

general manager of the Atlanta Braves Double-A 

team in Savannah, GA, where he was named The 

Sporting News Class AA 

Executive of the Year. Lat-

er he was general manag-

er for teams in Anderson, 

SC, and Jacksonville, FL. 

He has also served as the 

play-by-play announcer for 

the Triple-A Richmond 

(VA) Braves for one year. 

In 1980, Wolff turned his 

attention to ownership. He 

purchased a Carolina 

League franchise and re-

started the Durham (NC) 

Bulls. The team enjoyed 

tremendous local success initially. Ten years and 

one Hollywood film later, the Bulls became a na-

tional phenomenon. 

 

Wolff has owned other professional baseball 

teams in Butte, MT, Asheville, NC, Utica, NY and 

Pulaski, VA. He currently owns teams in Québec 

City, Québec and Burlington, NC.  He also once 

owned the Raleigh (NC) IceCaps hockey team. 

For 18 years he was president and publisher of 

Baseball America, the trade publication of profes-

sional baseball. 

 

Wolff has written two books, Season of the Owl 

(1980), a novel about minor league baseball, and 

Lunch at the 5 & 10 (1970), an account of the 

1960 Greensboro sit-ins by black students at the 

Woolworth’s eatery. He is also the co-editor of the 

Encyclopedia of Minor League Baseball (1997). 

 

Upon graduating from Johns Hopkins University 

with a degree in liberal arts, Wolff earned a mas-

ter’s degree in southern history at the University of 

Virginia. He served active duty as a supply officer 

in the U.S. Navy from 1967-70 on the USS 

Charles P. Cecil (DD-835) and USS Puget Sound 

(AD-38).

Buchholz served as the club’s Director of Media Relations and Director of Baseball Operations before being named 
the fourth General Manger in franchise history. He joined the organization in 1996 as Clubhouse Manager and was 
promoted to the front office following the 1997 season.

He worked 

the Division II National Championship in 1994 and the Dutch Major League in 2002. He served as the supervisor of 

umpires for the Central League from 2001-2005.  Winn attended the Joe Brinkman Umpire School in 1985 and is a 

graduate of Central Connecticut State University.

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ROSTER RULES 

I. ROSTER SIZE 

 The roster limit for a American Association club is 23 players. An additional player may be on 

 the disabled list during the regular season. Of those 23 players, a maximum of five may be vet-

 erans and minimum of five must be rookies. The remaining players will be designated limited 

 service players and of those LS players only six may be LS-4.  Two of these six players may 

 be LS-5. 

 

A.   During the pre-season, a maximum of 28 players may be under contract at any one time without 

 regard to classification. The 23 active player roster must be met two days before the start of the 

 regular season. 

 

II. Definitions  

A.   Year of Service: A year of service for American Association players is 75 official at bats 

or 

  more in a National Association or independent league or leagues, or 30 innings or more 

  pitched in a National Association or independent league or leagues, in any season prior to 

 the present calendar year. For independent and rookie league service, the first two years of  

service equals one National Association year. For foreign players, the classification and salary  

level will be determined by the league office.  

 

B. Rookie: A player with less than one year of service.  

 

C. LS-1: A player with less than two years of service.  

 

D. LS-2: A player with less than three years of service.  

 

E. LS-3: A player with less than four years of service.  

 

F. LS-4: A player with less than five years of service. One of the six LS-4 players may 

  be an LS-5. An LS-5 player is a player that is becoming a veteran by virtue of spending two 

  (2) years in the American Association. A player may spend only one year as an LS-5. The 

 age rule does not apply to an LS-5.  

 

G. Veteran: A player with five or more years of service. If a player has five or more years  

  of service but has not reached the age of 26 by September 1 of that season, he will be 

  considered an LS-4. If he has not reached the age of 24 by September 1 of that season,  

 he will be considered an LS-3.
