Idaho Falls has
Manager Omar Ramirez.

Omar Ramirez will be the skipper at Idaho Falls for a second season after serving as the
Chukars’ hitting coach in 2011. In his first season as manager, the Chukars finished in a tie for
third place in the South Division. The 35 wins were the most for Idaho Falls since the 2009
season. As the hitting coach, the Chukars finished second in the Pioneer League in batting
average.

The second year manager anticipates another thrilling season. “We will be an exciting team to
watch,” Omar Ramirez added, “Especially in the middle.” The Chukars have been in the top half
of the Pioneer League in attendance each of the past four seasons.

Omar Ramirez was the hitting coach at Burlington (R) in 2009 and Burlington (A) in 2010.
