TEAM NOTES 
 Zac Taylor named team’s 10th head coach: On Feb. 4, 
the Bengals named Zac Taylor as the 10th head coach in team history. 
 Taylor, 35, left the L.A. Rams, for whom he served as an assistant coach the 
past two seasons, including as quarterbacks coach in 2018. The Rams won the 
NFC West in 2018 with a 13-3 regular-season record and advanced to Super 
Bowl LIII against the New England Patriots. 
 “I am happy and fortunate to join the Cincinnati Bengals as head  
coach,” Taylor said. “This is a great organization with good people and a rich 
history, and I am excited to get started. I am looking to add to that history by 
setting high standards, and holding everyone here accountable to those 
standards. We’re going to attack every day with enthusiasm to get this team 
ready to go.” 
 Prior to joining the Rams, Taylor was an assistant coach with the  
Miami Dolphins from 2012-15, including a stint as interim offensive  
coordinator for the team’s final five games of ’15. In 2016, he was offensive 
coordinator and quarterbacks coach at the University of Cincinnati. He  
joined the Rams in 2017 as assistant wide receivers coach, then was named 
QBs coach in ’18. 
 Taylor played football collegiately at the University of Nebraska. He was the 
starting QB for the Cornhuskers from 2005-06 and was named Big 12 Offensive 
Player of the Year in ’06. 
 “Zac is a bright coach with an offensive mind and background, which is 
important to have in today’s NFL,” said Bengals president Mike Brown. “And he’s 
young. He embraces new ideas and new ways to do things, which will be a good 
thing for us. I believe our team will be exciting and fun to watch with him at the 
helm.” 
 Taylor succeeds Marvin Lewis, who served as Bengals head coach from 
2003-18. 
 
 Bengals, Lewis mutually part ways: On Dec. 31, 2018, the 
Cincinnati Bengals and head coach Marvin Lewis mutually decided to part ways 
after 16 seasons. 
 Lewis was named the ninth head coach in Bengals history on Jan. 14, 2003. 
His career record is 131-122-3 in regular season and 131-129-3 including 
postseason. His total of 131 career victories is the most in team history and 
ranks tied for 24th in NFL history. 
 Lewis led the Bengals to the postseason seven times, including a five-year 
run from 2011-15. The total number of playoff trips and the five-year streak of 
consecutive appearances are Bengals records, and the Bengals were one of 
only four NFL teams to reach the playoffs every year from 2011-15. The total of 
seven playoff appearances in Lewis’ career (since 2003) ranks tied for 10th in 
the NFL, and the team’s total of six playoff appearances in the last 10 seasons 
(since 2009) ranks tied for fourth in the league. 
 Lewis was the consensus choice for NFL Coach of the Year in 2009, when 
the Bengals won the AFC North Division while sweeping all six division games. 
The Bengals also were AFC North champions under Lewis in 2005, 2013 and 
2015. Lewis coached 21 Pro Bowl players, who made a combined 48 Pro Bowl 
appearances. He served on the NFL Competition Committee for 12 years from 
2006-18. 
 “I want to thank the Bengals’ organization, the fans and the city of Cincinnati 
for their support,” Lewis said. “I regret I haven’t been able to provide them with 
the No. 1 goal of being world champions. I also want to thank our players, 
coaches and team employees for their effort and professionalism over the past 
16 years. A lot of fine people have gone through this building in that time, and 
the organization is better for all of them having been a part of it.” 
 Said Bengals President Mike Brown: “The team is very appreciative of all 
that Marvin has accomplished over the past 16 years. Personally, I am very fond 
of Marvin and will miss working with him. He is a friend and a colleague, and I 
thank him for what he has meant to this franchise. But it is time to turn the page 
and look toward the next chapter for our organization, and we are excited about 
what the future holds for the team and our fans.” 
 
 2019 coaching staff finalized: The Bengals have finalized 
their 2019 coaching staff, which is led by first-year head coach Zac Taylor. The 
staff includes 22 assistant coaches and one staff employee.

 Taylor’s new assistants: Bengals head coach Zac Taylor hired 
15 assistant coaches and one staff employee who were not with the team in ’18. 
 Here is a look at each of those individuals: 
 ● Lou Anarumo (defensive coordinator): Anarumo, 52, comes to 
Cincinnati from the N.Y. Giants, where he served as defensive backs coach in 
2018. Prior to joining the Giants last season, he was defensive backs coach for 
the Miami Dolphins from 2012-17. 
 “I’ve always had great respect for Lou, and I know he is a tremendous 
defensive coach,” said Bengals head coach Zac Taylor. “He’s a great fit for what 
we want to build here in Cincinnati. Lou is an excellent communicator who the 
players will have great respect for, and he will get the best out of them.” 
 During his stretch with Miami, Anarumo also served as the Dolphins’ interim 
defensive coordinator for the season’s final 12 games of 2015, after the team 
had made in-season staff changes. 
 Prior to his stint with the Dolphins, Anarumo was a college coach for 20 
seasons from 1992-2011. He began his coaching career as defensive 
coordinator/defensive backs coach at the United States Merchant Marine 
Academy (1992-94), then later was assistant head coach at Harvard University 
(’95-2000), and defensive backs coach at both Marshall University (’01-03) and 
Purdue University (’04-11). 
 A native of Staten Island, N.Y., Anarumo earned a bachelor’s degree in 
special education from Wagner College in 1990. His last name is pronounced 
“ann-ah-ROO-mo.” 
 ● Joey Boese (strength and conditioning): Boese, 38, comes to the 
Bengals after spending the last three seasons (2016-18) as the head football 
strength and conditioning coach at the University of Illinois. He previously was 
head football strength and conditioning coach at Fresno State University from 
2012-15. 
 Boese spent 2008-11 as assistant strength and conditioning coach at Texas 
A&M University under head coach Mike Sherman. While at A&M, Boese also 
worked as the head strength and conditioning coach for the Aggies’ baseball 
team from 2009-11. 
 Boese is a 2002 alum of the University of Wisconsin, where he played 
defensive back on the football team and was a three-time Academic All-Big Ten 
selection. He continued his playing career in the Canadian Football League for 
the Calgary Stampeders from 2003-06, and then earned a master’s degree from 
Emporia State in ’08 before moving into the coaching ranks. He is a certified 
strength and conditioning specialist (CSCS) and a member of the National 
Strength and Conditioning Association (NSCA). His last name is pronounced  
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(Taylor’s new assistants, continued) 

“bo-ZAY.” 
 ● Brian Callahan (offensive coordinator): Callahan, 34, is entering his 
10th season as an NFL coach. He comes to Cincinnati from the Oakland 
Raiders, where he served as quarterbacks coach in 2018. Previously, he was 
quarterbacks coach for the Detroit Lions from 2016-17. From 2010-15, he 
worked for the Denver Broncos, for whom he served as coaching assistant (’10), 
offensive quality control coach (’11-12), offensive assistant (’13-14) and offensive 
assistant/quarterbacks coach (’15). 
 Under Callahan’s direction last season, Raiders QB Derek Carr recorded a 
career-high 4049 passing yards and a 93.9 passer rating, led the AFC and 
ranked fifth in the NFL in completion percentage (68.9), and ranked fourth in the 
AFC and sixth in the NFL in total completions (381). 
 Over Callahan’s two years with Detroit (2016 and ’17), Lions QB Matthew 
Stafford ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in TD passes (53), passing yards (8773) 
completions (759), completion percentage (65.5) and INT percentage (1.7). In 
2017 alone, Stafford ranked third in the NFL and first in the NFC in passing yards 
(4446). 
 In Callahan’s six years with Denver, the Broncos’ offense ranked in the top 
five in the NFL in total yet yards three consecutive seasons (2012-14). The 
Broncos won five straight AFC West titles from 2011-15, appeared in Super Bowl 
XLVIII and won Super Bowl 50. In 2013, the Broncos’ offense set NFL single-
season records for points scored (606) and TDs (76), while QB Peyton Manning 
passed for an NFL-record 55 touchdowns and earned consensus MVP honors. 
Also in 2013, the Broncos had five players who scored 10 or more touchdowns, 
most in league history. 
 ● James Casey (tight ends): Casey, 34, spent the last three seasons 
(2016-18) on the coaching staff of the University of Houston. He began his 
coaching career as an offensive football analyst for the Cougars in 2016, then 
served as tight ends coach in ’17 and special teams coordinator/tight ends coach 
in ’18. 
 As a player, Casey was an All-American tight end at Rice University and 
fifth-round draft pick of the Houston Texans in 2009. He played four seasons with 
the Texans (2009-12), then two seasons with the Philadelphia Eagles (’13-14) 
and one with the Denver Broncos (’15). 
 ● Gerald Chatman (defensive assistant): Chatman, 30, joins the Bengals 
after spending the last two seasons at Tennessee State University, where he 
was defensive ends/outside linebackers coach, and then added the role of 
special teams coordinator in 2018. Prior to Tennessee State, Chatman coached 
at Elon University (defensive line, 2016), Texas A&M University (graduate 
assistant, ’15), Butler University (defensive line coach and assistant recruiting 
coordinator, ’14), Ball State University (defensive graduate assistant, ’12-13), 
and the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh (defensive line, ’10-11). 
 Chatman also has held offseason coaching intern positions with the Bengals 
(2018), the Denver Broncos (’16) and the Green Bay Packers (’15). He played 
defensive tackle at Wisconsin-Oshkosh, where he earned a bachelor’s degree in 
educational leadership and human services. He later earned a master’s degree 
in adult and community education from Ball State. 
 ● Mark Duffner (senior defensive assistant): Duffner, 65, joins the 
Bengals after spending the last three seasons with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers 
as linebackers coach. Last season, Duffner served as defensive coordinator for 
the Bucs’ final 11 games, after the team made mid-season coaching staff 
changes. 
 Duffner brings with him 45 years of coaching experience, including 22 years 
in the NFL. He previously spent six seasons (1997-02) on the Bengals’ coaching 
staff, including two seasons as the team’s defensive coordinator in ’01 and ’02. 
He also has spent time with the Green Bay Packers (2003-05), the Jacksonville 
Jaguars (’06-13) and the Miami Dolphins (’14-15). 
 Duffner’s experience in the college ranks includes head coaching positions 
at Maryland (1992-96) and Holy Cross (’86-91). He also served as defensive 
coordinator at Holy Cross (1981-85) and the University of Cincinnati (’77-80). He 
began his coaching career at Ohio State, where he was a graduate assistant 
from 1975-76 under head coach Woody Hayes. Duffner was a defensive lineman 
at William and Mary, where he earned a degree in physical education. 
 ● Nick Eason (defensive line): Eason, 38, comes to Cincinnati from 
Vanderbilt University, where he recently was hired as the Commodores’ 
defensive line coach. 
 Eason has five total seasons of NFL coaching experience. He was an 
assistant coach with the Tennessee Titans from 2014-17, where he first served 
as their assistant defensive line coach (’14-15), and then as their defensive line  

coach (’16-17). He began his coaching career as an intern coach with the 
Cleveland Browns in 2013. 
 Eason played defensive end in the NFL for 10 seasons from 2004-12 with 
the Denver Broncos (’03), Cleveland Browns (’04-06), Pittsburgh Steelers (’07-
10) and Arizona Cardinals (’11-12). Originally a third-round draft pick of the 
Broncos in 2003, Eason played collegiately at Clemson University (1999-2002), 
where he earned a bachelor’s degree in sociology in ’01. 
 ● Todd Hunt (assistant strength and conditioning): Hunt, 27, was an 
assistant strength and conditioning coach at the University of Illinois in 2018. 
Previously, he was a defensive graduate assistant coach at Fresno State from 
2016-17. He also played defensive end at Fresno State (2012-15), graduating 
with a degree in criminology and law enforcement in ’15. 
 ● Jordan Kovacs (defensive quality control): Kovacs, 28, spent the last 
two seasons (2017-18) as a graduate assistant at the University of Michigan. He 
played safety in the NFL from 2013-15 with the Miami Dolphins. Originally a 
college free agent signee, he played in 28 games in his career with the Dolphins. 
In college, he played four seasons (2009-12) at the University of Michigan, 
where he earned a bachelor’s degree in movement science in ’13. He originally 
joined the team as a walk-on before working his way to team captain as a senior. 
 ● Brad Kragthorpe (offensive assistant): Kragthorpe, 26, was an 
offensive coaching analyst for Louisiana State University in 2018. Prior to 
working for LSU, he was an offensive graduate assistant coach at Utah State 
University from 2016-17. Kragthorpe played quarterback at both LSU (2012-15) 
and Idaho State University (’11). He graduated from LSU with a business degree 
in 2015. 
 ● Tem Lukabu (linebackers): Lukabu, 37, joins the Bengals from 
Mississippi State University, where he spent the 2018 season as linebackers 
coach. He has four years of previous NFL coaching experience, with the San 
Francisco 49ers (defensive quality control coach, 2016-17) and the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers (defensive assistant, ’12-13). 
 Lukabu has seven years of coaching experience in the college ranks. In 
addition to his time at Mississippi State, he has coached at Florida International 
University (linebackers, ’15), Colgate University (outside linebackers, ’14), 
Rutgers University (outside linebackers, ’10-11), the University of Rhode Island 
(linebackers, ’08-09). He played linebacker at Colgate (2000-03), where he 
earned a bachelor’s degree in history in 2004. He began his career working in a 
player development role at Rutgers from ’06-07. His name is pronounced “TEMM 
LUKE-uh-boo”. 
 ● Ben Martin (assistant offensive line): Martin, 35, spent the last three 
seasons in the college ranks, as offensive line coach at Bryant University (2018) 
and offensive coordinator/recruiting coordinator at Union (N.Y.) College (’16-17). 
He has two years of NFL experience as an offensive assistant with the Miami 
Dolphins from 2014-15. 
 Martin worked on the Dolphins’ staff with both Taylor and Turner. The three 
also worked together at Texas A&M from 2010-11, when Martin served as 
offensive quality control coach for the Aggies. 
 Prior to his time with the Dolphins, Martin was offensive line coach at 
Wagner College (2013), running backs coach at Princeton University (’12), 
offensive quality control coach at Texas A&M (’10-11), run game/recruiting 
coordinator at Merrimack College (’08-09), and offensive line/tight ends coach at 
Curry College (’07). 
 ● Jemal Singleton (running backs): Singleton, 43, comes to the Bengals 
from the Oakland Raiders, for whom he was running backs coach in 2018. 
Previously, he was running backs coach for the Indianapolis Colts from 2016-17. 
 Singleton began his coaching career as a prep assistant at the Air Force 
Academy in 2000. After serving his military commitment, he returned to Air 
Force, where he continued through 2010 as varsity assistant coach (2003-05), 
running backs coach (’06) and running backs coach/run game coordinator (’07-
10). He then coached running backs at Oklahoma State University (2011-14), 
before moving to the University of Arkansas, where he served both as running 
backs coach and special teams coordinator in ’15. 
 Singleton earned a bachelor’s degree in social sciences from the Air Force 
Academy, where he played running back for three seasons (1996-98) and was a 
two-time team captain, as both a junior and a senior. The son of an Air Force 
Sergeant, he was born in Incirlik, Turkey. 
 ● Garrett Swanson (assistant strength and conditioning): Swanson, 24, 
was an assistant strength and conditioning coach at the University of Illinois from 
2017-18. He was a punter and kicker for Fresno State (2012-15), where he 
earned a bachelor’s degree in exercise science in ’16. He signed with the 
Arizona Cardinals as a college free agent in 2016, playing for the Cardinals in 
preseason that year. Swanson earned a master’s degree in kinesiology from

California Baptist University in 2018. 
 ● Jim Turner (offensive line): Turner, 54, comes to Cincinnati from Texas 
A&M University, where he spent the last three seasons (2016-18) as offensive 
line coach. 
 From 2012-13, Turner was offensive line coach of the Miami Dolphins. 
Turner and Taylor worked together on the Dolphins’ coaching staff during that 
time. They also worked together from 2008-11 at Texas A&M, when Taylor was 
a graduate assistant and Turner was offensive line coach. 
 Turner has also been offensive line coach at Boston College (2007); 
assistant head coach (’06) and offensive line coach (’05-06) at the University of 
Delaware; offensive line coach at Temple University (’03-04); offensive line 
coach and run game coordinator at Harvard University (’00-02); offensive line 
coach at Louisiana Tech University (1999); and defensive line coach (’97-98), 
running backs coach (’96) and offensive line/tight ends coach (’94-95) at 
Northeastern University. 
 Turner, a 1988 graduate of Boston College, served as an infantry officer in 
the U.S. Marine Corps from 1990-94. 
 ● Doug Rosfeld (STAFF/director of coaching operations): Rosfeld, 39, 
comes to the Bengals from Cincinnati’s Moeller High School, where in his one 
season as football head coach (2018) at his alma mater, he led the Crusaders to 
a Greater Catholic League title and was named GCL Coach of the Year. 
 Rosfeld previously was the Director of Player Development for three 
seasons (2015-17) at the University of Cincinnati. Prior to UC, Rosfeld worked at 
Moeller from 2005-14 as offensive line coach, also serving as rugby head coach 
from ’09-14. 
 Rosfeld played center at UC from 1997-2000, starting 34 games. He was 
named first-team All-Conference-USA after both his junior and senior seasons. 
His last name is pronounced “ROSS-feld.” 
 
 2018 AFC North standings: The Baltimore Ravens captured the 
2018 AFC North Division championship by a half-game margin over Pittsburgh. 
Over the last 10 seasons, the Steelers have won five division titles, while the 
Ravens have won three and the Bengals two. In that same span, Pittsburgh also 
leads the group with seven total playoff appearances, followed by Cincinnati and 
Baltimore, who each have five. Cleveland has not won the division or made the 
playoffs over that stretch. 
 Here’s the AFC North picture at the end of 2018, with only the Ravens 
moving on to the playoffs:

 2019 opponents: The Bengals’ home and away opponents for 2019 
are set. The full schedule, with dates and kickoff times, will be released this 
spring. 
 In addition to their six games against fellow AFC North Division teams, the 
Bengals and the rest of the AFC North will play against all teams in the AFC East 
and NFC West divisions. 
 Cincinnati’s remaining two games — at home against Jacksonville and on 
the road against Oakland — were determined by the 2018 standings. As fourth-
place finishers in the AFC North, the Bengals are matched against the fourth-
place teams from the AFC South (Jacksonville) and AFC West (Oakland).

 ● Away: Baltimore-Cleveland-Pittsburgh plus Buffalo, L.A. Rams (game in 
London, England), Miami, Oakland and Seattle. 
 
 Atkins earns seventh Pro Bowl nod: Bengals DT Geno 
Atkins in 2018 was named a starter on the AFC’s Pro Bowl squad, though he did 
not play in the game due to an injury. The selection was Atkins’ seventh Pro 
Bowl nod in his nine NFL seasons, moving him ahead of CB Lemar Parrish (six) 
for most selections by a defensive player in Bengals history. No other defensive 
lineman has been selected more than twice. 
 No other Bengals were selected to play in the game, although four were 
alternates — S Clayton Fejedelem (first alternate for special teams), WR Alex 
Erickson (third alternate as a returner), Joe Mixon (third alternate at running  

back), and A.J. Green (fourth alternate at wide receiver). 
 Though he was not selected to the Pro Bowl in 2018, Green, who earned a 
nod in each of his previous seven seasons (2011-17), still stands as the only 
NFL receiver since the 1970 merger to start his career with seven consecutive 
Pro Bowl nominations. Green was limited by a toe injury to just nine games this 
season. He suffered the injury in Game 8 vs. Tampa Bay, missed the next three 
games, and then re-aggravated it in his return in Game 12 vs. Denver. He was 
placed on Reserve/Injured on Dec. 5, and ended his season with 46 catches, 
694 yards and six TDs. 
 Green stands as the only Bengal at any position to make the Pro Bowl in 
each of his first seven seasons. Only one other Bengal, WR Isaac Curtis, made it 
for as many as his first four seasons (1973-76). In total Pro Bowl selections, 
Green and Atkins stand tied for second-most behind Hall of Fame OT Anthony 
Munoz, who had 11. 
 
 Bengals career records watch: Here is a look at potential 
upcoming movement in the Bengals’ career records book (regular season) this 
season: 
 ● DE Carlos Dunlap has 72.5 career sacks, 11 short of DE Eddie Edwards* 
(83.5) for the Bengals’ all-time lead. 
 ● DT Geno Atkins has 71 career sacks, 1.5 short of Dunlap (72.5) for 
second place all-time. Edwards* (83.5) is the Bengals’ all-time leader. Atkins 
passed LB Reggie Williams (62.5) for third place all-time in Game 2 vs. 
Baltimore. 
 *—The NFL has counted sacks as official statistics since 1982. However, the 
Bengals have sack statistics compiled since 1976 and recognize those sacks 
recorded from ’76-81 in its records. Thus, please note that, because the NFL has 
sacks statistics for all teams only since 1982, the Bengals’ sack statistics for 
players whose careers included seasons prior to ’82 will not be included in 
league information.

 Bengals’ O excels in red zone: The Bengals’ offense this 
season scored TDs on 32 of its 45 trips to the red zone, good for a 71.1 
percentage that ranked third in the NFL. It was the Bengals’ best red-zone 
ranking at year’s end since the 2013 season, when they ranked second with a 
73.9 percentage. 
 Of Cincinnati’s 32 red-zone TDs, 20 came by pass and 12 came via the 
running game. Five of the passes went to WR Tyler Boyd, five went to WR John 
Ross, four went to WR A.J. Green, and three went to TE C.J. Uzomah. TE Tyler 
Eifert, TE Matt Lengel and HB Joe Mixon each had one TD reception apiece. 
Mixon also had eight of Cincinnati’s 12 rushing TDs in the red zone, while HB 
Giovani Bernard had three and QB Jeff Driskel has one. 
 Entering their Week 5 matchup with Miami, Cincinnati had come away with 
points on an NFL-best 34 consecutive trips to the red zone (25 TDs, nine FGs) 
dating back to Game 9 of 2017. But an INT on their first red-zone trip vs. Miami 
ended the streak, which was the team’s longest since 2005-06 (40 straight).

* — The NFL in 2018 implemented a new rule, which states teams may wear 
designated alternate jerseys, color rush (CR) uniforms and/or throwback 
uniforms for a combined total of three regular-season games. As in years past, 
orange served as the Bengals’ designated alternate jersey, and for the third 
straight year, the team used their color rush uniforms (white jersey, white pants), 
which debuted in 2016. Cincinnati does not have a throwback uniform. 
 
 Mixon tops AFC in rushing yards: Bengals HB Joe Mixon 
finished the 2018 season atop the AFC in both rushing yards (1168) and 
attempts (237), and now stands as the only Bengals player to ever lead the AFC 
in rushing in a season (RB Paul Robinson led the AFL in rushing in 1968). The 
second-year pro, who achieved the feat despite missing Games 3-4 with a knee 
injury, finished 109 yards ahead of Tennessee RB Derrick Henry (1059) and 131 
ahead of Denver RB Phillip Lindsay (1037). 
 Only four other AFC rushers topped 200 attempts in 2018 — Henry (215), 
Pittsburgh RB James Conner (215), Houston RB Lamar Miller (210), and New 
England RB Sony Michel (209). 
 League wide, Mixon ranked fourth in rushing yards and eighth in attempts, 
with Dallas RB Ezekiel Elliott leading the way in both categories — 1434 rushing 
yards, 304 attempts. 
 Mixon’s total of 1464 yards from scrimmage ranked fourth in the AFC and 
11th in the NFL. Chiefs WR Tyreek Hill (1630 yards) owns the AFC lead in yards 
from scrimmage, while Giants RB Saquon Barkley (2028) held the top spot 
overall. 
 Mixon this season scored a team-high nine TDs (eight rushing, one 
receiving). He had four games of 100 or more yards rushing, and seven games 
of 100 or more yards from scrimmage. 
 
 Mixon tops 1000 yards: In Game 15 at Cleveland, HB Joe 
Mixon’s 68 rushing yards pushed him north of the 1000-yard mark for the 
season, giving the second-year pro the 22nd 1000-yard rushing season in team 
history and making him the 11th Bengal to ever hit the mark. The last Bengal to 
rush for 1000 yards in a season was HB Jeremy Hill (1124 yards) in 2014. 
 Mixon had four 100-yard rushing games in 2018, and hit the mark in three of 
the last four games. 
 In the four games after WR A.J. Green was placed on Reserve/Injured, the 
Bengals’ offense leaned more heavily upon Mixon. The former second-round 
draft pick out of Oklahoma had 93 touches for 453 yards from scrimmage over 
the final four games, including 83 carries for 413 yards (5.0) and three TDs on 
the ground. 
 
 Mixon displays versatility: Bengals HB Joe Mixon totaled 100 
yards from scrimmage seven times this season, the most by a Cincinnati RB 
since Cedric Benson did it eight times in 2009. 
 It should also be noted that Mixon missed Games 3-4 earlier this season 
with a knee injury. 
 Here are Mixon’s seven games of 100 or more yards from scrimmage in

 Bates earns Bengals’ tackle title as rookie: With a 
team-high 111 tackles in 2018, S Jessie Bates became only the sixth rookie to 
ever lead the Bengals in tackles, and the first to do so since LB Vontaze Burfict 
in 2012 (127 tackles). Each of the previous five rookies to earn the tackle crown 
were linebackers. 
 Bates finished three tackles ahead of fellow S Shawn Williams (108), and 27 
ahead of LB Nick Vigil (84). 
 In a season in which the Bengals were severely hampered by injuries (see 
“Injury tidal wave hits Cincinnati” item), Bates, a second-round draft pick (54th 
overall) out of Wake Forest, started all 16 games at FS for Cincinnati and was 
among the team’s most reliable defenders. Bates’ seven passes defensed 
included three INTs (second on team), one of which he returned for a TD — a 
21-yarder off of Jameis Winston in Game 8 vs. Tampa Bay. 
 Here’s a list of the only Bengals rookies to ever lead the team in tackles.

 Ross the TD machine: Bengals WR John Ross in 2018 scored 
seven TDs on 21 catches, good for a 33.0 TD percentage, which is tied for the 
highest in a season in Bengals history with TE Bob Trumpy in 1976 (seven TDs, 
21 catches), and WR Isaac Curtis in 1974 (10 TDs, 30 catches). The percentage 
also ranks as the highest of any NFL player in 2018 (minimum 20 catches). 
 But perhaps most surprising was the way Ross scored those TDs. Ross 
came to Cincinnati as a much-ballyhooed deep threat, after running a record 
4.22-second 40-yard dash at the 2017 NFL Combine, however five of his seven 
TDs in 2018 came inside the 10-yard line, and only one was more than 25 yards. 
 Here’s a look at the NFL players with the highest percentage of receptions 
that have gone for a TD (minimum 20 catches).

 Boyd hits 1000 receiving yards: Despite suffering a knee 
injury in Game 14 that ended his season prematurely, Bengals WR Tyler Boyd 
(1028 receiving yards) in 2018 notched the first 1000-yard season of his three-
year career, the 27th 1000-yard season in Bengals history, and the first 1000-
yard season by a player other than WR A.J. Green since 2009 (WR Chad 
Johnson, 1047). 
 Boyd reached the mark in the first half of Game 14 vs. Oakland, before 
leaving with the knee injury, which caused him to miss the final two contests 
(inactive for Game 15, placed on Reserve/Injured prior to Game 16). 
 Boyd, Green, Johnson and WR T.J. Houshmandzadeh were the only players 
to reach 1000 receiving yards during the tenure of head coach Marvin Lewis 
(2003-18). 
 Green, who has six career 1000-yard seasons, did not get his seventh in 
2018 after being placed on Reserve/Injured (toe) on Dec. 5. 
 
 Boyd grabs the spotlight: Since drafting star WR A.J. Green 
with the fourth overall pick in the 2011 draft, the Bengals have put a major 
emphasis on surrounding their superstar with a reliable and productive 
supporting group of pass-catchers. Over the years, that cast has included the 
likes of WRs Marvin Jones, Mohamed Sanu and Brandon LaFell, along with TEs 
Jermaine Gresham and Tyler Eifert. 
 Never, though, has someone from that supporting cast been as productive 
as Bengals third-year WR Tyler Boyd was in 2018. Despite missing the final two 
games due to a knee injury, Boyd’s 76 catches and 1028 receiving yards easily 
eclipsed the previous best seasons by supporting cast members. Marvin Jones’ 
65 catches in the 2015 season and Brandon LaFell’s 862 receiving yards in ’16 
were the previous bests for a full season. 
 Prior to Boyd’s knee injury, which he suffered in Game 14 vs. Oakland, he 
had been thrust further into the spotlight after Green was limited to just nine 
games due to a toe injury. 
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 T.B. a menace on third down: Despite missing the final two 
games of 2018 with a knee injury, Bengals WR Tyler Boyd’s 24 third-down 
receptions on the season sill ranked tied for third in the AFC and tied for 11th in 
the NFL. Atlanta’s Julio Jones (32) led all players in the category. Boyd’s 24 
third-down grabs in 2018 went for 302 yards (12.6 average) and three TDs. 
 Having success on third down isn’t new to the third-year pro, either. As a 
rookie 2016, Boyd’s 22 third-down receptions led all rookies, and his 16 third-
down receptions that converted first downs tied for the rookie lead with the N.Y. 
Giants’ Sterling Shepard. 
 
 Green and some gold jackets: Bengals WR A.J. Green has 10 
career games of at least 150 receiving yards and one TD, making him one of 
only six receivers to ever reach as many games through their first eight NFL 
seasons. Green in 2018 played his eighth season. 
 Here’s a look at the list of players with 10 or more games of 150-plus 
receiving yards and a TD through their first eight seasons.

 A.J. finds paydirt: Bengals WR A.J. Green has 63 receiving TDs 
since entering the NFL in 2011, which ranks sixth in the NFL over that span. He 
is one of only seven players with at least 60 receiving TDs since 2011. 
 This season, Green suffered a toe injury in Game 8 vs. Tampa Bay that held 
him out of Games 9-11. He returned in Game 12 vs. Denver but re-aggravated 
the injury and was placed on Reserve/Injured on Dec. 5, prior to Game 13. 
Despite the missed time, Green finished the season with six receiving TDs. 
 Here’s a look at the NFL’s leaders in receiving TDs since 2011.

 Andy and A.J. stretch the field: Since entering the NFL 
together in 2011, QB Andy Dalton and WR A.J. Green have connected on more 
passes of 50 yards or longer (21) than any other QB-WR tandem in the league. 
 The two have started 107 of a possible 128 regular-season games together 
over their eight seasons, but in 2018 they started just eight games together, as 
both players’ seasons ended prematurely due to injuries. 
 Here’s a look at QB-WR duos with the most pass plays of 50 or more yards 
since 2011 (regular season only).

 ‘Crazy Legs’ Andy: QB Andy Dalton’s 18 career rushing TDs not 
only puts him in rare company in team history, he also is among the best when 
compared to his current NFL peers. In the category of rushing TDs by a QB, only 
Carolina’s Cam Newton, whose 58 are beyond similarity, ranks higher than 
Dalton since 2011. Dalton and Dallas QB Dak Prescott (18) stand tied for second 
behind Newton, with Russell Wilson (16) and Tyrod Taylor (16) not far behind. 
 Dalton missed the final five games for the 2018 season, after a right thumb 
injury landed him on Reserve/Injured on Nov. 26. 
 
 Dalton chasing Kenny in TDs: Bengals QB Andy Dalton’s 
2018 season ended on Nov. 26 due to a right thumb injury, thus stalling his 

pursuit of QB Ken Anderson for most career TDs by a Bengals QB. Dalton 
currently stands at 19 total TDs for his career, just one short of Anderson’s 
record of 20. Dalton in 2018 was playing his eighth season, while Anderson 
played 16 Bengals seasons (1971-86). 
 All of Anderson’s 20 TDs were rushing scores. Dalton has 18 rushing TDs, 
and he has 19 total by virtue of being the only Bengals QB ever to catch a 
touchdown pass. He scored on an 18-yard gadget connection from WR 
Mohamed Sanu vs. Tennessee in 2014. 
 The next-most TDs by a Bengals QB is 10, by Jeff Blake. 
 Dalton and Jack Thompson share the Bengals season record for 
touchdowns by a QB, at five. Dalton had five in 2014, tying the record first set by 
Thompson in 1979. 
 
 ‘Ice-Water’ Andy: Bengals QB Andy Dalton, whose season ended on 
Nov. 26 due to a right thumb injury, led four game-winning drives for the Bengals 
in 2018. His career total of 24 game-winning drives is the most in Bengals 
history, ahead of the 22 logged by former QB Boomer Esiason (1984-92, ’97). 
 A game-winning drive is defined as a drive that results in an offensive score 
in the fourth quarter or overtime that is responsible for putting the team ahead to 
stay (PATs included). 
 The Bengals’ record for most game-winning drives in a season is five, set  
by former QB Jeff Blake in 1996, and then tied by former QB Carson Palmer  
in ’09. 
 Since 2011, the year the Bengals drafted him, Dalton has the third-most 
game-winning drives in the NFL, trailing only Lions QB Matthew Stafford (31) 
and Saints QB Drew Brees (25). 
 Here’s a look at the NFL quarterbacks with the most game-winning drives in 
the fourth quarter or overtime since 2011.

 An Andy roundup: Other records and notable accomplishments in 
QB Andy Dalton’s career include: 
 ● Dalton has posted 46 career games with a passer rating of 100 or more, 
and the Bengals are 39-7 (.848) in those contests. 
 ● Dalton’s .575 winning percentage (68-50-2) is the best of any Bengals QB 
with 10 or more starts. 
 ● Dalton holds club season records for passing yards (4293) and TD 
passes (33), both set in 2013. 
 ● He is the only Bengals passer to throw for 300-plus yards in four 
consecutive games (2013). 
 ● He opened his career with 77 consecutive regular-season starts, a 
Bengals record for quarterbacks at any point during a career. The previous mark 
had been 61, posted by Boomer Esiason from 1985-89. Dalton’s streak ranks 
tied for fourth in NFL history for the start of a career by a QB, trailing only Peyton 
Manning of Indianapolis (208), Joe Flacco of Baltimore (122) and Russell Wilson 
of Seattle (112 and counting). Dalton is tied with Miami QB Ryan Tannehill, 
whose streak of 77 ended in 2016 due to an injury. 
 
 Dalton’s 3000-yard streak ends at seven: Bengals QB 
Andy Dalton’s 2018 season ended on Nov. 26 due to a thumb injury, leaving him 
with 2566 passing yards, just 434 short of hitting the 3000-yard mark for what 
would’ve been the eighth time in his eight NFL seasons. And while a season 
passing total of 3000 yards is not in itself a stupendous NFL feat, hitting 3000 in 
the first eight seasons of an NFL career has been accomplished just once — 
sure-fire Hall-of-Famer Peyton Manning did it his first 13 seasons (1998-2010). 
Dalton and Carolina QB Cam Newton, a fellow member of the 2011 NFL draft 
class, are the only other QBs to pass for 3000 yards in as many as their first 
seven NFL seasons. In 2018, Newton made it eight straight to begin his career, 
as he passed for 3395 yards. 
 
 25 points does the trick: Since 2011, the rookie season of both 
QB Andy Dalton and WR A.J. Green, the Bengals own a 46-1-2 record (.959) 
when scoring 25 or more points. Only Miami has a better winning percentage, at 
.970 (32-1-0), when topping the 25-point mark over that span. 
 The Bengals were 6-0 in 2018 when scoring 25 points or more, but they 
were 0-10 when failing to reach 25. They hit the mark in wins over Indianapolis  
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(34-23), Baltimore (34-23), Atlanta (37-36), Miami (27-17), Tampa Bay (37-34) 
and Oakland (30-16). 
 Here are the top five teams in the NFL since 2011, in terms of winning 
percentage, when hitting the 25-point plateau.

 Injury tidal wave hits Cincinnati: The Bengals in 2018 faced 
perhaps the harshest run of injuries in Marvin Lewis’ 16 seasons as head coach 
(2003-present). Cincinnati finished the season with 18 players on the 
Reserve/Injured list, including notable names like QB Andy Dalton (thumb), WR 
A.J. Green (toe), WR Tyler Boyd (knee), TE Tyler Eifert (ankle), TE Tyler Kroft 
(foot), DE Carl Lawson (knee), CB Dre Kirkpatrick (shoulder) and LB Preston 
Brown (knee). 
 Of the 53 players on the roster for the regular-season opener at Indianapolis, 
22 missed at least two games due to injury. Fourteen of those 22 players ended 
the season on Reserve/Injured, and one more — HB Tra Carson (groin) — was 
waived from Reserve/Injured with an injury settlement on Sept. 28. 
 The players missing time were valuable ones too — 20 of the 46 Bengals 
active on opening day (not including Carson) missed at least two games, 
including 14 who ended the season on IR. Of the 22 players to see at least 50 
percent of the snaps on offense or defense in the season opener, 12 missed at 
least two games, including six who ended up on Reserve/Injured. 
 Eight of the 11 players listed on the Bengals’ first-team offense on the 
season-opening depth chart missed at least two games — Dalton (thumb), 
Green (toe), Boyd (knee), Eifert (ankle), Kroft (foot), LOT Cordy Glenn (back), C 
Billy Price (foot) and HB Joe Mixon (knee). Two more regular contributors — WR 
John Ross (Groin) and HB Giovani Bernard (knee) — missed multiple games as 
well. 
 Four of the 11 players listed on the Bengals’ first-team defense on the 
season-opening depth chart missed at least two games — Brown (knee), 
Kirkpatrick (ankle), SLB Nick Vigil (knee) and WLB Jordan Evans (ankle). Three 
more regular contributors — Lawson (knee), DT Ryan Glasgow (knee) and CB 
Darqueze Dennard (sternoclavicular) — also missed at least two games 
(Glasgow and Lawson landed on Reserve/Injured). Additionally, starting MLB 
Vontaze Burfict, who missed the opener due to a four-game suspension, missed 
five additional games in 2018 due to a hip injury and concussion. 
 The 19 players on Reserve/Injured at the end of the 2018 season was tied 
for the most of any Bengals team under head coach Marvin Lewis (2003-18), 
with his 2010 squad. Lewis’ 2007 and ’08 teams each ended their seasons with 
17 players on Reserve/Injured, while the ’03 club had 16. 
 
 Rookie defenders make their mark: Bengals rookie 
defenders Sam Hubbard and Jessie Bates made a strong impact in their rookie 
seasons, with both producing impressive results and playing significant roles on 
Cincinnati’s defense. 
 Both Bates, a safety, and Hubbard, a defensive end, scored touchdowns in 
2018, marking just the third time in Bengals history that multiple rookies have 
scored defensive TDs. 
 Bates, the Bengals’ second-round selection in April’s draft, found the end 
zone in Game 8 vs. Tampa Bay, when he intercepted a Jameis Winston pass 
and returned it 21 yards for a TD. It was the first pick-six by a Bengals rookie 
since Nov. 19, 2006 (S Ethan Kilmer). 
 Hubbard, a third-round selection in April’s draft, scored when he recovered a 
Ryan Tannehill fumble in Game 5 vs. Miami. The score came with 2:37 left to 
play and helped seal a 27-17 Bengals win. 
 Bates finished the season with a team-high 111 tackles, and his three INTs 
ranked second on the team. Hubbard totaled 39 tackles, including six sacks, with 
two passes defensed, a forced fumble and a fumble recovery. 
 
 Crunch-time Carlos: Throughout his nine-year Bengals career, DE 
Carlos Dunlap has earned a reputation for making big plays in key moments. 
The 2018 season was no different. Dunlap, who totaled eight sacks (second on 
team) in 2018, made critical plays throughout the year that played central roles in 
Bengals wins. Here’s a roundup of Dunlap’s big plays in key moments in 2018. 
 ● In Game 1 at Indianapolis, with the Bengals trailing by six points late in 

the third quarter, Dunlap sacked Andrew Luck for an eight-yard loss. The play 
pushed the Colts back to the Bengals’ 37-yard line and set up a 55-yard FG 
attempt by K Adam Vinateri, which fell short. Cincinnati’s offense would take 
advantage of the short field on the ensuing possession, when a Joe Mixon TD 
put the Bengals ahead for good. 
 ● In Game 2 vs. Baltimore, with the Ravens driving in the third quarter and 
trying to cut into Cincinnati’s 11-point lead, Dunlap raced around a blocker and 
hit the arm of Ravens QB Joe Flacco as he was releasing a deep pass. The hit 
caused the ball to fall well short of the intended receiver and into the arms of 
Bengals S Shawn Williams for an INT. 
 ● In Game 4 at Atlanta, Dunlap sacked Matt Ryan on third-and-goal from 
the six-yard line in the third quarter. The sack forced a Falcons FG and allowed 
Cincinnati to maintain a one-point lead. Atlanta had considerable momentum at 
the time, after blocking a Bengals punt and recovering at Cincinnati’s eight-yard 
line. The four saved points proved critical in the end, as Cincinnati went on to 
earn a narrow 37-36 win. 
 ● In Game 5 vs. Miami, with Cincinnati clinging to a three-point lead late in 
the fourth quarter, Dunlap fought through a holding penalty (called on Dolphins 
OT Ja’Wuan James) and hit the arm of QB Ryan Tannehill, forcing a fumble that 
ended up in the hands of DE Sam Hubbard, who raced 19 yards for a TD that 
put the Bengals ahead 27-17 with 2:37 left to play. On the ensuing Dolphins 
possession, Dunlap again raced around James, causing Tannehill to scramble 
away from his pressure and force an errant throw downfield, which Bengals S 
Jessie Bates intercepted to help seal a Cincinnati win. 
 ● While he didn’t have a singular game-changing play in Game 8 vs. Tampa 
Bay, Dunlap did help the Bengals to a win by posting two sacks, a four-yard TFL 
on a running play and an additional QB hit. 
 
 Dunlap’s PD frenzy: Bengals DE Carlos Dunlap totaled eight 
passes defensed in 2018, tops among non-DBs and the fourth-most on the team. 
His eight PDs were the third-highest single-season total of his career, behind the 
2013 (10) and ’16 (15) seasons. His 2016 total led all Bengals defenders and all 
other NFL defensive linemen, and it was the first time since Cincinnati began 
recording defensive stats in 1976 that a Bengals defensive lineman had ever led 
the team in PDs. 
 To paint a clearer picture of just how effective Dunlap has been at batting 
passes, here’s a list of non-defensive backs in the NFL with the most passes 
defensed since the start of the 2016 season.

 Dunlap’s, Atkins’ dominance = team success: Bengals 
DE Carlos Dunlap and DT Geno Atkins entered the NFL together in 2010 as 
draft picks of the Bengals, and in the nine seasons since they’ve established 
themselves among the top pass-rushing duos in the league. Most importantly 
though, the record shows that when Dunlap and Atkins are at their most 
dominant, it usually spells success for Cincinnati. 
 The Bengals are 10-6 (.625) when Dunlap records more than one sack, and 
8-4 (.667) when Atkins records more than one sack. There have been two 
instances in which both have had more than one sack in the same game 
(Bengals are 1-1 in those contests), which means Cincinnati is a combined 17-9 
(.654) when getting more than one sack from either player. 
 The Bengals are 7-1 since the beginning of the 2015 season when Dunlap 
records more than one sack, with the only outlier coming in a 20-17 overtime 
loss at Denver in 2015. Dunlap had a career-best three sacks in that Denver 
game and finished 2015 with a career-high 13.5, second-most in Bengals history. 
Dunlap had one multi-sack game in 2018, which came in a win vs. Tampa Bay in 
Game 8 (two sacks). 
 Since 2015, the Bengals are 6-2 when Atkins has more than one sack. The 
only outliers during that span were losses vs. Houston and at Minnesota in 2017. 
Atkins had three multi-sack games in 2018 — Game 2 vs. Baltimore (two), Game 
5 vs. Miami (two) and Game 14 vs. Oakland (three) — and the Bengals were 3-0 
in those contests. 
 Dunlap and Atkins signed contract extensions before the 2018 season that 
will keep them in Cincinnati through the ’21 and ’22 seasons, respectively. 
Dunlap (72.5 career sacks) currently stands second on the Bengals’ all-time sack 
list, and Atkins (71) is third. The Bengals’ leader in career sacks is DE Eddie 
Edwards, with 83.5. 
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 Dunlap, Atkins neck-and-neck in career sacks: Just 
1.5 sacks separate Bengals DE Carlos Dunlap (72.5 career sacks) and DT Geno 
Atkins (71), who rank second and third, respectively, on Cincinnati’s all-time sack 
list behind all-time leader Eddie Edwards (83.5). And after signing contract 
extensions on Aug. 28 that keep them in Cincinnati for the foreseeable future — 
Dunlap through 2021, Atkins through ’22 — the race is on to see who catches 
Edwards first. 
 Atkins, who missed nearly half of the 2013 season with a torn ACL, has 
almost double the number of sacks of the next-closest interior defensive lineman 
in Bengals history (Tim Krumrie, 34.5). Atkins in 2018 had a team-high 10 sacks, 
the third-highest single-season sack total of his career — he had a career-high 
12.5 in 2012, and 11 in ’15. Atkins has finished in at least a share of the NFL 
lead for sacks by an interior lineman five times in his nine NFL seasons, and has 
done so in three of the last four years (more info in “Geno aims for another 
crown”). 
 Dunlap, a two-time Pro Bowler (2015 and ’16) who turned 30 after the ’18 
season, has averaged 8.1 sacks over his first nine NFL seasons, while Edwards 
averaged just under seven over 12 seasons. In 2015, Dunlap set a career-high in 
sacks, with 13.5, the second-most in Bengals history. Besides his 72.5 sacks, 
Dunlap’s career totals include 18 FFs, nine FRs, 56 PDs, four blocked FGs and 
three TDs. 
 NOTE: The NFL has counted sacks as official statistics since 1982. 
However, the Bengals have sack statistics compiled since 1976 and recognize 
those sacks recorded from ’76-81 in its records. Thus, please note that, because 
the NFL has sacks statistics for all teams only since 1982, the Bengals’ sack 
statistics for players whose careers included seasons prior to ’82 will not be 
included in league information. 
 
 Geno falls short of another crown: Bengals DT Geno Atkins 
in 2018 notched a team-high 10 sacks, a total that ranked fourth in the NFL 
among interior defensive linemen. It marked the first time in the last four seasons 
that Atkins failed to finish in at least a tie for the most sacks by NFL interior 
defensive lineman. San Francisco DT DeForest Buckner (12) led the way 
league-wide in 2018, followed closely by Philadelphia DT Fletcher Cox (10.5) 
and Seattle DT Jarran Reed (10.5). 
 Atkins, though, has still claimed at least a share of the title in three of the last 
four seasons, and five times in his nine total NFL seasons. He claimed it outright 
in 2012 (12.5 sacks), ’16 (nine) and ’17 (nine), while sharing it in ’11 (7.5) and ’15 
(11). 
 It should also be noted that the NFL’s overall sack leader in 2018, L.A. Rams 
DE Aaron Donald (20.5), finished the season being listed by Elias Sports Bureau 
as a DE after having had his classification switched between DT and DE multiple 
times throughout the year. According to Elias, Donald’s listed position depended 
on whether he lined up primarily on the inside or outside of the Rams’ 3-4 
defensive scheme. Donald typically lined up outside of NT Ndamukong Suh, 
which would make him a DE, however the Rams also employed defensive line 
formations where a defender is lined up outside of Donald. 
 Atkins has been selected to the Pro Bowl seven times in his nine seasons. 
Those seven selections are the most by a Bengals defensive player in team 
history, just ahead of CB Lemar Parrish (six). No other Bengals defensive 
lineman has been selected more than twice. Atkins currently stands at 71 career 
sacks, the most by a Bengals interior lineman and third overall. 
 
 Geno on HOF pace: Bengals DT Geno Atkins, who in 2018 played 
his ninth NFL season, currently stands at 71 career sacks, third in team history 
and the most ever by a Bengals interior defensive lineman. 
 But a closer look reveals that Atkins is on a Hall-of-Fame pace. When 
compared to defensive tackles in the Pro Football Hall of Fame, Atkins compares 
quite favorably at this point in his career. 
 Here’s a look at the sack totals of notable Hall-of-Fame DTs through their 
ninth seasons, as well as where they stood at the end of their careers. It should 
also be noted that Atkins missed nearly half of the 2013 season, due to a torn 
ACL. (NOTE: This list includes only DTs whose careers started after 1982, when 
the NFL began counting sacks as official statistics):

 A comeback for the record book: In Game 5 vs. Miami, 
Cincinnati erased a 17-point second-half deficit by scoring 27 unanswered 
points, including 24 in the fourth quarter, in a thrilling 27-17 come-from-behind 
victory. It was just the eighth time in Bengals history that the team rallied from a 
deficit of 17 or more points to win. 
 Here is a look at those eight instances:

 The comeback also marked just the fourth time in Bengals history, and the 
first time since 2004, that Cincinnati scored at least 24 points in the fourth 
quarter. Here is a look at those four instances, which all were Cincinnati wins:

 Three Big-12 DPOYs now in stripes: The Bengals in 2018 
had three players on their roster who earned at least a share of the Big 12 
Conference’s Defensive Player of the Year Award in each of the previous three 
seasons. 
 In 2017, LB Malik Jefferson of Texas — a Bengals rookie in ’18 — shared 
the award with Ogbonnia Okoronkwo of Oklahoma. Jefferson racked up a team-
leading 110 tackles for the Longhorns in 2017, including 10 for losses and four 
sacks, and posted double-digit tackles in six of his team’s 12 games. Jefferson’s 
rookie season ended on Dec. 18, when he landed on Reserve/Injured with a foot 
injury. 
 In 2016, DE Jordan Willis of Kansas State — who played his second 
Bengals season in ’18 — won the award outright after recording 52 tackles, 
including 17.5 for losses and 11.5 sacks (led Big 12 and tied school record). 
Willis logged at least a shared sack in eight of 13 games in his senior season of 
2016, and he left KSU tied for seventh in Big 12 history in career sacks (26). 
Willis, whose playing time increased gradually over his first two Bengals 
seasons, totaled 20 tackles in 2018, including four for losses and one sack, with 
five QB hits, a pass defensed and a fumble recovery. 
 In 2015, DT Andrew Billings of Baylor — who played his third Bengals 
season in ’18 — shared the award with Emmanuel Ogbah of Oklahoma State. 
Billings totaled 40 tackles that season, including 14 for losses and 5.5 sacks. As 
a pro, Billings missed his entire rookie season for the Bengals in 2016 due to a 
knee injury, and then saw time as a rotational player in ’17 before moving into 
the team’s No. 1 NT role for ’18. He totaled 32 tackles in 2018, including 2.5 
sacks, and seven QB hits. 
 It should also be noted that the 2014 Big 12 Defensive Player of the Year, 
P.J. Dawson of Texas Christian, was a ’15 Bengals draftee and was with the 
team through the ’16 season. 
 Other former Bengals to win the award include CB Terence Newman of 
Kansas State (2002) and S Roy Williams of Oklahoma (2001). Newman was with 
the Bengals from 2012-14, and Williams was with the team from ’09-10. 
 
 15 carries for Gio does the trick: After missing Games 5-8 
with a knee injury early in the 2018 season, Bengals HB Giovani Bernard 
returned to form for the Bengals’ final eight games. The sixth-year pro ended his 
season with 56 rushes for 211 yards and three TDs, along with 35 catches for 
218 yards. 
 But when examining Bernard’s workload as a rusher throughout his career, a 
significant trend becomes apparent — the Bengals are 10-1-1 in games in which 
Bernard has at least 15 rushing attempts, including a 1-0 mark in 2018 (15 
rushes for 69 yards in Game 4 at Atlanta). 
 In the 12 career games in which Bernard has reached 15 carries, he has 
averaged 78.4 yards, scored seven rushing TDs and topped 100 yards three 
times. 
 
 Gio sets sights on Brooks: HB Giovani Bernard finished the 
2018 season well within striking distance of the all-time Bengals leads in both  
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(Gio sets sights on Brooks, continued) 

receptions and receiving yards by a running back. With 265 career receptions, 
Bernard stands 32 short of James Brooks’ record of 297. And with 2278 
receiving yards, Bernard is 734 short of Brooks’ record of 3012. Brooks played 
eight seasons with the Bengals (1984-91), while 2018 was Bernard’s sixth. 
 Bernard has averaged 898 yards from scrimmage in his first six NFL 
seasons — 518 rushing, 380 receiving — although his pursuit of Brooks’ records 
has been slowed slightly by injuries in recent years. In 2018, he got off to a fast 
start before a knee injury sidelined him for four games. He also missed the final 
six games of 2016 due to a torn ACL in his left knee. 
 
 Some very good rushing numbers: HB Joe Mixon in 2018 
authored all four Bengals 100-yard rushing performances, hitting the mark in 
Game 8 vs. Tampa Bay (123), Game 13 at the L.A. Chargers (111), Game 14 vs. 
Oakland (129) and Game 16 at Pittsburgh. Cincinnati was 2-2 in those games in 
2018, bringing the Bengals’ record to an impressive 48-9-1 (.836) under Marvin 
Lewis (2003-18) when a rusher reached 100 yards. 
 What’s more, the Bengals’ record under Lewis when a rusher hits the 25-
carry plateau was 40-3 (930), including a 1-1 mark in 2018 — Mixon rushed 26 
times in a losing effort at the L.A. Chargers, and 27 times in a win vs. Oakland. 
 “It’s not always the rushing yardage total that’s most important,” Lewis has 
said. “When you’re running the ball a lot, it’s a sign that even though the yardage 
will vary, you’re controlling the ball, controlling the clock, and keeping your 
defense off the field. As it shows for us, that is going to be a winning combo. 
 “We love seeing a guy get 100 yards, but sometimes he can break one big 
gain and then get to 100 even though you may not be running as consistently 
well and controlling the game like you do when you get high-carry numbers.” 
 
 Bengals draft picks stick in NFL: On the final day of the 
2018 regular season, there were 44 players on NFL rosters who entered the NFL 
as draft picks of the Bengals. That total counts as the second-most of any NFL 
team, behind the Baltimore Ravens (54). Cincinnati had been in the top spot 
prior Week 12, and earlier in the season it had a double-digit lead over the 
second-place team. But a slew of injuries that landed 18 Bengals — 13 of which 
originated as Bengals draft picks — on Reserve/Injured brought that number 
down significantly. 
 Of the 53 players on the Bengals’ active roster for the season finale at 
Pittsburgh, 41 entered the NFL with Cincinnati, and of those players, only DE 
Michael Johnson, TE Matt Lengel and OT Andre Smith have played elsewhere. 
Johnson, a 2009 third-round pick of the Bengals spent 2014 with Tampa Bay 
before rejoining Cincinnati as a free agent in ’15. Lengel, a 2015 college free 
agent signee of the Bengals, spent time with New England and Cleveland in ’16 
and ’17 before re-joining Cincinnati prior to Week 6 in ’18. And Smith, a 2009 
first-round pick of the Bengals, spent ’16 with Minnesota and the first 11 games 
of ’18 with Arizona. He re-joined the Bengals as a free agent on Nov. 29, 2018, 
after injuries hit the Bengals’ offensive line. 
 Twenty-nine players on the Bengals’ roster for the 2018 season finale 
originated as draft picks of Cincinnati. That total includes six first-round picks 
(including Smith), four second-rounders, five third-rounders (including Johnson), 
five fourth-rounders, five fifth-rounders, two sixth-rounders and two seventh-
rounders. There are also 12 players (including Lengel) who entered the NFL as 
college free agent signees of Cincinnati. 
 It should also be noted that 16 of the 18 players the Bengals’ 
Reserve/Injured list entered the NFL with Cincinnati (13 draft picks, three CFAs). 
 Here’s a look at the teams with the most draft picks on an active NFL roster 
for Week 17 games in 2018.

 Marvin’s youth movement 2.0: At an average age of 25.38 
years old, the Bengals’ 2018 opening-week roster was the youngest in the 16-
year tenure of head coach Marvin Lewis, narrowly edging out the 2017 roster 
(25.45). Cincinnati also ranked as the second-youngest team in the NFL behind 
Cleveland (25.19), and came in well below the league average of 26.06. 
(Opening-week roster information, released each year by the NFL, is considered 
the baseline for comparing year-to-year roster information.) 
 The average age dipped in 2018 thanks to seven picks from April’s draft 

making the roster and the departures of veterans like CB Adam Jones, WR 
Brandon LaFell and S George Iloka. The Bengals’ opening-week roster in 2017 
ranked as the third-youngest in the NFL, behind Cleveland (24.17) and the L.A. 
Rams (25.11). Prior to 2017, Lewis’ next-youngest opening-day rosters were in 
2004 (25.7) and ’11 (25.74). 
 Also on 2018 opening day, 35 of Cincinnati’s 53 players were 25 years old or 
younger, compared to just 23 players in 2017’s opener. The 2018 total marks the 
most players 25 or younger ever on a Bengals opening-day roster, edging out 
the 1993 squad (34). 
 
 A stat that matters: During the full term of head coach Marvin 
Lewis (2003-18), a plus-differential in turnovers was linked to a big plus in wins. 
And the reverse has gone for a minus. 
 The Bengals were 80-21-1 in regular season under Lewis with a plus (.789 
winning percentage), but they were only 19-73-2 with a minus (.213). 
 “It makes a huge difference,” Lewis says. “You see it game after game. You 
have to possess the football to win. If you possess the football, good things 
happen. If you turn the ball over to opponents, you have a much harder day.” 
 The Bengals’ experience with turnovers under Lewis was backed up by 
league numbers. Since the start of the 2003 season, Lewis’ first as head coach, 
here are the records of teams with varying turnover differentials (minus 
differentials are not included because they are the exact reverse of the plus 
figure for the same numbers):

 Plus teams in 2018 went 149-44-2 (.769 winning percentage). 
 
 And when it’s even? The Bengals were 32-28 under head coach 
Marvin Lewis in games when the turnover differential was even, for a winning 
percentage of .533. Cincinnati, however, was just 1-4 in 2018 with an even 
differential. 
 
 Turnover tables are turned: During the tenure of head coach 
Marvin Lewis (2003-present), the Bengals ranked ninth in the NFL in turnover 
differential, at plus-43. 
 Prior to Lewis’ tenure, the Bengals had posted a minus turnover differential 
for five straight years (1998-2002). 
 Since 2003, NFL teams with just a plus-one differential have won 68.0 
percent of those games. At plus-two, the percentage has been 82.8. Teams with 
any plus have won at a 78.9 percent clip. 
 Here are the top nine teams in differential since 2003:

 Since 2003, the Bengals rank seventh in takeaways (434) and 11th in points 
off turnovers (1326). 
 
 Four Bengals hail from Queen City: In 2018, the Bengals 
had four players — LB Preston Brown, DE Sam Hubbard, P Kevin Huber and DT 
Adolphus Washington — who grew up in Greater Cincinnati. 
 Brown, who grew up in College Hill and attended Northwest High School, 
was in his first year with the Bengals in 2018, after spending his first four NFL 
seasons with the Buffalo Bills. After signing with Cincinnati as an unrestricted 
free agent in March, Brown called the opportunity “living out a dream.” 
 “When I started looking around (in free agency), I knew there might be a spot 
here,” Brown said. “And the Bengals definitely jumped to the top of my list when I 
found out they had interest in me as well.” 
 Brown’s first Bengals season came to an end on Nov. 20, when he was 
placed on Reserve/Injured due to a knee injury. He ended the year with 42 
tackles and two INTs in seven games played. 
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(Four Bengals hail from Queen City, continued) 

 Hubbard, a Moeller High School alum and former Ohio State standout, was a 
rookie in 2018. The Bengals selected Hubbard in the third round (77th overall) of 
April’s draft, and the rookie worked his way into the defensive line rotation early 
in the season. Hubbard totaled six sacks as a rookie, along with two passes 
defensed, a forced fumble, and a fumble recovery for a TD that helped seal a win 
vs. Miami. 
 “It’s insane,” Hubbard said of being drafted by his hometown Bengals. 
“Seeing that 513 area code pop up on my phone on draft day was just incredible. 
To get an opportunity to represent the city of Cincinnati one more time, and to do 
it for the pro team in this city, is a dream come true. I watched every game the 
Bengals played. I was there when Carson Palmer got hurt in the playoff (in the 
2005 season). I’ve just always been a big fan.” 
 Huber, an Anderson Township native and alum of McNicholas High School 
and the University of Cincinnati, was a fifth-round draft choice of the Bengals in 
2009. He has played in all but two games over his 10-year career in Cincinnati, 
and he currently stands as the Bengals’ career leader in both gross (45.08) and 
net (39.79) punting average. 
 “It’s already been an amazing nine years,” he said of his time in Cincinnati. 
Huber and his wife, Mindi, have been active in the local community throughout 
his Bengals career. The couple started their own charity, The Foundation for 
Underserved Rescues, which “provides resources and support to underserved 
Cincinnati-area animal rescues.” 
 Washington, a graduate of Taft High School and former Ohio State Buckeye, 
was signed off of the Cowboys’ practice squad on Sept. 26. Washington was 
originally drafted in the third round of the 2016 draft by the Buffalo Bills. 
 “Everybody has a dream of going to the NFL, and also the dream of playing 
for their hometown team,” Washington said after signing. “Right now, I’m just 
living out that dream.” 
 Washington’s season also ended prematurely, after a knee injury landed him 
on Reserve/Injured on Nov. 23. He finished his first Bengals season with six 
tackles, including a sack, in four games played. 
 
 The Huber roundup: Already a considerable presence in the 
Bengals’ record book, P Kevin Huber in 2018 helped solidified his place in team 
history by taking over first place in two more Bengals career punting categories. 
 In Game 6 vs. Pittsburgh, Huber passed P Lee Johnson (32,196) for most 
career punting yards in Bengals history. Huber is now up to 34,618 career 
punting yards. Johnson played 11 seasons (1988-98) for Cincinnati, while Huber 
in 2018 played his 10th. 
 In Game 12 vs. Denver, the 10th-year pro passed Johnson (746) for most 
career punts. Huber is now up to 768 career punts. 
 Huber has particularly excelled throughout his career at pinning opponents 
inside the 20-yard line. In 2016, just his eighth season, Huber passed Johnson 
(186) for most inside-20 punts in team history. He’s now up to 266 career  

inside-20 punts. 
 Huber also owns the franchise’s all-time best ratio of inside-20 kicks to 
touchbacks (4.3-to-1, with 266 inside-20s and 62 touchbacks). 
 Huber’s other top accomplishments with the Bengals include: 
 ● He is the franchise leader in career gross average (45.08) and net 
average (39.79). 
 ● He holds the top four Bengals season averages in gross and the top five 
Bengals season averages in net. His gross record is 46.84, and his net record is 
42.10 — both were set in 2014. 
 ● He shares the team record for longest punt (75 yards) with Kyle Larson. 
 ● His 33 inside-20 punts in 2012 is a single-season franchise record. 
 ● His six inside-20 punts on Sept. 14, 2017 vs. Houston are tied with Lee 
Johnson (Nov. 2, 1997) for the most in a game in Bengals history. 
 Huber was an initial-ballot Pro Bowl selection in 2014 and also was named 
first-team All-Pro by The Sporting News that year. 
 
 Huber’s touchback streak ties team mark: Bengals P 
Kevin Huber’s streak of consecutive punts without a touchback came to an end 
at 56 in Game 7 at Kansas City, when his third punt of the game bounced into 
the end zone. It was his first touchback since Game 10 of 2017. Huber’s streak 
tied P Pat McInally for the longest in team history, and it was also the longest 
active streak in the NFL at the time it was snapped. 
 Over his span of 56 punts without a touchback, Huber pinned opponents 
inside the 20-yard line 22 times. 
 
 Bengal bites: Marvin Lewis’ winningest month was September  
(30-24-0, .556), followed closely by November (33-29-1, .532) and 
December/January (39-37-0, .513 [regular season]). Lewis’ only losing month 
was October (29-32-2, .476) ... In Game 5 vs. Miami, DEs Michael Johnson (INT 
return) and Sam Hubbard (fumble return) both scored TDs in the fourth quarter, 
helping the Bengals to a 27-17 win. It was the first time in Bengals history that 
two defensive linemen scored TDs in the same game. It was also the first time 
two defensive linemen scored TDs in the same quarter since Dec. 10, 1989, 
when Minnesota’s Keith Millard and Tim Newton both scored in a Vikings win vs. 
Atlanta. ... The attendance of 91,653 on Oct. 9, 2016, at Dallas was the largest 
ever for a Bengals regular-season game, topping a house of 87,786 for a 2004 
visit to FedEx Field in Washington. The largest crowd for any Bengals game 
remains 92,045, for a 1990 season playoff game against the Los Angeles 
Raiders at the L.A. Coliseum ... The tallest Bengal in 2018 was DE Michael 
Johnson, who is 6-7 ... There was a tie for shortest Bengals player between K 
Randy Bullock and HB Giovani Bernard, who are both 5-9 ... The heaviest 
Bengals player was OT Cordy Glenn, at 345 pounds ... There was a tie for 
lightest Bengals player between WR John Ross and CB Darius Phillips, who are 
both 190 pounds ... The oldest Bengal was LS Clark Harris, who was 34 (born 
July 10, 1984) ... The youngest Bengal was HB Mark Walton, who was 21 
(March 29, 1997).

 The Bengals were minus-four in turnovers and surrendered 230 net rushing yards to 
the Panthers, including 184 to RB Christian McCaffrey. Panthers QB Cam Newton 
accounted for all four Carolina TDs (two rushing, two passing), despite being held to just 
150 yards through the air. Several key Bengals were inactive due to injuries, including HB 
Joe Mixon (knee), C Billy Price (foot), RDE Michael Johnson (knee) and LB Preston Brown 
(ankle). In addition, during the game itself, WR A.J. Green (pelvis) and DT Ryan Glasgow

Sunday, Sept. 30, 2018 at Mercedes-Benz Stadium 
 The Bengals won a thriller on their first-ever visit to Mercedes-Benz Stadium. QB Andy 
Dalton led a dramatic 16-play, 75-yard drive in the game’s final four minutes that ended 
with a 13-yard TD pass to WR A.J. Green with seven seconds left. Dalton completed seven 
of 12 passes for 65 yards and twice scrambled for an another 13 yards rushing on the 
drive, which included one third-down conversion and two fourth-down conversions. For the 
game, Dalton completed 29 of 41 passes for 337 yards, three TDs and one INT (109.5 
rating). WR Tyler Boyd had 100 yards receiving on a season-high 11 catches, including 
four that converted third downs and two on the final drive that converted fourth downs. The 
Cincinnati defense gave up 495 net yards in the shootout, and allowed Atlanta to convert 
11 of 15 third downs. Bengals TE Tyler Eifert had four catches for 38 yards and a TD, but 
left the game in the third quarter with a serious ankle injury. The victory was the Bengals’ 
first win in Atlanta since 1987. Cincinnati improved to 3-1, while the Falcons fell to 1-3.

WEEK 5, GAME 5 
Cincinnati Bengals 27, Miami Dolphins 17 

Sunday, Oct. 7, 2018 at Paul Brown Stadium 
 Cincinnati rallied from a 17-0 deficit, scoring 27 unanswered points, including 24 in the 
fourth quarter. It was just the eighth time in Bengals history that the team rallied from a 
deficit of 17 or more points to win. It also was just the fourth time in team history that the 
Bengals scored 24 or more points in a fourth quarter (all wins). Bengals QB Andy Dalton 
led a nine-play, 67-yard drive that resulted in a 20-yard FG and a 20-17 lead with 3:30 left. 
It was his 23rd career game-winning drive, which set a new franchise mark. The Bengals’ 
defense was stout overall. Miami gained just 297 yards, converted only four of 13 third 
downs (30.8 percent), scored just 10 points and never ran a play from scrimmage in the 
red zone. The Bengals’ defensive line harassed Dolphins QB Ryan Tannehill repeatedly 
and was responsible for 14 of the team’s 24 fourth-quarter points. DE Michael Johnson 
returned a Tannehill INT 22 yards for a TD with 11:43 left to tie the game 17-17. Then, after 
the Bengals took 20-17 lead, DE Sam Hubbard recovered a Tannehill fumble and returned 
it 19 yards for a TD with 2:37 left to put the game out of reach. It was the first time in 
Bengals history that two Bengals defensive linemen scored a TD in the same game, and 
the first time that two defensive linemen scored in the same quarter of an NFL game since 
Dec. 10, 1989. WR A.J. Green had 112 yards receiving on six catches. It was his 32nd 
career game with 100 or more yards receiving, setting a new mark for most in team history. 
The Bengals improved to 4-1, while the Dolphins fell to 3-2.

WEEK 6, GAME 6 
Pittsburgh Steelers 28, Cincinnati Bengals 21 

Sunday, Oct. 14, 2018 at Paul Brown Stadium 
 QB Andy Dalton led the Bengals on a nine-play, 75-yard drive that culminated in a go-
ahead TD by HB Joe Mixon with 1:18 to play, but Steelers QB Ben Roethlisberger 
countered with a seven-play, 77-yard drive of his own in the waning moments, capped by a 
31-yard TD by WR Antonio Brown that gave Pittsburgh its sixth straight win in Cincinnati. 
The Bengals’ defense was hit hard by injuries during the game, as S Shawn Williams 
(concussion), CB Darqueze Dennard (shoulder) and LB Nick Vigil (knee) all left the contest 
and did not return, while several other defenders missed time. The Steelers took 
advantage, totaling 481 yards behind a 100-yard rusher in RB James Conner and two 100-
yard receivers in Brown and WR JuJu Smith-Schuster. The Bengals’ offense, which was 
without C Billy Price (foot), TE Tyler Kroft (foot), WR John Ross (groin) and HB Giovani 
Bernard (knee), was led by Dalton (92.3 passer rating) and Pittsburgh native Tyler Boyd, 
who recorded the first two-TD game of his career. The contest also marked the first time in 
98 Bengals-Steelers meetings (including postseason) that neither team committed a 
turnover. Late in the game, Dalton moved into second place on the Bengals’ all-time 
passing yardage list, ahead of QB Boomer Esiason (27,149), and P Kevin Huber took over 
the Bengals’ career lead in punting yards, ahead of P Lee Johnson (32,196). The Bengals 
fell to 4-2, while the Steelers improved to 3-2-1.

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WEEK 7, GAME 7 
Kansas City Chiefs 45, Cincinnati Bengals 10 

Sunday night, Oct. 21, 2018 at Arrowhead Stadium 
 Few doubted that defeating the Chiefs at Arrowhead would be challenging, particularly 
with respect to holding Kansas City’s offense in check, and that definitely proved to be the 
case in the contest, which was flexed from 1 p.m. into the Sunday night primetime spot. 
The Chiefs rolled for 551 yards of offense against the Bengals, the most by a Cincinnati 
opponent since Cleveland totaled 554 in a 51-45 Browns win at Cleveland Browns Stadium 
in Game 2 of the 2007 season. QB Patrick Mahomes completed 28 of 39 passes for 358 
yards, four TDs and one INT for a 123.7 passer rating for the Chiefs, who totaled 33 first 
downs and did not punt in the game. The Chiefs also had 198 yards rushing, including 45 
by Mahomes. Cincinnati’s offense was unable to sustain drives against Kansas City. The 
Bengals totaled just 239 yards — their lowest output of the season — and had just one 
drive longer than 50 yards. The 35-point losing margin was Cincinnati’s largest since the 
team lost 37-0 to the N.Y. Jets at The Meadowlands in the 2009 season finale, and the 
Chiefs’ 45 points were the most scored against the Bengals since the Buffalo Bills won 49-
31 at Paul Brown Stadium in Game 10 of the 2010 season. The Bengals fell to 4-3, while 
the Chiefs improved to 5-1.

 Bengals head coach Marvin Lewis took over as defensive coordinator in the game, 
and while the change didn’t produce immediate dramatic results with respect to yardage 
given up — the Ravens gained 403 total yards — Lewis and Bengals players left the game 
optimistic that the defense was headed in the right direction. Cincinnati played without 
seven-time Pro Bowl WR A.J. Green for the second straight game, and his absence was 
noticeable, as the Bengals totaled just 255 net yards against a Ravens defense that 
entered the game No. 2 in the NFL in both yards and points allowed. QB Andy Dalton 
completed 19 of 36 passes for 211 yards, two TDs and no INTs, WR Tyler Boyd converted 
key third downs on all four of his receptions (for 71 yards), and WR John Ross caught a 
contested 22-yard TD. But Cincinnati totaled just 48 net yards rushing, while giving up 265 
to Baltimore, including 117 to Ravens rookie QB Lamar Jackson, who was making his first 
NFL start. The Bengals had an opportunity to tie or go ahead when they received their last 
possession with 2:45 left, but a Dalton pass to WR Cody Core on fourth-and-three with 
1:46 left was incomplete.

 Cincinnati entered the game as two-TD underdogs on the road against a team with the 
second-best record in the AFC, but turned in what was considered to be an encouraging 
performance. The end result still was a loss, but the Bengals, who faced deficits of 14-3 
early and 23-15 late, fought back to a chance to tie the game with a two-point conversion 
just after the two-minute warning. HB Joe Mixon scored on a one-yard TD run with 1:50 left 
to pull the Bengals within two points, 23-21, but QB Jeff Driskel was sacked on the two-
point attempt. The Chargers recovered the ensuing onside kick, then added a FG with just 
under a minute left for the game’s final score. Mixon finished the game with 111 yards 
rushing on 26 carries (4.3-yard average) and another 27 yards receiving on five catches. It 
was his fifth game of the season with 115 or more yards from scrimmage. In his second 
start of the season, Driskel completed 18 of 27 passes for 170 yards, one TD and no INTs 
(96.2 passer rating). The Bengals’ defense allowed just 288 net yards — its fewest of the 
season — to a Chargers offense which entered the game ranked fifth in the NFL in 
average net yards (399.4). The Bengals fell to 5-8, while the Chargers improved to 10-3.

 Cincinnati scored on four consecutive first-half drives en route to a 20-7 halftime lead.

After that third FG, however, Bengals WR Alex Erickson returned the 
ensuing kickoff 77 yards (a season long) to the Raiders’ 21-yard line, and HB Joe Mixon 
scored on a 15-yard rush two plays later for the game’s final score. Mixon rushed for a 
season-high 129 yards and two TDs on 27 carries (4.8-yard average), while WR Tyler 
Boyd caught four passes for 38 yards and a TD, passing 1000 yards receiving on the 
season.

 Cincinnati’s offense struggled, particularly early. In first half, the Bengals totaled just 
36 net yards, including minus-15 yards passing, en route to a 16-0 halftime deficit. Not until 
early in the fourth quarter did Cincinnati complete a drive that ended in a score. But by 
then, the 23-0 lead the Browns had mounted proved too much to overcome. The Bengals 
did their best to close the gap late. Down 26-3, QB Jeff Driskel hit TE C.J. Uzomah for a 
14-yard TD pass with 4:56 left. Then, after Cincinnati blocked a Cleveland punt on the 
following drive, Driskel connected with WR John Ross for a three-yard TD pass and then 
hit WR Cody Core for a two-point conversion to pull to within eight points, 26-18 with 2:56 
left. However, on the third play of the ensuing drive, Cleveland took a short pass 66 yards 
to end any possibility that Cincinnati, which had no timeouts left, could regain possession 
and attempt to tie the game. Driskel completed 13 of 19 passes for 133 yards, two TDs and 
no INTs (123.4 passer rating), while Browns QB Baker Mayfield completed 27 of 37 passes 
for 284 yards, three TDs and no INTs (121.9). The Bengals fell to 6-9, while the Browns 
improved to 7-7-1. The loss cemented the Bengals’ first last-place finish in the AFC North 
since 2010, and the win gave Cleveland its first series sweep over Cincinnati since 2002.

 The Bengals jumped out to a 10-0 lead behind a solid defensive effort that included a 
58-yard pick-six by S Shawn Williams off of Steelers QB Ben Roethlisberger. But the 
Steelers rebounded in the second half, outscoring the Bengals 13-3 en route to a 
comeback victory in the season finale. Cincinnati’s offense was held out of the end zone 
the entire game and managed just 196 total yards, 105 of which came on the ground via 
HB Joe Mixon, who notched his fourth 100-yard game of the season and third in four 
games. His 51-yard rush in the fourth quarter was the team’s season long. The game was 
the last for Bengals head coach Marvin Lewis, who mutually parted ways with the team the 
next morning. The Steelers’ playoff hopes were dashed minutes after the final whistle, 
when Baltimore topped Cleveland in dramatic fashion to win the AFC North title. Cincinnati 
finished its season 6-10, while Pittsburgh finished 9-6-1.
