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BALTIMORE RAVENS GAME RELEASE

• Win, and they are in. The Baltimore Ravens (10-5), who have 
captured four-consecutive victories, seek to earn their third-straight 
postseason berth when they close out regular season play at the 
Cincinnati Bengals (4-10-1). With a victory (or an Indianapolis/
Cleveland loss), Baltimore would make the playoffs for the ninth time 
during head coach John Harbaugh’s 13 seasons at the helm.

• In last Sunday’s 27-13 home win over the Giants, Baltimore jumped 
out to a 17-0 lead and never looked back. QB Lamar Jackson threw 2 
TDs and 0 INTs on 17-of-26 passing for 183 yards, adding 80 rushing 
yards. Behind RB Gus Edwards (85 yards) and rookie RB J.K. Dobbins 
(77 yards & 1 TD), the Ravens racked up 249 rushing yards. TE Mark 
Andrews was spectacular, nabbing 6 catches for 76 yards, while 
both WR Marquise Brown (6 yards) and WR Dez Bryant (8 yards) 
caught TD passes. Baltimore’s defense harassed QB Daniel Jones 
all afternoon, producing 6 sacks, including 2 by LB Chris Board, and 
11 QB hits. K Justin Tucker added 2 FGs (20 & 28 yards). The Ravens 
racked up 432 total yards, limiting New York to 269, including 1-of-10 
on third-down conversion attempts.

• During their four-game winning streak, the Ravens have averaged 
37.0 points (first in NFL), 233.3 rushing yards (first) and 406.8 net 
yards (seventh) per contest. In these games, QB Lamar Jackson 
has accounted for 12 TDs (8 passing & 4 rushing), producing a 117.7 
passer rating, in addition to 333 rushing yards. 

• The Ravens lead the all-time series with Cincinnati, 26-23. Baltimore 
has won four straight, including a 27-3 decision in Week 5 this year. 
Under Coach Harbaugh, the Ravens are 13-12 vs. the Bengals.

(Walnut Ridge) and G/C Matt Skura (Worthington Kilbourne) 
played HS football in Ohio .

• Baltimore’s roster is comprised of many players who played 
collegiately in Ohio, including: WR/RS Chris Moore (Cincinnati), 
DE Derek Wolfe (Cincinnati), RB J.K. Dobbins (Ohio State), ILB

• Bengals senior defensive assistant Mark Duffner served as 
head coach at the University of Maryland from 1992-96 .

Baltimore captured a 27-3 victory over Cincinnati in Week 5 at 
home, with the Ravens producing a dominant defensive effort 
by forcing 3 turnovers and collecting 7 sacks . Seven different 
Ravens recorded a sack, including 5 DBs, en route to Baltimore 
allowing just 205 yards . First-round rookie ILB Patrick Queen was 
spectacular, tallying 9 total tackles, 1 sack, 1 FF and 2 FRs – one 
of which he returned for a 53-yard TD . On offense, QB Lamar 
Jackson threw 2 TD passes (TE Mark Andrews & WR Marquise 
Brown), with Baltimore also rushing for 161 yards on the day .

During the NFL’s 2020 regular season, the Baltimore Ravens were 
scheduled to play five primetime games, including two at home 
and three on the road .

• Baltimore hosted the reigning Super Bowl champion Kansas 
City Chiefs in Week 3 on Monday Night Football and welcomed 
the Dallas Cowboys to Charm City for a Thursday night showdown 
in Week 13 . (The game was then moved to the following Tuesday .)

• The Ravens’ primetime road games included Week 10’s defeat at 
New England, a Thanksgiving night contest at Pittsburgh (Week 
12, which was moved Dec . 2 at 3:40 p .m .) and a Monday night tilt at 
Cleveland (Week 14) .

• Baltimore had four primetime games during a five-week span 
(Weeks 10-14) . This five-week slate includes three opponents 
(at New England, vs . Tennessee and vs . Dallas) that all made the 
playoffs during the 2019 season and two road divisional contests 
(at Pittsburgh and at Cleveland) .

• The Ravens had three-straight primetime games from Weeks 
12-14: at Pittsburgh (Thanksgiving, but was moved to 3:40 p .m . 
on Dec . 2), vs . Dallas (Tuesday, 12/8) and at Cleveland (Monday, 
12/14) .

• Prior to this season, Baltimore had not played five primetime 
regular season games since 2011, and 2020 marks just the second 
such instance in franchise history .

• Prior to 2020, the Ravens last hosted a Monday Night Football 
game in 2017 (vs . Houston) . With the KC matchup, Baltimore has 
now played at home on Monday night just three times since head 
coach John Harbaugh’s 2008 arrival . (The Ravens have been 
given 13 road Monday night games, including in 2020 on 12/14 at 
Cleveland, during Harbaugh’s 13-year tenure .)

• In primetime home games during the John Harbaugh Era (since 
2008), Baltimore owns a 15-2 record, winning 13 of its last 14 .

The Baltimore Ravens are one of four franchises (New England, 
NY Giants and Pittsburgh) to win multiple Super Bowls since 2000.

In a magnificent effort showcas-
ing thrilling performances by their 
defense, offense and special teams 
units, the Baltimore Ravens won 
Super Bowl XXXV with a 34-7 vic-
tory over the New York Giants. Al-
lowing the Giants a meager 152 
total net yards, New York’s attack 
crossed midfield just twice, while 
Baltimore’s “D” posted 4 INTs. LB 
Ray Lewis was named the game’s 
MVP, capping an accolade-filled 
season in which he was also 
tabbed the NFL’s Defensive Player 
of the Year.

Baltimore defeated San Francisco,  
34-31, in Super Bowl XLVII, 
capturing the franchise’s second 
World Championship. After an 
amazing first-half performance, 
the Ravens took a commanding 
28-6 lead. But following a bizarre, 
34-minute power outage that halted 
play, the 49ers stormed back into 
contention. Clinging to a 34-29 
edge late in the game, the Ravens 
stood firm on a pivotal goal-line 
stand, jamming SF on four-straight 
plays inside the 7-yard line. QB Joe 
Flacco was named the game’s MVP.

JOHN HARBAUGH ERA
(SINCE 2008)
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In 2019, John Harbaugh became the first Ravens coach ever 
to win The Associated Press NFL Coach of the Year Award. 
Harbaugh has led the Ravens to a playoff berth in eight 
(2008-12, 2014 & 2018-19) of his 12 seasons, and in 2012, 
captured the franchise’s second Super Bowl title.

Here are several more Harbaugh quick hits:

• In 2019, the Ravens posted a franchise-best 14-2 record. 
Baltimore won a team-record 12-straight games to close out 
the regular season, also earning the franchise’s first-ever No. 
1 playoff seed.

• Coach Harbaugh has led the Ravens to four AFC North 
Division titles (2011-12, 2018-19). 

• Under Harbaugh, Baltimore is one of four teams (NE, GB & 
Sea.) to earn a playoff berth in eight of the past 12 full seasons.

• The Ravens’ 10 playoff wins since 2008 tie (GB & Sea.) for 
second most in the NFL (New England - 16).

• Under “Harbs,” the Ravens have secured an appearance in 
three AFC Championship games (2008, 2011 & 2012).

• “Harbs” is the only head coach in NFL history to win a playoff 
game in each of his first four and five seasons.

• John and his brother, Jim (formerly of the 49ers), are the only 
head coaches to advance to three conference title games in 
the first five years as NFL bosses.

• Harbaugh is the only coach in NFL history to win a playoff 
game in six of the first seven seasons of a coaching career.

• In 2012, Harbaugh became the third coach (with Bill Cowher 
& Chuck Knox) since the 1970 merger to guide his team to the 
playoffs in each of his first five seasons.

• With the Ravens’ 2014 playoff berth, Harbaugh became one 
of eight coaches in NFL history to make the postseason in six 
of their first seven seasons coaching.

• Harbaugh, Tom Landry (Dal.) and Tom Coughlin (Jax./NYG) 
own the most road playoff wins (7) by a HC in NFL history. 

John Harbaugh is the third head coach in Baltimore Ravens history. He is the 
franchise’s all-time winningest coach (138 total victories).

Prior to being named EVP/GM – succeeding the legendary Ozzie Newsome – DeCosta, 49, received GM 
interview offers annually from multiple teams in recent years. However, he never seriously considered 
leaving Baltimore, which has always aligned perfectly with what he envisioned to be his dream job.

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7  Baltimore is 29-7 with Jackson as its starter. Since his first NFL 
start (Week 11 of 2018), Jackson’s 29 regular season wins are 
the most among all NFL starting QBs. 

7  Jackson is the fastest QB in league history (35 games) to reach 
5,000 passing yards and 2,000 rushing yards. He’s also the first 
player in NFL history to reach 5,000 passing yards and 2,500 
rushing yards in the first three seasons of a career.

7  Jackson is the only QB in NFL history to produce at least 3,000 
passing yards and 1,000 rushing yards in a single season (2019). 
(He had 3,127 passing & 1,206 rushing yards in ‘19.)

7 Jackson (36/7) is the third QB in NFL history to produce at least 
35 passing TDs & 7 rushing TDs in a season (2019). Steve Young 
(35/7 in 1994) & Cam Newton (35/10 in 2015) also did this.

7 Jackson was responsible for an NFL-best 43 total TDs (36 
passing & 7 rushing) in 2019. His 36 TD passes led the NFL and 
are the most in franchise single-season history.

7 In his final eight games of 2019 (he sat out Week 17), Jackson 
threw 25 TDs and 1 INT, completing 69.4% of his passes for 1,477 
yards and a 130.3 rating. He had 630 rushing yards & 4 rush TDs.

7 Jackson rushed for 1,206 yards in 2019, marking the most by a 
quarterback in NFL single-season history.

7 Jackson threw at least 4 TDs in an NFL-best four games in 
2019. He also threw at least 3 TDs in an NFL-best eight games.

7 In 2019’s Week 15 win vs. NYJ, Jackson rushed for at least 
85 yards while throwing for 5 TDs for the second time in his 
career. (He also did this on 11/25/19 at LAR.) Cam Newton is the 
only other player in NFL history to accomplish the 85 rushing 
yards/5 passing TDs feat in a game, doing so in 2015.

7 Jackson posted two perfect passer ratings in 2019 (at Cin. 
& Mia.), making him one of two QBs in NFL history (Ben 
Roethlisberger, 2007) to attain the 158.3 mark twice in a season. 

7 In Weeks 11 (vs. Hou) and 12 (at LAR), Jackson became the first 
NFL player ever to throw at least 4 passing TDs and have at 
least 50 yards rushing in back-to-back games.

7  Jackson owns the NFL single-season record for most 100-yard 
rushing games (5 in 2019) by a quarterback.

7  Jackson registered at least 60 rushing yards in nine-straight 
games (4-12) in 2019, ranking as the most consecutive 60+ 
rushing outputs by a QB in NFL single-season history. 

7 In 2019’s Week 6 victory over Cincinnati, Jackson became the 
first player ever to pass for 200 yards (236) and rush for 150 
yards (152) in a regular season game. (Colin Kaepernick also 
accomplished this feat in a 2013 playoff game.)

7 In 2019’s Week 2 win over Arizona, Jackson became the only 
player in NFL history to throw for at least 250 yards and rush 
for at least 120 yards in a regular season game.

7 In the 2019 Divisional Playoff vs. Tennessee, Jackson became 
the first player in NFL history with at least 350 passing yards 
(365) and 100 rushing yards (143) in a game. (This includes 
both regular season and playoff games.) 

7 Jackson (8), Michael Vick (8) and Russell Wilson (4) own the 
Top 3 “double-triples” (at least 100 rushing and passing yards 
in the same game) in league history.

1,000 Points: In 2019’s Week 6 23-17 victory over Cincinnati, K Justin Tucker became the fastest kicker in league history to 
reach the 1,000-point milestone, doing so in 118 games. (Stephen Gostkowski held the previous record at 119 games.)

• In 2016, All-Pro K Justin Tucker connected on 38-of-39 FGAs 
(lone miss was a block), posting the fifth-best pct . (97 .4) in NFL 
single-season history . In addition to making 35-straight FGs at 
one point (tied for fifth-best streak ever), here are facts about 
his remarkable season, arguably the best ever by a kicker:

• Tucker’s 38 FGs made ranked No . 1 in the NFL . He was also 
27-of-27 on PATs . An NFL single-season record 24 of Tucker’s 
38 FGs made in 2016 came from 40 yards or beyond . 

• Tucker’s 10 FGs of 50-plus yards are a Ravens’ single-season 
record . They tie (Blair Walsh, 2012) for the most in NFL 
history . (Tucker was a perfect 10-for-10 from 50 yards and out 
during the 2016 season .)

• Tucker’s 141 points ranked second in the league only behind 
Atlanta’s Matt Bryant (158) .

• In Week 12 of 2016 vs . Cincy, Tucker became just the ninth 
kicker in league history to make 3 FGs of 50-plus yards in a 
single game (52, 57 & 54) .

The Ravens finished with a 7.5 yards-per-carry average, which is the third-

With 83 rushing yards, QB Lamar Jackson passed Cam Newton for the
most rushing yards ever by a QB in his first three NFL seasons: Lamar Jackson

The Ravens won their eighth-straight away game, marking the NFL’s longest
active streak. Baltimore has scored 33.6 ppg and allowed 15.4 ppg in these
victories. QB Lamar Jackson has thrown 18 TDs and just 5 INTs in these
eight road wins, producing a 112.7 passer rating.
The Ravens successfully converted a fourth-and-9 fake punt in the second
quarter when P Sam Koch connected with WR Miles Boykin for a 15-yard
gain. (This led to a TD catch by TE Mark Andrews later on the drive.) Koch,
who is now 7-of-7 passing for 82 yards and a 115.5 career passer rating.
QB Lamar Jackson became the fastest QB in league history (35 games) to
reach 5,000 passing yards and 2,000 rushing yards. Additionally, Jackson’s
50-yard TD run was the longest rushing score by a QB in the last five seasons.
(Marcus Mariota – 87 yards in 2015 – was the last with a longer one.)
With CB Marlon Humphrey’s FF and subsequent FR by CB Marcus Peters,
the Ravens forced a turnover in their 17th-consecutive game, marking the
second-longest stretch in team history.

The Ravens have forced a turnover in 20-consecutive games, marking the
NFL’s longest active streak. Baltimore’s current 20-game streak of forcing a
turnover is the second longest in franchise history (28 from 1999-2001).
The Ravens have now scored at least 20 points in 30-consecutive games,
tying Denver (2011-14) for the longest such streak in NFL history. Baltimore’s
20-point streak dates back to Week 11 of 2018, when QB Lamar Jackson
started his first NFL game.

The Ravens have now rushed for at least 100 yards in 30-consecutive games,
tying  the  Carolina  Panthers  (2014-16)  for  the  third-longest  streak  in  NFL
history.

Baltimore racked up 265 rushing yards, tying its ninth-best output in franchise
history. It marked the Ravens’ first-ever loss when rushing for at least 207
yards in a game, and the team is now 35-1 in such games.

For the first time in Ravens history, three different Ravens tallied 50-plus
rushing yards in the first half of a game (Dobbins – 69; Edwards – 56; Jackson

This was the first time the Ravens have played on a Tuesday in franchise
history, and it marks just the third Tuesday game since the 1970 AFL-NFL
merger.
With a season-high 294 rushing yards (the fourth most in franchise history),
the Ravens have now rushed for at least 200 yards in an NFL-high 17 games
since QB Lamar Jackson became Baltimore’s starter in Week 11 of 2018.
This  is  more  than  double  the  number  of  games  any  other  team  has
accomplished during that span. (Tennessee is second with eight.)

QB Lamar Jackson finished with 107 passing yards and 94 rushing yards,
becoming the first player in NFL history to reach 5,000 passing yards and
2,500 rushing yards in the first three years of a career.

Rookie ILB Patrick Queen recorded his first-career INT. In doing so, Queen
became the NFL’s only defender to post at least 50 tackles, 1 TFL, 1 sack, 1

GAME HIGHLIGHTS
With his seventh rushing TD, RB J.K. Dobbins passed RB Jamal Lewis (6 in
2000)  for  the most  rushing TDs by  a  rookie  in  Ravens franchise history.
Dobbins  has  now rushed  for  a  TD  in  five-straight  games,  extending  his
Ravens’ rookie record (Jamal Lewis, three games, 2000).

Dobbins’ 7 total TDs this season also tie for the most ever by a Ravens’ rookie
(Marquise Brown – 2019; Marlon Brown – 2013; Torrey Smith – 2011).

In QB Lamar Jackson’s  13-career December starts, he’s produced 2,182
passing yards and 1,029 rushing yards. He has tallied 24 passing TDs and just
3 INTs, also rushing for 8 TDs.

With 1 rushing TD, Baltimore produced its 22nd ground TD of the season,
tying (2009) a single-season franchise record.

The 2020 Ravens are the first team in NFL history (data available since 1932)
to have three players (J.K. Dobbins, Gus Edwards and Lamar Jackson)
each eclipse 600 rushing yards and record at least 6 rushing TDs in a single
season.
