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QUICK HITS

¢ In a Week 5 AFC North tilt, the Baltimore Ravens (3-1) host the
Cincinnati Bengals (1-2-1) at M&T Bank Stadium. For the eighth
time (2009-12, 2014, 2016 & 2018) in head coach John Harbaugh’s
13 seasons, the Ravens are off to a 3-1 start. Baltimore upended
Washington, 31-17, last Sunday, while Cincinnati captured its first win
of the season with a 33-25 decision over Jacksonville.

¢ Against Washington, the Ravens were led by QB Lamar Jackson, who
threw 2 TDs passes (both to TE Mark Andrews) and ran for a career-
long 50-yard score. Jackson was 14-0f-21 for 193 yards, also tossing
his first INT of the season (107.8 rating). WR Marquise Brown caught
4 passes for a team-high 86 receiving yards, while on defense, OLB
Matthew Judon recorded 2 sacks and 5 @B hits. First-round rookie
ILB Patrick Queen racked up a career-high 12 tackles, including 3 TFL.
CB Marlon Humphrey forced a key fumble, which CB Marcus Peters
recovered to kick-start Baltimore's charge in the first quarter.

*The Ravens lead the all-time series with Cincinnati, 25-23. Baltimore
has won five of the past eight meetings (including three straight).
Under Coach Harbaugh, the Ravens are 12-12 vs. the Bengals.

¢ In the last meeting vs. Cincy (11/10/19), Baltimore earned a 49-
13 road victory, as Jackson produced his second (Week 1 at Mia.)
perfect 158.3 passer rating of the 2019 season. Jackson was 15-of-17
for 223 yards, 3 TDs and 0 INTs in just three quarters of action. He
added 65 rushing yards, including a spinning, wizard-like 47-yard TD
run. Baltimore also scored 2 defensive TDs (an 89-yard CB Marcus
Peters INT return and 33-yard OLB Tyus Bowser FR).

the Dallas Cowboys to Charm City for a Thursday night showdown
in Week 13.

*The Ravens’ primetime road games include a Sunday night battle at
New England (Week 10), a Thanksgiving night contest at Pittsburgh
(Week 12) and a Monday night tilt at Cleveland (Week 14).

* Baltimore plays four primetime games during a five-week span
(Weeks 10-14). This five-week slate includes three opponents
(at New England, vs. Tennessee and vs. Dallas) that all made the
playoffs during the 2019 season and two road divisional contests
(at Pittsburgh and at Cleveland).

e The Ravens will play three-straight primetime games from
Weeks 12-14: at Pittsburgh (Thanksgiving night), vs. Dallas
(Thursday night) and at Cleveland (Monday night).

* Baltimore has not played five primetime regular season games
since 2011, and 2020 marks just the second such instance in
franchise history.

* Prior to 2020, the Ravens last hosted a Monday Night Football
game in 2017 (vs. Houston). With the KC matchup, Baltimore has
now played at home on Monday night just three times since head
coach John Harbaugh’s 2008 arrival. (The Ravens have been
given 13 road Monday night games, including in 2020 on 12/14 at
Cleveland, during Harbaugh's 13-year tenure.)

Baltimore defeated San Francisco,
34-31, in Super Bowl XLVII,
capturing the franchise’s second
World Championship. After an
amazing first-half performance,
the Ravens took a commanding
28-6 lead. But following a bizarre,
34-minute power outage that halted
play, the 49ers stormed back into
contention. Clinging to a 34-29
edge late in the game, the Ravens
stood firm on a pivotal goal-line
stand, jamming SF on four-straight
plays inside the 7-yard line. QB Joe
Flacco was named the game’s MVP.

JACKSON IS A RECORD-SETTER

X Baltimore is 22-4 with Jackson as its starter. Since his first NFL
start (Week 11 of 2018), Jackson's 22 regular season wins rank
as the most among all NFL starting QBs.

X Jackson is the fastest QB in league history (35 games) to reach
5,000 passing yards and 2,000 rushing yards.

X Jackson is the only QB in NFL history to produce at least 3,000
passing yards and 1,000 rushing yards in a single season (2019).
(He had 3,127 passing & 1,206 rushing yards.)

X Jackson (36/7) is the third QB in NFL history to produce at least
35 passing TDs & 7 rushing TDs in a season. Steve Young (35/7
in 1994) & Cam Newton (35/10 in 2015) also accomplished this
feat and won the NFL's MVP honor.

X Jackson was responsible for an NFL-best 43 total TDs (36
passing & 7 rushing) in 2019. His 36 TD passes led the NFL and
are the most in franchise single-season history.

X In his final eight games of 2019 (he sat out Week 17), Jackson
threw 25 TDs and 1 INT, completing 69.4% of his passes for 1,477
yards and a 130.3 rating. He had 630 rushing yards & 4 rush TDs.

X Jackson rushed for 1,206 yards in 2019, marking the most by a
quarterback in NFL single-season history.

X Jackson threw at least 4 TDs in an NFL-best four games in
2019. He also threw at least 3 TDs in an NFL-best eight games.

X In 2019's Week 15 win vs. NYJ, Jackson rushed for at least
85 yards while throwing for 5 TDs for the second time in his
career. (He also did this on 11/25/19 at LAR.) Cam Newton is the
only other player in NFL history to accomplish the 85 rushing
yards/5 passing TDs feat in a game, doing so in 2015.

X Jackson posted two perfect passer ratings in 2019 (at Cin.
& Mia.), making him one of two QBs in NFL history (Ben
Roethlisberger, 2007) to attain the 158.3 mark twice in a season.

X In Weeks 11 (vs. Hou) and 12 (at LAR), Jackson became the first

NFL player ever to throw at least 4 passing TDs and have at
least 50 yards rushing in back-to-back games.

X Jackson owns the NFL single-season record for most 100-yard
rushing games (5in 2019) by a quarterback.

X Jackson registered at least 60 rushing yards in nine-straight
games (4-12) in 2019, ranking as the most consecutive 60+
rushing outputs by a QB in NFL single-season history.

X In 2019's Week 6 victory over Cincinnati, Jackson became the
first player ever to pass for 200 yards (236) and rush for 150
yards (152) in a regular season game. (Colin Kaepernick also
accomplished this feat in a 2013 playoff game.)

X In 2019's Week 2 win over Arizona, Jackson became the only
player in NFL history to throw for at least 250 yards and rush
for at least 120 yards in a regular season game.

X Inthe 2019 Divisional Playoff vs. Tennessee, Jackson bhecame
the first player in NFL history with at least 350 passing yards
(365) and 100 rushing yards (143) in a game. (This includes
both regular season and playoff games.)

X Michael Vick (8), Jackson (6) and Russell Wilson (4) own the
most “double-triples” (at least 100 rushing and passing yards
in the same game) in league history.
