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QUICK HITS

e The Baltimore Ravens (4-1) travel north on 1-95 to face the
Philadelphia Eagles (1-3-1) for an interconference showdown at
Lincoln Financial Field. This marks just the sixth-ever regular season
battle between the teams and the Ravens’ third time playing in Philly.

*The Ravens are 4-1 for the sixth time in franchise history (2000, 2006,
2010, 2011, 2012 & 2020), including for the fourth season under John
Harbaugh, who was an Eagles’ assistant coach from 1998-2007.

¢ At home last Sunday, Baltimore captured a 27-3 victory over
Cincinnati, with the Ravens producing a dominant defensive effort by
forcing 3 turnovers and collecting 7 sacks (in addition to 15 QB hits).
Seven different Ravens recorded a sack, including 5 defensive backs,
en route to Baltimore allowing just 205 yards. First-round rookie ILB
Patrick Queen was spectacular, tallying 9 total tackles, 1 sack, 1 FF
and 2 FRs — one of which he returned for a 53-yard TD. On offense, QB
Lamar Jackson threw 2 TD passes (TE Mark Andrews & WR Marquise
Brown), with Baltimore also rushing for 161 yards on the day.

¢ The Ravens-Eagles series is tied, 2-2-1, with Baltimore capturing a
27-26 victory the last time the teams played in 2016. Coach Harbaugh
has faced Philadelphia on three occasions, producing a 2-1 record.

* Since Baltimore hired Coach Harbaugh in 2008, the Ravens have
registered the NFL's fourth-most total victories (132) and advanced to
the playoffs in eight of his 12 full seasons, also winning Super Bowl
XLVII during the 2012 campaign.

¢ Ravens defensive backs coach Jesse Minter is the son of
former Eagles linebackers coach (2013-16) Rick Minter.

* Ravens director of football research Scott Cohen was the
Eagles’ director of player personnel from 2001-07.

e Ravens ILB L.J. Fort spent the first four games of his 2019
campaign in Philadelphia, seeing action on special teams.

e Eagles VP of player personnel Andy Weidl joined the Ravens
as their West area scout in 2005. After four years in that role, he
moved to the Northeast for three years before assuming the East
regional scout title from 2013-16.

* Eagles director of player personnel/senior defensive assistant
Jeremiah Washburn worked for the Ravens as a player personnel
assistant (2003-04) and area scout (2005-08).

* Eagles assistant director of player personnel lan Cunningham
spent the first nine years (2008-16) of his NFL career in the
Ravens’ scouting department.

* Eagles player personnel executive T.J. McCreight began his
NFL career in 1997 as an East Coast area scout with the Ravens.
He worked with the organization for eight years, including his
final two (2003-04) as a national scout.

During the NFLs 2020 regular season, the Baltimore Ravens are
scheduled to play five primetime games, including two at home
and three on the road.

e Baltimore hosted the reigning Super Bowl champion Kansas
City Chiefs in Week 3 on Monday Night Football and will welcome
the Dallas Cowboys to Charm City for a Thursday night showdown
in Week 13.

*The Ravens’ primetime road games include a Sunday night battle at
New England (Week 10), a Thanksgiving night contest at Pittsburgh
(Week 12) and a Monday night tilt at Cleveland (Week 14).

* Baltimore plays four primetime games during a five-week span
(Weeks 10-14). This five-week slate includes three opponents
(at New England, vs. Tennessee and vs. Dallas) that all made the
playoffs during the 2019 season and two road divisional contests
(at Pittsburgh and at Cleveland).

e The Ravens will play three-straight primetime games from
Weeks 12-14: at Pittsburgh (Thanksgiving night), vs. Dallas
(Thursday night) and at Cleveland (Monday night).

* Baltimore has not played five primetime regular season games
since 2011, and 2020 marks just the second such instance in
franchise history.

* Prior to 2020, the Ravens last hosted a Monday Night Football
game in 2017 (vs. Houston). With the KC matchup, Baltimore has
now played at home on Monday night just three times since head
coach John Harbaugh’s 2008 arrival. (The Ravens have been
given 13 road Monday night games, including in 2020 on 12/14 at
Cleveland, during Harbaugh's 13-year tenure.)

* In primetime home games during the John Harbaugh Era (since
2008), Baltimore has posted a 14-2 record, winning 12 of its last 13
contests. The Ravens are 7-0 at home on Thursday Night Football
and 2-1 at home on Monday Night Football under Harbaugh.

¢ The Ravens’ 2020 radio team features Gerry Sandusky, with
former Ravens FB Femi Ayanbadejo and TE Dennis Pitta. (Each
will join Sandusky in the booth for eight games.) Sandusky, WBAL-

team, while Ayanbadejo and Pitta serve as color analysts.

(when in Baltimore). The network broadcasts each game with 30
affiliates spanning five states — Maryland, Delaware, Kentucky,
Pennsylvania and West Virginia — and Washington, D.C.

Games are called by
David Andrade and Gustavo Salazar, with Ximena Lugo-Latorre
serving as reporter and producer.

In a magnificent effort showcas-
ing thrilling performances by their
defense, offense and special teams
units, the Baltimore Ravens won
Super Bowl XXXV with a 34-7 vic-
tory over the New York Giants. Al-
lowing the Giants a meager 152
total net yards, New York's attack
crossed midfield just twice, while
Baltimore's “D” posted 4 INTs. LB
Ray Lewis was named the game’s
MVP, capping an accolade-filled
season in which he was also
tabbed the NFL's Defensive Player
of the Year.

Baltimore defeated San Francisco,
34-31, in Super Bowl XLVII,
capturing the franchise’s second
World Championship. After an
amazing first-half performance,
the Ravens took a commanding
28-6 lead. But following a bizarre,
34-minute power outage that halted
play, the 49ers stormed back into
contention. Clinging to a 34-29
edge late in the game, the Ravens
stood firm on a pivotal goal-line
stand, jamming SF on four-straight
plays inside the 7-yard line. QB Joe
Flacco was named the game’s MVP.

JACKSON IS A RECORD-SETTER

X Baltimore is 23-4 with Jackson as its starter. Since his first NFL
start (Week 11 of 2018), Jackson’s 23 regular season wins rank
as the most among all NFL starting QBs.

X Jackson is the fastest QB in league history (35 games) to reach
5,000 passing yards and 2,000 rushing yards.

X Jackson is the only QB in NFL history to produce at least 3,000
passing yards and 1,000 rushing yards in a single season (2019).
(He had 3,127 passing & 1,206 rushing yards.)

X Jackson (36/7) is the third QB in NFL history to produce at least
35 passing TDs & 7 rushing TDs in a season. Steve Young (35/7
in 1994) & Cam Newton (35/10 in 2015) also accomplished this
feat and won the NFL's MVP honor.

X Jackson was responsible for an NFL-best 43 total TDs (36
passing & 7 rushing) in 2019. His 36 TD passes led the NFL and
are the most in franchise single-season history.

X In his final eight games of 2019 (he sat out Week 17), Jackson
threw 25 TDs and 1 INT, completing 69.4% of his passes for 1,477
yards and a 130.3 rating. He had 630 rushing yards & 4 rush TDs.

X Jackson rushed for 1,206 yards in 2019, marking the most by a
quarterback in NFL single-season history.

X Jackson threw at least 4 TDs in an NFL-best four games in
2019. He also threw at least 3 TDs in an NFL-best eight games.

X In 2019's Week 15 win vs. NYJ, Jackson rushed for at least
85 yards while throwing for 5 TDs for the second time in his
career. (He also did this on 11/25/19 at LAR.) Cam Newton is the
only other player in NFL history to accomplish the 85 rushing
yards/5 passing TDs feat in a game, doing so in 2015.

X Jackson posted two perfect passer ratings in 2019 (at Cin.

X InWeeks 11 (vs. Hou) and 12 (at LAR), Jackson became the first
NFL player ever to throw at least 4 passing TDs and have at
least 50 yards rushing in back-to-back games.

X Jackson owns the NFL single-season record for most 100-yard
rushing games (5in 2019) by a quarterback.

X Jackson registered at least 60 rushing yards in nine-straight
games (4-12) in 2019, ranking as the most consecutive 60+
rushing outputs by a QB in NFL single-season history.

X In2019's Week 6 victory over Cincinnati, Jackson became the
first player ever to pass for 200 yards (236) and rush for 150
yards (152) in a regular season game. (Colin Kaepernick also
accomplished this feat in a 2013 playoff game.)

X In 2019's Week 2 win over Arizona, Jackson became the only
player in NFL history to throw for at least 250 yards and rush
for at least 120 yards in a regular season game.

X Inthe 2019 Divisional Playoff vs. Tennessee, Jackson hecame

GAME HIGHLIGHTS TEAM STATISTICS RAVENS WASHINGTON

e The Ravens won their eighth-straight away game, marking the NFL's longest
active streak. Baltimore has scored 33.6 ppg and allowed 15.4 ppg in these
victories. QB Lamar Jackson has thrown 18 TDs and just 5 INTs in these
eight road wins, producing a 112.7 passer rating.

e The Ravens successfully converted a fourth-and-9 fake punt in the second
quarter when P Sam Koch connected with WR Miles Boykin for a 15-yard
gain. (This led to a TD catch by TE Mark Andrews later on the drive.) Koch,
who is now 7-of-7 passing for 82 yards and a 115.5 career passer rating.

e (OB Lamar Jackson became the fastest QB in league history (35 games) to
reach 5,000 passing yards and 2,000 rushing yards. Additionally, Jackson's
50-yard TD run was the longest rushing score by a QB in the last five seasons.
(Marcus Mariota — 87 yards in 2015 — was the last with a longer one.)

o Vith CB Marlon Humphrey's FF and subsequent FR by CB Marcus Peters,
the Ravens forced a turnover in their 17th-consecutive game, marking the
second-longest stretch in team history.
