2015 Season in Review



Mike Tomlin Head Coach 

 

Mike Tomlin was named the 16th head coach in Pittsburgh Steelers history on January 
22, 2007. Hired at the age of 34, Tomlin became only the third head coach hired by the 
Steelers since 1969. 
  
Through nine seasons, Tomlin has accomplished many things that have never been done 
in the team’s storied history. His 92-52 regular-season record (.639) is the best start in 
franchise history, and he became the youngest head coach in NFL history to both coach 
in and win a Super Bowl when he led the Steelers to a 27-23 victory over the Arizona 
Cardinals in Super Bowl XLIII (26 years, 323 days). By winning the Super Bowl in only 
his second season as a head coach, he also became the fastest to win a Super Bowl title 
in Steelers history.  
 
Over the past three seasons, Tomlin has led the team to an 11-2 record in the month of 
December/January. 
 
In his nine years as head coach of the Steelers, Tomlin has led Pittsburgh to four AFC 
North titles, most recently in 2014, and has guided the Steelers to the playoffs six times, 
including two trips to the Super Bowl (XLIII and XLV). Tomlin has won at least five home 
games in each of his first nine years, including six at Heinz Field in 2015. 
 
Tomlin has sent a total of 36 selections to the NFL’s annual Pro Bowl, including three 
following the 2015 season. Additionally, Tomlin was appointed by Commissioner Roger 
Goodell to the NFL’s Competition Committee in March, 2013.  
 
Tomlin is one of only seven coaches in league history to win a Super Bowl within his first 
two seasons as an NFL head coach. Tomlin is the only head coach in Steelers history to 
lead the team to two Super Bowls in his first four seasons at the helm, including an 
appearance against the Green Bay Packers in Super Bowl XLV. He is one of only two 
Steelers head coaches to win three division titles in his first four seasons. 
  
Tomlin is very active in the community and was recognized, along with his wife Kiya, in 
February, 2013, by the Chuck Cooper Foundation with the Career Achievement in 
Leadership Diversity and Community Service Award. He has also been a spokesman for 
the Steelers’ and UPMC Sports Medicine’s “Don’t Hit the Head, Don’t Use the Head” 
program, which is in conjunction with USA Football’s Head’s Up program that promotes 
safety in all levels of football. Tomlin is also a member of the All-Pro Dad Team and serves 
as an honorary chair for the annual Extra Mile golf outing, which provides support for 
parochial elementary schools educating children of inner-city families. 
 
 
 
 
 



This past year, despite significant injuries to multiple starters, the Steelers finished with a 
10-6 record (2nd in the AFC North) and advanced to the Divisional Round of the playoffs 
following an 18-16 victory over the Cincinnati Bengals in the Wild Card game. The 
Steelers finished third in the NFL in total offense (1st in the AFC), while the defense posted 
48 sacks under first-year defensive coordinator Keith Butler. The 48 sacks were the third-
most in the NFL in 2015. 
 
Wide receiver Antonio Brown finished the 2015 season tied for the NFL lead with 136 
receptions and finished second with 1,834 receiving yards, both single-season records in 
team history, while being voted Team MVP. An Associated Press All-Pro first-team and 
Pro Bowl selection, Brown became the first player in NFL history with consecutive 125-
catch campaigns while recording a franchise record nine 100-yard games. 
 
Quarterback Ben Roethlisberger had another dynamic year in 2015, finishing first in the 
NFL in passing yards per game (328.2) and 350-yard passing games (six total). With a 
40-completion game in 2015, Roethlisberger became the first quarterback in NFL history 
to register two games with 40 or more completions. He eclipsed 3,500 yards for the third 
straight season and was selected to the Pro Bowl. 
 
In 2014, Tomlin, who has a defensive coaching background, orchestrated one of the top 
offensive outputs in team history in 2014. The Steelers broke numerous offensive records, 
including points scored (436), total yards (6,577), passing yards/game (301.6) and total 
first downs (379). 
 
On an individual basis in 2014, Tomlin guided Roethlisberger, Brown and running back 
Le’Veon Bell – whom all made the Pro Bowl – to record-setting years. Roethlisberger had 
personal bests in passing yards (4,952), completions (408) and passing TDs (32, T-2007), 
while Brown posted 129 receptions, 1,698 receiving yards and 13 receiving TDs. Bell, in 
his first full year as a starter, who was also named Team MVP, broke the Steelers’ records 
for scrimmage yards (2,215) as well as receptions (83) and receiving yards (854) by a 
running back. 
 
Arguably one of his best coaching performances may possibly have come in the second 
half of the 2013 season. Despite an 0-4 and 2-6 start to the season, the Steelers finished 
the regular season surging to a 6-2 second-half record, falling just short of the playoffs. 
However, he rallied the team despite numerous injuries on both sides of the ball, to stick 
together and finished second in the AFC North.  
 
In 2012, Tomlin led the Steelers to a 27-10 victory over the New York Jets in the home 
opener, becoming the first coach in team history to win his first six home openers. The 
Steelers finished the season with the top-ranked overall defense (275.8 yards/game) and 
finished first in passing defense (185.2 yards/game).  
 
 
 
 



In 2011, Tomlin led the Steelers to a 12-4 record, marking the second straight season the 
team posted 12 wins, which was only the second time in team history it had been 
achieved. The Steelers finished the season with the top-ranked total defense (271.8 ypg) 
and scoring defense (14.2 ppg). Pittsburgh posted a 7-1 record at home in 2011, for the 
second time in Tomlin’s career (2007). He also had five players (Roethlisberger, Mike 
Wallace, Maurkice Pouncey, Polamalu and Brown) selected to the Pro Bowl following the 
season.  
 
Tomlin’s seven road wins during the 2010 regular season tied a Steelers record 
previously set in 1978 and 2004. The Steelers finished second in total defense under 
Tomlin’s guidance in 2010, allowing only 276.8 yards per game. Pittsburgh led the NFL 
and set a team record in rushing defense, yielding only 62.8 yards per game (1,004 
yards), the third-best total in NFL history dating back to 1970. The Steelers also 
established an NFL record in 2010 by not allowing an opponent to rush for more than 75 
yards in any of their first eight games during the regular season.  
 
In all, the Steelers’ defense led the NFL in 2010 in rushing yards allowed (62.8 
yds./game), points allowed (232), touchdowns (22), quarterback sacks (48), rushing 
average (3.0), yards per play (4.5) and yards allowed on first down (4.08). It finished 
second in the league in passing average (6.31), turnover advantage (+14) and red-zone 
efficiency (40.0, tied).  
 
Under Tomlin, the Steelers broke new ground on offense in 2009. Pittsburgh’s offense 
ranked seventh in the NFL (ninth passing, 19th rushing) but became the first unit in team 
history to boast a 4,000-yard passer (Roethlisberger), two 1,000-yard receivers (Hines 
Ward, Santonio Holmes) and a 1,000-yard rusher (Rashard Mendenhall) in the same 
season. Pittsburgh’s defense ranked fifth in the NFL (third vs. run, 16th vs. pass) while 
leading the AFC and finishing one shy of the NFL lead with 47 quarterback sacks.  
 
The Steelers continued to be dominant at Heinz Field under Tomlin in 2009. Pittsburgh 
finished with a 6-2 home record after finishing 7-1 (2007) and 6-2 (2008) at home during 
Tomlin’s first two seasons.  
 
Tomlin finished the 2008 season with a 12-4 record and his second consecutive AFC 
North Division title, becoming the only Steelers head coach to win division crowns in each 
of his first two seasons. He also set a record with 22 regular-season wins in his first two 
years at the helm and is the only Steelers head coach to win at least 10 games in each 
of his first two seasons. Tomlin’s .688 winning percentage (22-10) after two years is the 
best in Steelers history. 
 
The Steelers’ defense was dominant under Tomlin’s guidance in 2008, leading the NFL 
in total defense (237.2), pass defense (156.9), points per game (13.9), total yards per 
play (3.9), rushing yards per attempt (3.3), passing yards per attempt (4.7) and third-down 
efficiency (31.4), while finishing second in rushing defense (80.3).  
 
 



Tomlin led the Steelers to a 10-6 record in 2007 and became just the second coach in 
team history to post a winning record, win a division title and earn a playoff berth in his 
inaugural season. Tomlin began his head coaching career by becoming only the second 
Steelers head coach to win his first three games. During 2007, the Steelers became just 
the fifth team in NFL history to win their first four home games by at least 20 points.  
 
Tomlin guided the Steelers to the NFL’s top-ranked defense in 2007, yielding only 266.4 
yards per game. The Steelers’ defense ranked third in the NFL against both the run (89.9 
avg.) and the pass (176.5 avg.), and also finished third in the league in total yards allowed 
per play (4.6). Pittsburgh’s defense led the NFL in passing yards per play (5.7) and first 
downs allowed per game (15.6), and finished second in the league in points allowed per 
game (16.8). 
 
The Steelers’ offense finished third in the NFL in rushing (135.5 avg.) during Tomlin’s first 
season, sparked by Willie Parker, who led the league in rushing before injuring his leg in 
Week 16. Roethlisberger enjoyed a record-setting season during Tomlin’s first year, 
establishing new team records for touchdown passes (32) and passer rating (104.1) while 
earning his first career Pro Bowl appearance.  
 
Tomlin was the NFL’s second-youngest head coach in 2007, and he became only the 
second Steelers’ coach in team history to win at least 10 games during his first year at 
the helm. The Steelers posted a 7-1 record at home in 2007 and were 5-1 in the AFC 
North (3-0 at home).  
 
Tomlin spent the 2006 season as the Minnesota Vikings’ defensive coordinator. That 
season, the Vikings ranked eighth in the NFL in total defense and first against the run 
while not allowing a 100-yard rusher the entire season.  
 
Tomlin was the defensive backs coach with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers from 2001-05. 
In 2002, Tomlin guided one of the most productive defensive backfields in the NFL, 
culminating with its performance in Super Bowl XXXVII. The secondary recorded four of 
the team’s five interceptions, returning two for touchdowns, to help Tampa Bay capture 
the franchise’s first Super Bowl title.  
 
Before joining Tampa Bay’s staff, Tomlin served two seasons as the defensive backs 
coach at the University of Cincinnati (1999-00). He took over a secondary that ranked 
111th in the nation in pass defense in 1998 and helped them improve to 61st overall in 
his first season. Under Tomlin’s direction in 2000, the Bearcats ranked eighth in the nation 
in interceptions as well as fourth nationally in total turnovers.  
 
Prior to joining the Cincinnati staff, Tomlin had a short stint on the coaching staff at 
Tennessee-Martin and then spent two seasons at Arkansas State, coaching wide 
receivers in 1997 before switching to defensive backs in 1998. Tomlin spent the 1996 
season as a graduate assistant at the University of Memphis, where he worked with the 
Tiger defensive backs and special teams units. He began his coaching career in 1995 as 
wide receivers coach at Virginia Military Institute.  
 



Tomlin was a three-year starter at wide receiver at William & Mary (1990-94) and finished 
his career with 101 receptions for 2,054 yards and 20 touchdown catches. A first-team 
All-Yankee Conference selection in 1994, he established a school record with a 20.2 
yards-per-catch average.

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Opening Statement: Good afternoon. This week starts a tremendous undertaking for us in 
assessing and evaluating all elements of our 2015 journey, and we do that on a lot of fronts: staff 
evaluations, player evaluations, schematic evaluations. We look at every aspect of our program 
over the course of a 12-month calendar that we just finished, whether that’s offseason strength 
training and conditioning, equipment, use of technology, etc. The longer I am on the job, the more 
respect I have for what we are just beginning to do, and the clearer I see it, in that it’s a 
tremendous part of what we do to evaluate what we’ve done, its effectiveness, its usefulness, and 
really to kind of sow the seeds and lay a foundation for 2016 in the midst of that. We have the 
emotions that we have coming off of our last performance, but at the same time, I pause at about 
just every portion of my day at every point in this thing because I realize some of the things that 
we are doing right now are extremely critical as we push forward towards 2016. That process has 
already begun. Kevin Colbert and myself are making plans regarding our travel to the Senior 
Bowl, reviewing draft eligible players and looking at free agency. There are a lot of lines in the 
water this time of year. There isn’t a lot of time to feel sorry for yourself. But such is life in our 
business. I am excited about that. I have a great deal of respect for that and an increasing and 
growing respect for that the longer I am on the job. But it’s also an opportunity for me to be 
reflective and thankful for a lot of things, our players. They aren’t a perfect group. None of us are 
perfect. But we have a good group of men. They are good men, first, who happen to be able to 
play football. I thought they just displayed that in so many ways over the course of the journey. 
The journey that is the season will stress you in a lot of ways, both individually and collectively. I 
just thought at just about every turn, I was proud of the manner in which our guys dealt with 
whatever adversity we faced or created. We acknowledge some of the adversity that you face 
you create over the course of the football journey. I really enjoyed the men, their professionalism, 
the selflessness, their willingness and their ability to put what we were doing ahead of and in front 
of maybe what they wanted to do. You don’t take that for granted. Obviously we have the 
tremendous support that we get from our ownership. Mr. Rooney, Art Rooney II and others, it’s as 
good as you hear. It doesn’t get any better than that. Colbert and the scouting department and 
the front-office folks, this journey was a stressful one for a lot of us. You guys documented a lot of 
the elements of it, unearthing talent at seemingly inconvenient times. That’s a part of it. We went 
through four kickers. The fourth one wasn’t bad. You have to tip your cap to the guys that support 
us in terms of the acquisition of talent and the continued evaluation of talent. It’s a big part of what 
we were able to do and a big part of what we do. The administrative staff and support staff, 
whether it’s the training staff, rehabilitation people or our medical teams, strength training and 
conditioning or equipment, we just have a really selfless bunch. I think it gives us a winning edge. 
I think you have to search for as many ways as you can to find a winning edge in the midst of 
what is a very competitive business. To have people that are willing and capable of putting their 
hands in the pile and doing whatever they can do to help us makes it an easier journey for us. We 
have those types of people here at the Steelers. What can I say about Steelers Nation? There are 
moments where you sit back and think about elements of the journey. Some of them are 
seemingly significant. Some of them, maybe they are only significant to you. But there were a lot 
of elements of this journey where you think about the support we have from our unique fan base 
and the level of appreciation we have for them. It was on display in so many instances. Who 
could forget that San Diego trip? That seems like years ago as I sit here today. But it will be 
probably one of those things that I remember most about this past season, the type of support 
that we had from Steelers Nation in San Diego was amazing. And boy, did we need it. We went 
the length of the field at the end with Mike Vick, who was our third or fourth quarterback at that 
point, and to do it in that environment with the presence of Steelers Nation in that environment. 
That had a lot to do with some of the things we were able to do, not only that night, and I cite that 
night as an example, but we don’t take that for granted. We appreciate it. It inspires us. Now we 
turn to the things on the horizon. Like I mentioned, we are just beginning the process of 
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acknowledging some of the things we desire to do in free agency and or the draft. Nothing is 
going to change in terms of how we go about our business. We recognize the things we think are 
needs for us in 2016. We have several ways of addressing them, whether it’s through free agency 
and/or the draft. Our intentions or our flight plan hasn’t changed in that regard. We have a lot of 
men who are on the market. We will prioritize those guys and work to do a great job of 
communicating with those guys and let that business run its course. Then we have the draft 
preparation, coming alongside Kevin and the scouting department staff and coaches, and trying 
to come up to speed with the work they’ve bene doing since the summer, just growing and 
communicating in that area in terms of the things we value and the things we are trying to put 
together. We are excited about getting started with that. We have a few health things to talk 
about. Guys with existing health issues, I have a brief synopsis on some of those guys. Maurkice 
Pouncey is doing great. All of the guys that have experienced surgeries, whether major or minor 
over the course of the season appear to be progressing well. There’s no negative news in 
regards to their potential availability whenever that might be at the start of 2016. Le’Veon Bell is 
doing well. I saw him yesterday. Senquez Golson, Cortez Allen, Shaun Suisham, Kelvin 
Beachum, Mike Adams, Roosevelt Nix have all gotten good and positive reports. We do have 
some surgeries on the horizon. I will outline some of those, the ones that we are certain of as we 
sit here today. Mike Mitchell has to get his left shoulder cleaned up. He will do so the first of next 
week. We are looking at probably four months there. Jordan Berry, same thing with his right 
shoulder. He is getting that done on Friday. He is looking at four months. Ryan Shazier and Matt 
Spaeth are both getting their knees scoped. We are talking about weeks, potentially. David 
DeCastro and Marcus Gilbert are both getting their ankles scoped, talking about weeks there. We 
have a few mangled fingers and so forth that need to be fixed, Terence Garvin and a few others. I 
am not getting into those details. Those are the guys with the surgeries that are scheduled as we 
sit here today. There are still more MRIs and medical evaluations that need to be done. Maybe 
that list grows, but that’s a pretty comprehensive list. But more importantly than anything else, as 
I sit here today, it’s really time to start anew. Our experiences of 2015 are our experiences of 
2015. We all learn from it. We all hopefully grow from it. But by no means does it carry over into 
next year. It carries over in the men in terms of the experience and the understanding that they 
bring to the journey, but I am excited about starting the next one anew. Part of that process is 
doing a really good job of evaluating what just happened to us. That’s what we are starting to do 
now.  
 
Re: On making it further in the playoffs than last year: 
Again, like I just said, our experiences in ’15 are just that, our experiences in ’15. I’m not seeking 
comfort, in terms of what happened to us this year, relative to next year. We got to lay a good 
foundation to chase our hopes and dreams for ’16, and I don’t go in it with any preconceived 
notions, based on what transpired with us this year. 
 
Re: On if Antonio Brown still has to pass the concussion protocol now that the season is 
over: 
I’m sure he does, but I’m sure that the sand in the hour glass is less of an issue. 
 
Re: On if DeAngelo Williams needs surgery: 
He does not.  
 
Re: On if he’s confident Cortez Allen can still be an impact player and if so, what leads him 
to believe that: 
I’m not. We’ll see. 
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Is he in the plans for next season? 
Again, we’re just at the very beginning stages of assessing what transpired with us. Not only him, 
but all of us and what we need to do, in terms of mapping out a plan moving forward. And we 
hadn’t done that yet. We are at the very infancy of that. I can’t get into plans. It wouldn’t be 
appropriate or probably right at this point. 
 
Re: On Jarvis Jones this season: 
I thought he took some steps. It is a big offseason for him. It’s a big offseason for all of us. I just 
think about the guys this is probably a big offseason for when you said that, and it’s all of them. 
That’s the nature of this business that we’re in and those are some of the things I’m trying to relay 
to these guys as they exit. About the moment you exhale, that’s when you’re out of this thing. It’s 
a big offseason for him, it’s a big offseason for all of them. 
 
Re: On if the defense made the strides he hoped they would make: 
I thought we were continually a group on the rise. That’s what you hope for. I expect those guys 
to play great defense. They’ve got talent. We’re going to work to put them in position to be 
successful. Not successful enough to reach our hopes and dreams, obviously, in ’15. But, we laid 
a good foundation, hopefully, as we move forward and start this process and know that we’re 
better because of the collective experiences that we shared in ’15. 
 
Re: On the next steps for that group: 
Evaluate the schematics of it, to look at the cut-ups, to look at what we asked those guys to do. 
For those guys to take the necessary period of time to restore their bodies, that’s an element of 
this equation. If you play 1,100-1,200 snaps, you need a few weeks for your soft tissues and so 
forth to recover. Again, we got a bunch of lines in the water. We’re just at the very beginning of 
the process, but when you really think about it, it’s a really exciting one.  
 
Re: On having a rotation on the defensive line: 
If guys prove that they are capable, I have no problem playing a lot of people. But, I’m not going 
to play people that aren’t.  
 
Was Maurkice Pouncey ever close to returning? 
It depends on how you define “close.” We never had a real serious conversation about it, if that’s 
what you’re asking. 
 
Re: On what he learned about Martavis Bryant in the playoffs: 
Nothing that I didn’t already know.  
 
In addition to schematics when you evaluate the defensive backs, how much do you 
evaluate defensive character? 
You got to assess those things, because those things are as much a part of the game as blocking 
and tackling. They’re very difficult to measure. Oftentimes, you gather experience of information 
in that regard, through what we just went through. So, no question that you assess some of those 
things, how people deal with adversity, how are they in the midst of it, are they their best selves, 
are we individually and collectively strong enough to meet the challenges that the game or the 
journey presents to us? That’s very much a part of the evaluation process.  
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Re: On what an exit interview entails and if it consists of him and a position coach with a 
player: 
It depends on the player. But, there are multiple exit interviews. I require all our guys to exit with 
their position coaches. I meet with people individually. That’s just how I prefer to do it. One-one-
one gives us the opportunity to speak in truth and assess what happened. And equally as 
important, just lay the beginning stages of what has to transpire for that individual that I’m talking 
to as we begin ’16, from my perspective. 
 
Re: On evaluating his performance: 
I don’t. It usually happens in the midst of looking at all that is us, because my job is to create an 
environment where we can be successful individually and collectively. When we’re not, then I 
have to assess how I create that environment. I don’t have a list of things that I need to do on a 
day-to-day basis and things that I check off. I approach my job in that I’m going to create an 
environment that everybody else can check their list off. And that they can be and do everything 
that they dream of being and doing. So, I’ve always approached it that way, I’m going to be 
unchanged in that area. In the midst of looking at all that we do and all that everybody does within 
it, I am evaluating what it is that I do, because that’s how I view my job. 
 
Re: On how he feels about the 2015 season: 
I’m disappointed and that’s just an honest answer. I think we all are. We appreciate the support 
that we get from others, the acknowledgment of the fight and all of that. But, we go into the 
journey with that understanding, that it’s going to be difficult, that’s it’s going to be a fight, that a 
fight is going to be required. We appreciate the support but at the same time we set out to be 
world champion. That was our goal. We meant it. It’s not us this year, so there’s disappointment 
associated with that. 
 
Re: On what Keith Butler did schematically: 
We’re all limited schematically, in terms of what we want to do. I think anybody that’s an architect 
of football schematics, you have what you want to do, a vision of what you want to do, and then 
you have the reality. And the reality is usually associated with the abilities of the players that you 
have, the amount of time, or your ability to teach and the way that your opponent stresses you. 
So, there are a lot of things that limit what you probably envisioned doing schematically. That’s 
just been my experience in this thing.  
 
How did he (Butler) do? 
I was impressed with his work. I was impressed with the work of everyone, to be honest with you. 
I hadn’t started the details of evaluating performances. I’m just giving you a knee-jerk reaction 
when I say that. I thought he did an excellent job, I though everyone did an excellent job. 
 
Re: On if he wants everybody on his staff back: 
I do. 
 
Re: On how the selflessness of the team develops.  
Culturally. I try to create an environment where that’s welcomed, where that’s encouraged and 
ultimately, the payers make it real with the veteran leadership. The guys just being their best 
selves, encouraging and uplifting one another, having a can-do attitude on a day-to-day basis. 
Everybody takes ownership of creating that and it’s something that everyone has a part in.  
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Re: On Ben Roethlisberger’s injuries and if he needs to reinforce him getting the ball off 
sooner: 
Injuries happen, it’s a part of the game. I hadn’t begun to assess it in that way. I’m pleased with 
what Ben gave us this year. 
 
Re: On if Cody Wallace can be a guard if Ramon Foster is lost in free agency: 
I’m open to any mix that will put the very best men on the field that will allow us to win. Whether 
it’s the line or the secondary or the linebacker corps, I’d say yes to any of those possibilities. I’m 
sure you could present a million of them and I’d agree.  
 
Re: On Senquez Golson’s injury and looking ahead to his 2016: 
I’ll expect him to perform like a second-year guy. Not because he’s played, but because he’s 
been here. He’s no different than anybody that sustains an injury in their rookie year. I’m very 
upfront about what I expect from him. I expect him to come back and perform like a guy that’s 
been a part of us—and he has. He hadn’t played, but he’s been a part of us. He’s been in our 
environment, he understands what we expect, he understands how we work, and he’s had a 
chance to grow from a football-intellect standpoint. All of those things should show up in his play 
as we begin ’16. 
 
Re: On if Kelvin Beachum is capable of playing guard: 
Beachum has played guard and center in the past. He’s a smart, talented, driven guy. There 
would be very little that I’d say he couldn’t do, in terms of offensive line play. 
 
Re: On if James Harrison gave him any indication about what he was thinking for next year 
in his exit interview: 
You think I had an exit interview with James Harrison [Joking]? We’ll get to some of that. James 
is a unique animal, an animal that we got a lot of respect for and enjoy. I’m sure we’ll have time to 
have those conversations formally and informally.  
 
Re: On if any teams have asked permission to speak to anybody on the coaching staff: 
No. 
 
Re: On his thoughts on the team going forward: 
I’m optimistic and encouraged, but I always am—you guys know that.  
 
Re: On if Jarvis Jones has turned out to be a different kind of player than he thought: 
He’s what we thought. Some of the things he does, we saw on tape. He wasn’t a tough evaluation 
because he played in a scheme that very much did the things that we ask him to do. He’s a 
young guy that’s evolving as a player. It’s good that he was able to go over the course of the 
journey this year without sustaining a major injury and missing bulk of time, in terms of dealing 
with things of that nature. His arrow is pointed up, but it needs to be. He’s a disruptive guy, and 
he’s good at stopping the run. He’s growing and evolving in all areas. But we expect him to.  
 
Re: On Bud Dupree’s season: 
There were some things to build up. There are some things that he could have done better. I’m 
excited about watching him put together a foundation for a sophomore campaign.  
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Re: On if Doran Grant playing safety is part of his consideration this offseason: 
He may be. Again, we’re just at the infancy of this thing. I hadn’t gotten into any strong 
consideration specifically about division of labor and things of that nature.  
 
Re: On how he approaches his situation at kicker: 
Two very capable kickers is a good problem to have.  
 
Re: On if there is any parallel to draw in the development of Sammie Coates with Martavis 
Bryant: 
I’m not looking to draw comparisons. There probably are, if you’re looking. But they’re two 
different people. I like what Sammie has done. Sammie has grown a lot, has been challenged a 
lot, it’s probably more than he anticipated. I thought that he did a nice job of adjusting on the fly, I 
thought he got into shape on the fly. Oftentimes, he and I were just laughing about it yesterday, 
the rookies come in every year and think they’re in great shape. They think they’re in the best 
shape of their lives and they’re not in good enough shape. The ones that are smart, they figure it 
out at some point during their journey and they start to acknowledge it. He did and made 
necessary adjustments and worked and the fruit of that labor turned up on the practice field. It 
was just good for him that it was able to turn up in the stadium some. Hopefully, that’s a 
springboard for improvement as we move forward. I know that he’s been an arrow pointed up guy 
for us, particularly over the second half of the season. And what he was able to do in the stadium 
positively last Sunday wasn’t a surprise, I don’t think, to any of us based on what we’ve been 
looking at in recent weeks from a practice standpoint. 
 
Re: On how his communication with people in scouting evolves during the offseason: 
We got a hardcore plan. We’re always open to doing things better. It starts, I think, first and 
foremost with our time together and communicating. Kevin and I, right about now, start spending 
a lot of time together. Whether it’s here in town or traveling. We enjoy that because this is our job 
and our hobby. The acquisition of talent, the evaluation of talent—it’s the lifeblood of what we do. 
We happen to enjoy it and so we start the process of building. But, it’s ever-changing, because 
we’re always trying to figure out how to do it better—more efficiently, cleaner, more predictably. 
So, this year will be no different, I’m sure.  
 
Re: On Shamarko Thomas:  
I thought he did a good job, particularly as a core special teams player. He’s still evolving as a 
defender, he’s still working to prove himself in that area. I like his work. I don’t think it’s from a 
lack of effort, it just hasn’t come together for him yet. We’ll continue to work with him. In the 
meanwhile, we’ll continue to appreciate the contributions that he provides as a core member of 
our special teams unit.  
 
Re: On if he would like to have Bruce Gradkowski back: 
He’s a free agent. I had an exit meeting with him. I like Bruce. I think more than anything, it’s 
about him getting a level of health and functionality before we have any of those conversations. 
We will at the appropriate time.  
 
Re: On if Landry Jones did enough for him to feel comfortable with him as the backup 
quarterback moving forward: 
It depends on what comfortable is.  
 
When you define that stuff, is he the backup moving forward? 
It depends. It depends on what our options are. 
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Re: Antwaan Randle El’s comments about health after football: 
I don’t know what you’re referring to, so it would be difficult for me to comment on. We do what’s 
appropriate and then some, regarding what our guys need to do to take care of themselves 
formally and informally. 
 
Continued: 
I’m not going to comment on something that I’m unaware of, that I’m getting reports of from you.  
 
Re: On what makes Payton Manning so great pre-snap: 
I’m sure they’re better equip to answer that than I am. He’s extremely smart, he’s very 
experienced, all of those things come together and they give him the latitude to utilize that 
knowledge and experience. And it’s a formidable challenge. 
 
Re: On Manning seeing blitzes last week: 
Not just that game, probably every game he’s played the last 15 years.  
 
Re: On Ryan Shazier: 
I don’t have any concern about the overall trajectory of Ryan’s career. He’s a talented young guy. 
When available, he works hard and he’s gotten better. I expect that to continue.  
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BETTIS TO HALL OF FAME
 Former Pittsburgh Steelers RB 
Jerome Bettis was honored for his 
illustrious career as one of the NFL’s 
most prolific running backs as he 
was elected to the Pro Football Hall 
of Fame Class of 2015, and was en-
shrined on Saturday, August 8, at Tom 
Benson Hall of Fame Stadium.
 He was honored during the team’s 
Thursday Night Football game in 
Week 4 against Baltimore during a special ring ceremony.
 Bettis played in 192 regular-season games in his 13-year career, 
spending his fi rst three years with the Los Angeles/St. Louis Rams 
and the fi nal 10 with the Steelers. The Detroit native registered the 
sixth-most rushing yards (13,662) in NFL history. Bettis eclipsed the 
100-yard rushing mark in 61 games during the regular season and 
three times in the postseason, compiling a 47-17 record in those 
contests. 
 He recorded 78 rushing touchdowns as a member of the Steel-
ers during the regular season, the second-most in franchise history 
behind Hall of Famer Franco Harris (91). In all, Bettis led his team 
in rushing 11 seasons, three with the Rams and eight with the Steel-
ers. His eight 1,000-plus yard seasons tied for third-best in the NFL 
when he retired.
 Bettis was named to six Pro Bowls, voted fi rst team All-Pro twice, 
second team All-Pro once and was the NFL’s Comeback Player of 
the Year in 1996. In 10 years in Pittsburgh, Bettis helped the Steel-
ers reach four AFC Championship games and win Super Bowl XL in 
2005, fi nishing his career with a victory over the Seattle Seahawks. 
Before he came to Pittsburgh in 1996 and recorded 1,431 rushing 
yards in his fi rst season, the Steelers had only one 1,000+ yard 
rusher in the previous 12 seasons.

TENTH ANNIVERSARY OF SUPER BOWL XL
 The Pittsburgh Steelers cel-
ebrated the 10th anniversary of its 
Super Bowl XL victory during Week 
10 of the 2015 season.
 On Saturday, Nov. 14, 2015, 
the Alumni Weekend Dinner Heinz 
Field highlighted the Super Bowl XL 
team. The annual event benefi tted 
the UPMC Sports Medicine Concussion Program and Cancer Caring 
Center.
 At halftime of the Steelers’ game the following day against the 
Cleveland Browns at Heinz Field, members of the Super Bowl XL 
championship team were introduced on the stadium fi eld and rec-
nognized for their achievement in capturing the team’s fi fth of six 
Lombardi trophies.

SUPER BOWL 50 CELEBRATION
 The 2015 season marked a year-long celebration of the Super 
Bowl to commemorate Super Bowl 50, which will be played on 
Sunday, February 7, 2016 at Levi’s Stadium in Santa Clara, Calif.
 The “On the Fifty” platform is designed to link the past 49 Super 
Bowls with this year’s game and honor the teams, players, coaches, 
fans and communities that have been a part of those games.
 The 2015 NFL regular-season schedule features 19 Super Bowl 
rematches - three of which features the Steelers.

 The Steelers’ fi rst Super Bowl 
rematch of the 2015 season came 
in Week 3, when the team faced 
the Rams in St. Louis - a rematch 
of Super Bowl XIV in which Pitts-
burgh defeated the then Los 
Angeles Rams, 31-19, at the Rose Bowl in Pasadena, Calif.

 
In Week 6, Pittsburgh hosted 
the Arizona Cardinals at 
Heinz Field, pitting the two 
Super Bowl XLIII partici-
pants against one another. At 
Raymond James Stadium 
in Tampa, Fla., the Steelers 
were victorious over the Car-
dinals, 27-23.

 
The team’s third Super Bowl 
rematch of 2015 took place in 
Week 12 when the Steelers 
faced the Seattle Seahawks in 
a road game. The two teams 
faced off in Super Bowl XL in 
Detroit, Mich., resulting in a 21-
10 win for Pittsburgh.

 Pittsburgh also faced the Minnesota Vikings in the 2015 NFL/Hall 
of Fame Game - the two contestants played in Super Bowl IX.

• In 2005, the Steelers became the fi rst No. 6 seed in NFL history 
to win the Super Bowl. Since then two other Wild Card teams 
have gone on to win the Super Bowl (’10 Green Bay, sixth seed 
and ’07 Giants, fi fth seed).

• Pittsburgh has played in 57 playoff games, which is second 
all-time behind Dallas (60). 

• The Steelers have won 10 of their last 14 postseason games.

• Pittsburgh is 7-3 all-time in the postseason at Heinz Field since 
the stadium opened in 2001, including winning four of their 
previous fi ve.

• The Steelers won the AFC Central title a team-record six 
consecutive seasons from 1974-79. They also won four 
consecutive division titles from 1994-97.

• The Steelers won a team-record seven consecutive postseason 
games, including two Super Bowls (IX and X), from Dec. 
22, 1974 through Dec. 19, 1976. They won six consecutive 
postseason games from Dec. 30, 1978 through Jan. 20, 1980, 
including victories in Super Bowls XIII and XIV.

• The Steelers have been shut out only once in the postseason, 
during the 1947 Eastern Division Playoff game, Dec. 21, 1947, 
versus the Philadelphia Eagles. The Steelers and Eagles 
fi nished that season with 8-4 records and tied for fi rst place in 
the Eastern Division. In those days, there was only one NFL 
Championship Game, so the two Pennsylvania neighbors 
squared off for the right to face the Chicago Cardinals in 
the Championship Game. The Eagles won, 21-0, but lost in 
the Championship Game, 28-21, to the Cardinals, the same 
franchise the Steelers faced in Super Bowl XLIII.

• The Steelers record for fewest points allowed in a playoff game 
is fi ve, during a 34-5 win in the 1978 AFC Championship Game 
versus the Houston Oilers at Three Rivers Stadium, on Jan. 7, 
1979.  The Steelers allowed a team-high 45 points during a 45-
28 AFC Championship Game road loss to the Miami Dolphins 
on Jan. 6, 1985.

• Pittsburgh has faced 22 different teams in the postseason 
and has a winning record against 12 of those opponents. The 
Steelers have split their postseason contests with one team and 
have a losing record versus nine teams.

 
 Pittsburgh’s most recent playoff game - an overtime loss at Denver  
in the 2011 Wild Card - was the team’s fi fth overtime postseason 
game in franchise history.
 The Steelers are 2-3 in those contests (1-3 on the road), with all 
games being decided by six points (except for the Broncos game). All 
three of the Steelers’ overtime losses have come on the road.

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VICK LEADS TEAM TO COMEBACK
QB Mike Vick Vick led Pittsburgh to a fourth-quarter comeback 

and game-winning drive on Monday Night Football in Week 5 at 
San Diego in 2015 in the team’s 24-20 win over the Chargers. He 
connected with WR Markus Wheaton for a 72-yard touchdown and 
fi nished the game with 203 passing yards on 13-of-26 passing with 
a touchdown and interception for a passer rating of 73.1. 

The come-from-behind win marked Vick’s 14th fourth-quarter 
comeback and 15th game-winning drive of his NFL career and fi rst 
since Sept. 30, 2012 while with Philadelphia.

Vick made his fi rst start with the Steelers in Week 4 vs. Baltimore 
due to an injury to QB Ben Roethlisberger. In his Pittsburgh starting 
debut, he completed 19-of-26 passes for 124 yards and a touchdown 
for a passer rating of 95.7 

Vick joined the Steelers as a free agent on August 25 and is in his 
15th NFL season after being selected with the fi rst overall selection 
by the Atlanta Falcons in the 2001 NFL Draft and remained with the 
Falcons through 2006. He was signed by the Philadelphia Eagles 
in 2009 and spent fi ve years with the Eagles before joining the New 
York Jets in 2014.

In his NFL career, Vick has appeared in 143 games (114 starts) 
and completed 1,807-of-3,217 passes for 22,464 yards with 133 
touchdowns and added 6,109 rushing yards - the most rushing yards 
by an NFL quarterback in league history - and 36 rushing touchdowns 
on 873 rushing attempts. Vick, a four-time Pro Bowl selection, also 
earned NFL Comeback Player of the Year accolades in 2010.

JONES’ DEBUT FOR THE AGES
QB Landry Jones led the Steelers to a 25-13 come-from-behind 

victory in Week 6 vs. Arizona in 2015 after entering the game and 
seeing regular-season action for the fi rst time in his NFL career.

In Week 9 vs. Oakland in 2015, Jones entered the game in relief of 
injured QB Ben Roethlisberger in the fourth quarter and completed 
4-of-6 passes for 79 yards, including a 57-yarder to WR Antonio 
Brown to set up the game-winning fi eld goal.

Jones made his fi rst career home start in the regular season in 
Week 10 vs. Cleveland in 2015 and completed 3-of-4 passes for 
23 yards before leaving the game in the fi rst quarter due to injury.

He became the eighth Steelers quarterback in the Super Bowl era 
to earn a win in his fi rst career home start.

• Recorded a sack in back-to-back games in Week 14 at Cincin-
nati and Week 15 vs. Denver, increasing his team-lead total 
to seven.

HEYWARD EMERGES IN 2015 HARRISON RETURNS

 LB James Harrison, who announced his retirement on 
September 5, 2014 returned to the Steelers for a 12th season in 
the NFL in 2014 (11th with Pittsburgh: 2002, 2004-12 and 2013 with 
Cincinnati) and re-signed with the franchise on March 22, 2015.
 Harrison recorded 5.0 sacks in 2015 - the eighth five-sack 
season of his NFL career - to go along with 40 tackles (27 solo), an 
interceptions, eight tackles for losses, four passes defensed and two 
forced fumbles.
 Harrison posted his fi rst sack of the 2015 season in Week 4, 
bringing down Ravens QB Joe Flacco and added a sack and forced 
fumble vs. Arizona in Week 6.
 Against Indianapolis in Week 13, Harrison was credited with 3.0 
sacks and a forced fumble - the sixth regular-season game of his 
career with three or more quarterback takedowns.
 His multi-sack game vs. the Colts was his 18th with the Steelers, 
establishing a new team record, while increasing his sack totals to 
74.5 with the Steelers  and 76.5 in his NFL career.

Jones led the Steelers on a six-play, 77-yard drive on 
Pittsburgh’s next possession that he capped off with a 
19-yard touchdown pass to WR Martavis Bryant. Bo-
swell made a 36-yard field goal early in the fourth quar-
ter to cut the lead to 16-13.

But on the Chiefs’ next drive, Smith led the team 84 
yards on eight plays that he capped off with the six-
yard touchdown to Conley.

McMa-
nus’ 51-yard field goal as time expired in the first half cut 
Pittsburgh’s lead to 10-9 at the break.

Teams exchanged field goals in the third quarter, and the 
Steelers led 13-12 heading into the final period. Pittsburgh 
traveled to Denver’s 34-yard line early in the fourth quarter, 
but CB Bradley Roby forced a fumble on Toussaint that was 
recovered by DE DeMarcus Ware.

QB Peyton Manning then led Denver on a 13-play drive 
that was capped off by RB C.J. Anderson’s one-yard run. 
After a successful two-point conversion, Denver led 20-13.

The Broncos held the Steelers on fourth down. McManus 
made a 45-yard field goal to extend Denver’s lead to 23-
13. Boswell made a 47-yard field goal with 19 seconds re-
maining in the game to cut the lead to 23-16 but Pittsburgh’s 
onside kick attempt was recovered by Denver, ending the 
game.

PHILADELPHIA — The Eagles of coach Earle (Greasy) Neale 
were on the rise, destined to play the next three NFL title games, 
whereas Jock Sutherland’s Steelers—the last of the Single-Wing 
offenses to make the playoffs—would have only one winning season 
in the next decade and that is how each played.

The Eagles capitalized early on a Pittsburgh error. Pete Pihos 
blocked a punt by Bob Cifers, and the Eagles gained possession at 
the Steelers’ 14. Two plays later, Tommy Thompson threw a 15-yard 
touchdown pass to Steve Van Buren. The next period, Thompson 
went to the air again and found Jack Ferrante for 28 yards and a 
score that made it 14-0.

In the third quarter, the punting game again got the Steelers into 
trouble.  Cifers outkicked his coverage and Bosh Pritchard wound 
his way through the Pittsburgh defense, going 79 yards for the final 
score.

Going into the game the Steelers were torn by controversy. The 
players demanded an extra paycheck for the playoff. Although they 
got their money, they outraged their coach Jock Sutherland, who 
proceeded to hold his pre-game practices outdoors in the snow 
and ice.

MIAMI — The Steelers and Lions met in the third game of what 
was known as the Playoff Bowl. From 1960-66, the Playoff Bowl was 
played in Miami, Fla., consisting of the runners-up in each division. 
Detroit won its third consecutive Playoff Bowl, a 17-10 victory over 
the Steelers.

In what was a very physical game, the Steelers lost three key 
starters throughout the game. Halfback Willie Daniel sustained a 
concussion and a broken jaw, eventual Hall-of-Fame fullback John 
Henry Johnson left the game with a concussion, and tackle Dan 
James fractured his leg.

The Lions had the only scoring opportunity of the first quarter, 
however, a Wayne Walker 27-yard field goal attempt was wide left.  
He had a second chance in the second quarter and connected to 
give the Lions a 3-0 lead. The Steelers answered with a five-yard 
touchdown run by Dick Hoak, giving them a 7-3 lead.  Detroit scored 
on their following drive thanks to a 20-yard pass from Milt Plum to 
Ken Webb, to give the Lions a 10-7 lead at halftime.

The Steelers tied the game halfway through the third quarter when 
Lou Michaels kicked a 40-yard field goal.

Detroit clinched the game with an 80-yard, four-play drive. Plum 
hit Dan Lewis for a gain of 73 yards. Then Ken Webb clinched the 
victory for the Lions with a three-yard touchdown run.  

Bobby Layne replaced Ed Brown at quarterback with 7:46 
remaining in the game and almost completed a Steelers’ comeback. 
However, his effort fell short. Layne did complete 4-of-8 passes for 
69 yards and one interception.

Down to their last play, the Steelers were 60 yards from the 
Oakland goal when rookie Franco Harris made an incredible shoe-
top catch off a ricocheted pass and ran 42 yards for the TD. 

The dispute on the game-winning play centered on whether the 
flight of the ball was altered by the contact of Oakland’s Jack Tatum 
or the Steelers’ John “Frenchy” Fuqua.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers’ offense took the pressure off their 
defensive teammates early by exploding for four second-quarter 
touchdowns as Terry Bradshaw played one of the finest games of 
his pro career.

Trailing 7-3 after young Joe Ferguson led the Bills on a well-
executed 56-yard drive, the Steelers went ahead for good when 
Bradshaw connected with Rocky Bleier for a 27-yard scoring toss. 
Before the halftime intermission, Franco Harris ripped off three 
touchdown runs in less than five minutes to tie an NFL record and 
put the game out of Buffalo’s reach.  

Harris’ middle score was set up by Lynn Swann’s sensational diving 
catch on the Buffalo four-yard line that was the game’s biggest play 
and probably the turning point.  

The game’s most crucial turnover, a Jim Braxton fumble after he 
had run 30 yards into Steelers’ territory, preceded that Pittsburgh 
series.  

The big halftime margin forced the Bills out of their normal ball-
control offense and Ferguson was greatly handicapped as he threw 
15 times in the second half against a stacked defense. While Buffalo 
played catch-up, the Steelers were content to run the ball. Bradshaw 
threw just five times in the final half.

Playing without regular quarterback Bert Jones, the Colts used 
a Lloyd Mumphord interception to tie the game on Marty Domres’ 
pass to Glenn Doughty.  

Another turnover, one of four by the Steelers, a fumble by Harris 
at his own 19, gave the Colts a field goal and their only lead of the 
game. Three minutes later Blount made his steal and Bleier scored 
standing up on the first play.  

The Pittsburgh defense stiffened, holding the Colts without a first 
down on their next three possessions. The Steelers put it out of 
reach with Terry Bradshaw’s gutty two-yard touchdown run which 
capped a 39-yard drive.  

Then Andy Russell scored on a record 93-yard fumble return 
following a Ham sacking of Jones who had returned at the start of 
the final quarter.

Another Oakland fumble, which Jack Lambert grabbed for his third 
recovery of the game on the Oakland 25, set up the final Steelers 
score. While the Steelers were running out the clock, Harris fumbled 
and the Raiders quickly moved into position for a 41-yard field goal. 
The Steelers committed their third fumble in the final five minutes 
of the game on the ensuing onside kickoff but time ran out on the 
Raiders.

Terry Bradshaw played the finest game of his career, setting 
then-personal highs by completing 78 percent of his passes for 
three touchdowns.  

The Steelers scored five of the first six times they had the ball and 
their 17-point second quarter sealed the victory.  

First-half interceptions by Mike Wagner and Glen Edwards and 
five quarterback sacks, two by Andy Russell on successive plays, 
paced the defense.  

However, the victory was a very costly one, which would take its 
toll one week later.  

Both Franco Harris and Rocky Bleier suffered injuries which 
sidelined them for the AFC title game.  Harris was hurt early in the 
third quarter after rushing for 132 yards. Frenchy Fuqua and Reggie 
Harrison picked up the slack, making large contributions rushing 
and receiving.

OAKLAND, Calif. — The Steelers and Raiders met for a fifth 
straight year in the playoffs and third season in a row for the AFC title.

The Raiders ended the Steelers seven-game postseason winning 
streak with a surprisingly strong running game and the timely passing 
of Ken Stabler, which they parlayed with a tenacious defense onto 
a 24-7 victory.

Oakland grabbed a 10-point lead on a pair of Steelers’ errors. A 
partially blocked punt led to a field goal and an interception on a 
deflection that was returned to the one yard-line set up a touchdown.  

Forced to throw because of injuries to Franco Harris and Rocky 
Bleier, neither of whom played, the Steelers fought back and on their 
next possession and went 75 yards with all but 16 coming through 
the air. However, the Raiders matched it by storming 69 yards to 
score with 23 seconds left in the half.

After their 63-yard scoring drive in the third quarter, the Raiders 
were content to play conservatively while the desperate Steelers 
were forced to play catch-up, something they were unable to do 
this day.

DENVER — Making the same mistakes that typified their play 
during the regular season, the Steelers were eliminated in the 
opening round of the playoffs for the first time since 1973, losing to 
Denver 34-21.

Pittsburgh lost the football on four turnovers plus a blocked punt, 
which accounted for 24 of Denver’s points. The blocked punt and 
a Franco Harris fumble set up short scoring drives of 17 and 10 
yards which kept the Broncos in the game in the first half when the 
Steelers held a 183-44 edge in offensive yardage.  Both Steelers 
touchdowns came on long, time-consuming drives in the second 
quarter as Harris ran for 82 yards in the first half with 60 of them 
coming during the two scoring efforts.

In the second half, the Steelers deserted their productive running 
game and rushed the ball just nine times with Harris getting it five 
times after carrying on 23 occasions in the initial 30 minutes. They 
were outgained by Denver, 214-121.  

After stopping the Broncos four times from inside the two-yard line 
in the third quarter, the Steelers could not get out of the hole that led 
to Denver’s third score, a first down pass for 30 yards.

The Steelers had one more comeback attempt left as they came 
from behind for the third time to even the score on a 60-yard, four-
play march with all but one of the yards coming through the air.  

After that, Pittsburgh got just one first down on its final three 
possessions and turned the ball over twice on interceptions to set 
up Denver’s last 10 points.  

The lone positive note for the Steelers was Harris becoming the 
first pro player to gain 1,000 yards in postseason play, pushing his 
total to 1,050.

PITTSBURGH — Playing their first playoff game at home in three 
years, the Steelers advanced to the AFC Championship game for the 
fourth time in six years with one of their best overall performances 
ever in postseason play, defeating Denver, 33-10.  

After falling behind 3-0, the Steelers scored touchdowns on back-
to-back possessions to assume a commanding lead and were never 
seriously threatened thereafter.  

The offense gained 425 yards, while Terry Bradshaw had a 
postseason career-high of 272 yards passing and was aided by the 
great touchdown receptions of John Stallworth and Lynn Swann, 
both of whom took balls away from Denver defenders in the end 
zone. Stallworth set a then-NFL Divisional Playoff record with his 
10 catches. Franco Harris added to four NFL postseason records 
he already held. He increased his totals to 1,155 yards, 282 rushing 
attempts, five 100-yard games and 12 touchdowns.  

The Pittsburgh defense was no less than devastating, completely 
shutting down the Broncos’ running game and marking the sixth 
straight game in which it did not allow 100 yards rushing. This forced 
Denver to go to a passing game and resulted in six quarterback 
sacks.  

Joe Greene took away the Broncos early second-half momentum 
when he blocked a field goal attempt. Then Stallworth and Swann 
settled the issue with two big catches in a 32-second span of the 
fourth quarter. Sandwiched between those two plays was Rick 
Upchurch’s fumble on the kickoff following Stallworth’s big play, 
which Dennis Winston recovered.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers won their third AFC Championship 
in five years with an awesome offensive and defensive display, 
defeating the Houston Oilers, 34-5.

The game was played in a cold, steady rain which contributed to 
an NFL postseason record of 12 fumbles.

The Steelers built a 14-3 lead on touchdown runs by Franco Harris 
(seven yards) and Rocky Bleier (17 yards). They broke the game 
open with a 17-point burst in the last 52 seconds of the first half by 
capitalizing on three Houston fumbles. Both touchdowns in this span 
came on Terry Bradshaw passes to John Stallworth and Lynn Swann.  

The Steelers quarterback was spectacular in completing 11-of-
19 attempts for 200 yards while Dan Pastorini, his counterpart, 
was harassed by the Pittsburgh defense and the weather. He 
was intercepted five times and sacked on four occasions, and the 
tremendous Steelers pass rush forced him to throw most of the time 
under severe pressure.  

Rookie Earl Campbell, the NFL’s leading rusher, was limited to 26 
yards on 15 carries in the first half and finished the game with just 
62 yards on 22 attempts.  

The Steelers’ dominance was best exhibited by the first half 
yardage totals of 287 to 54. All-Pro linebacker Jack Ham was a 
standout with an interception, two fumble recoveries and a sack. 
The Steelers enjoyed great field position most of the game that 
was aided by 90 yards in interception returns and 91 yards on Theo 
Bell’s six punt returns.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers were flawless in the first quarter, 
controlling the football for more than 13 minutes and scoring 
touchdowns the first three times they had the ball en route to a 34-14 
victory. Miami was able to run just seven plays for a net of two yards.  

Pittsburgh converted four of four third-down plays in the opening 
period and was successful on 11-of-14 the entire game. In directing 
the three early drives, Terry Bradshaw completed 7-of-9 passes.  

With a big cushion, the defense never gave Miami a chance, 
stopping the Dolphins without a score twice in the second quarter 
when they had first downs inside the Pittsburgh 10-yard line. Dennis 
Winston’s interception ended one drive and a great goal-line stand 
the other.  

At halftime the Steelers held a 229-35 edge in yardage and a 15-4 
margin in first downs. For the game, the Dolphins, a ball-control team, 
rushed for 25 yards on 22 carries with 21 of those yards coming in 
the final quarter.  

It was the fourth straight postseason game in which the Steelers 
had scored over 30 points. Bradshaw set a personal postseason 
record with 21 completions, and Franco Harris was the leading rusher 
for the 12th time in 15 postseason games increasing his all-time 
lead total to 1,357 yards and scored his 15th touchdown, another 
postseason record. The victory was the Steelers’ 15th straight at 
home and sixth postseason win in a row at Three Rivers Stadium.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers won their fourth AFC Championship 
in six years in a hard-fought, physical game over the Houston Oilers 
that was much closer than the 27-13 final score indicates, typifying 
the rivalry that exists between the AFC Central rivals.  

Even though the statistics favored the Steelers, their last 
touchdown came in the final minute and the final score was their 
largest margin of the game.  

Terry Bradshaw continued his spectacular postseason play, 
converting 13-of-19 third-down opportunities, and the defense did 
not allow a touchdown, holding the Oilers to just 24 yards rushing 
and Earl Campbell to 15 yards on 17 attempts.  

Houston jumped in front when Vernon Perry stopped a promising 
drive with an interception which he returned 75 yards for a score. 
The teams traded field goals on back-to-back possessions.  

Bradshaw guided his team to touchdowns on their next two 
chances which gave the Steelers a lead they never surrendered 
although it was seriously threatened late in the third quarter when 
the officials ruled Mike Renfro did not have possession on what 
appeared to be a tying touchdown pass. The Oilers settled for a field 
goal which the Steelers soon matched.  

A fumble led to Pittsburgh’s last score.  
Bradshaw’s two touchdown passes gave him a postseason 

career total of 26, an NFL record, increasing his yardage record to 
3,199.  Franco Harris was the leading rusher for the 13th time in 
16 postseason games and increased his rushing yardage to 1,442, 
another NFL mark. The win was the Steelers 16th straight at home 
and seventh playoff win in a row at Three Rivers Stadium.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers ended their 50th season with one 
of their most bitter losses ever, a 31-28 defeat to the San Diego 
Chargers.

Dan Fouts threw two short touchdown passes to Kellen Winslow 
in the final nine minutes after the Steelers had taken an 11-point 
lead early in the fourth quarter.

Terry Bradshaw played one of the greatest games of his career, 
completing 25 of his first 28 passes, including 15 in a row, but threw 
two interceptions, which knocked the Steelers out of the playoffs.  

The initial interception came on a first down play from the San 
Diego 29-yard line on the first play after the two-minute warning in 
the second quarter with the Steelers leading, 14-10. Bruce Laird 
returned the interception 35 yards and the Chargers drove 64 yards 
to take their first lead, 17-14.

The last and most costly interception came with 11 minutes to play 
and the Steelers holding a 28-17 margin. This one was returned by 
Jeff Allen to the Pittsburgh 29-yard line from where the Chargers 
scored on five plays plus an important holding penalty which nullified 
a Mel Blount interception.  

After two Steelers first downs on the next series, John Goodson’s 
20-yard punt gave San Diego decent field position and they 
capitalized on the winning score.  

The game started on a bizarre note when rookie Guy Ruff 
recovered James Brooks’ fumble off the opening kickoff in the end 
zone to set an NFL record for the quickest score at the start of the 
game.

LOS ANGELES — For the second straight year, the Steelers were 
eliminated in the first round of the playoffs, losing 38-10, to the Los 
Angeles Raiders. The defeat was their fifth in the last six games and 
their sixth straight to the Raiders.  

After taking the lead on an impressive 78-yard drive, which 
produced three first downs, the Pittsburgh offense struggled for the 
balance of the game.  

On their first scoring series, the Steelers elected to kick a field goal 
rather than try for a touchdown inches from the Raider goal line. The 
march was highlighted by a spectacular 44-yard reception by Wayne 
Capers. The Raiders took the lead the next time the Steelers had the 
ball when Lester Hayes stepped in front of a Cliff Stoudt to Calvin 
Sweeney sideline pass. Los Angeles scored on its next possession 
and added a field goal with six seconds remaining in the first half. 

 The Raiders scored the first three times they had the ball in the 
second half with drives of 72, 58, and 65 yards, while the Steelers 
settled for a 58-yard scoring pass from Stoudt to John Stallworth.  

It was a record-tying 10th touchdown reception for Stallworth and 
the eighth straight playoff game in which he had scored to extend 
his own NFL mark.  

The attendance of 90,334 was the largest postseason crowd in 
NFL history other than a Super Bowl and the second largest to ever 
see the Steelers play.

DENVER — The Steelers overcame a near-disastrous start, 
a blocked punt and three missed field goals to earn their first 
postseason win since Super Bowl XIV, a 24-17 victory over Denver.

Eric Williams’ interception and 28-yard return to the two-yard line 
with three and a half minutes to go set up the winning touchdown, 
scored on a gutty two-yard plunge by Frank Pollard. Twice the 
Steelers came back from seven point deficits and their three scoring 
drives prior to the final TD averaged almost 70 yards while the 
Broncos, meanwhile, never traveled more than 46 yards for their 
17 points.

The game opened with Mark Malone losing two fumbles in 
Pittsburgh’s first two possessions. However, Malone rebounded from 
his early miscues to complete six-of-eight passes on the Steelers’ 
two scoring drives that gave them a halftime lead, 10-7. 

A blocked punt on Pittsburgh’s first second half possession gave 
Denver the ball on the four-yard line but for the second time inside 
their own 10, the Steeler defense stiffened and the Broncos had to 
settle for a field goal. The next time the Broncos had the ball they 
broke the 10-10 tie with their most impressive offensive series of 
the game with the touchdown coming on a John Elway bullet to 
Steve Watson, the Denver offensive hero with 11 receptions. After 
a 10-yard touchdown reception by Louis Lipps on which he broke 
several tackles, the Broncos managed only two first downs the rest 
of the game.

Two plays after a Gary Anderson missed field goal attempt, 
Williams turned the game around again with his big interception. 
Pollard with 99 yards and Abercrombie with 75 had postseason 
career highs rushing while Gary Dunn had his first career interception 
in the second quarter to end a Denver threat on the four-yard line.

MIAMI — Dan Marino set AFC Championship game records with 
421 yards passing and four touchdowns to lead the Dolphins to a 
45-28 victory over Pittsburgh.

Eleven of Marino’s 21 completions were for 20 yards or more and 
three were at least 40 yards, as the Steelers secondary could not 
contain the ultra-quick Dolphin receivers and three of their touchdown 
drives took less than two minutes to complete.  

The Steelers controlled the ball on the ground most of the first 
half but after they had taken a 14-10 lead on John Stallworth’s NFL 
record 11th touchdown reception in postseason, the Dolphins scored 
two touchdowns in the last 2:52 of the half and added another one 
on their first possession of the second half.  

Following the scoring barrage, the Steelers were forced to open 
up their offense and stray away from their ball-control game which 
was very effective in the first 30 minutes and had accounted for 123 
yards rushing and a four-minute edge in possession time. If there 
was a turning point, it came with a minute and a half left in the first 
half and Miami holding a 17-14 lead when Mark Malone suffered 
his third interception which the Dolphins quickly converted into a 
touchdown and a 10-point margin.  

From the end of the first half to their first series of the fourth 
quarter, the Dolphins scored on five straight possessions. The 1,024 
total yards by both teams was an AFC title game record as was the 
50 first downs. Stallworth added to his touchdown reception mark 
with a tumbling third-quarter touchdown reception that brought the 
Steelers to within 10 points.  Marino answered with 80 and 66-yard 
drives to put the game out of reach. Malone had career-highs with 
20 completions and 312 yards passing.

HOUSTON — Houston attempted and missed a 55-yard field 
goal on their first possession and had a punt blocked by linebacker 
Jerry Olsavsky on their second to set up running back Tim Worley’s 
nine-yard touchdown run which came on a fourth-and-one situation 
to set the tone for a 26-23 overtime win.  

Both teams then added three field goals each before the Oilers 
staged a fourth-quarter comeback.  

Quarterback Warren Moon hit wide receiver Ernest Givins with 
touchdown passes of 19 and nine yards to put Houston ahead 23-16 
with 6:02 left in the game. The Steelers then marched 82 yards on 
11 plays, including a 22-yard reverse by wide receiver Dwight Stone, 
to tie the score at 23-23 with 46 seconds remaining.  

In overtime, Pittsburgh got the ball first but was forced to punt 
after three plays, giving Houston possession at their own 45-yard 
line. On the Oilers’ first play, running back Lorenzo White ran left 
and fumbled when hit by cornerback Rod Woodson, who recovered 
the ball at the Houston 46. Five plays later, Gary Anderson booted a 
50-yard field goal to end the game at 3:26 of overtime.  

Anderson’s field goal broke two Steelers postseason records, 
for most in a game (four) and longest. Running back Merril Hoge 
became the second Steelers running back to rush for 100 yards in a 
postseason game, while the Oilers’ Givins finished with 11 receptions 
for 136 yards and two touchdowns.

DENVER — The Steelers dominated Denver throughout the game 
before falling behind by one point with 2:27 remaining, and suffered 
a 24-23 loss. A fumbled snap from shotgun formation on third down 
led to the defeat and eliminated them from advancing to the AFC 
Championship game.  

The Steelers produced a season-high 404 offensive yards 
including 180 total yards by running back Merril Hoge, but Denver 
marched 71 yards in nine plays on a fourth-quarter drive for the 
winning touchdown.  

The Steelers had a lead throughout the game, opening with the 
first of Gary Anderson’s three field goals. In the second quarter, 
Hoge swept left end untouched for a seven-yard touchdown run that 
extended the Steelers’ lead to 10-0 and capped a 93-yard drive that 
began with a 45-yard run by Hoge.  

The Broncos responded with a 12-play, 75-yard drive with running 
back Melvin Bratton scoring the first of his two one-yard touchdown 
runs.  

Wide receiver Louis Lipps gave Pittsburgh a 10-point lead again 
with a nine-yard touchdown catch from Bubby Brister, but the Broncos 
tied the score at 17-17 on wide receiver Vance Johnson’s 37-yard 
reception. Anderson’s 35- and 32-yard field goals extended the 
Steelers’ lead  to six before Bratton’s touchdown and the PAT put 
Denver ahead, 24-23.  

Hoge became the first Steelers player to have consecutive 100-
yard rushing games in postseason as he ran 10 times for 100 yards in 
the first half. Anderson set a team record with his seventh consecutive 
field goal in postseason, while Brister’s 65.5 percent completion rate 
(19 of 29) was the fourth highest in team history for a game.

PITTSBURGH — Ten years to the day since their last home 
playoff game, the Steelers fell victim to turnovers and a tough Buffalo 
defense in front of a then-Three Rivers Stadium-record crowd of 
60,407, for a 24-3 loss.  

Gary Anderson’s 38-yard field goal on their first drive was 
the extent of Pittsburgh’s scoring as Neil O’Donnell threw two 
interceptions, fumbled once and was sacked seven times in his first 
action since December 6.  

The Bills’ first touchdown came on a one-yard pass from Frank 
Reich to offensive lineman Mitch Frerotte while the Steelers lost two 
interceptions and a fumble in the first half to fall behind 7-3. Buffalo 
scored on their first three possessions of the second half while the 
Steelers punted twice, failed to convert a fourth-down attempt and 
gave the ball up on downs following an aborted field goal try on their 
four second-half drives. 

A turning point in the game came in the middle of the third quarter 
when left cornerback Richard Shelton stepped in front of Don Beebe 
but was unable to make the interception with an open field in front of 
him. James Lofton caught a 17-yard scoring pass on the next play 
to give the Bills a 14-3 lead. 

The Steelers got inside the Buffalo 20 only twice and got a field 
goal, but Buffalo capitalized with three touchdowns on three trips 
inside the Pittsburgh 20. 

Thurman Thomas was held to 54 yards rushing although Kenneth 
Davis gained 104 yards on 10 carries. Barry Foster countered with 
104 yards on 20 carries in his first postseason game.

KANSAS CITY — The Steelers never trailed until Nick Lowery’s 
32-yard field goal 11:03 into overtime clinched the 27-24 Kansas 
City win.  

Scoring on their first drive, Pittsburgh held a 10-point lead at 
halftime before the Chiefs came back with 17 second-half points, 
tying the Steelers at 17-17 in the fourth quarter and at 24-24 with 
1:43 left in the game.  

The final tying touchdown was set up on a blocked punt by the 
Chiefs’ Keith Cash, which was returned 31 yards by Fred Jones to 
the Pittsburgh nine-yard line.  

From there, on fourth-and-goal, Joe Montana found Tim Barnett 
in the back of the end zone with his only touchdown pass.  

The Steelers were then forced to punt again, and the Chiefs drove 
to the Pittsburgh 25 with an opportunity to take the lead, but Lowery’s 
43-yard field goal try was wide right with 12 seconds remaining.  

In overtime, both teams punted on their first possession before 
Kansas City marched 66 yards in 11 plays to the Pittsburgh 14, 
setting up Lowery’s game-winner.  

Neil O’Donnell threw three touchdown passes, one each to tight 
ends Adrian Cooper and Eric Green as well as wide receiver Ernie 
Mills, while completing 23-of-42 attempts for 286 yards. Despite 
throwing incomplete on his first seven passes, Montana completed 
28 of 42 for 276 yards and was sacked four times, three by Gerald 
Williams.  

The Steelers converted nine of 19 third-down plays with a good 
mix of runs and passes, and had a possession advantage of 32:08 
to 27:52 in regulation, but the Chiefs held the ball for 8:13 in overtime 
and limited the Steelers to just 2:50.

The Steelers outgained Cleveland 424 yards to 186, 
23 first downs to 10 and had 42:27 to 17:33 advantage in time of 
possession.  

The victory was Pittsburgh’s first playoff win in five years.

A San Diego false start penalty on Harry 
Swayne nullified a third-down defensive stand to give the Chargers 
one more chance.  On third-down and in need of 14 yards, Humphries 
hit Tony Martin with a 43-yard score with Tim McKeyer in coverage 
to give the Chargers a 17-13 lead.  

The Steelers began their final drive at their 17 yard-line to the 
Chargers’ three. On fourth down and three yards, San Diego 
linebacker Dennis Gibson batted down the scoring strike intended 
for Barry Foster. San Diego controlled the clock for the game’s final 
minute.

PITTSBURGH — The Pittsburgh Steelers dealt the Buffalo Bills 
their worst postseason loss in non-Super Bowl play with a 40-21 
defeat in Three Rivers Stadium. 

Pittsburgh scored on five of their seven first-half possessions, 
including touchdowns by John L. Williams and Ernie Mills on their 
first two drives. Buffalo added a Thurman Thomas touchdown at 49 
seconds before the half, but Pittsburgh closed the half with Norm 
Johnson’s third field goal to take a 23-7 halftime lead.  

It seemed the game might turn into a rout when Pittsburgh marched 
to the Bills’ four yard-line on the first possession of the second half, 
but the drive ended with a Greg Evans interception.  

The Steelers added a record (tied) fourth field goal by Norm 
Johnson in the third quarter to take a 19-point lead.  

Buffalo battled back with a touchdown pass from Jim Kelly to 
Thurman Thomas to cut the lead to less than a touchdown with 
over 11 minutes remaining in the game. Pittsburgh responded with 
a 76-yard drive that included key third-down receptions by Yancey 
Thigpen for 21 yards and Andre Hastings for 17 yards. Bam Morris 
finished off the drive with a 13-yard touchdown run.  

Interceptions by Jerry Olsavsky and Levon Kirkland ended the Bills’ 
next two drives, the latter at the Bills’ 17 yard-line. Four plays later, 
the Steelers added a second Bam Morris touchdown and gained a 
40-21 advantage at the two-minute warning. 

The 40 points scored tied a then Steelers postseason game high 
(40, Dec. 19, 1976 at Baltimore). The offense ran 78 plays, second 
most all-time postseason, and the line allowed no sacks for the 12th 
time in postseason history.

PITTSBURGH — The Pittsburgh Steelers exorcised the demons 
of the 1994 AFC Championship game with a 20-16 heart-stopper 
over the Indianapolis Colts to advance to the Super Bowl.  

For the second straight year it was a pass on the game’s final play 
that determined Pittsburgh’s Super Bowl future. A Hail Mary pass by 
Colts’ quarterback Jim Harbaugh to Aaron Bailey was batted away 
by DB Randy Fuller to send the Steelers to Arizona.  

The game was reminiscent of the 1995 AFC Championship game. 
The Steelers had a 10-6 advantage at halftime with a five-yard 
touchdown pass from Neil O’Donnell to Kordell Stewart in the closing 
seconds of the half and a first quarter Norm Johnson field goal.  

The Colts’ scoring came from the foot of kicker Cary Blanchard. 
Indianapolis added a third field goal on their opening drive in the 
third quarter to pull within one point.  

The Steelers countered with a second Norm Johnson field goal, but 
found themselves behind 16-13 after Jim Harbaugh hit Floyd Turner 
for a 47-yard touchdown strike with 8:46 remaining in the game.  

The Steelers and the Colts traded punts as the clock slipped to 
3:03 and Pittsburgh took over the ball at their own 33 yard-line. After 
a fourth-down reception by Andre Hastings, O’Donnell hit Ernie Mills 
along the right sideline for a 37-yard gain to advance to the Colts’ 
one-yard line. Two plays later, Bam Morris punched in the go-ahead 
touchdown.  

However, the Colts weren’t ready to be corralled. Starting at his 
own 16-yard line, Jim Harbaugh led Indianapolis to the Pittsburgh 
29-yard line before throwing the “Hail Mary” pass with just five 
seconds left in the game.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers overcame two first-half turnovers 
to score the most points in Steelers playoff history and the team’s 
most decisive postseason win in 18 years with a 42-14 victory 
against Indianapolis.

The team scored the game’s first 13 points and final 29 with a 
ground attack that ranked fourth in Steelers postseason history.  

The Steelers took a 10-0 lead with Norm Johnson field goal and 
Kordell Stewart’s one-yard touchdown scamper that was set up by 
a Jahine Arnold 31-yard punt return. Pittsburgh added a 50-yard 
Johnson field goal to start the second quarter.  

Indianapolis responded with 14 unanswered points for a 14-13 
halftime lead.

Pittsburgh regained the momentum on the opening drive of the 
second half. Starting from their own nine-yard line, the Steelers 
marched 91 yards in 16 plays while running 9:30 off the clock. The 
drive ended with a Jerome Bettis touchdown and a Stewart to John 
Farquhar two-point conversion.  

The Steelers offense churned out 228 yards in the second half, 
while the defense held the Colts to 22 second-half yards and two 
first downs. Included in the Steelers three fourth-quarter touchdowns 
was Witman’s 31-yard rushing touchdown which was his first NFL 
touchdown and second-longest postseason touchdown run in 
Steelers’ history.  

Five rushing touchdowns was a single-game postseason record. 
It was the fourth time in a Steeler playoff history they had a 100-yard 
rusher and 100-yard receiver in a game. The Steelers’ 42 points was 
their highest point total in the postseason.

PITTSBURGH — The Steelers rallied from a 13-point, fourth-
quarter deficit to defeat the Cleveland Browns, 36-33, in one of the 
most thrilling games in team history.

The Steelers overcame three early turnovers and several big plays 
by Cleveland to register the come-from-behind victory. Pittsburgh 
trailed 24-7 in the third quarter and 33-21 in the fourth before scoring 
two touchdowns in the final 3:06 to win.  

The Browns led 14-0 after a touchdown run by RB William Green 
and a 32-yard TD pass by QB Kelly Holcomb to WR Dennis Northcutt.

Steelers’ rookie WR Antwaan Randle El muffed a punt earlier that 
set up a Browns’ score, but he rebounded to return his next punt 66 
yards for a touchdown to make the score, 14-7. It was the longest 
postseason punt return in Steelers’ history and the first punt return 
for a touchdown in the postseason by a Steeler.

The Browns increased their lead to 24-7 on a 31-yard field goal 
by K Phil Dawson and a 15-yard touchdown pass.

Steelers QB Tommy Maddox, who threw for a team postseason-
record 367 yards and three touchdowns, connected with WR Plaxico 
Burress for a six-yard touchdown pass with 3:50 left in the third 
quarter to close the score to 24-14.

A 22-yard touchdown pass by Holcomb increased Cleveland’s 
lead to 33-21 after a failed two-point conversion attempt.

Maddox led Pittsburgh on a 10-play, 77-yard drive, capped off 
by a five-yard TD pass to WR Hines Ward to pull within five, 33-28.

Pittsburgh forced the Browns to punt and then drove 61 yards 
in 1:41, culminating with a three-yard touchdown run by RB Chris 
Fuamatu-Ma’afala. Randle El then completed a pass to Tuman for 
the two-point conversion to give the Steelers a 36-33 lead.

George 
received a concussion and did not return to the game.

Pittsburgh capitalized on the fumble when RB Amos Zereoue 
broke several tackles and raced 31 yards for a touchdown on the 
first play, which put it ahead 20-14.

Two Tennessee scores made it 28-20 before Maddox connected 
with Ward for a 21-yard touchdown pass in the fourth quarter to make 
the score 28-26. Ward tied the game with a pass to Plaxico Burress 
for the two-point conversion.

Teams exchanged field goals in the third quarter, and the 
Steelers led 13-12 heading into the final period. Pittsburgh 
traveled to Denver’s 34-yard line early in the fourth quarter, 
but CB Bradley Roby forced a fumble on Toussaint that was 
recovered by DE DeMarcus Ware.

QB Peyton Manning then led Denver on a 13-play drive 
that was capped off by RB C.J. Anderson’s one-yard run. 
After a successful two-point conversion, Denver led 20-13.

The Broncos held the Steelers on fourth down. McManus 
made a 45-yard field goal to extend Denver’s lead to 23-
13. Boswell made a 47-yard field goal with 19 seconds re-
maining in the game to cut the lead to 23-16 but Pittsburgh’s 
onside kick attempt was recovered by Denver, ending the 
game.

MIAMI — What were, at the time, the two most popular teams in 
the NFL met in Super Bowl X, and the contrast between their styles 
was as great as the hue of their jerseys.

The glitzy, white-clad Dallas Cowboys—”America’s Team”—
combined a high-tech offense and a state-of-the-art Flex Defense to 
put on a dazzling show each Sunday. They were easy to like, and for 
once, they even had something of an underdog aura, having reached 
the Super Bowl as a Wild Card team. The black-clad Pittsburgh 
Steelers, out to defend their Super Bowl victory of the year before, 
lived by a Steel-hard defense occasionally spelled by a grind-it-out 
running attack that would have been at home in the NFL of the 1930s.

The Cowboys struck first when Roger Staubach zeroed in on Drew 
Pearson for a 29-yard touchdown pass.  

Before the end of the quarter, Pittsburgh evened the score on a 
seven-yard pass from Terry Bradshaw to tight end Randy Grossman. 
Setting up the score was a 32-yard pass to Lynn Swann, whose 
health was questionable because of a concussion he had suffered in 
the AFC Championship Game. Swann outleaped a Dallas defender, 
then magically kept both feet inside the sideline to make his catch.

Dallas reclaimed the lead at 10-7 only 15 seconds into the second 
quarter when Toni Fritsch booted a 36-yard field goal.  

Later, Pittsburgh’s Roy Gerela, playing at less than 100 percent 
because of a cracked rib he suffered making a tackle on the opening 
kickoff, shanked a field-goal try and Dallas went to the locker room 
with a 10-7 lead.

  Defense continued to dominate in the scoreless third quarter. 
Pittsburgh sacked Staubach seven times during the game and forced 
him to scramble on numerous occasions. Moreover, they pressured 
him into an uncharacteristic 3 interceptions.

One of the interceptions set up another field-goal try by Gerela, 
but he pulled it left from 33 yards. Dallas safety Cliff Harris mockingly 
patted him on the helmet, only to be unceremoniously dumped on his 
hip pads by irate Pittsburgh linebacker Jack Lambert. The inspired 
Steelers dominated after that.

In the fourth quarter, Steelers reserve fullback Reggie Harrison 
blocked Mitch Hoopes’s punt. The ball rolled through the end zone 
for a safety to cut the Cowboys’ lead to 10-9. Gerela, who’d donned 
a corset to protect his ribs, regained his kicking touch with field goals 
of 36 and 18 yards to put the Steelers in front 15-10.

With 3:02 left in the game, Bradshaw lofted a long pass to game 
MVP Swann, who caught the ball at the five and took it over the goal 
line to complete a 64-yard lightning strike. Swann finished the day 
with 161 yards on four catches, a 40.3 average-per-catch.  Gerela 
missed the extra point.  

It took Staubach only 1:14 to get the touchdown back, completing a 
drive with a 34-yard bulls-eye to Percy Howard—the only pass Howard 
caught during his entire career.

Terry Hanratty replaced Bradshaw, still woozy from the hit suffered 
after his touchdown pass to Swann, but the Steelers were stalled on 
a fourth-and-9 at the Dallas 41 with almost a minute and a half to 
go. Coach Noll feared a blocked kick and called for a Rocky Bleier 
run that gained only 2 yards. Noll was gambling that his defense 
could stop the Cowboys.

Trailing only 21-17, Staubach had the ball back with more time 
than he usually needed to negotiate 61 yards. The Cowboys reached 
Pittsburgh’s 38. With five seconds left, Staubach launched his final 
pass into the end zone. Steelers Mike Wagner batted the ball, which 
was caught by the Steelers, Glen Edwards and the Steelers had their 
second consecutive Super Bowl victory.

NEW ORLEANS — The Steelers made their first appearance in 
the Super Bowl and captured their first NFL Championship with a 
16-6 victory.

The veteran Vikings, meanwhile, had been to the Super Bowl 
twice before. The Vikings had a savvy leader in quarterback Fran 
Tarkenton. The Steelers had a strong defense but their quarterback, 
Terry Bradshaw, was unproven.

The first half was dominated by both defenses. Pittsburgh 
concentrated on the middle of the Minnesota defensive line. One 
defensive tackle, Ernie Holmes, played over Vikings’ center Mick 
Tingelhoff, while the other tackle, Joe Greene, lined up at an angle 
pointed directly at Tingelhoff. Holmes sometimes took on the 
Vikings’ center directly, allowing Greene to knife through and pursue 
Tarkenton. At other times, Greene would smash into Tingelhoff while 
Holmes looped behind him.

The only score in the first half was a safety registered by the 
Pittsburgh Steelers. Fran Tarkenton fumbled a handoff to Dave 
Osborn, scrambled to recover the ball in the end zone, and was 
downed by Pittsburgh defensive end Dwight White.

Leading 2-0, Pittsburgh kicked to Minnesota to open the second 
half and the Vikings’ Bill Brown fumbled and Marv Kellum recovered 
for Pittsburgh at the Minnesota 30. The Steelers took four plays to 
go the distance, with Franco Harris taking the ball in from the 9.  

Harris was named game MVP. He ran for 158 yards on 34 tries, 
both new highs for the Super Bowl, and Rocky Bleier added 65 
yards on 17 carries. Minnesota, meanwhile, managed only 17 yards 
rushing.

Denied on the ground, the Vikings weren’t much better in the air. 
Tarkenton, under constant pressure from Greene, Holmes, White, 
and L.C. Greenwood, completed only 11-of-26 attempts for 102 
yards—an average of fewer than four yards per pass.

Despite their dominance, Pittsburgh’s 9-0 lead was far from safe, 
and it narrowed to 9-6 in the final quarter when Matt Blair blocked 
Bobby Walden’s punt, and Terry Brown recovered in the end zone.

After that touchdown, Pittsburgh put the game on ice with a drive 
that began on its 34. The big play of the drive was a 30-yard toss 
from Bradshaw to Larry Brown, who later scored the final TD.

Soon after the ensuing kickoff, Pittsburgh’s Mike Wagner 
intercepted a Tarkenton pass, and the Steelers held possession until 
the game was nearly over.

MIAMI — This was more than just the first rematch in Super Bowl 
history: It re-staged what many still consider the most enjoyable and 
dramatic Super Bowl battle to that point.  Opportunity—recognizing 
it and capitalizing on it—was the theme. Failure to embrace it would 
play a hand too. It was the Steelers, though, who managed a 35-31 
victory.

Dallas had its chances. The Cowboys took a 14-7 lead in the 
second quarter when linebacker Mike Hegman simply took the ball 
away from Steelers quarterback Terry Bradshaw and ran 37 yards 
to score. But Bradshaw countered immediately with a 75-yard 
touchdown strike to John Stallworth.

In the third quarter, trailing 21-14, Dallas marched from its 42 to 
the Steelers’ 10. On third-and-three, Cowboys quarterback Roger 
Staubach saw tight end Jackie Smith alone in the end zone. Smith 
slipped and fell reaching for Staubach’s pass and Dallas settled for 
a 27-yard field goal.  

Pittsburgh scored two touchdowns early in the fourth quarter—a 
22-yard run by Franco Harris and an 18-yard pass from Bradshaw to 
Swann. Harris’ score followed a pass-interference call against Dallas 
cornerback Benny Barnes, who was covering Swann. The mistake 
cost the Cowboys 33 yards. Dallas did score touchdowns with 2:27 
and 22 seconds to play, on passes from Staubach to tight end Billy 
Joe Dupree and wide receiver Butch Johnson, but Pittsburgh held 
on to win, 35-31.

With the victory, the Steelers became the first team to win three 
Super Bowls. The two teams set a Super Bowl record for points 
scored.

PASADENA, Calif. — There was a moment of heroism and self-
sacrifice when an old warrior, Los Angeles Rams defensive end Jack 
Youngblood, announced his intention to play in his team’s first Super 
Bowl despite a fractured leg.

There was a rush of “What if?” euphoria as the underdog Rams 
took a 19-17 lead into the fourth quarter.

And there was cold reality: Pittsburgh, a team with as much 
patience as talent, struck quickly and surely for two touchdowns in 
the fourth quarter and it was over. The 31-19 victory was the Steelers’ 
fourth in the Super Bowl in only six seasons.

The signature image of Super Bowl XIV is of Steelers wide receiver 
John Stallworth at the Rams’ 32, looking back over his head for a lofty 
Terry Bradshaw pass, catching it in stride just over the outstretched 
arms of Rams cornerback Rod Perry, and continuing into the end 
zone for a 73-yard touchdown.

The Steelers had taken the lead and then surrendered it in the third 
quarter. Bradshaw hit wide receiver Lynn Swann over the middle for 
a 47-yard score. The Rams came back with a 24-yard halfback pass 
from Lawrence McCutcheon to Ron Smith that made it 19-17 before 
Bradshaw-to-Stallworth put Pittsburgh ahead for good.

Los Angeles intercepted Bradshaw three times, but it was the 
Steelers’ lone interception—by Jack Lambert—that punctuated 
the ending. With the score 24-19 and the Rams driving, Lambert 
intercepted a pass from quarterback Vince Ferragamo at the 
Pittsburgh 14.  

For the second year in a row, Bradshaw was named the game’s 
most valuable player after passing for 309 yards and 2 touchdowns.

TEMPE, Ariz. — After producing 10 lopsided outcomes in its last 
12 editions, the Super Bowl was due for some drama. Pittsburgh was 
up to the task and made a game of it, but the game turned on two 
interceptions by the game’s Most Valuable Player, Dallas cornerback 
Larry Brown as the Steelers fell to the Cowboys, 27-17.

The first of Brown’s interceptions came midway through the third 
quarter. No Steelers receiver was within 10 yards when Brown 
accepted Neil O’Donnell’s misfired pass at the Cowboys’ 38 and 
returned it 44 yards to the Steelers’ 18. Troy Aikman’s pass to Michael 
Irvin took Dallas to the one, and Emmitt Smith scored to give the 
Cowboys a 20-7 lead.

The Steelers made it 20-10 with Norm Johnson’s 46-yard field goal, 
and then recovered an onside kick. They reduced the gap to 20-17 
when Bam Morris scored from the one with 6:36 to play. With 4:15 
left, Pittsburgh had the ball again at its 32 after forcing Dallas to punt.

Two plays later, Brown intercepted O’Donnell at the Steelers’ 
39 and returned it to the six. Smith scored from the four two plays 
later, and the Cowboys had locked up their record-tying fifth Super 
Bowl. The Steelers never led, and Dallas scored on its first three 
possessions—a three-yard pass from Aikman to tight end Jay 
Novacek and two field goals by Chris Boniol—for a 13-0 lead. Shortly 
before halftime, the Steelers made it 13-7 when O’Donnell threw a 
six-yard touchdown pass to Yancey Thigpen.

The statistical irony of the day was that O’Donnell entered the 
game as the NFL’s career leader in fewest interceptions per pass 
attempt. On the game’s final play, he was intercepted for the third 
time.

	 DETROIT — Pittsburgh won its fifth Super Bowl title and its first in 
26 years as it captured a 21-10 victory over the Seattle Seahawks at 
Ford Field. The Steelers’ fifth title matched the most in NFL history, 
tying the San Francisco 49ers and Dallas Cowboys.
	 Backed by predominantly a Pittsburgh crowd, the Steelers were 
led by Super Bowl MVP Hines Ward, who finished with a game-high 
123 receiving yards on five catches (24.6 avg.) with one touchdown.
	 Pittsburgh struggled offensively in the first quarter as it did not 
gain a single first down, but found itself down only 3-0 after Seattle’s 
Josh Brown booted a 47-yard field goal with 22 seconds remaining 
in the opening period.
	 The Steelers’ offense came to life briefly on their first drive of 
the second quarter, including a 18-yard end-around run by Ward, 
but it was stalled as QB Ben Roethlisberger was picked off by the 
Seahawks’ S Michael Boulware.
	 However, Pittsburgh’s defense, which gave up just three points in 
both of its two previous games in the first half, continued to buckle 
down and halt any Seattle chances of extending its lead.
	 The Steelers finally got on the board late in the second quarter as 
Roethlisberger followed a block by RB Jerome Bettis and dove into 
the end zone for a one-yard touchdown run, giving Pittsburgh a 7-3 
halftime lead. It was his second postseason rushing touchdown and 
the first-ever by a Steelers’ quarterback in a Super Bowl.
	 Pittsburgh came out of halftime and stretched its lead to 14-3 on 
the second play of the half as RB Willie Parker darted 75 yards for 
a score, just 22 seconds into the third quarter. The 75-yard run was 
the longest in Super Bowl history, surpassing L.A. Raider Marcus 
Allen’s 74-yard run against Washington in Super Bowl XVIII.
	 After a missed field goal by Brown on Seattle’s first drive of the 
second half, the Steelers appeared on the verge of breaking the 
game open as they drove down to the Seahawks’ seven-yard line 
on the ensuing drive.

	 Pittsburgh all but sealed the game four plays later on a gadget 
play, which became a part of the Steelers’ arsenal throughout the 
season. WR Antwaan Randle El took a reverse handoff from Parker 
and threw a 43-yard strike to Ward, pushing the Pittsburgh lead to 
21-10 with just under nine minutes remaining in the game. Randle 
El became the first wide receiver in Super Bowl history to throw for 
a touchdown.
	 The Steelers’ defense clamped down on the final two Seattle 
possessions while the offense milked the clock for over four minutes 
in the final minutes of the game to post the victory.
	 Roethlisberger became the youngest starting quarterback to win a 
Super Bowl and finished 9-of-21 for 123 yards. Parker finished with 
a team-high 93 yards on 10 carries, while Bettis added 43 yards on 
14 rushes.
	 Pittsburgh’s defense racked up three sacks, including one each 
from CB Deshea Townsend, LB Clark Haggans and NT Casey 
Hampton.
