PATRIOTS CLINCH PLAYOFF SPOT FOR 15™ TIME IN KRAFT'S 20

YEARS OF OWNERSHIP
The New England Patriots have now qualified for the playoffs 21
times in their 54-year history. The Patriots have earned 15 playoff
berths in the 20 seasons since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, a dramatic contrast to the six total playoff berths that the
team earned in its first 34 years of existence. The New England
Patriots have won 13 AFC East crowns under Kraft's leadership. New
England has won 16 division crowns overall (15 AFC East crowns)
and have qualified as a Wild Card team on four occasions (1998, 1994, 1985 and
1976). The Patriots also qualified for the playoffs in 1982 as part of a 16-team

tournament following a players’ strike.
ANNUAL ACHIEVEMENTS

The Patriots won more than half of their games for the 13™ straight year with a
12-4 record in 2013.

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ROBERT KRAFT NEWS & NOTES

Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have experienced one of
the most dramatic turnarounds in the
history of sports. Now in his 20th season of
ownership, Kraft has transformed one of
the league’s least successful clubs into
what many observers view as a model NFL
franchise. In the five seasons immediately
preceding his purchase (1989-93), the
Patriots were a moribund team, winning
just 19 of 80 games (.238 pct.) and recording the worst record
in the NFL over that span. When he bought the franchise on Jan.
21, 1994, Kraft announced his intention to bring a championship
to New England, a tall order considering the team'’s previous
success rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won
more division titles (13), conference crowns (6) and Super Bowl
championships (3) than any other NFL team. The Patriots have
made six Super Bowl appearances since Kraft purchased the
team, a period during which no other NFL franchise has earned
more than four berths. In Kraft's 20 seasons, the Patriots
qualified for the playoffs 15 times, more than doubling the
franchise’s accomplishments during its first 34 seasons.

In a league of constant change at the head coaching position,
the Patriots have been a model of consistency under Robert
Kraft. Since Kraft took ownership of the team in 1994, the
Patriots have had just three head coaches — Bill Parcells (1994-
1996), Pete Carroll (1996-1999) and current head coach Bill
Belichick (2000-present), who is in his 14" season in New
England and is the longest-tenured active head coach in the
NFL. The only NFL team with fewer head coaches since 1994 is
the Pittsburgh Steelers, who have had two — Bill Cowher (1992-

HISTORY VS. PITTSBURGH
The Patriots had three players finish with 100 yards receiving in a
single game for the first time in team history when Rob
Gronkowski finished with 143 yards, Aaron Dobson with 130 yards
and Danny Amendola with 122 yards vs. Pittsburgh on Nov. 3,
2013. It is the 18" time since the merger that a team has had
three players finish with 100 yards receiving in the same game.

TOUCHDOWNS IN THE SAME GAME

The Patriots had three receivers with 120 or more receiving
yards and a touchdown, as Rob Gronkowski (9-143-1), Aaron
Dobson (5-130-2) and Danny Amendola (4-122-1) did so vs.
Pittsburgh on Nov. 3, 2013. It is the third time in NFL history
that a team has had three receivers top the 120 yard mark and
score a touchdown in a game. The Dallas Cowboys achieved the
feat earlier this season in their 51-48 loss to the Denver Broncos
on Oct. 6, 2013. In that game, the Cowboys’ Terrence Williams
(4-151-1), Dez Bryant (6-141-2) and Jason Witten (7-121-1) all
had 120 or more yards and a touchdown. The only other time in
NFL history that a team had such an accomplishment was the
Houston Oilers on Nov. 19, 1961 against the New York Titans.
In that game, the Oilers’ Bill Groman (5-152-3), Charley
Hennigan (8-123-1) and Billy Cannon (7-122-3) had 120 or more
yards to go along with a touchdown as the Oilers beat New York
49-13.

THE MOST EVER AGAINST PITTSBURGH
The 55 points and the 610 total yards by the Patriots vs.
Pittsburgh on Nov. 3, 2013 are the most ever against the
Steelers in their 81-year history. Pittsburgh gave up 54 points in

a 1985 loss at San Diego and 559 yards in 1988 at Cincinnati.

STARTED AT LEAST ONE GAME
Third-round draft pick DB Duron Harmon started at safety in
place of the injured Steve Gregory at Carolina on Nov. 18. He
joined LB Jamie Collins (second round), WR Aaron Dobson

class to earn a starting assignment.

Tom Brady is now 26-5 as a starting QB when the game-time
temperature is 32 degrees or lower, throwing 53 touchdowns
and just 22 interceptions. The patriots had two games in 2013
with temperatures 30 degrees or colder. It was 22 degrees at
kickoff in the win vs. Denver on Nov. 24 and 30 degrees in the
win vs. Cleveland on Dec. 8.

GILLETTE STADIUM HISTORY

The temperature at kickoff was 22 degrees, making the Broncos
game on Nov. 24, 2013 the coldest regular season home game
in Gillette Stadium history. It is the coldest Patriots home game
since Dec. 26, 1993 vs. Indianapolis at Foxboro Stadium when
the temperature was 19 degrees.

Edelman began his college football career with a year at the
College of San Mateo (Calif.) before transferring to Kent State
where as a senior he completed 56% of his passes (153 of 275
passes for 1,820 yards) with 13 touchdowns. He was also the
leading rusher, gaining 1,551 yards on 215 attempts (an average
of 7.5 yards per carry) and scoring 13 touchdowns. His offensive
numbers broke Kent State’s single-season record for total
offense set by Joshua Cribbs in 2003. Said head coach Bill
Belichick on the versatility of Edelman: “He played the
quarterback position in college at Kent State and all the positions
really that he's played in the NFL — covering kicks, returning
kicks, slot receiver, outside receiver, slot defender — he didn't do
any of those things in college. I think that really speaks to his
versatility and how much he’s grown as a player and how many
things he’s learned how to do that he really didnt have much
experience with in college. I'd say that's pretty unusual,
especially to be as competent in them as he is.”

EDELMAN TAKES HIS FATHER’'S ADVICE

If there is one thing Julian Edelman has never lacked, it's athletic
ability. A dual-threat quarterback at Kent State and former
baseball standout in high school, Edelman once wowed Toronto
Blue Jays players with his impressive footwork while fielding
ground balls in an appearance at batting practice in 2011. This
natural ability may have been overlooked by NFL scouts, who let
him fall to the Patriots in the Seventh Round of the 2009 NFL
Draft. Edelman, who has already passed his career highs in
receiving yards and receptions this season, remains focused on
the lessons his father, Frank Edelman, taught him at a young
age. “"I'm still constantly trying to learn,” Edelman told the
Boston Herald. “My dad always put it in my head, when you're
green, you're growing, when you're ripe, you're lost. When
you're done learning, you're done.”

RIDLEY REACHES 12 TDS IN 2012

JONES HAS FORCED THREE FUMBLES ON SACKS

Chris Jones had an early introduction to failure in the NFL. Taken
behind 37 other defensive linemen in the 2013 NFL Draft, the
rookie defensive tackle was cut by two teams over a span of just
11 days. After selecting him in the 6™ round with the 198%
overall pick, the Houston Texans cut Jones on Aug. 31. Jones
signed with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers on Sept. 1 but lasted
only ten days, as the Buccaneers released him on September 10.
Rather than be deterred by these early disappointments,
however, Jones maintained a positive outlook when he signed
with the Patriots on Sept. 11, and it has paid off in a big way.
Thrust into a starting role after key injuries to the defensive line,
Jones finished his rookie season with six sacks. Jones’ sudden
success may come as a surprise to some, but not to Dave
Clawson, Jones’ college coach at Bowling Green. Jones was part
of Clawson’s first recruiting class and blossomed into an All-
American and two-two time captain for the Falcons. “It's hard to
talk about Chris without getting a little bit emotional,” Clawson
told the Boston Herald, “because he was that special of a player
and person in our program.”

After being selected by the Patriots in the first round of the 2010
NFL Draft, DB Devin McCourty became part of a select group in
league history. McCourty’s identical twin brother, Jason, is a
cornerback with Tennessee, selected in the sixth round of the
2009 NFL Draft. The two are the 12 set of twins to play in the
NFL. Devin redshirted for the 2005 season and therefore was a
year behind his brother in eligibility. McCourty is the second twin
to suit up for the Patriots, after CB Kato Serwanga was a
member of the team from 1998-2000. His twin brother, Wasswa,
played for San Francisco and Minnesota from 1999-2001.
According to McCourty’s mother, the two can only be told apart
by tiny scars on their faces left by chickenpox.

He entered
the league as a fifth-round pick by the Saints in 2006 and was
waived four times by New Orleans and Miami before landing in
New England on Aug. 2, 2009. He spent the 2009 offseason
trying to make the New Orleans team as a long snapper. Before
coming to the Patriots, he had appeared in just eight games
over three seasons. He doubled that total in his first year in New
England, appearing in 15 games in 2009 and his role on the
team has grown since, earning a starting role at linebacker in
2010 and 2011 before moving to a starting role on the defensive
line in 2011.

NINKOVICH TIED CAREER-HIGH IN SACKS IN

2013

Ninkovich tied a career-high with 8.0 sacks in 2013. He also had
8.0 sacks in 2012. Ninkovich is the first Patriots player with back-
to-back seasons with at least eight sacks since Willie McGinest in
1995 (11) and 1996 (9.5). He is the only player to accomplish
the feat during Belichick’s tenure as head coach in New England.

HARMON REUNITE IN NEW ENGLAND

Rookie defensive backs Logan Ryan and Duron Harmon are used
to learning a new system together. Four years ago, Ryan and
Harmon began their college football careers together as
members of the same recruiting class at Rutgers University and
developed a close friendship during their four years in
Piscataway, N.J. As fate would have it, Ryan and Harmon would
begin their NFL journeys together as well when the Patriots
selected the two defensive backs just eight picks apart in the
third round of the 2013 NFL Draft. Reunited once again, the
former Scarlet Knights are excited and eager to make their mark,
just as they did four years ago at Rutgers. “We talked before the
draft and said how good it would be to play on the same team
again, and for it to happen again, it's exciting and it's a
blessing,” Harmon told the Boston Globe. “It's great [we're
contributing], because at the end of the day you want to play,
and to contribute to a team like this, it's fun.”

RYAN RETURNS FIRST PICK FOR A TOUCHDOWN

Ryan returned his first NFL interception 79 vyards for a
touchdown in the first quarter at the New York Jets on Oct. 20,
2013. The last Patriots player to return their first career
interception for a touchdown was Kyle Arrington in 2010 against
the Green Bay Packers, when he took back a Matt Flynn pass 36
yards for a touchdown.

RYAN'’S FIRST NFL SACK RESULTS IN A FORCED
FUMBLE

Ryan forced a fumble on his first NFL sack vs. Miami on Oct. 27,
a week after returning his first career interception for a
touchdown. Ryan strip-sacked Ryan Tannehill, forcing a fumble
on a 10-yard sack that was recovered by Rob Ninkovich to give
the Patriots possession at the Dolphins’ 13-yard line in the third
quarter. The play set up a 3-play, 13-yard drive that ended in
Brandon Bolden’s 2-yard touchdown run that tied the game at
17 in the third quarter.

Five members of the New England Patriots have been selected to the 2014 NFL Pro Bowl.
Quarterback Tom Brady, K Stephen Gostkowski, G Logan Mankins, WR Matthew Slater (special teams)
and CB Aqib Talib have been selected to represent the New England Patriots in the 2014 NFL Pro Bowl
on Jan. 26, 2014 at Aloha Stadium in Hawaii.

Brady was named to the Pro Bowl for the ninth time, tying John Hannah (9) for the most Pro Bowls

in Patriots history. It is his fifth consecutive selection to the Pro Bowl. He was voted to the Pro Bowl after each of the
following seasons: 2001, 2004, 2005, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013. Brady finished the 2013 season with 4,343
passing yards, marking his third straight 4,000-yard season and his sixth 4,000 yard season of his career. He joins Dan
Marino (6), Brett Favre (6), Drew Brees (8) and Peyton Manning (13) as the only NFL players to have at least six seasons
with 4,000 passing yards. Brady also guided the Patriots to their 11" division title in 2013, the most division titles among any
NFL quarterback.

Gostkowski was named to the Pro Bowl for the second time in his career. He led the NFL in scoring for the second
straight season and for the third time in his career with a team record of 158 points. The 158 points are the fourth-most ever
in NFL history. He also tied for the NFL lead with a franchise-best 38 field goals in 2013, breaking his own franchise record of
36 field goals set in 2008. The 38 field goals are the fifth-most ever in a single season in NFL history.

Mankins was voted to his fifth consecutive Pro Bowl, as well, and his sixth overall. He went to his first Pro Bowl in 2007
when he became the first Patriots guard to earn a Pro Bowl selection since 1985 when Pro Football Hall of Famer John
Hannah went to his ninth career Pro Bowl. The Fresno State product is in his ninth season with the Patriots since being
selected in the first round (32nd overall) of the 2005 NFL Draft. Since entering the starting lineup in 2005, Mankins has
helped New England finish in the top 10 on offense eight times, including a 7™ ranked offense in 2013.

Slater earned his third consecutive Pro Bowl selection. A productive member of the Patriots special teams units since
joining the squad as a fifth-round draft pick out of UCLA in 2008, Slater has become a leader after being voted special teams
captain each of the last three years. He led the Patriots in special teams tackles for the past three seasons with 21 in 2010,
17 in 2011 and 20 in 2012. He finished the 2013 season ranked second on the team with 14 special teams tackles, despite
missing four games due to injury.

Talib earned his first Pro Bowl selection this year. Talib forced three turnovers, including a pair of fourth-quarter
interceptions, to help seal the Patriots 13-10 win over the AFC East rival New York Jets on Sept. 12. He defended a pass in
the end zone on a fourth-down attempt in the final minute to secure the Patriots 30-23 win at Atlanta on Sept. 29. Talib also
played a major role in holding New Orleans TE Jimmy Graham without a catch in the Patriots 30-27 win on Oct. 13. Graham

entered that game averaging 118.6 receiving yards per game.

THE TEAM OF THE DECADE

V

hen Robert Kraft purchased the New England Patriots in 1994, few would have thought that 17 years later the franchise would be

the undisputed team of the decade in the first decade of the new millennium. Kraft brought a winning vision to the organization

and dedicated his resources to building a consistent winner. On Jan. 27, 2000, Kraft hired Bill Belichick to coach the team, and

three months later the team drafted then-unheralded quarterback Tom Brady, putting the final pieces in place for the Patriots to
become the most successful NFL team of the 2000s. Below is a look at the accomplishments of the Patriots during the first decade of the new
millennium that earned the Patriots the “Team of the Decade” moniker.
