The victory over the New York Jets (12/21/14) was the 250th win under
Robert Kraft. His 250 wins in his first 368 total games tied Chicago’s George
Halas for the fastest an owner has reached 250 victories.

CONTINUITY BREEDS SUCCESS

New England is the second team (1970s Pittsburgh Steelers) in NFL history -
and first in 35 years - to win four Super Bowls with the same owner (Robert
Kraft), head coach (Bill Belichick) and quarterback (Tom Brady).

On game days, Patriots season ticket members, who
have also paid an Optum Field Lounge membership fee, can come and go
between their seats and the venue throughout the game. Members can ac-
cess the lounge beginning three hours prior to kickoff and stay one hour af-
ter the game.

Since opening Gillette Stadium in 2002, the iconic bridge and lighthouse
have stood to represent the home of the Patriots while paying hom-
age to its deep New England roots. The expanded CarMax bridge is four
times wider and gives fans plenty of room to gather on game days to hang
out and watch the action while improving the concourse’'s foot traffic.
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CROSS INSURANCE PAVILION

A first of its kind function facility, the Cross Insurance Pavilion & Business Center
is utilized on game days for exclusive pregame hospitality events 2 %2 hours pri-
or to kickoff on Patriots game days. Then, 30 minutes prior to kickoff, the ven-
ue transforms into a gathering area open to all ticketed fans inside the stadi
um. On non-game days, the space and open floor plan host a variety of functions,
from trade shows, car displays and business meetings to proms, galas and din-
ner receptions. The venue features a pre-function mezzanine area, outdoor ter-
race and access to the stadium’s main concourse. Inside features 24-foot high
ceilings, state-of-the-art audio visual capabilities with Bose sound system, a 24-
foot video screen and LED HDTVs and classic furnishings with mahogany finish.

DRAFTKINGS FANTASY SPORTS ZONE

Among the most innovative amenities offered at the stadium is the DraftKings Fanta-
sy Sports Zone located in the southwest corner of the main concourse. This high-tech
sports bar offers excellent food choices, DraftKings beer selections of the day and an
impressive array of nearly 40 HDTVs to capture all of the NFL and fantasy football ac-
tion in real time.

Seven members of the New England Patriots were selected to the 2015 NFL Pro Bowl. Quarterback Tom
Brady, CB Malcolm Butler, LB Jamie Collins, K Stephen Gostkowski, TE Rob Gronkowski, DE Chandler Jones and WR
Matthew Slater (special teams) were selected to represent the New England Patri-
ots in the 2016 NFL Pro Bowl on Sun., Jan. 31, 2016, at Aloha Stadium in Honolu-
lu, Hawaii. The Patriots have now had at least five players selected to the Pro Bowl
in each of the last seven seasons - (2009-5, 2010-8, 2011-8, 2012-7, 2013-5,
2014-7 and 2015-7).

Brady was named to the Pro Bowl for a franchise record 1 1th time in his
16-year career. This is Brady's seventh consecutive selection to the all-star game.
He was voted to the Pro Bowl after each of the following seasons: 2001, 2004,
2005, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014 and now, 2015. Brady led
the NFL in touchdowns for the fourth time in his career with 36 and was third with
4,770 yards. He joined Drew Brees (10) and Peyton Manning (14] as the only NFL
players to have at least nine seasons with 4,000 passing yards. He joined Manning
as the only NFL quarterbacks with four seasons with 35 or more touchdown passes. Brady also guided the Patriots
to their 13th division title of his career, the most by a quarterback in NFL history.

Butler was named to the Pro Bowl for the first time. He is in his first year as a starter after joining the team
as rookie free agent out of WWest Alabama in 2014. Butler made his first career interception when he sealed the
Patriots’ Super Bowl XLIX win vs. Seattle with an interception in the end zone with 26 seconds to play. Butler started
all 16 games in 2015 and has totaled 72 tackles, two interceptions and a team-leading 15 passes defensed.

Collins was named to his first Pro Bowl. A second-round draft pick out of Southern Mississippi in 2013,
Collins moved into the starting lineup midway through his rookie season. He led the team in tackles for the second
straight season with 90 total tackles, has 5% sacks, one interception, tied a team record with five forced fumbles, a
blocked extra point, and a fumble return for a touchdown, despite missing four games earlier in the season.

Gostkowski was named to the Pro Bowl for the fourth time in his career and for the third straight season.

He led the NFL with 151 points in 2015. He has led the NFL in points in 2008, 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015, and
joins Don Hutson (5] and Gino Cappelletti (9) as the only players to lead the league in scoring in five seasons. Gostkow-
ski also surpassed Adam Vinatieri this year to become the team’s all-time leader in field goals with 276 career field
goals.

Gronkowski was named to the Pro Bowl for the fourth time after being selected in 2011, 2012 and 2014.
He finished 2015 with 72 receptions for 1,176 yards and 11 touchdowns. He eclipsed 1,000 yards receiving and
10-plus touchdowns in a season for the third time in his career and is the only tight end in NFL history with three
1,000-yard and double-digit touchdown seasons. He is also the first tight end in NFL history with five 10-plus touch-
down seasons.

Jones earned his first Pro Bowl berth after registering a career-high 122 sacks. A first-round draft pick out
of Syracuse in 2012, Jones now has two 10-plus sack seasons after totaling 11 "2 sacks in 201 3. Jones’ 36 total
sacks in his first four seasons are second only to Pro Football Hall of Famer Andre Tippett's 43"2 sacks in his first
four seasons with the Patriots.

Slater earned his fifth consecutive Pro Bowl selection as a special teams player. The former fifth-round draft pick
out of UCLA earned a roster position with the Patriots as a rookie in 2008 with his contributions on special teams.
Entering the 2011 season, teammates elected him as their special teams captain. That year, he was also selected
to his first Pro Bowl. Since then, he has earned special teams captain honors to start each season and been voted to
the Pro Bowl at season’s end. He has led the Patriots in special teams tackles for five of the last six seasons, includ- 99
ing a team-leading 17 special teams tackles in 2015.

He almost always draws two guys out
there unless they’re in an eight-man rush. Most of the time, there’s two guys
out there — fourth-and-short, where they're trying to protect the box — but he
draws a lot of double teams, and deservedly so. He does an outstanding job of
covering punts.”

“What I've known about him, he really has
been a strong person,” Ridley told the Herald “Anybody that's gone through
the things that he’s gone through and can still find a way to be successful on
the football field, you have to be mentally tough. That's what he’s kind of done
as a teammate here. He’s come in here and accepted his role and did a pretty
good job as a rookie.”

Before coming to the Patriots, he had appeared in just eight games over three
seasons. He doubled that total in his first year in New England, appearing in 15
games in 2008 and his role on the team has grown since, earning a starting
role at linebacker in 2010 and 2011 before moving to a starting role on the
defensive line in 2011.

SCORING FLURRY

The Patriots scored three touchdowns in a 57-second span during the final
two minutes of the first half against Chicago on Oct. 26, 2014 to turn a 17-7
lead into a 38-7 cushion. It was the fastest three-touchdown flurry in the NFL
since the Patriots had three touchdowns in 52 seconds against the New York
Jets on Nov. 22, 2012. The Patriots are one of three teams to score three
touchdowns in under a minute since the 1970 merger, and are the only team
to have achieved the feat twice.

Edelman punt return gave New England possession at the Chicago S-yard line,
and Brady found Brandon LaFell for a S-yard touchdown on the next play to give
the Patriots a 31-7 lead with 1:07 left in the first half.

% On the Bears’ first play following the LaFell touchdown, Zach Moore forced
a Jay Cutler fumble that was recovered by Rob Ninkovich and returned for a 15-
yard touchdown and a 38-7 Patriots lead with 55 seconds left in the first half.

A COMEBACK FOR THE AGES

The Patriots came back from a 24-point deficit to defeat the Broncos, 34-
31, in overtime in a Sunday Night Football matchup on Nov. 24, 2013, marking
the largest comeback win in team history, after trailing 24-0 at halftime.

New England’s previous best comeback win was from a 23-0 deficit to
win, 38-23, vs. Seattle (9/16,/84). The Patriots also came back from 22
points down to win at the New York Giants, 23-22 (12/21/98). The Patriots
have come from 21 points down to win four tlmes most recently vs. Buffalo.
