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HOUSTON TEXANS MEDIA POLICY

MEDIA CREDENTIALS

Media credentials will be granted based on the following guide-

lines:

1. Houston-area media agencies which cover the Houston
Texans on a daily basis will receive top priority.

2. Media agencies which cover the opposing team as re-
quested by the opposing team’s public relations staff.

3. National media agencies which cover the National Foot-
ball League regularly (includes online properties such as
ESPN.com, Yahoo! Sports, CBSSports.com, etc.).

4. Daily or weekly newspapers with a circulation of at least
100,000.

5. Television stations with a nightly news show and a nightly
sports segment.

6. Radio stations with a 24-hour sports format and are af-
filiated with a national radio network (i.e. ESPN, Sporting-
News, Westwood One, efc.).

7. Daily or weekly newspapers with a circulation of at least
50,000.

8. Other requests not falling under one of the above catego-
ries will be considered on the basis of space availability in
the NRG Stadium press box.

9. No freelance credentials will be granted.

Season-long credentials are issued in August; game-by-game
credentials must be requested before 5 p.m. on the Tuesday
prior to each home game. All credential requests must be sub-
mitted online at http://media.houstontexans.com.

CREDENTIAL REQUESTS (ROAD GAMES)

If you are a regular member of the Houston media who wishes
to cover the Texans on the road, submit your request for game
credentials and parking passes through Kevin Cooper at kevin.
cooper@houstontexans.com. All requests must be submitted
no later than one game prior to a road contest. Credentials will
be distributed on either Wednesday or Thursday during open
locker room.

GAME DAY PARKING

Parking for Texans games must be applied for online at http://
media.houstontexans.com. The appropriate parking pass will
be required for access to media parking lots on game day.

ENTRY ON GAME DAY

The media entrance at NRG Stadium is on the west side of the
stadium on the corner of Kirby and Murworth. Enter the media
entrance which is located just right of the Verizon VIP gate.

WILL CALL

Media will call is located on the west side of the stadium at the
corner of Kirby and Murworth. The media will call gate is located
just right of the Verizon VIP gate. The appropriate game cre-
dential must be presented at the media entrance for admission
into the stadium. Game credentials not picked up in advance
will be available on game day at the credential will-call window.
Please remember to bring valid identification. The window will
open three hours prior to kickoff and bags will be checked upon
entrance to the stadium.

PHONES AND INTERNET

To request a phone on game day, contact Jeff Schmitz of
the Houston Texans IT department at (832-667-2130) the week
prior to the game. The Texans press box offers complimentary
wireless Internet. If you have any questions on game day, see
Schmitz at his post in the press box, located on the third level
behind Evan Koch and Kevin Cooper.

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS AND LOCKER ROOM ACCESS

Members of the media needing to conduct post game inter-
views will be given access to the Texans’ and visiting interview
rooms after the game, as well as the home and visiting locker
rooms. NO STILL PHOTOGRAPHERS OR AUTOGRAPHS
ARE ALLOWED IN THE TEXANS LOCKER ROOM. With six
minutes remaining in the game, take the media elevator to the
field level. Videographers without field access will be in the team
auditorium for the duration of the game. Bill O’Brien’s post-
game interview session with the media will begin approximately
10 minutes following the conclusion of the game and will be held
in the Texans Team Auditorium (white arrow). Electronic media
covering the press conference are asked to use the mult-box to
ease congestion at the podium. Both team locker rooms will be
open to press bearing the proper credentials following the NFL-
mandated 10-minute cooling-off period. The visiting head coach
will be available in the visitor's interview room across from the
visiting locker room.

To reach either locker room from the press box, simply take the
elevator to the service level and follow proper direction arrows
on the ground:

Blue - Texans locker room
Red - Visitors locker room
White - Texans post game press conference

PHOTOGRAPHERS

Photographers who are credentialed on a season-long basis
for sideline access will be required to wear a photo vest. Sideline
access for NFL games is limited to photographers on assign-
ment for recognized or sports publications. No one except net-
work television personnel and authorized game personnel will
be admitted to the field without a camera. Al field photographers
must remain outside the bench areas and outside the yellow bor-
der surrounding the playing field.

MEDIA WORKROOM

The media workroom is located on the service level at NRG
Stadium across from the Texans’ locker room. The room is avail-
able to working media throughout the week. Phones, Texans
information, NFL news releases and other information are avail-
able. Wireless service will be available in the media workroom.

INTERVIEW REQUESTS

Allinterview requests for Houston Texans executives, coaches, and
players should go through the Texans communications department.

Please give at least 48 hours for your request. For Texans play-
ers, assistant coaches and executives, please send your request
to Evan Koch at evan.koch@houstontexans.com or call him
at (832) 667-2050; or Charles Hampton at charles.hampton@
houstontexans.com or call him at (832) 667-2282.

OPEN LOCKER ROOM PERIODS

The Texans open locker room period is before practice on
Wednesday and Thursday from 11:10-11:55 a.m. (time subject
to change) on the service level of NRG Stadium. Friday’s open
locker room period begins at 11:00 a.m.

Special requests can be fulfilled on Monday or Tuesday, but it
should be cleared with a member of the Texans communications
department. You should give at least a week's notice for special
arrangements on Monday and Tuesday. Everyone in the locker
room must dress professionally and have a job function. The
Texans communications department can remove any member of
the media from the locker room for improper dress or unprofes-
sional behavior.

CONFERENCE CALLS

The Texans Communications Staff will record and transcribe
all visiting team conference calls. Conference calls take place
on Wednesday in the media workroom. Weekly updates of con-
ference call participants and times will appear on http://media.
houstontexans.com.

PRACTICE REGULATIONS

Texans locker room and practices will be open to the media
during the week as specified. We will provide a specific time dur-
ing practice for shooting video.

Gameday

NFL network television partners and Texans media partners
will be given priority for live shots at NRG Stadium. Television
stations are allowed to shoot live at NRG Stadium until one hour
before kickoff. Please get permission from Texans communica-
tions 48 hours before the game in order to shoot live.

NFL network television partners and Texans media partners
are the only broadcast entities permitted to shoot live from inside
NRG Stadium in the hour following the conclusion of the game.
All other entities are not permitted to shoot live, transmit taped
interviews for live broadcast or transmit live programming from
inside NRG Stadium until one hour after the conclusion of the
game.

Live shots and live streaming for transmission are NOT PER-
MITTED from the Texans post-game locker room for any entity.

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Robert C. McNair, a leading business-
man, sportsman and philanthropist in
the city of Houston for more than 50
years, is the founder, chairman and chief executive officer of
the Houston Texans. McNair is perhaps best known in the
business community as the founder of Cogen Technologies,
which was sold in 1999. Cogen was the largest privately-
owned cogeneration company in the world, with aggregate
capacity of 1,400 megawatts.

McNair serves as chairman of The McNair Group, head-
quartered in Houston, Texas, where he oversees an invest-
ment portfolio that includes interests in two cogeneration
plants in the eastern United States. McNair owns Palmetto
Partners, Ltd. and RCM Financial Services, L.P., private
investment entities that manage the McNairs’ private and
public equity investments, and is @ member of the Texas
Business Hall of Fame.

Committed to bringing a National Football League team
to Houston, McNair formed Houston NFL Holdings in 1998.
On October 6, 1999, the NFL announced that the 32nd NFL
franchise had been awarded to McNair, retumning profes-
sional football to the city of Houston in 2002. McNair's efforts
and influence have also played an integral role in bringing
two Super Bowls to Reliant Stadium: Super Bowl XXXVIIl in
2004 and Super Bowl LI, to be played in February of 2017.
His Texans won their first AFC South title in 2011 and gave
the city its first NFL playoff game in nearly 18 years, a 31-
10 win against Cincinnati in the Wild Card round on Janu-
ary 7, 2012. The Texans claimed their second consecutive
AFC South title in 2012 and finished the regular season
12-4, matching the most regular-season wins in the city of
Houston’s NFL history. McNair hired Bill O'Brien as the third
head coach of the franchise in January 2014, ushering in a
new era of Texans football following a disappointing 2013
campaign.

McNair is actively involved in NFL affairs serving as chair-
man of the Finance Committee and is a member of the Audit
Committee.

As Founder and Chairman Emeritus of the AdvoCare
Texas Bowl, McNair revived Houston'’s collegiate bowl game
on December 28, 2006. The game now features teams from
the Big 12 and SEC conferences and on average draws
nearly 58,000 fans each year to NRG Stadium, 6th best
among non-College Football Playoff bowls. McNair selected
DePelchin Children’s Center as the charity beneficiary of
the Bowl game in 2006, and DePelchin has been awarded
nearly $700,000 in financial support and received more than
$13,000,000 in promotional value through the Texas Bowl
partnership.

Stonerside Stable, a major thoroughbred horse farm in
Kentucky, is also among McNair's successes. A 1,947-acre
thoroughbred horse farm and racing stable, Stonerside was
home to more than 275 racehorses, broodmares, yearlings
and weanlings. From its inception in 1994, Stonerside

won 72 Graded Stakes races including Grade | wins in the
Belmont, Breeders’ Cup Mile, the Travers, the Haskell, the
Hollywood Gold Cup, the Cigar Mile, the Carter, the Swaps,
the Wood Memorial, the Matriarch and the Oak Leaf Stakes.
Stonerside also has finished second and third in the Ken-
tucky Derby and was the co-breeder of Fusaichi Pegasus,
winner of the Derby in 2000. Stonerside has bred the win-
ners of over $50-million, including the 2008 Breeders’ Cup
Classic winner Raven’s Pass and 2008 Champion American
Juvenile colt Midshipman, the winner of the Breeders’ Cup
Juvenile. Stonerside was named breeder of the year in
2007 and 2008 by Kentucky horsemen. McNair served on
the boards of the Breeders' Cup and Thoroughbred Own-
ers and Breeders Association. He was awarded the Allan
Bogan Memorial award for outstanding services to the Texas
Thoroughbred Association. McNair is a member of the pres-
tigious Jockey Club which govems the sport of thoroughbred
racing. In October 2008 McNair sold Stonerside Farm and
Racing Stable.

McNair is Chairman of The Robert and Janice McNair
Foundation, The Robert and Janice McNair Educational
Foundation in Forest City, NC, and the Houston Texans
Foundation. The McNair Foundation was honored as the
2003 Outstanding Philanthropic Foundation by the Associa-
tion of Fundraising Professionals, and in November 2004,
the Foundation was honored by the Houston Independent
School District with a Hall of Fame Award. Young Audiences
of Houston awarded the Foundation its Houston Community
Arts Partner Leadership Award in 2008. The McNair Foun-
dation was honored by the Neuhaus Education Center in
March 2012 for their loyal support over the past 15 years.
The Foundation was one of several honored at the Mayor’s
Literacy Leadership Breakfast in May 2012 for their support
of literacy training for adults. In March 2013, the Foundation
was honored by Hermann Park Conservancy for support of
its Centennial Gardens.

The McNairs have given generously to a wide array of
charitable, scientific, literary, educational and religious orga-
nizations through the Robert and Janice McNair Foundation.
Major support has been given to scholarship programs at
Baylor College of Medicine’s MD/PhD Program, the Uni-
versity of South Carolina, Columbia College, Rice Univer-
sity, Austin College, Virginia Tech and Houston Community
College. Educational initiatives supported include the HISD
Fine Arts Program, Project GRAD, Teach for America, Neu-
haus Education Center and local charter schools. Contribu-
tions to the community include the McNair Asian Elephant
Habitat at the Houston Zoo, the jogging trail at Discovery
Green, Equestrian Center for the San Jacinto Girl Scouts,
McNair Cub Scout Adventure World, the Computer Training
Center Room for the United Way, McNair Hall and McNair
Plaza at Houston Baptist University, and sponsorship of
community outreach programs for the Houston Symphony,
Houston Grand Opera, Museum of Fine Arts, Houston and

Young Audiences. The McNairs endowed the Janice and
Robert McNair Chair in Public Policy at the James A. Baker
[1 Institute for Public Policy at Rice University, which current-
ly is held by the founding director, The Honorable Edward P.
Djerejian. The McNairs turned their philanthropic focus to
medical research in 2007 and gave a transformational gift
to establish the McNair Medical Institute at Baylor College
of Medicine to fund the McNair Scholars Program which
recruits top physicians/scientists in the fields of juvenile dia-
betes, breast and pancreatic cancer and the neurosciences.
Additional McNair Scholars Programs were established at
M.D. Anderson, Menninger Clinic, Texas Children’s Hospital
and Texas Heart Institute.

The McNairs adopted three horses for the Houston Police
Department’s Mounted Patrol and renamed the horses Tex-
an Star, Cushing 56 and J.J. Watt 9. Major donations were
made in 2013-14 to the AD Players Theater, the Nau Center
for Texas Cultural Heritage, the United Way 2-1-1 Capital
Campaign, the Star of Hope Family Place, Houston Parks
Bayou Greenways 2020 and Houston Zoo for their Phase Il
African Forest campaign.

McNair is the recipient of many awards, including the Anti-
Defamation League’s Torch of Liberty Award, the Northwood
University Outstanding Business Leader Award, the Asso-
ciation for Private Enterprise Education’s Herman W. Lay
Memorial Award, the Distinguished American Award from
the Houston Chapter of the National Football Foundation,
the Distinguished Citizen Award from the Rotary Club of
Houston, The South Main Center Association City Builder
Award, the Houston Advertising Federation Annual Trail-
blazer Award recognizing him for significantly enhancing the
overallimage of Houston both locally and globally, the Distin-
guished Citizen Award from the Sam Houston Area Council
of the Boy Scouts of America, The Denton A. Cooley Lead-
ership Award from the Texas Heart Institute, the Freedoms
Foundation at Valley Forge National Award for Outstanding
Patriotism, Responsible Citizenship and Community Involve-
ment and the Fellowship of Christian Athletes President and
Mrs. George H. W. Bush Community Impact Award. In June
2005, Rice University announced that the newest building on
the campus, the 167,000-square-foot home of the Jesse H.
Jones Graduate School of Management, had been officially
named Janice and Robert McNair Hall by the Rice Board of
Trustees. In January 2006, the McNairs were the recipients
of the Texas Association of Partners in Education Award for
the Texas Outstanding Sports Partnership. In October 2007,
the Baylor College of Medicine bestowed their first Pink Rib-
bon Hero Award for Ambassadorship on the McNairs for their
support of past Pink Ribbon Houses and for their commit-
ment to the fight against cancer. In April 2009 the McNairs
were honored at the annual KIPP Academy dinner as devot-
ed supporters of education for inner city and underprivileged
youth. In May 2009 McNair was named Entrepreneur of the
Decade by the Houston Technology Center. In November
2009 McNair was awarded the James A. Baker Il Prize for
Excellence in Leadership which recognizes nationally and in-
ternationally renowned leaders for their excellence in public
service and civic life. In December 2009 McNair received

the inaugural Rotary Lombardi Humanitarian Award. In
February 2010 Janice and Bob McNair received the Encore
for Excellence Award from the High School for the Visual
and Performing Arts for their support of the fine arts in the
Houston Independent School District. In April 2010, the Mc-
Nairs received the Kezia DePelchin Award for their support
of the DePelchin Children’s Center and long history of phil-
anthropic efforts in the Houston area. In May 2010, McNair
was inducted into the South Carolina Athletic Hall of Fame.
McNair also is a founder of the Cotswold project, a revitaliza-
tion project focused on downtown Houston.

2012, the McNairs were honored at the 10th Anniversary of
McNair Hall at Rice University. McNair was one of the Men
of Distinction honored at the May 2013 luncheon benefitting
medical research and treatment for children in the Texas
Medical Center. Bob and Janice McNair were Honorary
Co-Chairs of the Impact a Hero Gala in May 2013 and the
Honorary Campaign Chairs for raising money for the Ameri-
can Cancer Society's Hope Lodge Houston. They were
the Community Partners Honorees along with the Houston
Texans at the Houston Symphony’s Centennial Opening
Night in September 2013. In November 2013, they were the
Honorary Event Chairs for the DePelchin Children’s Center
Gala. Houston Community College Foundation honored the
McNairs with their Crystal Eagle Award in February 2014.

McNair is a current or past member of the Boards of Trust-
ees of a number of institutions, including Rice University;
Baylor College of Medicine; the Texas Heart Institute; Hous-
ton Grand Opera; the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston; the
Greater Houston Partnership; the Greater Houston Conven-
tion and Visitors Bureau; the Free Enterprise Institute; the
Sigma Chi Foundation and the Federal Reserve Banks of
Dallas and Houston, and the World Presidents’ Organization.

Born in Tampa, Florida, McNair and his wife, Janice Suber
McNair, have been residents of Houston since 1960. Mr.
McNair graduated from the University of South Carolina in
Columbia in 1958 with a bachelor of science degree, and
Mrs. McNair is a 1959 graduate of Columbia College in Co-
lumbia, South Carolina. In 1999, Mr. McNair received an
honorary doctor of humane letters degree from the Univer-
sity of South Carolina. In May 2010, he was presented with
an honorary doctor of humanities in Medicine from Baylor
College of Medicine.

D. Cal McNair was named vice
chairman of the Houston Texans
in January 2008 and assumed the
additional role of chief operating
officer in April 2012. He has been a limited partner of
the Texans since 2001. McNair also serves as the vice
chairman of Palmetto Partners, Ltd., the private equity
investing arm of The McNair Group.

McNair, who has been actively involved with the foot-
ball operations of the Texans franchise since its incep-
tion, attends NFL meetings as part of team management
and serves on the NFL Investment Committee. He has
been part of the Texans’ search committee in several
key hires throughout franchise history, including current
head coach Bill O'Brien in 2014, General Manager and
Executive Vice President of Football Operations Rick
Smith in 2006, former head coach Gary Kubiak in 2006
and former defensive coordinator Wade Phillips in 2011.

Those hires have paid dividends for the Texans, with
Smith and Kubiak working together to build the fran-
chise’s first two AFC South championship teams in 2011
and 2012. The hiring of Phillips, who was named the
2011 PFW/PFWA Assistant Coach of the Year, helped
bring about the third-largest defensive turnaround in
modern NFL history from 2010-11 and played a major

role in the franchise’s first ever playoff berth.

Prior to 2001, McNair worked at Cogen Technologies
for 11 years. In 1987, he was hired as one of the com-
pany’s first employees. After beginning his tenure with
Cogen, McNair helped oversee the construction of sev-
eral major power plants in the eastern United States,
managing those assets in the areas of financial analysis
and project management.

McNair is a member of the board of trustees of The
Robert and Janice McNair Foundation, as well as the
Robert and Janice McNair Educational Foundation. He
is a director and vice president of the Houston Texans
Foundation, a member of the United Way’s prestigious
Alexis de Tocqueville Society and a current or past
member of the Amegy Bank Advisory Board, Houston
Zoo Board, the Fort Worth Zoo Board and the All Saints
Episcopal School Board in Fort Worth.

McNair attended the University of Texas at Austin,
where he was a four-year member of the Longhorn
football team. He earned a Master of Business Adminis-
tration degree from the Rice University Jesse H. Jones
Graduate School of Management.

Born in Houston, McNair attended Cypress-Fairbanks
High School. McNair has six children. He resides in
Houston with his wife, Hannah.

Rick Smith oversees all football-
related operations and the player
acquisition process as Houston
Texans Executive Vice President of Football Operations
and General Manager. Smith is in his ninth season as
General Manager and fourth as Executive Vice Presi-
dent of Football Operations.

Named general manager by owner Bob McNair on
June 5, 2006, Smith’s appointment made him the
youngest general manager in the NFL at 36. Since then,
Smith has assembled and led a football operations staff
that prides itself on providing players and coaches with
the tools needed for success on and off the field, regard-
less of scheme.

Smith adheres to several principles that have shaped
his tenure and laid the team’s foundation of talent and
depth: Build through the draft and supplement through
free agency and trades. Give players and coaches the
tools they need to succeed. Trust your evaluation of tal-
ent and character. Believe in the process. Stay true to
your board. Determine value independent of need.

Smith’s leadership, vision and success have garnered
recognition by the league. NFL Commissioner Roger
Goodell appointed Smith to the NFL's prestigious Com-
petition Committee on Dec. 5, 2008. His peers honored
him with the Tank Younger Award in 2008, presented
annually by the Fritz Pollard Alliance for outstand-
ing work in an NFL front office. Smith was an original
member of the General Managers Advisory Committee,
which provides advice and other feedback to the NFL
Football Operations department on the integrity of the
game, expansion of technology and other ways to im-
prove the league.

From day one, Smith and his staff rolled up their
sleeves and scoured the free agent, draft and trade
markets for players who would thrive with the Texans;
solely focused on transforming their 2-14 team into a
perennial contender. The fransformation culminated
in back-to-back AFC South crowns and the franchise’s
first two playoff berths in 2011 and 2012.

Smith and his staff have been able to adapt and find
the right personnel to fit changing schemes and coach-
ing staffs throughout his tenure. He was faced with both
heading into the 2014 draft following a disappointing
2013 season.

In his eighth draft with the Texans and first with new
Head Coach Bill O'Brien, Smith selected 10 players
who fit the credo he established when he arrived in
Houston, “We're looking for tough, smart, physical play-
ers with high character who are competitive and pas-

sionate about football.”

The Texans selected South Carolina two-time All-
America defensive end Jadeveon Clowney first overall
and grabbed UCLA guard Xavier Su’a-Filo with the first
pick in the second round. lowa tight end C.J. Fiedoro-
wicz was taken with the first pick of the third round and
Smith traded up with Philadelphia to take Notre Dame
nose tackle Louis Nix Il with the 83rd pick. Houston se-
lected six players on the final day of the draft: Pittsburgh
quarterback Tom Savage in the fourth round, Alabama
defensive end Jeoffrey Pagan, LSU running back Alfred
Blue and Auburn fullback Jay Prosch in the sixth round,
and Vanderbilt cornerback Andre Hal and Memphis
safety Lonnie Ballentine in the seventh.

The Texans won their second consecutive AFC South
division crown in 2012 and advanced to the Divisional
round of the playoffs in 2011 and 2012, compiling a 22-
10 regular season record that tied for the second-best
mark in the AFC. Houston set a franchise mark with
a 12-4 record in 2012; a 10-win improvement under
Smith’s leadership. Smith’s tenure in Houston began
with a 6-10 record, followed by a pair of 8-8 records in
2007 and 2008. In 2009, the Texans posted the first win-
ning season in franchise history, narrowly missing the
playoffs at 9-7. Houston bounced back from a 6-10 mark
in 2010, going 10-6 in 2011, winning the AFC South and
securing a playoff berth, both franchise firsts.

Collectively, the Texans’ current roster, all acquired by
Smith, with the exception of Andre Johnson, has earned
26 Pro Bowl selections, 18 first- or second-team Associ-
ated Press All-Pro distinctions, one Defensive Player of
the Year award and one Defensive Rookie of the Year
award.

Smith’s seven first-round picks, between 2007-13,
have combined to start 347 of the 366 games they have
played. Three of the six have earned All-Pro honors: left
tackle Duane Brown, linebacker Brian Cushing and de-
fensive end J.J. Watt. Watt, the 11th overall pick in 2011,
was named the 2012 Defensive Player of the Year fol-
lowing one of the best defensive performances in NFL
history and a league-leading 20.5 sacks. Cushing was
selected 15th overall in 2009 and went on to be named
the AP Defensive Rookie of the Year and earn second-
team All-Pro honors twice. Brown is widely considered
one of the best left tackles in the NFL and is the first
lineman in franchise history to earn All-Pro recognition,
doing so in 2011 and 2012.

Unrestricted free agents have also thrived in Houston
on Smith’s watch. Cornerback Johnathan Joseph, who
helped turn the Texans’ defense around after signing
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RICK SMITH

from Cincinnatiin 2011, has been to the league’s all-star
game twice since joining the Texans. Former defensive
end Antonio Smith signed with Houston in 2009 and set
career highs in sacks in 2011 and 2012, earning a trip
to the Pro Bowl following the 2011 season. Former left
guard Wade Smith signed with the Texans in 2010 from
Kansas City and made the first Pro Bowl of his career in
2012, his 10th season.

Smith also orchestrated the trades that brought quar-
terback Matt Schaub from Atlanta in 2007 and center
Chris Myers from Denver in 2008. Both earned multiple
Pro Bowl berths with the franchise. He has also execut-
ed 11 draft-day trades in the last eight years.

Smith places a premium on college free agents. The
most well-known college free agent success story
in Texans history is running back Arian Foster. Un-
drafted out of Tennessee in 2009, Foster signed with
Houston and spent most of his rookie season on the
practice squad. Foster started 2010 with a 231-yard ef-
fort against Indianapolis and went on to have the best
season ever by an undrafted running back, winning the
2010 rushing title, All-Pro honors and the first of three
consecutive Pro Bowl nods. He has risen from practice
squad player to one of the most complete backs in the
NFL.

Smith has found a way to consistently strengthen
Houston’s roster and is continuing to build upon a foun-
dation of talent and depth with the cornerstones of scru-
pulous evaluation, opportunistic free agency signings,
smart trades and a methodical draft strategy.

2011 tested these principles unlike any other year. The
Texans faced a drastically shortened 2011 offseason, a
complete defensive scheme change, and a glut of in-
jured starters, including season-ending injuries to start-
ing and backup quarterbacks, Schaub and Matt Leinart,
and Pro Bowler Mario Williams. In addition, All-Pro wide
receiver Johnson missed more than half the season due
to injury.

Smith’s principles and commitment to the Texans’
player acquisition strategy withstood the storm. Most
notably was the play of rookie fifth-round draft pick
TJ. Yates. Yates was pressed into action following
the losses of Schaub and Leinart and became the first
rookie quarterback to orchestrate comeback wins in his
first two starts since 1968, including Houston’s playoff-
clinching victory at Cincinnati in Week 13.

The Texans finished 2011 with the NFL's second-
ranked defense, a dramatic improvement over the unit
that ranked 30th in the NFL in 2010. Houston’s 91.2-
yard improvement was the third-greatest leap for a de-
fense from one year to the next since 1970. On offense,
Houston set a franchise rushing record for the second
straight season and ranked second in the NFL with

153.0 rushing yards per game.

In his former role leading the Denver Broncos pro per-
sonnel department, the franchise posted the league’s
fifth-best regular-season record from 2000-05, going
61-35 (.635). The 61 wins were the most of any AFC
West team during that span, 10 more than the next
closest team, Kansas City. Denver was one of only four
teams in the NFL to reach the playoffs each season
from 2003-05.

Before moving into the front office, Smith spent four
years as the Broncos’ assistant defensive backs coach
and earned two Super Bow! rings while helping guide a
unit that consistently ranked as one of the league’s best.
The team won more games from 1996-98 (46) than any
club during that three-year period.

Smith joined the Broncos on April 3, 1996, following
a two-year stint as defensive backs coach at his alma
mater, Purdue University. He spent a short time at TCU
prior to joining the Broncos.

A 1992 graduate of Purdue, Smith began his coaching
career as a graduate assistant with the Boilermakers,
serving as the school's assistant strength and condi-
tioning coordinator. After serving as the team’s graduate
assistant tight ends coach for one season, Smith was
hired as the secondary coach, becoming the youngest
full-time position coach in the Big Ten Conference at the
time at the age of 24. In 2012, Smith was honored by
his alma mater with the Distinguished Alumnus Award.

Smith started at strong safety and was a defensive
captain for Purdue as a senior in 1991. A native of Pe-
tersburg, Va., he attended Meadowdale High School in
Dayton, Ohio. Smith is also a member of the Fellowship
of Christian Athletes.

Smith supports several schools in the community,
including Awty International and The Regis School of
the Sacred Heart, and serves on the Board of Direc-
tors for Pro-Vision Academy, a charter school that pro-
vides young people in the greater Houston area with
academic, social and economic opportunities in hopes
of inspiring purpose and optimism. He and his wife,
Tiffany, co-chaired the charter school’s first Corner-
stone Luncheon in May 2014, helping raise more than
$300,000 at the event. The Smith Family also gives time
and resources to many other local charities throughout
Houston, including the Linda Lorelle Scholarship Fund,
Susie Bean Gives, the United Way and the Children’s
Museum of Houston.

Rick and Tiffany Smith live in Houston with their sons,
Robert LaMar and Christian LaMar, and daughter, Avery
Jordan.

Jamey Rootes serves as president
of the Houston Texans and is re-
sponsible for all business functions
of the club. Since joining the Texans,
Rootes has overseen the team’s efforts to secure sta-
dium naming rights and sponsorship, coordinated radio
and TV broadcasting relationships, engineered the
club’s successful ticket and suite sales campaigns, led
the creation and launch of the team’s identity and de-
veloped the team’s highly-acclaimed customer service
strategy.

Under Rootes’ leadership, the Texans have earned
many distinctions, including numerous “Crystal Awards”
for marketing excellence. J.D. Power & Associates rec-
ognized the team for providing the best fan experience
in the NFL and even featured the Texans as a service
success story in their book entitled “Satisfaction.” The
Texans were also recognized with Sports Business
Journal's PRISM Award, which is given annually to the
top major professional sports team based on business
excellence criteria. After securing back-to-back AFC
South Championships in 2011 and 2012, the Texans
have extended their sell-out streak to 122 consecutive
home games, a Houston NFL record and a testament to
the quality of service and entertainment provided by the
organization on game day. As a result, the Texans have
consistently been recognized as one of the most valu-
able professional sports franchises both in the NFL and
globally, as measured by a variety of business publica-
tions. In 2012, the Houston Texans were recognized as
one of Houston’s “Best Places to Work” by the Houston
Business Journal. In 2013, the Texans were recognized
by the Houston Chronicle as one of “Houston’s Top
Workplaces.”

Rootes was selected twice by SportsBusiness Journal
as a member of its distinguished “Forty Under 40” list of
leading sports executives. Following the 2013 season,

Rootes was named a finalist for Executive of the Year
by the Stadium Business Awards. Rootes maintains an
active role in the community and serves on a number
of boards, including the Greater Houston Partnership,
the Houston Food Bank, the Presbyterian School and
the Greater Houston Convention and Visitors Bureau.
He also oversees the activities of the Houston Texans
Foundation, which generated more than $1 million in
2013 to benefit youth and families in the Houston area.
Since inception, the Texans have helped raise more
than $20 million through annual fundraising events, di-
saster response programs, the United Way and partner-
ships with non-profit organizations on game day.

Prior to joining the Texans, Rootes helped to launch
Major League Soccer as president and general man-
ager of the Columbus Crew. During his tenure, the Crew
was consistently among the league’s strongest teams
both on and off the field, and Rootes was recognized as
Executive of the Year in 1996 and Marketing Executive
of the Year in 1999. Rootes helped lead the construc-
tion of Crew Stadium in 1999, which was the first sta-
dium of its type in the United States. This facility earned
distinction as America’s Foremost Sports Facility of the
Year and led to the development of numerous soccer-
specific stadiums across the United States over the past
decade, including BBVA Compass Stadium in Houston.

A native of Stone Mountain, Ga., Rootes attended
Clemson University and was a member of the Tigers’
soccer team that captured two NCAA titles. He also
served as Student Body President. While earning a
master’s of business administration at Indiana Univer-
sity, he served as an assistant soccer coach for the
Hoosiers. Rootes previously held positions at IBM and
Procter & Gamble before entering sports. He lives in
West University with his wife, Melissa, and their chil-
dren, Christopher and Caroline.
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Scott Schwinger serves as Presi-
dent and CEO of the McNair Group
and as Chief Financial Officer for the

Texans.

For the past 20 years, Schwinger has held positions
with various companies owned, directly or indirectly,
by Robert C. McNair including President of Palmetto
Partners Ltd., RCM Financial Services, L.P., and Vice
President of Cogen Technologies. In April 2010, he was
named the CEO of The McNair Group. In his role, he
oversees the investment and management activities for
The McNair Group of companies which include portfo-
lios of public and private equities and certain operating
companies.

Bill O’'Brien was named the third
head coach in Houston Texans
franchise history on Friday, Jan. 3,
2014. The 44-year old brings 21 years of collegiate
and NFL coaching experience to the Bayou City and
a tireless work ethic, relentless tenacity, exceptional
football acumen and a well-earned reputation for suc-
ceeding against all odds.

The former Penn State head coach and New England
Patriots offensive coordinator has ascended steadily
throughout his coaching career, capitalizing on every
earned opportunity at each successive stop with the
same drive that brought him to Houston. O'Brien spent
the last two years leading Penn State through one of
the greatest periods of strife any major college pro-
gram has endured, garnering national and conference
coach-of-the-year awards in the process. In the five
years prior to his tenure at Penn State, O'Brien helped
lead the New England Patriots to a pair of Super Bowl
berths, first as an offensive assistant in 2007 and then
again in 2011 as offensive coordinator.

O'Brien’s first stop as a head coach proved he has
the mettle to handle the toughest of situations as well
as the talent and leadership ability to succeed in them.
The Brown University alum took on one of the tallest
tasks in college football history when he was named
head coach at Penn State on Jan. 6, 2012. In addition
to replacing Joe Paterno, the all-time winningest head
coach in NCAA Football Bowl Division history, O'Brien
was saddled with guiding PSU through heavy schol-
arship reductions, a four-year postseason ban, open
transfer policy for players on the roster he inherited
and the public aftermath of a devastating scandal that
threatened the football program’s storied existence.

Odds of success were low, by all counts. O'Brien
defied them.

Penn State won eight of its final 10 games to finish
the 2012 season 8-4. O’'Brien, who also served as of-
fensive coordinator for the Nittany Lions, was named
the Bear Bryant, Maxwell Football Club and ESPN
National Coach of the Year after winning more games
than any other first-year head coach in the program’s
previous 125 seasons. He also was named the Big
Ten Conference’s Dave McClain Coach of the Year
by media and the Hayes-Schembechler Coach of the
Year by coaches.

O'Brien directed a fast-paced unit in 2012 that av-
eraged 437.0 yards per game in conference play to
the lead the Big Ten. His offense also produced the
conference’s top rusher (Zach Zwinak), receiver (Al-

len Robinson) and passer (Matt McGloin). McGloin set
nine school records and Robinson set the single-sea-
son receptions mark with 77. The team produced six
first-team all-conference picks, including All-American
defensive lineman Jordan Hill, who was drafted in the
third round by the Seattle Seahawks, and linebacker
Michael Mauti, a seventh-round draft pick of the Min-
nesota Vikings. Defensive end Deion Barnes was
named the Big Ten Freshman of the Year and was
joined by tight end Kyle Carter as a freshman All-
America. Mauti and Robinson also were conference
award winners at their respective positions. McGloin
went on to start six games for the Oakland Raiders
in 2013.

The Nittany Lions posted a 7-5 record in 2013 and
had upset wins against 18th-ranked Michigan and
14th-ranked Wisconsin in the season finale. Senior
guard John Urschel earned the William V. Campbell
Award as college football's premier scholar-athlete.
Robinson claimed his second Big Ten Receiver of the
Year award and joined Urschel in garnering numer-
ous All-America honors. All totaled, 12 Nittany Lions
earned all-conference recognition.

A member of the Patriots’ coaching staff from 2007
until coming to Penn State, O’Brien rose from offen-
sive assistant his first season to wide receivers coach
in 2008 and then quarterbacks coach from 2009-10
prior to his promotion to offensive coordinator/quarter-
backs coach in 2011.

The Patriots earned the top seed in the AFC with a
13-3 record and advanced to Super Bowl XLVI with
O'Brien coordinating the offense in 2011. New Eng-
land led the AFC in scoring and ranked third in the NFL
with 32.1 points per game, and ranked second in the
NFL in total offense (428.0 yards per game) and pass-
ing (317.8). Quarterback Tom Brady threw for a ca-
reer-high 5,235 yards (second in NFL) and 39 touch-
downs during the regular season, as the Patriots won
their final eight games. Wide receiver Wes Welker set
career-highs and led the NFL with 122 receptions for
1,569 yards, which ranked second in the NFL. Welker
and tight end Rob Gronkowski, who also set career-
bests with 90 receptions for 1,327 yards, ranked No.
1-2 in the AFC in receiving yardage. Gronkowski also
led the NFL with 17 touchdown receptions, a record
for an NFL tight end, and was second with 18 overall
scores.

In O'Brien’s second season as quarterbacks coach
with the Patriots in 2010, Brady was selected the first
unanimous Associated Press NFL MVP after leading
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BILL O’BRIEN

the Patriots to an NFL-best 14-2 mark. Brady led the
AFC in attempts (1,668), completions (1,096), touch-
down passes (103), interception percentage (1.7) and
passer rating (104.0), and ranked second in the con-
ference in passing yards (13,533) while O’'Brien was
his position coach from 2009-11. The future Hall of
Famer completed more than 65 percent of his passes
each season working with O'Brien, something he had
done only once previously and averaged a career-high
8.1 yards per pass attempt during the three-year span.

O'Brien began his coaching career at Brown in 1993
as a tight ends coach before serving as inside lineback-
ers coach in 1994. He joined George O’Leary’s Geor-
gia Tech staff in 1995 as a graduate assistant, helping
the Yellow Jackets to bowl appearances in each of his
last six seasons, including bowl wins against Notre
Dame, Stanford and West Virginia. Working with of-
fensive coordinator Ralph Friedgen, O'Brien coached
Georgia Tech’s running backs from 1998-2000, help-
ing the Yellow Jackets claim the 1998 Atlantic Coast
Conference title and a Gator Bowl win against Notre
Dame. O’'Brien was then promoted to Georgia Tech’s
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach in 2001
and assistant head coach in 2002. In 2001, he helped
George Godsey set school season records with 3,085
passing yards and 249 completions, and lead the ACC
with 257.1 passing yards per game.

O'Brien joined Friedgen’s staff at Maryland in 2003 as
running backs coach. The Terrapins finished second in
the ACC in rushing in his first season and defeated
West Virginia, 41-7, in the Gator Bowl. Following two
years in College Park, O'Brien served as offensive co-
ordinator and quarterbacks coach at Duke from 2005-
06 before joining the Patriots’ coaching staff.

Born in Dorchester, Mass., O'Brien grew up in the
Boston suburb of Andover and graduated from St.
John’s Preparatory School in Danvers. O'Brien went
on to play linebacker and defensive end at Brown from
1990-92. He graduated with a double concentration in
political science and organizational behavioral man-
agement in 1992.

O'Brien and his wife, Colleen, have two sons: Jack,
11, and Michael, 8.

Bill O’Brien was introduced as the franchise’s third head
coach in a press conference on Jan. 3, 2014.

head coach or defensive coordinator. Crennel was named
Texans defensive coordinator on February 5, 2014.

Crennel brings with him a longstanding track record of
success, including appearing in six Super Bowls and win-
ning five of them (New York Giants — XXI, New York Giants
- XXV, New England — XXXVI, New England — XXXVIII
and New England — XXXIX). Additionally, he has been a
part of 13 playoff seasons with six conference fitles and
nine division titles.

Crennel came to Houston following a three-year stint
with the Kanas City Chiefs where he served as defensive
coordinator (2010-11), interim head coach (2011) and
head coach (2012). In that time, his defense ranked 12th
overall in the NFL (340.0 yards per game) and sixth in
pass defense (214.0 yards per game). Under Crennel’'s
guidance in 2012, the Chiefs sent six players to the Pro
Bowl, with four of them on the defensive side of the ball.
The Chiefs’ six Pro Bowlers were the most the team has
sent to the annual all-star game since the 2005 season
and the four defensive players were the most making the
trip since the 1995 season.

Prior to Kansas City, Crennel spent four seasons as
head coach of the Cleveland Browns (2005-08) in his
second turn with the organization. In 2007, he led Cleve-
land to a 10-6 record, the club’s best mark since finishing
11-5 in 1994. The Browns won a franchise-record seven
consecutive home games in 2007 as six players were se-
lected to the Pro Bowl.

From 2001-04, Crennel served as defensive coordina-
tor with the New England Patriots, where he helped the
team win three Super Bow titles. This was his second go-
around with the organization and, during his four seasons
in New England, the Patriots registered a 48-16 (.750)
regular season record and a 9-0 postseason mark. The
Patriots registered 89 interceptions during his tenure, the
second-highest total over that span behind only Tampa
Bay (95). Crennel's defensive unit also returned an NFL-
high 14 interceptions for touchdowns from 2001-04.

In 2004, the Patriots defense tied for second in the NFL,
allowing only 16.3 points per game. Crennel’s unit ranked
third with 45.0 sacks, sixth against the run (98.3 yards per
game) and ninth in total defense (310.8 yards per game).
The Patriots allowed a mere 45 rushing yards in their Su-
per Bowl XXXIX victory versus Philadelphia.

Crennel was named the NFL Assistant Coach of the Year
by the Pro Football Writers of America following the 2003
season. He led a Patriots defensive unit that allowed a

league-low 14.9 points per game, the best single-season
mark in team history. Further, the defense did not allow
an opponent to score a touchdown on 62 consecutive
possessions over a five-game home span. New England
led the NFL with 29 interceptions and six defensive touch-
downs in the regular season, as the Patriots marched to
an eventual win versus Carolina in Super Bowl XXXVIII.

The Patriots ranked sixth in the NFL in 2001, surrender-
ing just 17.0 points per game. During a

five-game winning streak to conclude the regular sea-
son, New England allowed only one touchdown and seven
field goals. St. Louis averaged an NFL-high 31.4 points
per game in 2001, but Crennel's unit limited the Rams to
just 17 points in New England’s Super Bowl XXX VI victory.

Prior to a one-year stint as Cleveland’s defensive coor-
dinator/defensive line coach in 2000, Crennel spent three
seasons as the defensive line coach with the New York
Jets (1997-99). His defense never allowed more than
20.0 points per game in any of his three seasons with that
squad. The Jets ranked second in the NFL by allowing
16.6 points per game in 1998 as New York advanced to
the AFC Championship Game for the first time since 1982.

Before joining the Jets, Crennel served as the defensive
line coach for four campaigns in New England (1993-96).
The Patriots defense allowed 12.8 points per game dur-
ing the final five contests of the 1996 season, helping to
propel the club to a berth in Super Bowl XXXI.

Crennel began his NFL coaching career with a 12-year

period with the New York Giants (1981-92), serving as
the defensive line coach (1990-92), special teams coach
(1983-89) and special teams/defensive assistant coach
(1981-82). During his tenure with the Giants, the club
qualified for the playoffs six times, claiming wins in Su-
per Bowls XXI and XXV. While with the Giants, Crennel
worked with multiple Super Bowl winning head coach’s Bill
Parcells, Bill Belichick and Tom Coughlin.

Crennel began his coaching career as a graduate assis-
tant in 1970 at his alma mater, Western Kentucky, before
enjoying a four-season stint as the school’s defensive line
coach. From there, Crennel began his longtime associa-
tion with Parcells at Texas Tech (1975-77) where Parcells
served as defensive coordinator. He also spent two years
at Mississippi (1978-79) coaching the defensive ends.
Crennel concluded his collegiate coaching career with a
one-year stop at Georgia Tech (1980).

Afour-year starter on the defensive line for Western Ken-
tucky, Crennel was elected captain as a senior. A rash of
injuries during his senior season forced him to switch to
offensive tackle where he earned team MVP honors.

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Bob Ligashesky enters his first
season as Special Teams Coordina-
tor for the Texans after serving as
the interim coordinator for the last three games of 2013.

Ligashesky joined the Texans coaching staff as special
teams assistant in March of 2013. He is in his 11th NFL
season and has an additional 19 years coaching experi-
ence in the collegiate ranks.

Ligashesky served as the special teams coordinator
for Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2012. The Buccaneers
led the NFL with four blocked punts under Ligashesky's
guidance.

Prior to his tenure in Tampa Bay, Ligashesky coached
the Denver Broncos tight ends in 2010 before moving
on to Oakland as a special teams assistant. From 2007-
09, Ligashesky served as the Pittsburgh Steelers spe-
cial teams coach.

Ligashesky’s units led the NFL in kickoff return aver-
age allowed and ranked fourth in the league in punt re-
turn average allowed on the way to helping Pittsburgh
win the Super Bowl in 2008. In 2009, Pittsburgh ranked
eighth in the NFL in kickoff return average.

Ligashesky has also had marked success with his
kickers at every stop he has made in the professional
ranks. In Oakland, Sebastian Janikowski ranked fifth
in the NFL by converting 88.6 percent of his field goal
attempts for a total of 31, the sixth-highest total in the
league. During Ligashesky's three-year tenure in Pitts-
burgh, Steelers kicker Jeff Reed converted 88.5 percent

Ligashesky, a Pittsburgh native, graduated from Indi-
ana University of Pennsylvania, where he was a defen-
sive back.

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Jim Bernhardt enters his first
season with the Houston Texans

in 2014, where he will serve as the
Director of Football Research. In his position, Bernhardt
will take on an advisory role to Head Coach Bill O'Brien
assisting in all aspects of game preparation, manage-
ment and review, both on and off the field.

Bernhardt came to Houston from Penn State where he
served in a similar role under O'Brien as Special Assis-
tant to the Head Coach and Director of Player Develop-
ment. As a chief advisor to O'Brien, Bernhardt reviewed,
evaluated and advised on the entire Penn State football
program including practice, game management and
planning, compliance, recruiting and football adminis-
tration.

Prior to his time at Penn State, Bernhardt served as
recruiting coordinator and running backs coach at the
University of Central Florida from 2005-07 and Direc-
tor of Football Operations in 2004. In 2005, the Golden
Knights won its first Conference USA Eastern Division
title and earned a berth in the university’s first bowl
game, the Sheraton Hawaii Bowl, against Nevada. In
that matchup, Kevin Smith set a Hawaii Bowl record
with 202 yards rushing and three touchdowns.

In 2007, Smith had one of the most prolific seasons
in NCAA history for a running back, rushing for 2,567
yards and 29 touchdowns. His rushing total landed him
second on the NCAA all-time single season rushing list,
only behind Barry Sanders 1988 season. In his three
seasons at UCF under Bernhardt, Smith finished as the
Golden Knights’ all-time leading rusher and 2007 Con-
ference USA Offensive Player of the Year.

Bernhardt began his coaching career in 1988-89 as
the assistant head coach and defensive coordinator at
Hofstra University, where they had nationally ranked
defenses and qualified for the NCAA playoffs both

John Butler enters his first season
with the Houston Texans in 2014,
where he will serve as secondary

coach.

Prior to the Texans, Butler spent two seasons at Penn
State where he held the role of defensive coordinator
and secondary coach for Bill O’Brien in 2013. In his first
season working with the secondary, he helped Penn
State rank second in the Big Ten and 16th nationally
in scoring defense. Four of Butler's defensive players
at Penn State went on to be drafted in the NFL in 2013
and 2014.

Butler served as the special teams coordinator and
outside linebackers coach at South Carolina in 2011,
helping the Gamecocks win a school record 11 games
in 2011 and earn their first Top 10 finish. He worked
with linebacker Antonio Allen, who earned second-team
All-SEC honors from the Associated Press and was the
only SEC player to rank in the league’s top 10 in tackles,
interceptions, forced fumbles and fumble recoveries.

Butler spent four seasons as the linebackers coach
and special teams coordinator at the University of Min-
nesota. In 2010, junior linebacker Gary Tinsley received
honorable mention All-Big Ten honors from the confer-
ence’s media. Two Butler-coached linebackers received
all-conference recognition in 2009. As special teams
coordinator, Butler presided over one of the best units
in the Big Ten during his tenure in Minneapolis. The
Gophers averaged better than 22 yards per kick return
in three of his four seasons and held their opponents
to less than 20 yards per return in two seasons. Min-
nesota’s punt coverage unit was one of the best in the
country in 2008 and 2009, holding opponents to an av-
erage of just 8.1 yards per return in that two-year span.

Butler served as the linebackers coach and special
teams coordinator at Harvard from 2003-06 and the
safeties coach and special teams coordinator at South-
west Texas State from 2001-02. He also spent two sea-
sons (1999-00) at Midwestern State where he served
as the team’s defensive coordinator while mentoring the
linebackers and safeties. The 2007 team posted a 7-4
record, the first winning ledger in school history.

While at Harvard, Butler's special teams units annu-
ally ranked among the best in the Ivy League, scoring

seven total special teams touchdowns during his ten-
ure, including a 2004 season in which the Crimson reg-
istered five special teams scores. In 2004, the Crimson
won the Ivy League title with a 10-0 record and ranked

at the University of Texas under John Mackovic and
Mack Brown.

Born in Philadelphia, the 1995 graduate of Catholic
University broke into the coaching ranks as the second-
ary coach after his senior year of playing before taking
over as the defensive coordinator in 1996. His team
finished in the top 25 in Division Il in total defense that
season.

As an undergrad, Butler was a four-year letterman and
three-year starter at Catholic, where he was part of the
biggest turnaround in Division Il history. The team went
1-9 in his junior season but rebounded with an 8-2 mark
in his senior campaign. He was also a two-year letter-
winner in basketball and part of the school's 1992-93
NCAA Tournament team.

Doug Colman enters his first sea-
son with the Houston Texans in

2014, where he will serve as assis-
tant special teams coach.

Colman came to the Texans after two seasons as the
linebackers coach at Coastal Carolina as well as coordi-
nating aspects of the special teams. Colman’s presence
was immediately felt as Quinn Backus was the two-time
Big South Defensive Player of the Year (2012-13), lead-
ing the league in tackles both times and breaking his
own single-season record with 144 tackles. Backus had
four interceptions and scored two touchdowns in 2013,
returning an interception and a blocked field goal for
scores during the 2013 season.

Colman’s efforts at Coastal Carolina also extended
to Mike McClure, who was twice named All-Big South
Second Team and LaDarius Hawthore, who earned
the 2013 Big South Special Teams Player of the Year
award after blocking three field goals, forcing two fum-
bles, recovering one fumble and registering five tackles
on special teams in 2013.

Under Colman’s tutelage at Tulane, linebacker Trent
Mackey was a two-time All-C-USA selection, earning the
Green Wave's only first team selection to the all-league
team in 2011. He logged 145 tackles in 12 games in
2011, including 14 tackles for losses, and ranked fourth
nationally with 12.08 stops per game. In 2010, Mackey
led the team in tackles, ranking 17th in the nation with
an average of 10.88 tackles per game, and was voted
the Louisiana Football Newcomer of the Year.

Prior to Tulane, Colman spent two seasons at his
alma mater, Nebraska, as the defensive quality con-
trol coach and was a part of back-to-back Big 12 North
Championships in 2008 (co-champions) and 2009, and
also participated in the 2008 Gator Bowl and 2009 Holi-
day Bowl.

Before Nebraska, Colman was an assistant coach for
linebackers and special teams for the Amsterdam Admi-
rals in NFL-Europa during the 2007 campaign.

From 2003-07, Colman was the head football coach
and physical education teacher for Absegami High
School in Galloway, N.J. During his time there, he led
the team to a 40-14 overall record and to three straight
conference championships (2004-06), the school’s only
conference titles, four consecutive New Jersey state
playoff appearances (2003-06) and to the 2006 state
championship in the New Jersey South Group 1V, the
school’s only state title. The team also finished as the
2005 state finalist.

Colman was recognized for his team’s success by
being named the 2004 and 2005 Cape Atlantic League
Conference Coach of the Year, the 2004 National Foot-
ball Foundation-New Jersey Chapter Coach of the Year
and the 2003 Press All-Area Coach of the Year. One
of the highlights of his prep coaching career came in
2006 when he served as the head coach for the Adam
Taliaferro New Jersey All-Star game.

Colman began his coaching career in the prep game
in 2001 at his high school alma mater, Ocean City (N.J.)
High School, where he was a freshman football coach.
Following a one-year stint at Ocean City HS, he spent
the 2002 campaign as the assistant football coach and
physical education teacher at Oakcrest High School in
Mays Landing, N.J.

Colman played collegiately at the University of Ne-
braska from 1991-95 and was a part of five Big 8 Con-
ference championships, back-to-back national tities in
1994 and 1995. Nebraska finished 25-0 during his final
two seasons and went 23-0-1 in league play during his
four-year career. In each of his four years, Nebraska
played for the national championship, facing Miami
(Fla.) in the 1992 Orange Bowl, Florida State in the
1994 Orange Bowl, Miami (Fla.) in the 1995 Orange
Bowl and Florida in the 1996 Fiesta Bowl.

Following his collegiate career, Colman was drafted
in the sixth round (171st overall pick) of the 1996 NFL
Draft by the New York Giants. He played five seasons in
the NFL (1996-2000), playing a total of 64 games for the
Giants, Tennessee Titans (including Super Bowl XXXIV)
and Cleveland Browns.

Paul Dunn enters his first season
with the Houston Texans in 2014,
where he will serve as the team’s of-

fensive line coach.

Dunn came to Houston from the Atlanta Falcons, where
he spent the last six seasons coaching the offensive line.
In 2012, Dunn’s offensive line group helped lead the Fal-
cons to a NFC-best 13-3 mark and one of the most pro-
ductive offensive seasons in team history. The offensive
line was anchored by fifth-year left tackle Sam Baker.
Baker returned from injury in 2012 and was credited with
only giving up 3.5 sacks according to STATS Inc. in 16
games. His 3.5 sacks allowed ranked tied for third in the
NFL amongst tackles that started all 16 games.

Dunn’s group of offensive lineman also assisted in pro-
ducing two 1,000-yard receivers (Roddy White, 1,351 &
Julio Jones, 1,198) and allowing quarterback Matt Ryan
to have a career-year and earn his second Pro Bowl
appearance. In 2012, Ryan set franchise and personal
bests in passing yards (4,719), attempts (615), comple-
tions (422), consecutive passes without an interception
(272), completion percentage (68.6), touchdowns (32),
most consecutive completions (22) and most 300- yard
games in a season (seven).

In 2011, Dunn’s offensive line paved the way for record
breaking performances by RB Michael Turner and Ryan.
Turner became only the second running back in fran-
chise history to record back to back 1,300-yard seasons
and only the third back to log three seasons of 1,300+
rushing yards in team annals. Dunn’s offensive line also
helped protect Ryan as he threw for a then franchise
single-season record 4,177 yards and a then career-high
29 touchdowns.

Dunn’s diligent work with the offensive line continued
to be a bright spot for the Falcons offense in 2010. Some
of the offensive accomplishments achieved through the
strong play of the line included setting a team record for
most first downs in a season with 353 and scoring the
third-most points in club history with 414.

The team’s offensive line also helped the Falcons rank
third in the NFL in time of possession (32:15), third down
conversions (46.7%) and scoring efficiency (scoring on
70 of 178 possessions).

Through the solid blocking of Dunn’s offensive line, QB
Matt Ryan threw for 3,705 yards and 28 touchdowns. In
addition, White broke the club record for receptions in a
season with a League-high 115 and Turner pounded his
way to another Pro Bowl with an NFC-best 1,317 rush-
ing yards.

In 2009, Atlanta’s offensive line blocked for a passing

attack that totaled 3,571 net passing yards, the sixth-
highest total in team history (at that time) and the highest
mark since the 1996 season. The Falcons also averaged
4.2 rushing yards per carry behind the stout line as At-
lanta produced a 9-7 record and back-to-back winning
seasons for the first time in franchise history.

In Dunn’s first campaign in 2008, the offensive line
set a franchise record for the fewest sacks allowed in
a season with just 17 (allowing one sack per every 25.5
plays). The following season the trend continued as the
unit totaled an average of one sack per every 21.1 plays
in 2009, which was the second- best mark for a season
in club annals.

In 2008, the offensive line paved the way for the NFL's
second ranked rushing offense (152.7 yards per game)
and Pro Bowl running back Michael Turner. Turner
ranked second in the NFL in rushing (1,699 yards), mark-
ing the third-highest rushing total in Falcons history. Un-
der the guidance of Dunn, the offensive line also assisted
Turner crossing the goal line a franchise-high 17 times
and passing the 200-yard plateau on two occasions. The
Falcons’ offensive line also provided time for NFL Rookie
of the Year QB Matt Ryan as he threw for 3,440 yards (on
265 of 434 passing) with 16 touchdowns.

Prior to joining the Falcons, Dunn served as the Of-
fensive Line Coach (2005-2007) for the University of
Pittsburgh Panthers, his alma mater. In 2007, Pitt's of-
fensive line opened holes for freshman running back
LeSean McCoy to rush for 1,328 yards while breaking
freshman records in touchdowns (14) and points (90),
which were previously held by Tony Dorsett. McCoy has
developed into a Pro Bowl running back for the Phila-
delphia Eagles. The offensive line also paved the way
for LaRod Stephens- Howling who currently serves as a
running back and kick returner for the Pittsburgh Steel-
ers. Before returning to Pittsburgh, Dunn was the Run-
ning Game Coordinator and Offensive Line Coach for the
Kentucky Wildcats from 2003-04.

Dunn also registered a five-year coaching stint at Kan-
sas State University as the Running Game Coordinator
and Offensive Line Coach. During Dunn’s tenure, the
Wildcats ranked among the nation’s top five in scoring
four times, including a national-best 48 points per game
in 1998. Dunn coached four Kansas State players who
earned All-America honors, including first-team honoree
Nick Leckey who played for the New Orleans Saints. Ad-
ditionally, Ryan Lijia earned All-Big 12 honors and was a
starting guard for the Super Bowl Champion Indianapolis
Colts during the 2006 season. Dunn also guided running
back Darren Sproles, who is a current running back for
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PAUL DUNN

the Philadelphia Eagles. Sproles graduated ranked 11th
on the all-time college rushing yards list and sixth in all-
purpose yards.

Dunn earned his coaching start at Pittsburgh as a
graduate assistant in 1983. A three-year letterman dur-
ing his collegiate career at Pitt (1978-82), Dunn was a
member of four teams that finished in the Top 10. The
Panthers went 11-1 in three consecutive years (1979-
81), including the 1980 campaign when Pitt was named
the nation’s top team by the New York Times. Four of
Dunn’s teammates at Pitt are members of the Pro Foot-
ball Hall of Fame (Chris Doleman, Ricky Jackson, Russ
Grimm, Dan Marino) and five are members of the College
Football Hall of Fame (Marino, Bill Fralic, Jimbo Covert,
Mark May, Hugh Green).

Dunn and his wife, Melody, have three children, two
daughters, Katlyn and Kelsey, and one son, Casey.

Craig Fitzgerald enters his first
season with the Houston Texans in

2014, where he will serve as head
strength and conditioning coach.

Fitzgerald served as Penn State Director of Strength
and Conditioning from 2012-13 after spending the previ-
ous three seasons (2009-11) overseeing the University
of South Carolina strength & conditioning program for
football.

Prior to his time at South Carolina, Fitzgerald held the
title of Director of Strength and Conditioning at Harvard,
where the football team won back-to-back Ivy League
tittes over his final two years. While at Harvard, he
oversaw the training of all 41 NCAA teams, the largest
number in the country.

Fitzgerald served as the Assistant Director of Strength
and Conditioning at his alma mater, the University of
Maryland, from 2000-05. At Maryland he directed the
training for men’s basketball, men’s lacrosse, women'’s
volleyball, and wrestling while assisting the training for
football.

Anative of Philadelphia, Pa., Fitzgerald holds a double
degree in political science and history from Maryland,
graduating in 1997. He was a three-time letterwinner
(1994-96) for the Terrapin football squad.

George Godsey enters his first
season with the Houston Texans in
2014, where he will serve as quar-

terbacks coach.

Godsey came to the Texans after three years with the
New England Patriots, first as offensive assistant in
2011 and then as tight ends coach the past two sea-
sons. It was in 2011 when he first coached on the same
staff as Texans head coach Bill O’Brien who was the
Patriots offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach that
season.

In Godsey's first season with the Patriots as offensive
assistant in 2011, the team earned the top seed in the
AFC with a 13-3 record and advanced to Super Bowl
XLVI. New England led the AFC in scoring and ranked
third in the NFL with 32.1 points per game, and ranked
second in the NFL in total offense (428.0 yards per
game). The past two seasons, he has guided the tight
ends, including Rob Gronkowski who earned a spot in
the Pro Bow! following the 2012 season with his team-
leading 11 touchdowns in 11 games played. In 2013,
Gronkowski, who played just seven games due to inju-
ries, averaged a career-high 84.6 yards per game.

As quarterbacks
coach for UCF, Godsey was pivotal in the development
of Kyle Isreal and Steven Moffett, who finished seventh
and sixth, respectively, in passing efficiency in school
history.

In his time at Penn State, Hixon coached Allen Rob-
inson to two of the most prolific seasons for a wide
receiver in school history as Robinson set school re-
cords with 97 receptions and 1,432 yards during the
2013 season.

downs in a season in Bills history.

In Washington he guided a veteran unit, led by San-
tana Moss and Antwaan Randle El. Randle El's four
receiving touchdowns in 2009 set a career high.

Under Hixon's tutelage in 2008, WR Santana Moss
had 79 receptions for 1,044 yards and six touchdowns.
This marked the third 1,000 yard receiving season of
Moss'’s career, and his second with 75 or more catches.
Additionally in 2008, WR Antwaan Randle El recorded
53 receptions for 593 yards and four touchdowns.

Hixon guided Moss to a breakout season in 2005 that
ended with his first trip to the Pro Bowl. Moss set a new
Redskins franchise record with 1,483 receiving yards on
the season. Moss also led the team in receptions (84)
and average yards per catch (17.7) and was second
with nine touchdowns. He finished second in the NFL
in receiving yards and 10th in receptions. Moss was
named NFC Offensive Player of the Week twice after
remarkable performances at Dallas (five catches, 159
yards, two TDs) and home against the New York Giants
(five catches, 160 yards, three TDs).

Prior to joining the Redskins, Hixon coached four
years at LSU (2000-03), where he coached eight play-
ers at the college level that went on to careers in the
NFL. He served as associate head coach in addition to
wide receivers coach and was part of the Tigers’ 2003
NCAA National Championship team. Under Hixon’s

guidance, three Tigers had 1,000-yard receiving season
and he had a player named All-SEC three times.

In 2001, Hixon coached Josh Reed to one of the most
dominating seasons ever by a receiver in SEC history.
Reed caught a school-record 94 passes for an SEC-
record 1,740 yards and seven touchdowns. He was
named an All-American and won the Fred Biletnikoff
Award, given to college football's top wide receiver.

Bill Kollar is in his sixth year as the Tex-
ans defensive line. Kollar, who played

eight seasons in the NFL as a defensive
lineman, has 26 years of experience coaching in the NFL,
including the last 25 as a defensive line coach. Prior to Hous-
ton, he spent the previous three years coaching the defensive
line in Buffalo.

Kollar's unit has thrived after switching to a 3-4 scheme in
2011, fronting a defense that ranks fourth in yards allowed
(324.3) and rushing yards allowed (105.3) in the last three
seasons. The Texans have also posted back-to-back sea-
sons with a franchise-record 44 sacks in 2011 and 2012,
ranking fifth in the NFL.

Kollar's line once again was productive for the Texans in
2013. For the second consecutive season, J.J. Watt was se-
lected to the Pro Bowl and earned All-Pro First Team honors
after recording 10.5 sacks and leading the NFL with 46 quar-
terback hits. Fourth-year nose tackle Earl Mitchell posted a
career-best 87 tackles.

Several defensive linemen posted career numbers in 2012,
including the Watt, who won the Associated Press Defensive
Player of the Year award after leading the NFL with 20.5
sacks and becoming the first player in history with at least
14 sacks and 14 passes defensed in the same season. De-
fensive end Antonio Smith set a career high with 7.0 sacks.

Kollar helped the Texans transition from a 4-3 to a 3-4
scheme with great success in 2011 and received huge contri-
butions from the defensive line. Houston saw the third-largest
defensive improvement in NFL history since the 1970 AFL-
NFL merger. The Texans ranked second in the NFL in total
defense with 285.7 yards per game in 2011 after giving up
376.9 yards per game and ranking 30th in 2010. The defen-
sive line played its part in helping the Texans set team records
for rushing yards allowed (96.0 per game) and sacks (44).
Smith eamed his first career Pro Bowl berth with a career-
high 6.5 sacks. Watt eamed team Rookie of the Year honors
and was named to the PFW/PFWA All-Rookie team after re-
cording 5.5 sacks and 56 tackles in the regular season.

Kollar directed Houston's first line of defense to the two best
run-stopping seasons in franchise history in his first two years
with the team. In addition, the Texans defense recorded at
least 30 sacks in three consecutive seasons for the first time
in franchise history from 2009-11 under Kollar's tutelage.
Houston's 2010 rush defense held three opponents to less
than 50 yards and set a franchise record by limiting Washing-
ton to 18 yards rushing in an overtime win.

Several individuals posted personal bests on Kollar's defen-
sive line in 2010. Veteran defensive tackle Shaun Cody start-
ed all 16 games for the first time in his career and registered
a career-high 38 tackles, while defensive tackle Amobi Okoye

also set a career high with 44 tackles. Defensive end Mario
Williams fought through injury the entire season to lead the
team with 8.5 sacks despite spending the final three games
of the season on injured reserve.

In his first season with the Texans, Kollar helped the de-
fensive line improve throughout the season. Williams led the
team with 9.0 sacks and earned his second consecutive Pro
Bowl trip. Rookie defensive end Connor Barwin and free
agent Smith were second on the team with 4.5 sacks apiece.
The unit was a key on the defense’s overall improvement,
helping hold opponents to 84.3 yards per game on the ground
in the last 13 contests.

Prior to his stint with Buffalo, Kollar coached the defensive
line in St. Louis from 2001-05. Kollar helped defensive end
Leonard Little emerge as a premier sack artist, with 57 sacks
in that time. The Rams earned a trip to the Super Bowl in
2001, Kollar's first season with the team.

From 1990-2000, Kollar worked as the Atlanta Falcons de-
fensive line coach. In 1998, the Falcons’ defensive line tied
for the NFL lead by giving up only six rushing touchdowns
and set a team record by allowing an average of 75.2 rushing
yards as Atlanta won the NFC Championship and eamed a
trip to Super Bowl XXXIII.

Kollar, 61, began his coaching career as a defensive as-
sistant/special teams for Tampa Bay in 1984. He spent a year
as a graduate assistant at lllinois in 1985 following his year in
Tampa Bay. He was promoted to defensive line/special teams
coach for the lllini in 1986 and spent two years in that position.
Kollar assumed the same role at Purdue from 1988-89 before
returning to the NFL.

Kollar was an All-America defensive lineman at Montana
State and eamed the Most Valuable Player award at the 1974
Senior Bowl and was inducted into the Senior Bow! Hall of
Fame in April 2014. He was selected in the first round (23rd
overall) of the 1974 NFL Draft by the Cincinnati Bengals and
played eight seasons for Cincinnati and Tampa Bay.

Kollar and his wife, Jan, have two sons, Chad and Clint.

east-10 title. During his tenure, Merrimack produced six
All-Americans and two Northeast-10 Conference Play-
ers of the Year.

Perry’s up-tempo, high-scoring offense was tops in the
league for all five of his seasons on campus, as Mer-
rimack won its first-ever Northeast-10 Championship
in 2009.

Pleasant came to Houston from Kansas City, where
he served as defensive line coach from 2010-2012. He
served an NFL Minority Coaching Fellowship with the
Chiefs in 2009, working closely with the club’s defensive
ends, before being promoted to his role as defensive
line coach.

In his three seasons overseeing the defensive line,
the Chiefs defensive front accounted for 25.5 sacks and
71 quarterback pressures.

Pleasant owns 14 seasons of NFL playing experience
as a defensive lineman, seeing duty in 202 regular sea-
son games (157 starts) with Cleveland (1990-95), Balti-
more (1996), Atlanta (1997), the New York Jets (1998-
99), San Francisco (2000) and New England (2001-03).
He is one of just five active NFL assistant coaches to
own 200 or more games of playing experience.

Brian Gaine was named director of
pro personnel for the Houston Tex-
ans on Feb. 10, 2014. Gaine, who is
in his 16th season in the NFL, directs
the pro scouting department, including all pro player
evaluation, the advance scouting process, free agency
and the monitoring of player transactional movement in
all professional leagues.

After a rough start and trailing by as many as three touch-
downs, the Texans pulled off a thrilling 31-28 comeback vic-
tory, complete with a ILB Brian Cushing pick-six, a fake
punt, and 41-yard field goal as time expired.

In the Monday night season opener at San Diego, QB Matt
Schaub finished with 346 passing yards, three touchdowns
and a quarterback rating of 110.0.

WR Andre Johnson topped the receiving corps with 146
yards on 12 receptions. The Houston tight ends came up big
with three touchdowns, two to Owen Daniels and one to
Garrett Graham.

RB Arian Foster led in rushing with 57 yards on 18 carries
and had six receptions for 33 yards. Ben Tate carried the ball
nine times for 55 yards.

The rough start began on the very first play of the game,
when Schaub’s pass intended for Daniels was deflected and
intercepted. QB Philip Rivers found the end zone on the very
next play, connecting with RB Ryan Mathews on a 14-yard
touchdown pass.

Houston's offense remained scoreless until its third drive
of the game when Daniels caught the first of his two touch-
downs. A 1-yard pass from Schaub tied the score at 7-7 with
3:11 remaining in the first quarter.

The Chargers regained the lead with a 6-yard pass from Riv-
ers to WR Eddie Royal. San Diego continued to roll, scoring
21 unanswered points.

With 4:57 remaining in the third quarter, the Texans orches-
trated their comeback. Schaub connected with Graham for a
touchdown on a 7-yard pass up the middle, cutting the Char-
gers’ lead to two scores, 28-14.

Daniels caught his second score of the night, a 9-yard pass
from Schaub with 14:44 remaining in the fourth quarter.

Cushing came up big with the pick-six on an 18-yard inter-
ception, tying the score at 28.

K Randy Bullock, who missed a 51-yard field goal earlier
in the game, connected on a 41-yarder as time expired to give
the Texans the 31-28 win. For his last-second heroics, head
coach Gary Kubiak awarded Bullock with the game ball.

Bullock was perfect on all four point after tries, and drove
four of his five kickoffs out for touchbacks.

It was the Texans' first-ever victory against San Diego.

Rookie WR DeAndre Hopkins caught the game-winning
touchdown, a 3-yard pass from QB Matt Schaub, in over-
time to give Houston a 30-24 win against the Tennessee
Titans. Hopkins ended his second NFL game with seven
catches for 117 yards, the second-highest receiving total
for a rookie in franchise history.

WR Andre Johnson left the game with just over two min-
utes remaining in the fourth quarter after a hit by Titans S
Bernard Pollard.

K Randy Bullock, who kicked the game-winning 41-yard
field goal at San Diego in Week 1, missed two 50-yarders
in the first half. Following two timeouts called by Tennes-
see to ice him, Bullock missed a potential game-winning
46-yarder, hitting the left upright, as time expired.

Schaub was 26-0f-48 for 298 yards, three touchdowns
and two interceptions. Running backs Arian Foster and
Ben Tate ran for a combined 172 yards. Tate led with
93 yards on nine carries. Foster scored the lone rushing
touchdown, a 1-yard score, as well as a successful two-
point conversion to tie the game 24-24 with 1:56 remaining
in the fourth quarter.

Both teams put points on the board early, scoring on
80-yard opening drives. Schaub connected with TE Gar-
rett Graham for a 1-yard touchdown, following a career-
high 60-yard run by Tate on the drive. Titans WR Kendall
Wright scored first for the Titans on a 6-yard pass from
QB Jake Locker. Tennessee would not score again until
their last drive of the half, giving them a 10-7 lead entering
the break.

Head coach Gary Kubiak threw down the red flag in the
third quarter, challenging a play which initially ruled Titans
RB Chris Johnson down at Tennessee’s 1-yard line. The
ruling was overturned, resulting in a Houston safety by ILB
Joe Mays on Johnson.

The Texans defense held the Tennessee to just 4 yards
of total offense in the third quarter and Houston re-gained
the lead when Schaub threw a 12-yard touchdown to TE
Owen Daniels.

The Titans gained life in the fourth quarter, scoring 14
unanswered points. Locker orchestrated a nine-play, 99-
yard drive that resulted in a 12-yard touchdown pass to TE
Delanie Walker. Less than two minutes later, a miscommu-
nication between Schaub and Hopkins resulted in a 23-yard
pick-six by Titans CB Alterraun Verner.

Hopkins then went on a 64-yard tear on three consecu-
tive catches on the following drive. Schaub’s 21-yard pass
along the sideline to Johnson was first ruled incomplete. A
second red flag challenge by Kubiak resulted in an over-
turned call that rewarded Houston with a first down on Ten-
nessee’s 2-yard line. Johnson, who was injured on the play,
jogged off the field, but did not return to the game.

After a 1-yard touchdown run and a successful two-point
conversion by Foster, Houston tied up the score 24-24.
Hopkins" 3-yard touchdown catch in overtime capped
the seventh-consecutive win for the Texans in one-score
games in the regular season.

ILB Brian Cushing had 1.5 sacks and led the defense
with 13 tackles. DE J.J. Watt had two sacks, two passes
defensed and eight tackles.

The Texans remained winless at Baltimore’s M&T Bank
Stadium after suffering their first loss of the season. Hous-
ton was unable to comeback for a third-straight week for the
win, falling to the Ravens 30-9.

Mistakes marred Houston’s loss in which Baltimore
scored on a pick-six and punt return. The Texans had 14
penalties for 113 yards.

QB Matt Schaub and the Texans offense struggled with-
out All-Pro LT Duane Brown, who did not make the trip
due to a toe injury. Schaub was sacked three times for a
loss of 24 yards. Schaub was 25-0f-35 for 194 yards and
one interception.

K Randy Bullock was 3-for-3 on field goal attempts, con-
necting from 27, 29, and 47 yards.

WR Andre Johnson, who had five catches for 36 yards
on the day, left the game in the third quarter with a shin
injury.

In a game that seemed in control with the Texans leading
20-3 at the half, Seattle reeled off 20 unanswered points in
the second half and overtime for a 23-20 win.

Houston lost its second game in a row and dropped to 2-2
on the season. Turnovers continued to haunt Houston as the
Seahawks scored 10 points off three takeaways.

Seattle scored first with a 48-yard field goal in the first quar-
ter. The Texans scored 20 uananswered points to dominate
early.

Seattle’s defense, ranked first in the NFL, had previously
only allowed an average of nine points, 146 passing yards,
and 241.7 total yards. The Texans offense surpassed that
before halftime with 20 points, 226 yards passing, and 324
net yards.

After an early interception on a deflected pass intended
for TE Owen Daniels, QB Matt Schaub bounced back for
touchdown passes on consecutive drives.

It was a long, hard night for Houston that started on the
third play from scrimmage. QB Matt Schaub threw an in-
terception that was returned for a touchdown and the 49ers
never looked back in the 34-3 rout.

Schaub threw two more interceptions before being
spelled by QB T.J. Yates in the fourth quarter.

Schaub threw his fourth pick-six in as many games while
San Francisco built a 21-0 lead. Houston’s offense re-
mained scoreless until K Randy Bullock kicked a 41-yard
field goal in the third quarter.

In the first 90 seconds of the game, Schaub’s pass to WR
Andre Johnson was picked off by 49ers’ CB Tramaine
Brock and returned 18 yards for a touchdown. Brock
picked Schaub off again in the second quarter.

The 49ers offense converted the turnover into a touch-
down four plays later on RB Anthony’s Dixon’s 2-yard
touchdown run to extend the lead to 21-0 with 5:03 remain-
ing in the first half.

The Texans first half possessions ended in two intercep-
tions, two punts, and a missed field goal. Bullock missed a
45-yard attempt after a drive that stalled following back-to-
back penalties on TE Owen Daniels.

The Texans offense looked to be picking up steam later
in the third quarter, moving the ball 58 yards down the field
but it would end in another turnover. Schaub threw his third
interception of the game, a pass intended for Daniels and
picked off by DT Tony Jerrod-Eddie. QB Colin Kaeper-
nick connected with TE Vernon Davis on a 64-yard touch-
down pass just a few plays later. San Francisco extended
its lead to 31-3.

Yates entered the game but the Texans’ offense continued
to struggle as RB Ben Tate fumbled on the second play
of the drive. San Francisco recovered and converted the
Texan’s fourth turnover into a 24-yard field goal by K Phil
Dawson. With 10:46 remaining in the fourth quarter, San
Francisco extended its lead to 34-3.

Arian Foster led the Texans in rushing with 98 yards on
21 carries. He also had four receptions for 20 yards. Dan-
iels caught six passes for 60 yards. ILB Brian Cushing led
the defense with six tackles. OLB Whitney Mercilus added
a sack to increase his season total to 4.5.

Schaub ended the game 19-0f-35 for 173 yards and three
interceptions.

Kaepernick completed six of 15 passes for 113 yards and
one touchdown.

The Houston Texans lost their fourth-straight game in an
unpredictable fashion.

The St. Louis offense, defense, and special teams each
scored in the Rams’ 38-13 victort. The Rams found the
end zone on three touchdowns by QB Sam Bradford, a
fumbled kickoff return and an interception return.

Despite putting up 420 yards of total offense, the Texans
only found the end zone once. Houston committed four
turnovers; two fumbles and two interceptions. St. Louis
returned two of those for touchdowns.

QB Matt Schaub was 15-0f-21 for 186 yards and a pass-
errating of 98.5 before leaving the game with an injury. With
3:54 remaining in third quarter, Schaub was sacked by DE
Chris Long and did not return to the game.

QB T.J. Yates took over but struggled, throwing the
team’s fifth pick-six in as many games on his first drive.
Yates completed 11-0f-16 passes for 98 yards and had two
interceptions.

In the first half, Houston's offense moved the ball suc-
cessfully but was unable to score. RB Arian Foster shined
with 98 yards rushing on 10 carries and two catches for
46 yards. Schaub was 11-of-14 for 153 yards. Penalties
plagued the Texans who committed seven for 95 yards
before halftime.

St. Louis scored first on a 65-yard drive that was extended
40 yards by pass interference penalty on CB Kareem Jack-
son. Bradford threw a 2-yard touchdown pass to TE Cory
Harkey to give the Rams a 7-0 lead in the first quarter.

Schaub marched the Texans down the field on Houston’s
second offensive series, but a fumble by WR DeAndre
Hopkins following a 12-yard catch ended the drive. Rams
LB James Laurinaitis recovered the fumble. K Greg Zuer-
lein kicked a 42-yard field goal and St. Louis gained a 10-0
lead with 13:22 remaining in the second quarter.

Texans K Randy Bullock was successful on both of his
field goal attempts, kicking from 20 and 35 yards. The Tex-
ans trailed 17-6 at halftime. In the second half, the Texans
eliminated their penalties but continued to make costly
mistakes.

In the third quarter, St. Louis scored back-to-back touch-
downs in six seconds. Bradford found WR Brian Quick in
the endzone on a 2-yard touchdown pass. On the ensuing
kickoff, WR Keshawn Martin fumbled the return. LB Daren
Bates returned the fumble for an 11-yard touchdown, giv-
ing the Rams a 31-6 lead with 7:36 remaining in the third
quarter.

When Schaub left the game, Yates took over at the St.
Louis 23-yard line. On the same drive, Yates was picked
off by LB Alec Ogletree, who returned it 98 yards for a
touchdown. St. Louis increased its lead to 38-6 with 0:50
remaining in the third quarter with the two scores. Yates
threw a second interception before leading Houston to its
first touchdown of the game, a 1-yard run by RB Ben Tate
in the fourth quarter.

Bradford was 12-0f-16 for 117 yards and three touchdown
passes. RB Zac Stacy rushed for 79 yards on 18 carries.

Foster had 20 carries for 141 yards of rushing and four
catches for 57 yards. Foster had a 41-yard gain, his lon-
gest since 2011, on a short pass from Schaub. WR Andre
Johnson led the receivers with seven catches for 88 yards.

The Texans dropped their fifth-straight game, losing to
Kansas City 17-16 at Arrowhead Stadium despite a stel-
lar debut from QB Case Keenum and big plays by the de-
fense. Houston lost ILB Brian Cushing to a season-ending
knee injury and RB Arian Foster left the game with a ham-
string injury following the Texans' first offensive series.

Keenum was 15-0f-25 passing for 271 yards, one touch-
down and no interceptions for a 110.6 passer rating. It was
the most passing yards for a quarterback in his first start for
the Texans, surpassing Matt Schaub’s previous record of
225 yards against Kansas City on Sept. 9, 2007.

The Houston defense forced two turnovers effectively,
ending its two-game takeaway drought. DE J.J. Watt
forced Chiefs RB Jamaal Charles to fumble in the third
quarter. CB Kareem Jackson recovered Charles’ fumble
to set up a 21-yard field goal by K Randy Bullock. In the
fourth quarter, FS Shiloh Keo intercepted Alex Smith on
third down.

Keenum led the Texans on scoring drives on his first two
possessions. Houston scored first on a 48-yard field goal by
Bullock, who was 3-of-3 on the day. The former University
of Houston quarterback then threw a 29-yard touchdown
pass to rookie WR DeAndre Hopkins to give the Texans an
early 10-7 lead. The five-play, 81-yard drive was extended
by a 49-yard catch by WR DeVier Posey.

Foster had 4 carries for 11 yards before leaving in the
middle of the first quarter. RB Ben Tate, who suffered a rib
injury, finished with 50 yards rushing on 15 attempts and 5
yards receiving on two catches.

Charles rushed for 86 yards on 21 carries and one touch-
down. Charles scored first for Kansas City on a 1-yard
touchdown run in the first quarter. Smith ran in the Chiefs’
second touchdown on a fake handoff to cap a 15-play, 97-
yard drive. The Chiefs headed into halftime with a 14-10
lead.

In the second half, Houston held Kansas City to just one
field goal.

Watt led the defense with six tackles, one forced fumble,
and one sack. NT Earl Mitchell also added a sack for a
loss of 6 yards.

WR Andre Johnson finished with 89 yards receiving on
four catches. Hopkins finished with three receptions for 76
yards and one touchdown.

Smith was 23-of-34 for 240 yards passing, one rushing
touchdown, and one interception.

Chiefs WR Dwayne Bowe caught five passes for 66
yards. The Chiefs defense sacked Keenum five times and
had one fumble recovery late in the fourth quarter.

The Texans were primed for a win but dropped their sixth-
straight game in a hard-fought 27-24 loss to the Indianapo-
lis Colts.

It was a bizarre night in which head coach Gary Kubiak
collapsed at halftime and was rushed to a Houston-area
hospital. As the team headed to the locker room, Kubiak
went down. He was examined by team doctors and then
taken in an ambulance, accompanied by family to the
hospital. Defensive Coordinator Wade Phillips was acting
head coach in Kubiak’s absence.

Under an open roof at Reliant Stadium, QB Case Kee-
num led the Texans offense in Battle Red jerseys in front
of a franchise-record 71,778 fans. WR Andre Johnson
caught nine passes for 229 yards and a career-high three
touchdown passes.

The defense sacked Andrew Luck four times on the
night. DE Antonio Smith recorded two sacks while DE J.J.
Watt and ILB Joe Mays added one each. Watt also blocked
a field goal by K Adam Viniatieri on the Colts’ opening se-
ries, which was returned 37 yards by SS D.J. Swearinger.
Following the blocked field goal, Indianapolis punted on its
next four possessions. Viniatieri's 30-yarder field goal in the
first half was the only score for the Colts.

In the end, it wasn’t enough. After a dominant first half, the
Texans lost momentum when Luck picked up speed and
Houston’s offense failed to find the end zone.

In his home debut, Keenum threw three touchdown pass-
es to Johnson to give Houston a 21-3 lead heading into
halftime. In the second half, Luck threw three touchdowns
to wide receiver T.Y. Hilton while the Texans offense was
only able to put up a field goal.

Luck ended the game 18-of-40 for 271 yards passing and
a passer rating of 92.8.

Texans K Randy Bullock was 1-of-4 on field goal at-
tempts. Bullock was successful from 43 yards but missed
from 49, 43, and 55 yards. Bullock’s final game-tying, 55-
yard attempt went wide left as time expired.

Keenum was 20-of-34 for 350 yards passing with three
touchdowns and a 123.4 passer rating.

GAME 9: Arizona 27, Houston 24

Houston dropped its seventh-straight game for the first time
in franchise history, falling to the Arizona Cardinals 27-24.

After a disastrous start for the Texans' offense that resulted
in a Cardinal touchdown on the first play of the game, QB
Case Keenum threw for three touchdowns, including two
to WR Andre Johson. Houston’s defense forced a season-
high three turnovers. DE J.J. Watt had one sack and forced
and recovered two fumbles. Rookie SS D.J. Swearinger
had his first career NFL interception.

The Texans struggled to move the ball offensively in the
second half. After a dismal third quarter with no first downs
and zero net yards on offense, big plays gave the Texans a
jump-start in the fourth quarter. Watt's second fumble recov-
ery gave the Texans possession in the red zone and led to a
5-yard touchdown pass to Johnson.

Mounting injuries also plagued Houston. Without starting
RB Arian Foster, a banged-up Ben Tate started and finished
with 56 yards on 15 carries and three catches for 8 yards.
More injuries took place as CB Kareem Jackson left with a
rib injury in the first half after recording four solo tackles. ILB
Joe Mays suffered an oblique injury and rookie TE Ryan
Griffin took a hit on the opening kickoff of the second half
and was ruled out with a concussion.

On the first play of the game, Keenum was sacked and had
the ball stripped by LB John Abraham. LB Matt Shaugh-
nessy recovered the fumble and returned it 6 yards to give
the Cardinals a 7-0 lead.

Two drives later, Johnson caught the 60th touchdown of his
career on a 7-yard pass from Keenum. The Texans offense
moved the ball 49 yards on eight plays for its first score.

The Cardinals found the end zone again in the second
quarter as QB Carson Palmer threw a 12-yard touchdown
to TE Rob Housler.

Houston fired back with 10 unanswered points in the sec-
ond quarter. The ensuing 80-yard drive ended in Griffin’s first
career NFL touchdown. Keenum completed passes to four
different receivers on the drive: Andre Johnson, WR DeAn-
dre Hopkins, Tate, and RB Dennis Johnson.

Two plays later, Swearinger had his first career intercep-
tion off Palmer to give Houston possession at the Arizona
45-yard line. K Randy Bullock’s 48-yard field goal tied his
career high and gave the Texans their first lead of the game,
17-14 with 6:36 remaining in the second quarter.

Watt's sack on Palmer forced a fumble with 0:43 remaining
in the first half. The Texans, however, were unable to capi-
talize on their second turnover. Bullock's second field goal
attempt, a 40-yarder, was deflected by Justin Bethel as time
expired in the half.

Houston struggled in the second half on both sides of the
ball. The offense had a net gain of zero yards in the third
quarter. Tate was sidelined but returned in the fourth quarter.
The defense allowed the Cardinals to put up points on their
next three drives. Arizona added two field goals in the third
quarter with kicks from 35 and 20 yards. Palmer’s 19-yard
touchdown pass to WR Andre Roberts capped off a nine-
play, 67-yard drive that consumed 4:48. Houston trailed 27-
17 in the fourth quarter for its largest deficit of the day.

On the Cardinals’ next offensive series, RB Rashard Men-
denhall's fumble gave Houston some much-needed mo-
mentum. Recovered by Watt for his second of the game, the
Texans took over at the Arizona 5-yard line. Twelve seconds
|ater, Keenum’s 5-yard touchdown pass to Johnson closed in
on Arizona to get Houston to within three points.

With no timeouts remaining, Houston regained possession
in the final two minutes. On fourth-and-3, Keenum was un-
able to complete a pass to Hopkins. Arizona took over on
downs and ran out the clock.

The Texans lost to the Oakland Raiders 28-23 at Reliant
Stadium.

Oakland jumped to a 14-0 lead in the first quarter, con-
verting a pair of takeaways into touchdowns. The first
came when Texans TE Garrett Graham was stripped by S
Charles Woodson on the third play of the game. Raiders
CB Phillip Adams scooped up the loose ball and returned
it 26 yards to the Houston 16. Six plays later, Oakland rook-
ie QB Matt McGloin threw his first career touchdown pass
on a 5-yarder to WR Denarius Moore.

Two possessions later, Texans QB Case Keenum was
picked off by LB Nick Roach. It was Keenum’s first career
interception after 105 consecutive attempts without a pick.
On the following play, WR Rod Streater caught McGloin’s
second touchdown pass of the day to give Oakland a 14-0
lead with 3:45 remaining in the first quarter.

The Texans gained momentum in the second quarter,
scoring 17 unanswered points with some big plays on of-
fense and special team. Keenum eluded the pass rush
and stopped short of the right sideline to unload a 42-yard
touchdown pass to Graham to cut the lead to 14-7.

WR Keshawn Martin evened the score with a franchise-
record 87-yard punt return for a touchdown at the 2:54 mark
of the second quarter. The Texans defense forced a punt on
the ensuing Oakland possession. Houston took over at its
own 24 and drove 43 yards to set up a career-long 51-yard
field goal by K Randy Bullock with :40 left in the first half.

Oakland regained the lead with McGloin's third touch-
down pass of the day, a 26-yarder to TE Mychal Rivera
with 8:19 remaining in the third quarter. The Raiders pro-
vided what would be the winning points two possessions
later on an 80-yard run from RB Rashad Jennings on a
direct snap for a 28-17 lead.

QB Matt Schaub was inserted into the lineup on the Tex-
ans’ next possession and led the team on a pair of fourth-
quarter drives that resulted in 26- and 30-yard field goals
from Bullock to pull within 28-23.

Houston’s defense tied a franchise record by holding the
Raiders to 2 yards of offense in the fourth quarter and kept
the offense in the game until the final minutes of regulation.

The Texans’ last chance came at its own 36-yard line with
3:43 remaining. Schaub led the team as far as the Oakland
2 but could get no further. A failed third-and-1 attempt from
the 2 was followed by a run for a loss of a yard, a false
start and an incompletion in the end zone to WR Andre
Johnson with 1:10 remaining.

McGloin took three knees to run out the clock and pre-
serve the win for the Raiders.

Keenum finished 12-of-25 for 155 yards, one touchdown
and an interception. Schaub was 13-0f-24 for 170 yards.
RB Ben Tate ran for 88 yards on 19 carries for the Texans.
Graham set a franchise record for a tight end with 136 yards
receiving on seven receptions. ILB Darryl Sharpton led the
defense with a franchise-record 19 tackles.

K Randy Bullock led the Texans with field goals from 49
and 20 yards. Rookie RB Dennis Johnson rushed for 74
yards on 13 carries. TE Garrett Graham led the Texans
with five catches for 32 yards. QB Case Keenum was 18-
of-34 for 169 yards and one interception which came on
Houston’s final drive. DE J.J. Watt recorded a sack for the
fifth straight game and blocked his second field goal of the
season.

Jacksonville RB Maurice Jones-Drew had his best game
of the year with 14 carries for 84 yards and one touchdown
and caught six passes for 60 yards. QB Chad Henne was
23-0f-32 for 239 passing. WR Cecil Shorts led the Jaguars
with eight catches for 71 yards.

On the first play of the game, Texans DE Antonio Smith
and NT Earl Mitchell sacked Henne for a loss of 7 yards.

The Houston Texans’ highest offensive output since Week
1 wasn't enough in a 34-31 loss to the New England Patri-
ots at Reliant Stadium. Houston’s offense set a franchise
record with four rushing touchdowns, including three from
RB Ben Tate, who ran for a season-high 102 yards on 22
carries.

Houston jumped out to a 10-0 lead and led as late as the
halfway mark of the fourth quarter before New England K
Stephen Gostkowski used a pair of 53-yard field goals to
erase a 31-28 deficit and send the Texans to their 10th-
straight loss. The game featured five lead changes, includ-
ing four in a see-saw second half.

Texans WR Andre Johnson caught eight passes for 121
yards and became the second-fastest player in NFL history
to reach 900 receptions, doing so in his 150th career game.
QB Case Keenum scored his first career rushing touch-
down on a 5-yard dash in the third quarter and completed
15-0f-30 passes for 272 yards and an interception.

New England QB Tom Brady led a 27-point second-half
surge and finished the game with 371 yards through the
air on 29-of-41 passing with two touchdowns and one in-
terception for a 104.8 passer rating. WR Julian Edelman
led the visitors with nine receptions for 101 yards and TE
Rob Gronkowski pulled in six passes for 127 yards and
a touchdown.

Tate opened the scoring with an 8-yard jaunt at the 8:44
mark of the first quarter to give Houston a 7-0 lead. Texans
CB Johnathan Joseph picked off Brady on the ensuing
possession and returned the interception to the Patriots’ 31-
yard line. K Randy Bullock converted a 43-yard attempt
three plays later for a 10-0 lead.

New England answered with a six-play, 55 yard drive that
ended with a diving 23-yard touchdown grab by Gronkowski
to trim the lead to 10-7. The scoring ceased until Tate me-
andered 20 yards for his second touchdown of the day with
1:47 remaining in the first half for a 17-7 Texans lead that
held until early in the third quarter.

Brady opened the second half by marching the Patriots 78
yards in five plays to bring New England within 17-14. He
was 3-for-3 for 78 yards on the drive, including a 50-yard
pass to Gronkowski, FB James Develin finished the drive
with a bruising 1-yard touchdown run. Following a three-
and-out by the Texans, Brady led another touchdown drive
that ended with a 9-yard scoring grab by RB Shane Vereen
that gave the Patriots a 21-17 lead.

The Texans answered with a 10-play, 81-yard scoring
drive that ate up 5:55 on the clock. Houston ran seven times
on the drive, with Keenum converting twice on third-and-
one on the ground. Keenum's second conversion came on
a designed keeper around the left end from the 5 for his first
career touchdown run and a 24-21 lead.

RB LeGarrette Blount reclaimed the lead for New Eng-
land with a 7-yard run at the 13:14 mark of the fourth quar-
ter. It only took three plays for Houston to grab the lead
back. Keenum began the drive with a 66-yard completion
to WR DeAndre Hopkins. Tate covered the remaining 14
yards on the ground and took the lead with his franchise-
record-tying third touchdown of the game.

The Texans’ defense slowed down the Patriots on their
next two drives but couldn’t stop them. Gostkowski’s first
53-yarder tied the game at 31-31 with 7:16 remaining. His
second came at the 3:12 mark and proved to be the game-
winner.

The Houston Texans lost their seventh consecutive game by
a touchdown or less in a 27-20 loss to Jacksonville at EverBank
Field on NFL Network's Thursday Night Football. Texans QB Matt
Schaub spelled starter Case Keenum in the third quarter but was
unable lead the team back from a 24-10 deficit.

Schaub brought the Texans within 24-20, leading the team to
scores on his first two drives. But a failed fourth-down attempt at
the Jacksonville 13 and an interception on Houston’s next posses-
sion with 2:16 to play sent the Texans to an 11th-straight loss.

The Texans tied a franchise record with 14 penalties for a record
177 yards. Seven of Houston's penalties gave the Jaguars first
downs and extended drives, negating the Texans' 406-281 advan-
tage in total yards and 35:22 of possession.

Texans WR Andre Johnson posted his 10th career game with
at least 10 receptions and more than 150 yards receiving, tying
Jerry Rice’s NFL record. Johnson finished with 13 receptions for
154 yards, also marking his 50th career 100-yard game. Schaub
completed 17-0f-29 passes for 198 yards and Keenum was 16-of-
29 for 159 yards. Both had one touchdown pass and one intercep-
tion. TE Garrett Graham tied a career-high with eight receptions
and had 73 yards.

The Jaguars built a 14-0 lead on a pair of QB Chad Henne
touchdown passes. Henne marched the Jaguars 80 yards on 13
plays to open the game and capped the drive with a 1-yard scoring
toss to TE Marcedes Lewis on third-and-goal. Two possessions
later, Jacksonville trekked 86 yards in just 1:30. Lewis caught a 41-
yard pass on the first play of the series to cross midfield. WR Cecil
Shorts Il drew a 33-yard pass interference penalty on FS Shiloh
Keo to take the ball to the Houston 12. Following a short run by
RB Maurice Jones-Drew and another Texans penalty, Henne hit
shorts with a 6-yard scoring strike to make it 14-0.

Keenum carved into the lead by engineering one of the longest
drives of the season for the Texans. He completed 7-0f-8 passes
for 76 yards on a 12-play, 91-yard drive that ate up 6:57 on the
clock. WR Keshawn Martin finished the drive with an 8-yard
touchdown reception with 1:56 left in the first half to make it 14-7.

The Texans got the ball back at their own 32 with 1:20 to play in
the half but Jaguars CB Alan Ball picked off Keenum on the sec-
ond play of the drive. The tumover and ensuing penalties proved
costly for the Texans. S D.J. Swearinger’s taunting penalty on
third down extended Jacksonville’s drive and a defensive holding
call negated SS Eddie Pleasant's pick of Henne's pass on the
next play. All that led to K Josh Scobee’s 40-yard field goal and a
17-7 Jacksonville lead at the half.

Houston K Randy Bullock timmed the lead to 17-10 with a 34-
yard field goal the Texans’ second possession of the third quarter.
Jacksonville answered with an 88-yard drive that ended with a
21-yard touchdown pass from WR Ace Sanders to RB Jordan
Todman on a throwback to put Jacksonville up 24-10 with 6:18
leftin the third quarter.

Schaub entered the game at the 4:10 mark and promptly drove
the Texans 76 yards on seven plays, hitting Graham with a 5-yard
touchdown pass to bring Houston within 24-17. The Texans forced
a three-and-out on Jacksonville's ensuing possession and got the
ball back at the 14:52 mark of the fourth quarter. Bullock cut the
gap to 24-20 with a 31-yard field goal at the 11:34 mark.

Itwas as close as the Texans would get. Houston forced another
three-and-out on defense but the offense stalled deep in Jack-
sonville territory and tumed ball over on downs at the 3:45 mark
with a chance to take the lead as Schaub’s pass to Johnson fell
incomplete. Scobee added a 39-yard field goal following Schaub’s
interception to seal the win.

The Houston Texans were held to 239 yards of offense
in a 25-3 loss to the Indianapolis Colts at Lucas Oil Sta-
dium. Texans QB Case Keenum was picked off twice by
CB Darius Butler and Houston was unable to overcome
a 20-3 halftime deficit despite a stellar defensive effort in
the second half.

Indianapolis converted twice on third-and-1 on its opening
drive, marching 80 yards on 11 plays to take a 7-0 lead at
the 9:31 mark of the first quarter. RB Donald Brown took
the Colts into Texans territory with a 26-yard run to the
Houston 34-yard line and Colts QB Andrew Luck finished
the drive with a 14-yard touchdown pass to WR Griff Wha-
len eight plays later to open up the scoring.

After a three-and-out by Houston’s offense, Indianapolis
was moving the ball again before Texans CB Johnathan
Joseph picked off his team-leading third pass of the sea-
son. Joseph snared Luck’s pass at the 5-yard line and re-
turned it 32 yards. K Randy Bullock got the Texans on the
board seven plays later with a 49-yard field goal with 1:46
remaining in the first quarter.

The Colts pushed the lead to 10-3 with a 37-yard field goal
from K Adam Vinatieri with 12 minutes remaining in the
first half. Butler picked off Keenum at the Houston 30-yard
line and returned it 13 yards to set up the score. RB Trent
Richardson put the Colts up 17-3 with 7:03 remaining in
the second quarter, taking shovel pass from Luck 9 yards
for the score.

Indianapolis pushed the lead to 20-3, converting another
Keenum interception into points. Keenum's pass intended
for WR Andre Johnson was picked off by Butler at the
Colts’ 31-yard line and returned to the Houston 44 with 2:55
remaining in the half. Vinatieri connected from 43 yards out
for his second field goal of the day six plays later.

The Texans didn't fare any better in the second half, punt-
ing after three plays on their first possession. Whalen re-
turned Shane Lechler’s 53-yard punt 51 yards to the Hous-
ton 28-yard line. Houston’s defense stalled the Colts, who
settled for a 40-yard field goal by Vinatieri and a 23-3 lead.

Colts DE Robert Mathis gave the Colts a 25-3 lead at the
1:59 mark of the third quarter, with a sack-fumble on Kee-
num in the end zone. Texans LT Duane Brown recovered
the ball in the end zone for Colts safety.

Houston’s defense held Indianapolis 124 yards and 0-for-
7 on third downs in the second half but it wasn’t enough as
the Texans offense was unable to generate a first down until
the fourth quarter.

Keenum finished the game 19-0f-34 passing for 168
yards. Rookie TE Ryan Griffin led the Texans with career
highs of six receptions for 62 yards.

The Texans fell 37-13 to the Denver Broncos in the final
home game of the 2013 season at Reliant Stadium. A 16-
13 game was busted open in the fourth quarter with 21
unanswered points from the visitors.

History was made for both teams as Texans WR Andre
Johnson recorded his 100th catch of the season in the
first quarter to tie WR Wes Welker for most 100-reception
seasons in NFL history (5). Broncos QB Peyton Manning
broke Tom Brady’s single-season record with his 51st
touchdown pass of the season in the fourth quarter.

It was a slow start for Texans QB Matt Schaub, who
made his first start since Week 6 against St. Louis. Schaub
completed 18-0f-37 passes for 176 yards for one touch-
down and two interceptions.

In the first half, the Texans never trailed by more than 10
points despite being held to five first downs and 83 yards
of total offense. Houston cleaned up its mistakes from the
previous weeks with zero penalties in the first half while
the Texans defense stalled the Broncos on their two trips
inside the red zone before the half, limiting the NFL's top
offense to three field goals and a 36-yard touchdown pass
from Manning to Demaryius Thomas on the first play of
the second quarter.

Texans K Randy Bullock kept the home team within
striking distance with a pair of first-half field goals. Bullock
knocked through a 45-yarder to tie the game at 3-3 in the
first quarter and trimmed the Broncos’ lead to 10-6 with a
35-yard field goal at the 6:06 mark of the second quarter.

The Broncos pushed the lead to 16-6 before the half with
a pair of field goals in the final 56 seconds before intermis-
sion. Denver K Matt Prater ended a 13-play, 69-yard drive
with a 25-yard field goal. Houston failed to move the ball
on the ensuing possession and ate up just 30 seconds of
clock before punting after three plays. It left plenty of time
for Manning, who took over at the Denver 31 and marched
the Broncos 43 yards on four plays to set up a 44-yard field
goal by Prater as time expired in the first half.

In the third quarter, Schaub threw his only touchdown of
the game while the defense held Manning to just 38 yards
and one first down. Schaub capped a nine-play, 74-yard
drive with a 15-yard scoring strike to WR Keshawn Martin
in the back of the end zone to cut the lead to 16-13 with
10:33 remaining in the third quarter.

It was as close as the Texans would get.

The game slipped away from the Texans in the fourth
quarter in a lopsided finish. Schaub threw two interceptions
and Manning added three touchdowns, including two to WR
Eric Decker. Manning’s final score was his 51st touchdown
of the season, a 25-yard pass to TE Julius Thomas, break-
ing Brady’s single-season record.

The Texans fell 16-10 to the Titans in the final game of
the season.

QB Matt Schaub started for Case Keenum, who was in-
active due to a right thumb injury. Schaub completed 22-of-
34 for 229 yards, but was picked off twice and lost a fumble
on a center exchange.

The Texans, depleted by injuries, were led by RB Jona-
than Grimes, who started his first career game. Grimes led
the offense in both rushing and receiving, and scored the
only touchdown of the game for the Texans. He finished
with 16 carries for 50 yards and six receptions for 76 yards.

Houston gained 178 yards of net offense and 13 first
downs in the first half but struggled in the second half. Af-
ter a touchdown on their first possession of the game, the
Texans remained scoreless until the fourth quarter as the
Titans put up 16 unanswered points. Houston committed
four turnovers and only had one takeaway, an interception
by CB Brice McCain.

On their opening drive, Schaub led the Texans down the
field on a nine-play, 63-yard drive. He completed all four of
his passes before handing off to Grimes for his first career
NFL touchdown on a 3-yard run. The Texans were staked to
a 7-0 advantage, but would not score again until less than
three minutes remained in the game.

K Rob Bironas was the lone scorer for the Titans in the
first half, kicking a pair of field goals from 42 and 55 yards.
He made a 55-yard attempt with 0:04 remaining in the sec-
ond quarter, and the Texans held a 7-6 halftime lead.

Houston'’s first possession of the second half ended in its
second turnover of the game. Schaub’s pass, intended for
rookie TE Ryan Giriffin, bounced off S Bernard Pollard’s
facemask before it was intercepted by LB Akeem Ayers.
The Titans took their first lead of the contest following the
interception. RB Chris Johnson’s 11-yard run capped a
seven-play, 35-yard drive to give Tennessee a 13-7 lead
with 5:39 remaining in the third quarter.

The Texans turned the ball over a third time when Schaub
fumbled a fourth quarter snap from C Chris Myers. Bironas
added his third field goal of the day, a 37-yarder, to extend
the Titans’ lead 16-7 with 10:44 remaining in the game.

Texans K Randy Bullock cut the lead to 16-10 with 2:50
remaining in the game with a 19-yard field at the end of an
8-play, 89-yard drive. Grimes added a 31-yard gain off a
short pass from Schaub on the series. Houston’s defense
held on the ensuing Tennessee possession to give the
Texans a chance at winning the game at their own 9-yard
line. Schaub threw his second interception of the day on the
first play of the final series, a pass up the middle intended
for WR Keshawn Martin that was picked off by S Michael
Griffin with 1:06 remaining in the game.

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The Texans have played to 122 consecutive sellouts at NRG Stadium. In 2013, the world’s largest indoor HD video boards were
installed at NRG Stadium and it was announced that it will play host to Super Bow! LI in 2017. The stadium has played host to the
Texas Bowl since 2006, the 2007 East-West Shrine Game, the 2011 NCAA Men’s Final Four, Super Bowl XXXVIIl, Wrestlemania XXV,
Rodeo Houston and among other large-scale events. The NCAA Men’s Final Four will return to the building in 2016.

The city of Houston always has been on the cutting edge
of stadium development. Houston first introduced the As-
trodome, which opened in 1965 as the world’s first domed
stadium. The trend continued in 2002 with the debut of
NRG Stadium.

The first NFL stadium with a retractable roof, NRG Sta-
dium opened for business on Aug. 24, 2002, as the Texans
hosted the Miami Dolphins in the preseason. Houston’s
regular-season debut against Dallas on Sept. 8 was tele-
vised nationally on ESPN. The Texans stunned the Cow-
boys 19-10 before a raucous crowd, unveiling a gameday
atmosphere that would become a staple throughout the
Texans’ inaugural campaign.

In 2013, the world's largest indoor high-definition video
boards were installed at the north and south ends of the
stadium. The Mitsubishi Electric Diamond Vision System
boards are 14,549 square feet apiece and have a display
resolution of 1,000 x 5,280 pixels in HD 1080i format.

Counting preseason games, the Texans have played to
122 consecutive sellouts. They set a team record in 2012
with 573,321 fans during the regular season, an average
of 71,665 per game. The Texans' largest crowd through
12 seasons was 71,778 for their Sunday Night Football
matchup with the Indianapolis Colts on Nov. 3, 2013, the
largest non-Super Bowl football crowd in the city’s history.

Speaking of the Super Bowl, the world’s biggest sports
spectacle will take place in NRG Stadium for a second time
in February 2017. The city of Houston was awarded Super
Bowl LI following a vote by NFL owners in May 2013. The
Super Bowl returned to Houston for the first time in 30 years
in 2004 as NRG Stadium hosted a memorable Super Bowl
XXXVIII between the New England Patriots and Carolina
Panthers. The Patriots won 32-29 on Adam Vinatieri's 41-
yard field goal with four seconds remaining before a crowd
of 71,525. The event also featured elaborate pregame and
halftime shows featuring the likes of Aerosmith, Beyoncé,
Kid Rock, P. Diddy, Nelly, Toby Keith and Willie Nelson.

NRG Stadium has hosted numerous college football

games, including the Texas Bowl since 2006, three Houston
Bowls, the 2002 and 2005 Big 12 Championship Games,
the 2007 East-West Shrine Game, the Bayou Bucket (Rice
vs. Houston) and the second annual AdvoCare Texas Kick-
off featuring LSU and Wisconsin. NRG Stadium housed the
NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament Sweet 16 in 2008 and
2010 and hosted the Final Four in 2011. The Final Four will
return in 2016.

NRG Stadium also has become one of the nation’s lead-
ing soccer venues. The U.S. Men’s National Soccer Team
hosted Mexico in May 2003 in the two teams’ first match
since their 2002 World Cup meeting. In 2005, NRG Stadium
hosted the championship matches of the Mexican League’s
InterLiga qualification competition. The stadium hosted an-
other U.S.-Mexico match and a Mexico-Belize World Cup
qualifier in 2008 and hosted matches in the CONCACAF
Gold Cup in 2005, 2007 and 2009, as well as the Gold Cup
semifinals in 2011 and 2010 MLS All-Star Game featuring
Manchester United.

The Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo continued to
play to a packed house in 2014, boasting such acts as
Maroon 5, Luke Bryan, Usher, Blake Shelton and Banda
MS NRG Stadium also has played host to concerts by U2,
The Rolling Stones, Metallica, George Strait and Kenny
Chesney, and premier events including WrestieMania XXV,
Disney on Ice and the Ringling Bros. and Barnum & Bailey
Circus.

Ground broke on NRG Stadium on March 9, 2000. The
stadium, covering 1.9 million square feet, features 44,000
seats on the sideline. There are 8,400 club seats and 195
suites, along with 10 party suites on the 300 level.

With the innovation of the retractable roof, Houston re-
turned to outdoor NFL action in 2002 for the first time since
Super Bow! VIl at Rice Stadium in 1974. The roof is made
of translucent, Teflon-coated fiberglass fabric and takes 10
minutes to open and close. When it opens, the roof splits at
the 50-yard line and docks in the end zones.

The climate-controlled stadium also features a natural
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grass playing surface. The grass is grown on eight-foot
square trays, then transported to the stadium.

NRG Stadium features an open view of the playing field
from the main concourse and on the club level. The main
concourse is 40 feet wide, which makes it one of the largest
in the NFL. Each concession stand has multiple televisions
that enable Texans fans to stay on top of the action.

The Texans’ front office is located on the south end of
the stadium, enabling the club’s day-to-day operations to
be under one roof. Players report to the stadium to take
part in film sessions, practice, treatment and training. The
10,000-square-foot weight room is among the largest in the
league. The players also can take advantage of a three-

lane lap pool.

Texans head coach Bill O'Brien conducts his postgame
press conferences in the team’s media auditorium on the
ground level. The stadium’s press box is located on the
eighth level of the stadium’s west side, flanking Kirby Drive.

Across the street, the Houston Methodist Training Center
features three outdoor grass practice fields. One field is lit
for night sessions during training camp. The Houston Meth-
odist Training Center also features an indoor practice field
outfitted with FieldTurf. The air-supported structure offers
the team a seamless transition from outdoor to indoor prac-
tice in case of inclement weather. The state-of-the-art facil-
ity also doubles as the team's training camp headquarters.

In-game statistics are presented on the videoboard
displays, as are out-of-town scores and fantasy football
updates.

All of the space on the displays is digital and can be
changed out with graphics to enhance fan experience.
