TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: 20-year-old Bryse Wilson makes his season debut in game three of the four-game set against the Daytona 
Tortugas in their home opener on Saturday...The young righty enters the 2018 season as the 13th ranked prospect in the Braves organization 
(Baseball America). Wilson was named Rome’s 2017 Pitcher of the Year after going 10-7 with a 2.50 ERA (38 ER/137.0 IP), one shutout and 139 
strikeouts over 26 starts.

BRIGHT SPOTS IN THE LINEUP: Lucas Herbert showed off his power by knocking in the lone run of the game for the Fire Frogs Friday night.  It 
was the first and only home run for the Fire Frogs so far this season.  Alejandro Salazar picked up a pair of hits in his first start of the season going 
2-3. Jared James added his second double in as many games, as the Fire Frogs could only muster up 6 hits.

REHAB UPDATE: Johan Camargo started his rehab assignment with the Florida Fire Frogs on Thursday night, going 1-for-4 at the plate with a 
walk and two strikeouts...The Panama native has shined defensively at both the shortstop position and hot corner thus far converting every ball hit 
to him into an out. Camargo committed just 4 errors between Gwinnett and Atlanta in 2017.

HIGHLY RANKED PROSPECTS: Entering the 2018 season, the Atlanta Braves have the second rated farm system in Minor League Baseball, ac-
cording to MLB.com...Ian Anderson is ranked the top prospect on the Fire Frogs and 49th in Minor League Baseball by MLB.com.

SALAZAR TAKES OVER: Luis Salazar is in his first season as the Fire Frogs skipper and his eighth season overall as a manger in the Braves 
organization...Salazar spent his first five seasons (2011 to 2015) with the organization as the High-A skipper before managing the Double-A Mis-
sissippi Braves for the last two seasons (2016 and 2017)...Salazar, who has 20-plus years of minor-league coaching and managerial experience, 
owns an overall managerial record of 769-836 (.479) over 14 seasons.
