He managed Single-A Vero Beach in 2006 and from 2005 to 2006, he led the rookie-level Gulf Coast League Dodgers.

* He spent three seasons, 2007 to 2009, as the Dodgers’ Double-A hitting coach.

* From 1995 to 2001, Salazar was a member of the Milwaukee Brewers organization, including working the 2011 season as the Milwaukee Brew-
ers’ first base coach.

* During his time with the Brewers organization, he spent three seasons (1998-99 and 2000) as the Brewers’ Triple-A hitting coach:Louisville (1998
and 1999) and Indianapolis (2000), and in 1996 and 1997, he managed the Single-A Beloit Snappers.
