TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: 23-year-old Connor Johnstone makes his fourth start (11th appearance) in the rubber match against
the Hammerheads on Sunday morning...The right-hander allowed a run on two hits and two walks his last time out against the Bra-
denton Marauders on June 5 at LECOM Park (no-decision)...Sunday will be the Wake Forest product’s first career start against the
Hammerheads.

FIRE FROGS SPLIT TWIN BILL WITH HAMMERHEADS: Braxton Davidson picked up his first career multi-career home run game,
and Jeremy Walker tossed the first complete game of the season for the Florida Fire Frogs, as the home team walked away with a
doubleheader split against the Jupiter Hammerheads with a 9-3 win and a 2-1 loss at Osceola County Stadium on Saturday.

Florida put on four runs in the first and third innings of the opener, before added on an extra run in the fourth for all nine runs. Jared
James picked up a long ball in the third to give the Fire Frogs a three-homer game. Kyle Muller earned his first win at the High-A level
with two runs allowed on seven hits and two strikeouts.

Jeremy Walker allowed both runs in game two on a two-run shot to right off the bat of Justin Twine. The right-hander did not allow an-
other blemish through his remaining six frames. Davidson delivered the lone run of the game with a two-out, RBI double to straightaway
center, plating Garrison Schwartz in the fourth.

DAVIDSON’S DAY: Braxton Davidson accounted for more than half of Florida's offense in the doubleheader on Saturday. The left-hand-
ed slugger mashed two home runs in game one for the first multi-home run performance of his professional career, and drove in four
while scoring three times...In game two, the North Carolina native drove in the only run of the game with a double.

HE’S GOING THE DISTANCE: Jeremy Walker became the first Fire Frogs’ pitcher to toss a complete game by going all seven innings
in the night cap...The Gardner-Webb product allowed both runs of the finale in the first, but held Jupiter off the board through the final
six frames...The 22-year-old retired 11 consecutive batters from the third through the fifth inning, before allowing a two-out single by Ri-
cardo Cespedes...The 6-foot-5 hurler needed just 86 pitches (56 strikes) to work through his 11th start of the season...The right-hander
leads Florida’s staff with five quality starts in 2018.

BIG NIGHT FOR BOTH SIDES: Saturday’s doubleheader marked the first time the Fire Frogs did not walk a batter in a game in 2018...
The combination of Kyle Muller and Jon Kennedy did not issue any free passes through the seven-inning contest in game one, while
Jeremy Walker did not walk a man through his seven frames in game two...During its inaugural season, Florida had five games in which
the pitching staff did not walk a batter.

Davidson’s two home runs and James’ solo blas in the same game marked the first time this season the Fire Frogs had slugged more
than two long balls in a game...Florida’s record for most dingers in a game (4) occured three times last season, with the Atlanta Braves’
affiliate last accomplishing the feat against the Charlotte Stone Crabs on July 9 at Osceola County Stadium.
