victory over the Clearwater Threshers. Harris slammed a single in the 7th that scored Andrew Moritz (who had two hits
and two runs of his own) and cleared the fence in left with a two-run shot in the 9th. LHP Hayden Deal flourished in a
shorter start, tossing five shutout frames of two-hit baseball with a walk and four strikeouts. RHP Troy Bacon, RHP Walter
Borkovich, RHP Lukas Young, and RHP Sean McLaughlin all combined to toss scoreless stanzas out of the bullpen.

DELGADO DAZED: All-Star Riley Delgado has been consistently getting on base all season long, but has struggled of
late. He has gotten on in 69 of the 87 games he has logged a plate appearance and has hits in 62 of those games. He
has seperate 9-game (4/12-4/22) and 10-game (4/27-5/7) on-base streaks and had a season-best 17-game streak that
ended June 11. He holds the second longest away hitting streak in the FSL, recording at least a knock in 15 straight road
contests dating back to May 23 at Dunedin and ending June 29 at Tampa: .325 AVG, 15 RBI, 7 2B, 3B, 10 R, 6 BB, 9K,
.358 OBP. Delly still paces the circuit with 100 hits. In the month of July, however, Delgado is hitting just .170 (8-47) in his
last 12 ballgames, driving in just one run, walking twice, and picking up three Ks.

CLEARLY CRUSHING: The Fire Frogs have tossed 16 straight scoreless innings, dating back to the 7th inning of Satur-
day’s game one 5-2 victory over the Threshers. Florida recorded two straight shutouts to end the series, winning 3-0 and
4-0, while outscoring the Threshers 12-2 over the previous three games. The longest scoreless stretch for the Fire Frogs
staff was 21.1 straight scoreless stanzas, achieving that feat April 30-May 4.

ROAD READY: The Fire Frogs began a season-long ten-game road trip on June 28, playing nine games through July 6
with one rainout in Bradenton. Florida went home for a short four-game series against Charlotte before hitting the road
for another six-game road trip. Florida is currently in a stretch where they were scheduled to play 16 out of 20 contests
away from the Pond. The Fire Frogs have struggled on the road to a 17-31 mark and entered the Clearwater set having
won back-to-back road games just three times this season (4/4-4/5 at Daytona, 5/9-5/10 at Jupiter, 6/4-6/5 at FTM). But,
Florida was able to sweep the series and achieve their first three-game sweep of the year. The Fire Frogs improved their
mark to 2-11-1 in 2019 road series with their other set victory coming 5/9-5/11 in Jupiter, taking two of the three from the
Hammerheads. Florida has guaranteed their first .500-or-better road trip of the season.

LUGBAUER LUMBERS UP: Drew Lugbauer has really turned his season around and is having a fine second half. In 25
games he is slugging .281/.330/.607 with 25 H, 5 2B, 8 HR, and 19 RBI. More recently, Lugs reached safely in 12 straight
assignments and had hits in 7 straight games entering Sunday, swatting .316 with 6 HR and 13 RBI and slugging .868.
His homer total still paces the FSL for July, his RBI total is second to Ryan Noda (15), and his .805 slugging percentage is
first among qualified players. He has raised his batting average from his season-low .134 on June 4th to the present .184.

MASH-TIME FOR MORITZ: Fire Frogs OF Andrew Moritz had his Advanced-A best 9-game on-base streak snapped in
game two Saturday. But, Andrew has compiled the T-7th best batting average in the FSL for July (.341) among qualified
players. He has six multi-hit games during this stretch, including a 2-4 effort with an RBI and two runs scored on Sunday.
