PALM BEACH PREVAILS LATE OVER FLORIDA: The Fire Frogs led almost the entire game, but the Palm Beach Car- TEAM LEADERS (FSL RANK)
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dinals hung around and used a six-run eighth inning to escape with a 11-7 win on Tuesday night at Roger Dean Chevrolet
Stadium. The Fire Frogs scored at least a run in six of the nine innings while pounding out 15 hits. Florida led 5-1 going
into the bottom of the sixth before the Cards scored three times to make it 5-4. Up 7-5 going to the bottom of the eighth,
RHP Matt Hartman allowed 6 of the 8 batters he faced to reach base which pushed across six Palm Beach runs. Four
Fire Frogs had multi-hit games and 8 of the 9 batters reached base multiple times.

RILEY RETURNS TO RAKING: All-Star Riley Delgado has been struggling through the month of July, but got back on
track with a three-hit performance yesterday. He has gotten on in 70 of the 88 games he has logged a plate appearance
and has hits in 63 of those games. He has seperate 9-game (4/12-4/22) and 10-game (4/27-5/7) on-base streaks and had
a season-best 17-game streak that ended June 11. He holds the second longest away hitting streak in the FSL, recording
at least a knock in 15 straight road contests dating back to May 23 at Dunedin and ending June 29 at Tampa: .325 AVG,
15RBI, 7 2B, 3B, 10 R, 6 BB, 9 K, .358 OBP. Delly still paces the circuit with 103 hits. Delgado was hitting just .170 (8-47)
in his first 12 July ballgames, but bumped that average back up to .208 for the month and recorded his second three-hit+
performance of the second half, notching four hits in a game at Daytona on June 18.

LEFT ON A LONELY ISLAND: The Fire Frogs stranded a season-high 17 men on Tuesday, including leaving a runner on
in each inning and leaving the sacks loaded twice in their 11-7 loss to the Cardinals. The most Fire Frogs left on base pre-
viously was 14 in game one of a double header in Kissimmee against St. Lucie on May 15. However, the Fire Frogs have
hit a respectable .384 (10x26) with runners in scoring position over their last two contests, including going 7x20 last night.
Over their previous nine contests (dating back to 7/4), the Fire Frogs were 7x56 (.125) with runners in scoring position.

ROAD READY: The Fire Frogs began a season-long ten-game road trip on June 28, playing nine games through July 6
with one rainout in Bradenton. Florida went home for a short four-game series against Charlotte before hitting the road
for another six-game road trip. Florida is currently in a stretch where they were scheduled to play 16 out of 20 contests
away from the Pond. The Fire Frogs have struggled on the road to a 17-32 mark and entered the Clearwater set having
won back-to-back road games just three times this season (4/4-4/5 at Daytona, 5/9-5/10 at Jupiter, 6/4-6/5 at FTM). But,
Florida was able to sweep the series and achieve their first three-game sweep of the year. The Fire Frogs improved their
mark to 2-11-1 in 2019 road series with their other set victory coming 5/9-5/11 in Jupiter, taking two of the three from the
Hammerheads. Florida has guaranteed their first .500-or-better road trip of the season, but did drop the opener yesterday
to the Cards.

MASH-TIME FOR MORITZ: Fire Frogs OF Andrew Moritz had his Advanced-A best 9-game on-base streak snapped in
game two Saturday. But, Andrew has compiled the 8th best batting average in the FSL for July (.327) among qualified
players. He has six multi-hit games during this stretch, including a 2-4 effort with an RBI and two runs scored on Sunday.
Dating back to July 2, Moritz has reached in 11 of his last 12 Fire Frogs assignments.

OPPOSING STARTER: RHP Perry DellaValle is ready to make his 18th start of the season and third against the Fire
Frogs. He received the nod and tossed the first inning of a game that was suspended on 6/1 and picked back up on 6/2
atthe Pond: L, IP, 4 H, 2 ER, HR, 0 K. He also started 6/26 at the Pond: W, 5 IP, 4 H, ER, BB, 2 K. Since this start he has
won three out of his last four assignments. His last start was vs. Jupiter (7/12): W, 5.1 IP, 7 H, 2 ER, 2 BB, 3 K, PC: 98/57
(second-most of the season). He hasn't yielded a homer in his last four starts after allowing one in his previous four and
has allowed five this season, the team’s second-most total. He gave up only 11 ER through his first 9 starts (52.2 IP, 1.88
