THURSDAY: The Fire Frogs fell behind, 7-0, after five innings but battled back with one run in the 6th and three in the 8th to 
make it close in a 7-4 loss to the Fort Myers Miracle last night. Florida even brought the tying run to the plate in the 9th, but 
the Miracle escaped with the win. Riley Delgado had two hits, and RBI, and a run. Shean Michel reached base the last four 
plate appearances, recording three hits and scoring twice. Trey Harris had two more hits and two RBIs. RHP Nolan Kingham 
struggled while attempting to follow-up his complete game shutout from a week ago, surrendering nine hits and seven runs.
  
DELGADO DIGS IN: The efficiency in which Riley Delgado has reached base this year is startling. He has gotten on in 50 
of the 57 games he has logged a plate appearance and he has hits in 43 of those contests. He has seperate 9-game (4/12-
4/22) and 10-game (4/27-5/7) on-base streaks to his credit and is currently on a season-best 14 game streak. Delgado’s .301 
average is 6th in the FSL and he has three more hits (68) than anyone else in the league. Trevor Larnach is second with 65.

ROAD WEARY: The Fire Frogs began a seven-game road trip on Monday with a four-game series in Fort Myers followed by a 
weekend three-game set in Tampa. Florida has struggled on the road this year with a 11-19 mark. The Fire Frogs won back-to-
back road games on Tuesday and Wednesday for the third time this season (4/4-4/5 at Daytona, 5/9-5/10 at Jupiter). But with 
Florida dropping the set finale yesterday to Fort Myers, they are 1-6-1 in 2019 road series. Tampa took 2-of-3 in Kissimmee, 
winning one-run six-inning contests on consecutive days to take the series. 

TAMPA WEARY: The Fire Frogs are 1-13 over the past two seasons at Steinbrenner Field with their only win coming on May 
10th last year. They were swept in a three-game set the first time they played here a couple weeks ago, being outscored 19-3 
and being shutout by tonight’s starter, RHP Miguel Yajure, on May 22. Tampa has won five straight from Florida. 

TODAY’S STARTER: LHP Philip Pfeifer will be making the 8th start of his career tonight. His last start before this season 
came on April 25th, 2018 at Rochester while with Gwinnett: IP, 2 H, 2 ER, 2 HB, BB, 0 K, PC: 36/20 strikes. He permitted a 
run in six of his seven outings with Mississippi this season before being sent down on April 29th. This is the first time while 
with the Braves system that he’s pitching for the Fire Frogs and the first time he’s been at the Advanced-A level since 2016, 
when he pitched in a combined 20 games between Rancho Cucamonga (Dodgers) and the Carolina Mudcats. Acquired from 
the Dodgers with RHP Caleb Dirks for RHP Bud Norris, OF Dian Toscano, PTBNL (RHP Alex Grosser), and cash on June 
30, 2016. Drafted in the 3rd Round (101st overall) by the Dodgers back in 2015. Also was drafted in the 44th Round back in 
2011 out of Farragut HS in Knoxville, TN.
