MIRACLE MANEUVER PAST COQUIS ON FRIDAY: The bottom of the lineup shined for the Coquis de Florida, but the TEAM LEADERS (FSL RANK)
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Fort Myers Miracle received a run-scoring base hit from Michael Helman in the seventh inning to send them over the
top in a 6-5 victory on Friday night at Osceola County Stadium. The bottom of the Fire Frogs lineup (Brown, Josephina,
Schwartz, Langhorne) combined to go 6x13 with 3 RBIs in the close setback. Langhorne had two sacrifice flies and Ra-
mos added another with a sac fly in the 5th. Fort Myers responded swiftly with a four-run third against RHP Tristan Beck.
Four straight two-out hits, including RBI singles from Ryan Jeffers and Ryan Costello plus a two-run double from Andrew
Bechtold placed the Miracle into the lead, 4-2. Beck took a no-decision, allowing eight hits and five runs over 4.2 frames.
Awild pitch from RHP Blayne Enlow scored Riley Delgado and tied the game in the 5th. Helman'’s single off RHP Walter
Borkovich put Fort Myers ahead for good in the 7th.

FIRE FROGS FLINGING Ks: Thursday night was the first time that the Fire Frogs had notched 17 Ks in a nine-inning
game and second time in Florida’s history racking up 17 strikeouts, joining the 14-inning contest played versus Jupiter on
July 26, 2017 which was also played at Roger Dean Stadium. Philip Pfeifer is the first FSL pitcher post-2004 to achieve
17 strikeouts in the game. It is also the first 17-strikeout game from a team dating back to that time frame. Pfeifer bumped
his strikeout total from 77 to 94 (T-17th to 5th in the circuit). Sid Fernandez of Vero Beach on May 14, 1982 set the all-time
FSL punch out record of 21. The Fire Frogs lead the circuit by 10 strikeouts over the past two days, combining for 29, and
are second over the past week with 64 punch outs, one behind Jupiter’s total of 65.

DELGADO DIGGING OUT OF SLUMP: All-Star Riley Delgado has been struggling through the month of July. He has
gotten on in 73 of the 91 games he has logged a plate appearance and has hits in 64 of those games. He has seperate
9-game (4/12-4/22) and 10-game (4/27-5/7) on-base streaks and had a season-best 17-game streak that ended June 11.
He holds the second longest away hitting streak in the FSL, recording at least a knock in 15 straight road contests dating
back to May 23 at Dunedin and ending June 29 at Tampa: .325 AVG, 15 RBI, 7 2B, 3B, 10 R, 6 BB, 9 K, .358 OBP. Delly
still paces the circuit with 104 hits. Delgado is hitting just .188 (12-64) in his first 16 July ballgames, but did get hit by a
pitch and scored a run in yesterday’s close defeat to the Miracle.

LEFT ON A LONELY ISLAND: The Fire Frogs stranded a season-high 17 men on Tuesday, including leaving a runner on
in each inning and leaving the sacks loaded twice in their 11-7 loss to the Cardinals. The most Fire Frogs left on base pre-
viously was 14 in game one of a double header in Kissimmee against St. Lucie on May 15. The Fire Frogs hit a respect-
able .382 (13x34) with runners in scoring position over their next three contests, but have gone 2x16 (.125) over the past
two games. Over their previous nine contests (dating back to 7/4), Florida was 7x56 (.125) with men in scoring position.

COMPLETED THE LONG-WINDING ROAD: The Fire Frogs began a season-long ten-game road trip on June 28, play-
ing nine games through July 6 with one rainout in Bradenton. Florida went home for a short four-game series against
Charlotte before hitting the road for another six-game road trip. Florida just finished a stretch where they were scheduled
to play 16 out of 20 contests away from the Pond, but opened a stretch where they play 10 of the next 13 within the
friendly confines of Osceola County Stadium last night.

FORT MYERS FEVER: The Miracle and Fire Frogs began their final series of the 2019 campaign yesterday, with Fort
Myers having won the first four games played at the Pond this season. The Miracle have fared very well at this ballpark,
going 9-3 during the Fire Frogs existence. As a whole, Fort Myers is a better road team this season, going 30-18 away
from home but only maintaining a 24-24 home record at Hammond Stadium.
