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batters he faced and early offense from the Flying Tigers held up in a 3-1 victory over the Fire Frogs on Saturday night
at Osceola County Stadium. Rodriguez (10-7) would allow the solo homer to Soria and nothing else across 7 and 1/3's
frames, yielding just four hits and fanning five to earn the win. Nick Ames and Jon Rosoff got Lakeland on the board with
RBI knocks in the first. Back-to-back doubles from Reece Hampton and Brock Deatherage scratched across another tally
in the second for a 3-0 Flying Tigers edge. After the rough start RHP Freddy Tarnok (2-7) would settle in and retire 12 of the
last 14 Flying Tigers he faced, plowing through 5 and 2/3s innings of three run baseball (one earned) while allowing six hits
a walk, racking up six punchouts, and absorbing the loss. RHP Troy Bacon mowed down all four hitters he faced. Lakeland
put two runners in scoring position in the eighth and ninth with less than two outs but couldn’t score. RHP Brandon White
made sure the Flying Tigers couldn’t add on, striking out four and working around four hits and a hit-batsman.

LAKELAND FLIES INTO KISSIMMEE: This encounter between the Flying Tigers and Fire Frogs is their second matchup
since the first half, and first time playing at the Pond since the end of Aprilffirst two days of May. The season series was
originally supposed to comprise of 7 games at Osceola County Stadium and 6 at Publix Field. Due to a May 2 rainout in
Kissimmee, that game was made up on May 6 in Lakeland as part of a twin bill. The Flying Tigers enter play today just 1.5
games back of Tampa in the FSL North Division standings, one of four teams inside three games of the top spot. The Flying
Tigers are 8-6 at OCS over the past nearly three seasons. The teams lost a full series 7/18-7/20 back in 2017.

DELGADO DIVES ON: All-Star Riley Delgado has gotten on in 89 of the 111 games he has logged a plate appearance
and has hits in 78 of those games. He has seperate 9-game (4/12-4/22) and 10-game (4/27-5/7) on-base streaks and had
a season-best 17-game streak that ended June 11. He holds the second longest away hitting streak in the FSL, recording
at least a knock in 15 straight road contests dating back to May 23 at Dunedin and ending June 29 at Tampa: .325 AVG,
15RBI, 7 2B, 3B, 10 R, 6 BB, 9 K, .358 OBP. Delly still paces the circuit with 122 hits and is 3rd in the Braves organization
behind the 123 hits of Rafael Ortega with Gwinnett and trailing Drew Waters’ 142 (Mississippi and Gwinnett) and has more
hits and a higher average than Cristian Pache (.278, 114). Delgado hit .223 (21-94) in 25 July ballgames, but has 16 hits
over his last 16 assignments. He is off to a bit of a slow start in this series, going 1x9 through the first three contests.

THE MORITZ POND MASH: Andrew Moritz has enjoyed the friendly confines of the Pond since being called up to the Fire
Frogs mid-season, averaging .360 (32x89) with nine multi-hit efforts. He has hits in 20 of his 22 home assignments and is
currently on a twelve-game home hit streak, the longest active streak in the FSL. He is hitting just .205 away from home.
He had his Florida-best seven-game hitting streak end last Sunday in game one at Jupiter: .370 AVG (10x27), 3 RBIs.

STARTING OFF RIGHT: Florida starting pitchers really started to warm up in July with three straight pitchers capping off
the month with quality starts. Over the last 15 games, starters have permitted just a 2.07 ERA (20 ER/87.0 IP) going back to
game two of a Friday (7/26) double header against Daytona. Taking this back further, 10 quality starts have been fired over
the previous 20 games and the pitchers have maintained a 2.51 ERA (33 ER/118.1 IP), this span does include RHP Tristan
Beck allowing 6 ER over 5.1 IP on Friday July 26 in game one of the twin bill against Daytona and RHP Freddy Tarnok
permitting 5 ER Sunday in game one vs. Jupiter. Tarnok came up one out registering a quality start last night vs. Lakeland.

OPPOSING PITCHER: RHP Tom de Blok gets the baseball for the fourth time this season against the Fire Frogs. His first
two starts of the year were against Florida, going 0-2 with a 4.15 ERAin 8.2 IP, 9 H, 4 ER, 5 BB, 5 K. RHP Nolan Kingham
beat de Blok on May 1 and 7, with May 1 being the first of Kingham'’s three nine-inning complete game shutouts. He comes
into today’s start having lost 7 of his last 8 assignments, maintaining a 5.06 ERAin 42.2 IP, 45 H, 26 R, 24 ER, 4 HR, 3 HB,
19 BB, 29 K, .266 BAA.
