THURSDAY: The Fort Myers Miracle got an eighth inning solo homer from Lewin Diaz to scrape past the Fire Frogs, 
3-2, on Thursday afternoon at the Pond. Rusber Estrada’s clutch two-run double in the 7th off LHP Tyler Watson tied 
the game at 2. RBI singles from Aaron Whitefield and Diaz got the Miracle on the board in the 5th. LHP Hayden Deal 
tossed his eighth quality start in 10 tries, holding Fort Myers to five hits and two runs over six innings. RHP Lukas 
Young took his first loss of the year, surrendering two hits and a run in 1.2 frames. RHP Brandon White notched four 
scoreless outs in relief of him. Kevin Josephina stayed hot with another multi-hit game, going 3-4.

JOSEPHINA JUMPING: The Fire Frogs infielder may not want the month of May to end. In 21 contests, he’s hit .329 
(24-73) with five doubles, seven RBIs, and 10 runs scored. He’s the only Florida hitter to be averaging over .262 
(Delgado) for the month with at least 21 games played. 6 of his 8 multi-hit efforts have come this month, including 
his 5-5 night on May 18th vs. Jupiter. He’s raised his batting average from .196 at the end of April to the current .271.
  
DELGADO DIGS IN: The efficiency in which Riley Delgado has reached base this year is startling. He has gotten on 
in 43 of the 50 games he has logged a plate appearance and he has hits in 37 of those contests. He has seperate 
9-game (4/12-4/22) and 10-game (4/27-5/7) on-base streaks to his credit. Delgado extended his current on-base 
streak to seven games by singling in the sixth inning yesterday. His .293 average is tied for 7th in the league and he 
is tied for 1st with 58 hits (Cal Mitchell, Bradenton) in the FSL. 

THE HOME STAND: The Fire Frogs play the Fort Myers Miracle (Advanced-A Twins) and the Palm Beach Cardinals 
(Advanced-A Cardinals) in consecutive three-game sets. Fort Myers handed the Fire Frogs their second home sweep 
of the year, joining Daytona who took all three games from Florida at the Pond from April 18th-20th. The Fire Frogs are 
3-9 against the Cardinals at Osceola County Stadium. They won 22-2 over the Cardinals in the first matchup played 
here on April 25, 2017 but proceeded to go 1-4 at the Pond against the Cardinals affiliate the rest of the season. 
Palm Beach took 7 of 12 from Florida last year, including a season-series clinching 16-10 win on August 8. Braxton 
Davidson (2), Kurt Hoekstra, and Lucas Herbert all left the yard to tie the team record of four homers hit. Palm Beach 
scored 12 runs in the 2nd which was a franchise mark for the most runs given up by Frogs pitching in an inning.
