URIAS, NICHOLAS SLUG CHIHUAHUAS TO 9-6 WIN OVER LAS VEGAS
	  Brett Kennedy picked up his third win in his first four starts of the season, while Luis Urias and 
Brett Nicholas eached homered to back him in sunday afternoon’s 9-6 victory over the Las Vegas 
51s. Urias put the Chihuahuas ahead early, smacking his second home run of the season, a two-run 
shot in the first inning to stake El Paso to a 2-0 lead just two batters in. While Matt Den Dekker 
would hit his first of two home runs on the day in the fourth to cut the lead in half, El Paso promptly 
extended the lead to 5-1 in the fifth, thanks to a three-run rally capped by Nicholas’ two-run double 
and Nick Schulz’s RBI single. Nicholas wasn’t done, as he also hit his sixth home run of the season in 
a three-run ninth, which put the game out of reach for Las Vegas, despite the four-run bottom half 
of the ninth, as El Paso held on for a 9-6 victory.
 
BRETT NICHOLAS NAMED PCL PLAYER OF THE WEEK
	  Chihuahuas catcher Brett Nicholas has been named PCL Player of the Week for the games being 
played from 4/16-22. During the week, Nicholas batted .370 (10-for-27), with four HRs and 14 RBIs, 
collecting a hit in five of the six games played. Nicholas currently leads the Chihuahuas in batting 
average (.386), runs (19), hits (22), doubles (6), HRs (6), RBIs (20) and slugging percentage (.807). 
Nicholas’ 20 RBIs rank third in all of minor league baseball, while his six HRs rank tied for fifth.

ROAD WARRIORS 
	  The Chihuahuas extended their franchise record with their ninth consecutive road victory last 
night. The Chihuahuas, who won the last three games in Las Vegas on the previous road trip, have 
won all six games on the current one and will look to finish off a second consecutive sweep tonight.  

FRANMIL EN FUEGO
	  Franmil Reyes extended his hitting and RBI streak to seven games with his 1-for-6 night last night. 
Reyes hit his fourth home run of the season and collected another RBI to bring his season total to 
14. Reyes is now hitting .300 (9-for-30) over his team high seven-game hitting streak. Reyes has now 
homered in each of the last three games and would tie Jabari Blash for the team record of homering 
in four straight games, should he homer in his next game.
