
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox dropped the opening game of the series in New Hampshire by a score of 3-0. 
Dean Kremer got the start for the Baysox and struggled early, allowing three runs over the first two innings. 
Kremer settled in after that, not allowing a run over his final four innings of work in a 6.0 inning performance. 
Cristian Alvarado retired all six batters he faced out of the bullpen. Mason McCoy, Rylan Bannon, T.J. Nichting 
and Ryan McKenna all had hits in the game for the Baysox.

Baysox Starter: LHP Bruce Zimmermann will make his tenth start of the year for the Baysox today. Zimmermann 
is coming off a tough outing, where he allowed five runs on nine hits in 5.0 innings against Akron. Outside of that 
start, the southpaw has been very consistent for Bowie in 2019, allowed two earned runs or less in seven of his 
nine starts, and going at least 5.0 innings in all but one of his outings. Zimmermann has not allowed an earned run 
in three of his starts, and has struck out at least seven batters four times, including an 11 strikeout performance 
against Richmond on May 10. Zimmermann is one of three left-handers in the Bowie rotation, along with Zac 
Lowther and Alex Wells, The trio has combined for an ERA of 2.07.

In the Other Corner: RHP Yennsy Diaz is on the mound for the Fisher Cats this evening, making his tenth start and 
11th appearance of the season. In his last outing agaianst Altoona, Diaz went 4.2 innings and allowed four earned 
runs. Diaz has struggled over his last two outings, with an ERA of 7.59, but tossed 7.0 scoreless innings in each of 
the two starts prior. For the year, Diaz has not allowed a run four times and has held opponents to a batting average 
of .223. The 22-year-old was originally signed by the Blue Jays as an international free agent in 2014 out of the 
Dominican Republic. He curreently ranks at the #23 prospect in the Toronto system.

Wells Wins Pitcher of the Week: LHP Alex Wells has been named the Eastern League Pitcher of the Week for the 
period from 5/27-6/2. Wells made two starts during the week, one in Erie and one at home against Hartford. In his 
two outings, the 22-year-old tossed 14.2 innings and allowed just one earned run on 10 hits. He also struck out nine 
batters while only walking one. Wells became the second Baysox pitcher to win a pitcher of the week honor in 2019, 
as Zac Lowther earned the award earlier in May.

Strong Southpaws: LHP Zac Lowther and LHP Alex Wells have each been dominant for the Baysox this season. 
Wells has made eight starts with Bowie, and is 3-1 with a 1.62 ERA in 44.1 innings. Lowther leads the team with 
four wins and his ERA sits at 1.66. Wells is currently tied for second in the Eastern League in ERA and Lowther ranks 
fourth. The two left-handers have each already won an Eastern League Pitcher of the Week award, and have the 
lowest ERA for any two qualified teammates in the Eastern League.

Top Tier Talent: The Bowie Baysox roster is filled with some of the top prospects in the Orioles' farm system. 
According to MLB.com, 11 of the top 30 prospects in the organization are in Bowie. Outfielder Yusniel Diaz (#2), 
Outfielder Austin Hays (#5), Outielder Ryan McKenna (#7), Left-Handed Pitcher Zac Lowther (#8) and Right-
Handed Pitcher Dean Kremer (#9) rank in the Orioles' top ten. Pitchers Hunter Harvey (#12), Zach Pop (#20), Alex 
Wells (#26), Catcher Brett Cumberland (#24), Infielder Rylan Bannon (#23) and Infielder Mason McCoy (#30) 
round out the top prospects that are spenidng the 2019 campaign with the Baysox.
 
The Buck Starts Here: 2019 marks Buck Britton's first season as manager of the Bowie Baysox. Britton replaces Gary 
Kendall, who was the head man in Bowie from 2011-2018. Britton picked up his first victory as a AA manager on 
April 7 against the Harrisburg Senators. Last season, Britton managed the Delmarva Shorebirds, leading the club 
to a 68-66 record. Prior to getting into coaching, Britton played nine seasons in Minor League Baseball, and spent 
parts of 2009, 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014 with the Baysox. Buck is the brother of former Baysox and Orioles' left-
hander Zack Britton.  

This Day in Baysox History: On June 5, 1994, the Baysox had an historic offensive day, defeating the Harrisburg 
Senators 28-10. After a nine-run second inning that carried the Baysox to a 13-3 lead into the fourth, Bowie had a 
fourth inning for the record books, scoring 14 runs and hitting five home runs. Alex Ochoa and Brent Miller each 
hit two home runs in that fourth inning.
