
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox won their third consecutive game, taking down the Akron RubberDucks 5-2 in 
the series opener last night. After allowing a run in the top of the first, the Baysox immediately tied the game in the 
home half of the inning on a sacrifice fly from Carlos Perez. In the fourth inning, Perez came through again, giving 
Bowie the lead on a towering three-run home run that snuck inside the foul pole in left field. Akron scored a run 
in the fifth to make it 4-2, but Preston Palmeiro got the run back with a solo home run in the seventh giving the 
Baysox a 5-2 lead. After a solid 5.0 inning start from Dean Kremer, Mike Baumann pitched the final 4.0 innings out 
of the bullpen, earning his first career save.

Baysox Starter: LHP Bruce Zimmermann is on the mound for the Baysox today, making his 14th start of the 
season. Zimmermann struggled in his last start on Sunday in Harrisburg, allowing three earned runs in 4.0 innings 
and taking the loss. Prior to that, Zimmermann fired a complete game four-hit shutout in Hartford on June 18 in 
which he retired the final 17 batters of the night. That complete game was one of just three nine-inning complete 
games in the Eastern League this season (Casey Mize, Tanner Houck). Tonight will be Zimmermann's second start of 
the year against Akron. On May 29, Zimmermann pitched 5.0 innings against the RubberDucks at Prince George's 
Stadium, allowing a season-high nine hits and five earned runs, striking out eight.

In the Other Corner: LHP Sam Hentges will be making his 15th start of the season for the RubberDucks today. 
Hentges has struggled during his first Double-A season, going 1-8 with a 5.04 ERA thus far. In his last start against 
Erie, Hentges allowed four earned runs on seven hits over 4.1 innings and took a no-decision. This will be Hentges 
third start of the year against the Baysox. He struggled mightily in his first outing in Bowie, allowed 10 hits and five 
runs in 5.2 innings. However two weeks later in Akron, Hentges tossed 7.0 scoreless innings against the Baysox. The 
22-year-old left hander was the Indians' fourth round pick in the 2014 MLB Draft out of Mounds View High School 
in Arden Hills High School in Arden Hills, Minnesota.

Red Hot Baysox: Over the last few weeks, the Baysox have been the hottest team in the Eastern League. Bowie 
comes into tonight winners of eight of ten, and seven consecutive series. The Baysox have also won 15 of the last 18 
games and 18 of the last 23 contests.

Be My Valentin: INF Jesmuel Valentin currently owns an 11-game hitting streak, the longest for any Baysox player 
this season. Over those 11 games, Valentin is 18-40 (.450), with one home run, nine RBIs, and two runs scored. He 
has also ammassed seven multi-hit games in this 11-game stretch.

A Move Can Do You Well: RHP Hunter Harvey and RHP Dillon Tate have been dominant since moving into the 
Baysox bullpen. In 16.1 releif innings, Tate has posted a 1.65 ERA and has struck out 15 batters. Harvey has pitched 
9.0 innings without allowing a run out of the bullpen, yielded just one hit and struck out 11 batters. Both Harvey 
and Tate have picked up their first career saves over the last week. 

First Time for Everything: Three different Baysox pitchers have earned their first career saves over the last week. 
On June 22 in Harrisburg, Dillon Tate pitched a scoreless ninth inning to pick up the save. Three days later, Hunter 
Harvey retired all nine batters he faced and got a save against Hartford. Last night, Mike Baumann pitched 4.0 
scoreless innings out of the bullpen to earn the first save of his career.

All-Stars: INF Mason McCoy, INF Rylan Bannon, LHP Zac Lowther and LHP Alex Wells were all named Eastern 
League All-Stars on Monday. McCoy is currently the Eastern League leader in hitting with a .332 batting average, 
while Bannon has drive in 27 runs. Lowther and Wells each rank in the top five in the Eastern League in ERA and 
have eached taken home an Eastern League Pitcher of the Week honor.

McCoy's Impact: INF Mason McCoy joined the Baysox on May 6 before a series in Altoona, and the team has taken 
off since his addition. At the time McCoy was added to the roster, Bowie was 7-23. Since then, the club is 30-17, and 
has three winning streaks of at least four games. In 46 games, McCoy is batting .335 with one home run, 13 RBI, 32 
runs, nine doubles, four triples, 18 walks and four stolen bases. Hit .335 batting average leads the Eastern League 
by 30 points. McCoy has reached base in 38 of the 46 games he has played with Bowie, and has 20 multi-hit games, 
compared to only ten contests in which he has not recorded a hit.

This Day in Baysox History: On June 28, 2010, the Baysox swept a doubleheader from Erie, by scores of 10-9 and 
3-2. Ryan Adams had a big day, picking up four hits across the two games, including two home runs and four RBIs.
