Baysox vs. Harrisburg

2019 Record: 7-7

In Case You Missed It: The Baysox clinched a series win over Harrisburg with a rain-shortened five-inning 3-1 win
last night. The Senators picked up a run in the first inning, but Bowie answered right back in the bottom of the first.
After Mason McCoy reached on an error, DJ Stewart hit a two-run home run to give Bowie the 2-1 lead. In the fifth,
Stuart Levy blasted his second home run of the season to extend the lead to 3-1. Two pitches later, the game was
stopped due to impending weather. Alex Wells tossed a complete game, the first of his career, and moved to 7-1
on the season. With the win, the Baysox have now won 10 consecutive series and guaranteed an overall record over
.500 going into the All-Star break.

Baysox Starter: RHP Dean Kremer is on the mound for the Baysox today, making his ninth start of 2019 in a Bowie
uniform. Kremer was outstanding in his last outing in Hartford, tying a career-high by tossing 7.0 scoreless innings.
Kremer earned the win that day and has now won three consecutive starts. Over has last three outings, Kremer haas
allowed just one earned run in 17.0 innings, good for a 0.53 ERA. Kremer started against Harrisburg on June 22, and
struck out eight in 5.0 scoreless innings to earn the win. Today will be the 18th double-A start of Kremer's career,
and he is 9-6 with a 2.765 ERA in 98.0 innings at the level.

In the Other Corner: RHP Jackson Tetreault makes his 12th start of the season for Harrisburg today. Tetreault
earned the win in his last start against Richmond, pitching 6.0 innings and allowing just two runs. Tetreault
pitched against Bowie on June 22 and took the loss despite pitching well, allowing three unearned runs in 5.0
innings of work and striking out five. The 23-year-old Tetreault began the year with Advanced-A Potomac and was
outstanding in four starts, posting a 1.23 ERA in 22.0 innings of work. Tetreault was the Nationals seventh round
pick in the 2017 MLB Draft out of the Junior College of Florida.

Red Hot Baysox: Over the last few weeks, the Baysox have been the hottest team in the Eastern League. Since the
beginning of June, Bowie has posted a remarkable 25-8 record, and has now won ten consectuive series.

Using the Big Inning: The Baysox have used big innings to put games away over the past week. In the last seven
games (68 innings), Bowie has scored multiple runs in an inning 12 times, nearly 18% of innings played since last
Saturday, and three runs or more seven times.

Mac Attack: OF Ryan McKenna has found his power stroke over that last nine games. Over that stretch, McKenna
is 13-33 (.394) with four home runs, 13 RBIs, eight runs scored and has five multi-hit games. Tuesday night, McKenna
became just the third Baysox player with a multi-home run game this season. McKenna currently leads the Eastern
League in runs scored (52), leads the Baysox in RBI (40) and is tied for the team lead in home runs (9).

Finding the Power: Over the last six games, the Baysox have outhomered their opponents 16-0. Bowie blasted
nine home runs over the first two games of the series in Hartford, and followed that with three first inning home
runs Thursday night, one long ball Friday and two more home runs in last night's win. The Baysox have also hit
back-to-back home runs four times in the last seven days. During that stretch, Ryan McKenna has hit three home
runs while Yusniel Diaz, Carlos Perez and Jesmuel Valentin have each homered twice to lead the way. The Baysox
currently rank second in the Eastern League in home runs, and first since June 1.

A June to Remember: The Baysox 20-7 record in June was the best record of any month in franchise history.
During the month, the Baysox led the Eastern League in batting average, runs, RBIs, hits, total bases, doubles,
on-base percentage, OPS and struck out fewer times than any team in the league. On the mound, Bowie led the
Eastern League in WHIP, batting average against, allowed the fewest hits and had the second best ERA in the
league.

All-Stars: INF Mason McCoy, INF Rylan Bannon, LHP Zac Lowther and LHP Alex Wells were all named Eastern
League All-Stars on Monday. McCoy is currently second in the the Eastern League in hitting with a .319 batting
average, while Bannon has driven in 31 runs. Lowther and Wells each rank in the top five in the Eastern League in
ERA and have eached taken home an Eastern League Pitcher of the Week honor.

This Day in History: On July 7, 2017 and 2018, the Baysox had walk-off wins against Richmond and Harrisburg. In
2017, Austin Hays hit a game-winning single, while in 2018 Martin Cervenka ended the game with a sacrifice fly.
