
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox dropped the final game of the homestand with an 8-6 loss against the Altoona Curve. Bowie got 
out to a good start, scoring twice in the bottom of the second inning on a solo home run from T.J. Nichting and sacrifice fly from 
Willy Yahn. The Baysox scored three more times in the third inning, on RBIs from Yusniel Diaz, Preston Palmeiro and Nichting. The 
lead grew to 6-0 in the fifth when Ryan Ripken hit an RBI double. However, the Bowie bullpen faltered, allowing eight unanswered 
runs and the Baysox lost 8-6. It was the biggest blown lead of the season for Bowie. Even with the loss, the Baysox took the series 
from Altoona (3 of 4), making it 13 consecutive series wins.    
 
Baysox Starter: LHP Bruce Zimmermann will start game one of the doubleheader for the Baysox. This will be Zimmermann's 18th 
appearance and 17th start of the season. Last time out, Zimmermann pitched out of the bullpen for the first time of his career with 
Nate Karns making a rehab start for Bowie. Zimmermann tossed 4.0 innings, allowed two runs and took the loss. Zimmermann 
enters this start ranking in the top ten in the Eastern League in ERA (4th, 2.77), strikeouts (4th, 97), batting average against (8th, 
.229) and winning percentage (T-9th, .570). This will be Zimmermann's fourth start of the year against Richmond. In his three prior 
outings, he is 1-0 with a 1.10 ERA in 16.2 innings against the Flying Squirrels. On May 10, Zimmermann tied a career-high with 11 
strikeouts in a start against Richmond.

Baysox Starter: RHP Cody Sedlock will make the first double-A start of his career in game two of the doubleheader for Bowie. 
Sedlock made his Baysox debut on July 17 against Harrisbrug and fired 3.0 scoreless innings, striking out four. Sedlock started the 
year with advanced-A Frederick, going 4-1 with a 2.25 ERA in 14 appearances and 10 starts and was named a Carolina League All-
Star. During his time with the Keys, Sedlock posted five scoreless outings and allowed one earned run or less nine of the 13 times 
he pitched. Sedlock allowed just 38 hits in 61.0 innings in the Carolina League this season and held opponents to a .181 batting 
average against. The 24-year-old was the Orioles' first round pick (27th overall) in the 2016 MLB Draft out of the University of Illinois.

In the Other Corner: LHP Garrett Williams will make his 19th start of the season for Richmond in game one of the doubleheader. 
In his last start, Williams allowed four earned runs in 5.0 innings and earned the win in Hartford. Over his last eight starts, Williams 
has not allowed a run four times. The left-hander has allowed just 64 hits in 82.0 innings this season, and is holding opponents to a 
.218 batting average against. Williams started against the Baysox on May 1 and earned the win, pitching 6.0 innings and allowing 
two earned runs. 

In the Other Corner: RHP Ryan Halstead will start game two of the doubleheader for the Flying Squirrels. It will be just the second 
career start for the 27-year-old. His other start came on June 24 of this season against Altoona, and he allowed just one run in 4.0 
innings. Halstead's other 24 appearances have come out of the bullpen. Halstead had one blow-up outing against Hartford on April 
16 when he allowed seven earned runs in 2.0 innings. Outside of that appearance, Halstead has a 2.57 ERA in the other 35.0 innings 
he has pitched this season.

Baumann Makes History: RHP Mike Baumann pitched the third nine-inning no-hitter in Baysox history in the win over Harrisburg 
Tuesday night. Baumann was absolutely dominant, walking just two batters in the game and facing one over the minimum while 
striking out ten. Baumann has now made six appearances and four starts as a member of the Baysox and is 2-1 with one save and a 
1.10 ERA in 32.2 innings. Baumann had his 24.0-inning scoreless streak snapped on Sunday, but over those 24.0 innings he allowed 
just four hits. It was the longest scoreless streak for any Baysox pitcher this season.

Red Hot Baysox: Over the last month and a half, the Baysox have been the hottest team in the Eastern League. Since the beginning 
of June, Bowie has posted a remarkable 34-11 record, and has now won 13 consectuive series. The Baysox set a franchise record by 
going 20-7 in June, and have begun July 14-4. Bowie currently holds a 1.5-game lead over Erie for first place in the Western Division.

The Alex Wells Experience: LHP Alex Wells has had an incredible first double-A season thus far. Wells is currently leading the 
Eastern League with a 1.83 ERA, a 0.99 WHIP, a .890 winning percentage and ranks third with a .216 batting average against. Wells 
has been an Eastern League All-Star, earned an Eastern League Pitcher of the Week award and been named the Orioles Minor 
League Pitcher of the Month for June.

Lowther Takes League Lead: LHP Zac Lowther became the first pitcher in the Eastern League to win 11 games when he defeated 
Altoona Friday. He is the only pitcher in the league with double-digit wins. The left-hander also ranks in the top-ten in the Eastern 
League in ERA (2nd, 2.64), strikeouts (5th, 94), innings pitched (6th, 99.0), batting average against (1st, .190), WHIP (T-6th, 1.11) and 
winning percentage (3rd, .690).

This Day in History: The Baysox have won five consecutive games on July 22, dating back to 2015. This will be the second 
consecutive season that Bowie is playing a doubleheader on July 22, sweeping two from Erie on this date in 2018. Aderlin 
Rodriguez had three hits and a home run across the two games and Rylan Bannon homered in game two.
