
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox bats were quiet for a third consecutive night as Bowie fell in a pitcher's duel 2-1 last night...The 
Baysox have dropped the first three games of a four game series in Binghamton...It is the first series defeat for Bowie after winning 
14 straight series prior...The Baysox have scored just three runs in the three games of the series...Bowie looks to salvage a game and 
get back atop the Western Division this afternoon...The Baysox trail Erie by a half game in the division...
 
Baysox Starter: LHP Bruce Zimmermann will make his 19th appearance and 18th start of the year this afternoon...He is coming off 
of a seven inning complete game shutout in his last start five days ago in Richmond...It was second complete game shutout of year 
for Zimmermannn...He became first Baysox pitcher to throw a 9-inning complete game shutout in four seasons when he blanked 
the Yard Goats on just four hits on June 18th...Zimmermann is from Baltimore, MD and was traded for last year at the deadline from 
the Atlanta Braves in the deal that sent Kevin Gausman and Darren O'Day to Atlanta...

Binghamton Starter: LHP Zach Lee is a former first round draft choice of the Los Angeles Dodgers in 2010 who is in his first season 
in the Mets organization...Lee started the season in Triple-A Syracuse going 4-2 with a 6.66 ERA in 15 appearances, 12 starts...He has 
been dynamic since coming down to Binghamton to start July allowing two earned runs in four starts... He has a record of 3-0...

Dominant Starting Pitching: Over the last nine games, Baysox starters have combined to allow just 13 earned runs in 61.1 innings 
of work, good for a 1.91 ERA. The loss by Wells Saturday was the first time a Baysox pitcher has taken the loss since July 3.

Diaz on Fire : Since returning to the Baysox from the injured list on June 5, OF Yusniel Diaz has been perhaps the most productive 
hitter in the Eastern League. In 44 games, Diaz is leading the Eastern League in RBIs (43), tied for first in home runs (9), tied for 
second in doubles (14) and third in runs (31). For the season, Diaz is now tied for fifth in the league with 50 RBIs, despite not playing 
between April 25 and June 5.

Perez's On-Base Streak: C Carlos Perez had a 27-game on-base streak come to an end with an 0-for-4 last night. That was the 
longest active streak in the Eastern League and the longest stretch in the league this year. Over those 27 games, Perez is hitting .316 
(31-98) with eight home runs, 20 RBIs, 15 runs scored and a .384 on-base percentage. Coming into this season, Perez had never hit 
more than six home runs in any of his 11 previous professional seasons, making his eight homers in the last 27 games an even more 
remarkable accomplishment.

ERA Kings: The Baysox currently have three starting pitchers that rank in the top-22 in all of full-season minor league baseball in 
ERA. Alex Wells is 10th with a 2.17 ERA, Zac Lowther is 21st with a 2.57 ERA and Bruce Zimmermann is 22nd with a 2.58 ERA. Not 
only do the Baysox have three pitchers in the top-22 in ERA, but they are the only team with even two pitchers in that range in 
all of full-season minor league baseball. Wells, Lowther and Zimmermann also have the top three ERA's in the Eastern League. No 
teammates have finished the season with the three best ERA's in the Eastern League since 1981 when Brian Denman, Jerry King and 
Dennis Burtt did that for the Bristol Red Sox.

McKenna's League Ranks: OF Ryan McKenna currently ranks in the top nine in the Eastern League in eight different offensive 
categories. The 22-year-old is second in runs (61), tied for second in games played (99), tied for fifth in total bases (149), tied for 
fourth in extra-base hits (35), tied for seventh in hits (91), tied for fifth in triples (5), tied for eighth in doubles (21) and ninth in stolen 
bases (18).

Back-End Stars: RHP Cristian Alvarado and RHP Dillon Tate have been dominant forces in the back-end of the Baysox bullpen. 
Alvarado has allowed just three earned runs in 29.1 innings since June 4, good for a 0.92 ERA. Alvarado has two wins and three saves 
over that stretch. Since moving to the bullpen after two starts to begin the season, Tate has a 1.67 ERA in 15 relief appearances and 
27.0 innings. He has also picked up the first five saves of his professional career. Tate was promoted to Baltimore on July 26th.

This Day in History: On July 28, 1998, Howie Clark went 2-for-4 with a home run and three RBI's and Jerry Hairston Jr. and Ryan 
Minor each drove home two runs as the Baysox upeneded Akron in a wild 14-11 contest.
