In Case You Missed It: The Baysox used a four-run bottom of the sixth inning to defeat the Reading Fightin Phils 6-5

on Tuesday evening. Trailing 3-2 entering the sixth, Bowie got an RBI double from Yusniel Diaz to tie the game, an RBI
single from Ryan McKenna to take the lead and Ryan Ripken added insurance with a two-run single. After earning the
win in the series opener, Cristian Alvarado picked up the save last night by tossing a scoreless ninth inning to preserve
a one-run lead. With the win, the Baysox clinced their 15th win in the last 16 series, and will go for the sweep tonight.

Baysox Starter: LHP Alex Wells will make his 18th start of the year for the Baysox today. Wells is the Eastern League
leader with a 2.17 ERA. Wells also leads the league in WHIP (1.03) and winning percentage (.800). Wells' .225 batting
average against is tied for the third best mark in the Eastern League. In his last start, Wells allowed a season-high five
earned runs in 5.2 innings and took the loss. It was the first time Wells had been beaten since May 3. The 22-year-old

is in the midst of a remarkable streak, having not walked a batter in his last 25.0 innings of work. This season, Wells has
been an Eastern League All-Star, won an Eastern League Pitcher of the Week Award and been the Orioles' Minor League
Pitcher of the Month for June.

In the Other Corner: RHP Colton Eastman will make the start for the Fightin Phils today. It will be Eastman's second
start of the year in a Reading uniform, with his first coming on July 18 in New Hampshire. That day, he allowed just one
run in 5.0 innings and struck out nine. Eastman has made five appearances with Class-A Lakewood (1-2, 6.00 ERA) and
13 appearances with Advanced-A Clearwater (5-5, 3.36 ERA) this season. Overall, Eastman is 7-7 with a 3.83 ERA in 101.0
innings in 2019 with an impressive 113 strikeouts against only 28 walks. The 22-year-old is in just his second professional
season after being drafted by the Phillies in the fourth round of the 2018 MLB Draft out of Cal State Fullerton.

Going for History (Again): After setting a franchise record by going 20-7 in June, the Baysox have begun the month of
July 20-7. If Bowie can win tonight against Reading in the final game of the month, it will re-set the franchise record for
the best record in a month for the second consecutive month.

Down the Stretch They Go: With 33 games left in the regular season, Bowie and Erie are tied atop the West Division
with 29-10 second-half records. Those are the two best second-half records in all of minor league baseball.

Dominant Starting Pitching: Over the last 12 games, Baysox starters have combined to allow just 19 earned runs in
77.1 innings of work, good for a 2.21 ERA. Since July 3, only one time has a Baysox pitcher started a game and taken the
loss.

Diaz on Fire : Since returning to the Baysox from the injured list on June 5, OF Yusniel Diaz has been one of the most
productive hitters in the Eastern League. In 48 games, Diaz has nine home runs, 44 RBIs, 15 doubles and 32 runs scored.
For the season, Diaz is now eighth in the league with 51 RBIs, despite not playing between April 25 and June 5. For the
month of July, Diaz leads the Eastern League in RBIs (22), is tied for the league lead in doubles (12) and ranks in the top
ten in hits, runs, total bases, extra base hits, slugging percentage and OPS.

Perez's On-Base Streak: C Carlos Perez had a 27-game on-base streak come to an end on Saturday night. That streak
was tied for the longest in the Eastern League this season. During the 27 games, Perez was 31-98 (.316) with eight home
runs, 20 RBIs, 15 runs scored and a .384 on-base percentage. Perez has 10 home runs this season for the Baysox after not
hitting more than six in any of the 11 previous seasons of his professional career.

Back-End Star: RHP Cristian Alvarado has been a dominant force in the back-end of the Baysox bullpen. Alvarado has
allowed just three earned runs in 31.2 innings since June 4, good for a 0.85 ERA. Alvarado has three wins and four saves
over that stretch. Alvarado has earned a win and a save in the first two games of the series against Reading, and last
night became just the second Baysox pitcher to throw on consecutive days this season.

Three Times a Charm: INF Mason McCoy has recorded multiple hits in three consecutive games for the Baysox. McCoy
leads the team with 28 multi-hit games on the season, even though he did not join the roster until May 6.

Welcome to Double-A Cody: RHP Cody Sedlock has been nearly untouchable since being promoted from
Advanced-A Frederick to Bowie on July 17.1n 11.0 innings with the Baysox, Sedlock has yielded just one hit and no runs
while striking out 15. Sedlock in holding opponents to an .031 batting average against and has not allowed a hit in his
last 8.2 innings.

This Day in History: On July 31, 2001, John Stephens pitched a seven-inning no-hitter in the Baysox 2-0 win over
Harrisburg.
