
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox swept the doubleheader in Richmond last night by scores of 1-0 and 5-3. 
Bowie got an outstanding start from Dean Kremer in game one, as he struck out a season-high 10 batters 
in 5.0 innings. Jesmuel Valentin's RBI double provided the only run in the ball game. Cristian Alvarado 
earned his second save in as many games for the Baysox. In game two, Bowie used a five-run fifth inning 
comeback to defeat the Flying Squirrels. Mason McCoy had a three-run double in the frame. Steve Klimek 
earned his first double-A win and Zach Muckenhirn notched his fourth save of the season.

Baysox Starter: LHP Zac Lowther will make his team-leading 22nd start of the season for the Baysox today. 
Lowther struck out a season-high 10 batters in his last start in Trenton, earning the win. Lowther is the 
Eastern League wins leader with 12 and is tied for first in batting average against (.193). The 23-year-old also 
ranks in the top ten in the Eastern League in ERA (4th, 2.72), strikeouts (3rd, 116), innings (6th, 116.0), WHIP 
(9th, 1.16) and winning percentage (.710). Lowther has been an Eastern League All-Star and won an Eastern 
League Pitcher of the Week award this season. This will be Lowther's first start of the 2019 campaign against 
the Flying Squirrels.

In the Other Corner: RHP Alfred Gutierrez will make his 23rd start of the year for the Flying Squirrels 
today. Gutierrez pitched just 1.0 inning in his last start against Altoona and did not allow a run. In his prior 
five starts, he had allowed at least three earned runs in each outing. Gutierrez is making his third start of the 
season against the Baysox. He has allowed five earned runs and six hits in 9.0 innings against Bowie this year. 
The 24-year-old is in his first year in the Giants' organization after being signed as a free agent in November 
of 2018. He had spent the previous seven seasons of his professional career in the Tiger's organization.

Baumann Named Pitcher of the Month: RHP Mike Baumann has been named the Orioles' Minor League 
Pitcher of the Month for July. For the month, Baumann was 2-1 in five starts with a 1.38 ERA. The 23-year-old 
pitched 32.2 innings during those five starts and held opponents to a .148 batting average against. Baumann 
also struck out 31 batters and only walked six during July. On July 16, Baumann pitched a no-hitter against 
Harrisburg, striking out ten in a dominant effort. It was just the third nine-inning no-hitter in Baysox history. 
Baumann becomes the second straight Bowie pitcher to win this award after Alex Wells took home the 
honor in June.

Kremer's Second Half: After earning another win against Richmond last night, RHP Dean Kremer is now 
8-0 in ten second half starts with a 1.93 ERA. In that stretch, he has struck out 57 batters in 56.0 innings and is 
holding opponents to a .217 batting average against.

Herb's Dominant Stretch: RHP Tyler Herb has been lights out for the Baysox in three starts since returning 
from Triple-A Norfolk. In those three outings, Herb is 2-0 with a 1.42 ERA in 19.0 innings. He has allowed just 
five hits in those 19.0 innings, good for a .088 batting average against.

40 Wins in Two Months: The Baysox made history winning 40 games between June and July, the most in 
consecutive months in the franchise's existance. Bowie went 20-7 in June, the best record in any month in 
team history, then followed that with a 20-8 month of July. The two-month record 40-15 was the best in 
professional baseball, and Bowie won 15 of 16 series during that stretch.

Down the Stretch They Go: WIth less than four weeks left in the regular season, Bowie and Erie are in a 
tight race for the second-half West Division title. Erie currently has a 1.5-game lead and 22 games to play, 
while the Baysox have 23 games remaining. After playing 18 games against each other in April and May, the 
Baysox and SeaWolves do not play each other again this season.

Baysox and Squirrels: Bowie and Richmond are in the middle of a stretch where they will play eight games 
in seven days against each other. The Baysox and Flying Squirrels are playing four games in three days in 
Richmond this weekend, and after an off day Monday will battle each other four more times in three days in 
Bowie next week. The Baysox are 10-3 against the Flying Squirrels this season and have won the last eight 
meetings. 

This Day in History: The Baysox have won six consecutive games played on August 11 and 10 of their last 
11 dating back to 2005.
