
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox dropped the final game of the series in Richmond on Sunday. Bowie's 
bats never got going in the game, managing just five hits, all of which were singles. The Baysox only run 
scored via an error. Zac Lowther gave Bowie an excellent start, allowing just two earned runs in 7.0 innings 
while striking out eight, but took a tough luck loss.

Baysox Starter: LHP Alex Wells will make his 20th start of the season for the Baysox today in game one of 
the doubleheader. In his last start in Trenton, Wells had allowed just one run in 4.1 innings before the game 
was suspended due to rain. In his last 15 starts, Wells has only lasted less than 5.1 innings three times, twice 
because games were stopped due to rain and once when he left the game after being hit by a line drive. 
Wells is the Eastern League's leader with a 2.11 ERA for the season. He is also first in winning percentage 
(.800), second in WHIP (1.03), tied for sixth in batting average against (.228), tied for sevneth in wins (8) and 
tenth in innings (110.2). The 22-year-old is undefeated at home this season, posting a 5-0 record with a 1.78 
ERA in nine starts at Prince George's Stadium. In 2019 Wells has been an Eastern League All-Star, an Eastern 
League Pitcher of the Week and the Orioles' Minor League Pitcher of the Month for June. 

In the Other Corner: RHP Chase Johnson will make his 29th appearance and second start of the season 
for Richmond in game one of today's doubleheader. Johnson's only other start came in his last outing on 
Auguest 8 against Altoona. He pitched 3.1 innings that day and allowed just one unearned run. Johnson 
will be pitching against Bowie for the second time this season. On April 30, the 27-year-old allowed two 
earned runs in 2.1 innings against the Baysox. Johnson has had a very strong start to August, allowing 
just one earned run in 8.1 innings so far this month. The 27-year-old is in his fourth season with Richmond 
('15,'16,'18,'19) and today will be his 74th career Eastern League appearance. Johnson was the Giants' third 
round pick in the 2013 MLB Draft out of Cal Poly San Luis Obispo.

Game Two: The Baysox starter for game two of the doubleheader is to be determined. Richmond will send 
RHP Ryan Halstead to the mound for game two. Halstead will be making his 30th appearance and third 
start of the season. Halstead pitched against the Baysox on Friday and struck out four over 1.2 perfect 
innings. One of his two starts this season came against the Baysox on July 22 when he pitched 4.0 scoreless 
innings. The other start was on June 24 against Altoona where he allowed just one run in 4.0 innings. 
Halstead struggled in April, pitching to an 11.57 ERA in 9.1 innings, but has yielded just six earned runs in 
35.0 innings since, good for a 1.54 ERA. Halstead is a three-year member of the Flying Squirrels and was the 
Giants' 21st round pick in 2015 out of Indiana University.            

Baumann Named Pitcher of the Month: RHP Mike Baumann has been named the Orioles' Minor League 
Pitcher of the Month for July. For the month, Baumann was 2-1 in five starts with a 1.38 ERA. The 23-year-old 
pitched 32.2 innings during those five starts and held opponents to a .148 batting average against. Baumann 
also struck out 31 batters and only walked six during July. On July 16, Baumann pitched a no-hitter against 
Harrisburg, striking out ten in a dominant effort. It was just the third nine-inning no-hitter in Baysox history. 
Baumann becomes the second straight Bowie pitcher to win this award after Alex Wells took home the 
honor in June.

Kremer's Second Half: After earning another win against Richmond last night, RHP Dean Kremer is now 
8-0 in ten second half starts with a 1.93 ERA. In that stretch, he has struck out 57 batters in 56.0 innings and is 
holding opponents to a .217 batting average against.

Herb's Dominant Stretch: RHP Tyler Herb has been lights out for the Baysox in three starts since returning 
from Triple-A Norfolk. In those three outings, Herb is 2-0 with a 1.42 ERA in 19.0 innings. He has allowed just 
five hits in those 19.0 innings, good for a .088 batting average against.

Down the Stretch They Go: WIth less than three weeks left in the regular season, Bowie and Erie are in a 
tight race for the second-half West Division title. Erie currently has a 1.5-game lead and 22 games to play, 
while the Baysox have 23 games remaining. After playing 18 games against each other in April and May, the 
Baysox and SeaWolves do not play each other again this season.

This Day in History: On August 13, 2015, Trey Mancini went 3-4 with a home run and two RBIs as the 
Baysox defeated Richmond by a score of 6-1. Quicy Latimore added two hits and an RBI in the game while 
Mike Yastrzemski and Brandon Snyder each drove in a run.
