
In Case You Missed It: The Baysox recorded just two hits in Saturday night but Carlos Perez's sixth innng three-run home 
run proved to be enough as Bowie defeated the Altoona Curve 3-2. Altoona's starter Cam Vieaux took a no-hitter into the 
sixth, but with two outs, he walked Ryan McKenna and Anderson Feliz and then served up the go-ahead home run to 
Perez on Bowie's first hit of the night. Mike Baumann gave the Baysox a very solid start, allowing just one earned run 6.0 
innings and earning his third consecutive win. Steve Klimek and Cristian Alvarado combined to retire all nine batters 
they faced out of the bullpen to seal the win.   

Baysox Starter: RHP Tyler Herb will make his ninth start of the season for the Baysox today. Herb took a no-decision in his 
last start against Binghamton, allowing two earned runs in 5.0 innings. This will be Herb's sixth start with the Baysox since 
returning from Triple-A Norfolk. In the prior five outings, Herb is 3-0 and has allowed just eight earned runs in 29.0 innings. 
Herb has pitched for four different Double-A teams, and has made 45 career starts at the level. He comes in with a 13-12 
record and a 3.77 ERA as a Double-A pitcher.

In the Other Corner: RHP Beau Sulser will make his fifth start and 32nd appearance of the season for the Curve today. 
Sulser has worked as a reliever for the majority of the season, but four of his last eight outings have come as a starter. Sulser 
started against Hartford an August 20 and allowed just one earned run in 6.0 innings of work. For the season, the 25-year-
old is 7-1 with a 2.25 ERA in 27 relief appearances, and 1-0 with a 3.32 ERA in his four starts. Sulser has been dominant on 
the road, posting a 6-0 record and a 1.60 ERA in 15 road appearances. Sulser started against the Baysox on July 20 and 
allowed four earned runs in 4.0 innings. He also had a relief appearance against Bowie on May 6, where he yielded one run 
in 2.1 innings. Sulser was the Pirates 10th round pick in the 2017 MLB Draft out Dartmouth.

Down the Stretch They Go: WIth less than two weeks left in the regular season, Bowie and Erie are battling for the second-
half West Division title. Erie has a 1.0-game lead over the Baysox with 9 games remaining. After playing 18 games against 
each other in April and May, the Baysox and SeaWolves do not play each other again this season. 

All-League Lowther: LHP Zac Lowther was announced as the left-handed pitcher on the Eastern League Post-Season 
All-Star Team. Lowther has won 13 games this season, the most in the Eastern League. He also ranks tied for third in ERA, 
second in strikeouts, fourth in innings pitched, fourth in batting average against, tied for sixth in WHIP and sixth in winning 
percentage.

Career Year for Perez: C Carlos Perez has set career-highs for home runs (14) and RBIs (57) during the 2019 season. Perez 
had never hit more than six home runs in any of his previous 11 professional seasons. Perez has homered four times in his 
last ten games and has driven in 14 runs during that stretch. Last night, Perez hit a go-ahead three-run home run in the 
sixth inning in the win over Altoona.

Klimek's Emergence: RHP Steve Klimek is currently in the midst of an 11.0 inning scoreless streak, the longest active 
streak for a Baysox pitcher. Over his last ten outings, Klimek has pitched 16.1 innings and allowed just one earned run, nine 
hits and has struck out 20.

Jimenez Dominant in August: RHP Francisco Jimenez has been outstanding for the Baysox in August. In seven outings, 
five of which have been at least 1.2 innings, he has posted a 0.59 ERA in 15.1 innings and struck out 19 batters.

An Elite Closer: RHP Cristian Alvarado has been dominant for the Baysox since the beginning of June. Since June 1, 
Alvarado has pitched 41.0 innings and allowed just seven earned runs, good for an ERA of 1.54. Opponents are batting just 
.187 against him since the beginning of June and he has struck out 47 batters. All 10 of Alvarado's saves have come since 
June 28.

No Trouble with the Curve: Over his last six games against Altoona, OF Cedric Mullins has hit three home runs, driven in 
five runs, scored six runs and stolen two bases. Mullins leadoff home run Thursday night was the first for a Baysox player 
since Austin Hays in August 2018.

Baumann Named Pitcher of the Week (Again): RHP Mike Baumann has been named the Eastern League Pitcher of 
the Week for the period of August 12-18 after throwing a nine-inning complete game shutout against Richmond last 
Wednesday night. It is the second time this season that Baumann has won the award, after he took it home for the period 
of July 15-21 after throwing a nine-inning no-hitter against Harrisburg. Baumann joines Erie's Casey Mize and Portland's 
Daniel McGrath as pitchers that have won the Eastern League Pitcher of the Week award twice in 2019.
