THE LAST TIME OUT: Before Thursday's day off, the Curve finished off a three-game sweep in Erie on Wednesday
with a 6-2 victory at UPMC Park. Playing a second straight morning game, Altoona jumped out to a 3-1 lead through
three innings before a 1:40 rain delay. The bats picked up where they left off with two more in the fourth and two in
the sixth. Arden Pabst went 3-for-4 with a homer while Jared Oliva also homered during the third.

TODAY'S GAME: The 21st season of Altoona Curve Baseball continues as the Curve open a seven-game homestand
against the Akron RubberDucks, Double-A affiliate of the Cleveland Indians. The road team has won each series
between the two clubs this season as they meet for the first time since April 11-14 in Altoona. After this series, each
club will visit the other one more time, with the Curve in Akron on July 1-3 and the ‘Ducks wrapping up the home
schedule at PNG Field on August 26-29.

TAKE ME HOME, COUNTRY ROADS: After playing 16 out of their last 23 games on the road dating back to May 13,
the Curve are home for seven games and 10 out of 13 through June 19. Throughout 28 games in June, the Curve
will be at PNG Field for 16 games.

THE CURVE: After finishing a three-game sweep over Erie to start the week, the Curve have now won four of five

to start the month of June. Over their three games in Erie, the club averaged six runs per game and slugged seven
homers. Despite a .214 (36/168) team average this month, Altoona’s eight homers in five June games lead the East-
ern League after hitting a league-low 30 home runs through the first two months of the season. Altoona’s pitching
staff entered play May 16 with a 4.22 ERA, which ranked last in the league, before a 3.41 ERA (59 ER/155.2 IP) over
the last 18 games brought it down to 3.97.

THE RUBBERDUCKS: Akron started the year 1-7 before clawing back to 12-12 near the end of April only to fall to
14-20 on May 10. However, the ‘Ducks have been one of the league’s hottest teams for the last month, going 14-8
over their previous 22 games since May 11. Akron leads the Eastern League with 51 homers and 266 runs scored
while ranking second in the league with a 3.37 ERA. In their most recent series, Akron took two out of three against
Reading at Canal Park, which is hosting the Ohio State Baseball Tournament this weekend.

FOR ALTOONA: Left-handed pitcher Sean Brady will make his sixth start for Altoona and 11th outing overall in 2019.
Brady has pitched three straight quality starts and has held a 2.29 ERA (5 ER/19.2 IP) over those appearances. Brady
will face his former organization for the first time, facing the team he broke camp with. He spent the first six years of his
professional career in the Cleveland Indians organization and was released by Cleveland on May 1 and signed with
the Pirates on May 6. He was originally drafted by the Indians in the fifth round of the 2013 draft out of high school...
For more on Brady, see page two.

FOR AKRON: Right-hander Eli Morgan takes the hill for his sixth start at Double-A and 12th start overall. During
his last start, Morgan won his third consecutive game by holding Erie to two runs over 5.2 innings on June 2 and
punched out seven batters. Morgan opened the year with A-Adv. Lynchburg and pitched to a 3-1 record and 1.87
ERA and struck out 40 batters over 33.2 innings before he was promoted to Akron. A native of Southern California,
Morgan was drafted by the Indians during the eighth round in 2017 out of Gonzaga.

CHANGING THE NARRATIVE: Dating back to back-to-back walk-off wins against the RubberDucks on May 30-31,
2018, the Curve have won 14 of the last 21 regular-season meetings between the two clubs. Altoona has finished
.500 or better in the season series against Akron just six times over the 20 previous seasons. Since the start of the
2017 season, the Curve own a 27-22 record against the ‘Ducks. Altoona's 12-10 mark in 2018 against Akron was just
the fourth time in club history that the Curve claimed the season series outright and was the first time since 2010.

MAKING THE PLAYS: The Curve defense shares the highest fielding percentage (.984) in Minor League Baseball
with their Triple-A affiliate, the Indianapolis Indians, Double-A Reading (Phillies) and Triple-A lowa (Cubs). Altoona
defenders have put away outs while their pitchers have put a high rate of balls in play with the fewest strikeouts
(385) in the Minors and the fifth-fewest walks (162) in Double-A. The Curve have set the franchise record for highest
team ﬁeqlging percentage in each of the last three seasons, which was .980 in 2016 and 2017 before the 2018 club
held a .985 mark.

BOUNTY HUNTER: Third baseman Hunter Owen has homered in three of his last six games, including a walk-off,
two run shot on Saturday night and a game-tying, three-run blast on Monday. Owen’s 44 home runs since 2017 are
the most by a Pirates minor leaguer over the last three seasons. During Owen's first season at Double-A, he leads
the league with 40 RBIs, 13 homers, 38 runs, 28 extra-base hits, .598 slugging percentage and .977 OPS. His .309
batting average is the E.L.'s third-best while his 60 hits and eight hit by pitch are ranked second in the league. Owen
was a 25th-round pick by the Pirates out of Indiana State in 2016 and has hit safely in his last nine games, batting
.361 (13/36) with three homers and eight RBIs. Defensively, Owen also leads Eastern League third basemen with a
.971 fielding percentage.

KING OF THE HILL: Logan Hill had his 16-game on-base streak from May 2-19 snapped with an 0-for-10 slide from
May 21-23. However, has reached safely in 10 of his last 12, batting .261 (12/46) with four doubles and four walks.
Hill has reached base in 30 of his last 34 games since April 24, batting .304 (41/135) with three homers, 10 doubles,
one triple, 23 RBIs and boosted his average from .230 to .281. Hill's .323 batting average and .404 on-base percent-
age in May ranked fifth and sixth among E.L. players. Overall, Hill is third in the league in runs scored (34), fourth
with 16 doubles and tied for seventh with 55 hits. Hill was drafted by Pittsburgh out of Troy in 2015 in the 25th
round.

SUIT UP: First baseman Jerrick Suiter has team's longest active on-base streak at 12 games, hitting .267 (12/45)
with two homers, six RBIs and five walks since May 22. A 26th-round draftee by Pittsburgh out of TCU in 2014,
Suiter had a solid May with a .295 batting average (28/95) with a team-high 19 RBIs, two homers, four doubles and
hit safely in 22 of 27 games. Suiter led the 2017 Curve with a .285 batting average, .369 on-base percentage and
.800 OPS over 100 games and was named the 2017 Altoona Curve Unsung Hero while helping the club capture the
second league championship in franchise history.

SUMMER CATCH: Altoona catching tandem Jason Delay and Arden Pabst have teamed up for the Eastern League’s
second-best offensive catching unit, trailing only Erie (.312). The two backstops have combined to hit .268 and have
collected the most extra-base hits by any team in the league at the position (23). Pabst, drafted out of Georgia Tech,
has nine RBIs in his last nine games with six extra-base hits, including homers in his last two games, while batting
.353 (12/34). Delay, who played collegiately at Vanderbilt, is hitting .323 (21/65) with five homers, six doubles, one
triple and 17 RBIs over his last 17 games. Defensively, the two have limited the running game and allowed 31 stolen
bases, third-fewest in the league, while Pabst’'s 14 runners caught stealing is the second-highest total in the league.

PROSPECT WATCH: The Curve active roster features one of Baseball America's Top 30 Pirates prospects in out-
fielder Jared Oliva (No. 19). Oliva is ranked by B.A. as the "Best Defensive Outfielder” in Pittsburgh's system. MLB.
com ranks Oliva ranked as the No. 9 overall prospect in the Pirates organization and RHP Blake Cederlind (No. 30)
moved into that Top 30 list with the recent graduation of SS Cole Tucker and OF Bryan Reynolds.
