THE LAST TIME OUT: In a double-header in Trenton on Thursday, the Curve and Thunder split the two contests that
concluded their season series. Thunder right-hander Brian Keller threw the Eastern League's eighth no-hitter of
2019 in the first ga_me and led Trenton to a 2-0 win in the first game. His only blemish was a lead-off walk to Logan
Hill in the second inning. Pedro Vasquez pitched all six innings for the Curve but was scored on twice, once on a
sacrifice fly in the second and a Ben Ruta double in the third plated the second run. In game two, the Curve ham-
mered a pair of home runs to lead to a 4-2 victorz. Chris Gittens hit a two-run double off Beau Sulser in the first but
Hill responded in the second with a solo homer. Darnell Sween?( socked a two-run blast to right in the third that
lifted Altoona to their first lead of the day. Brett Pope added an RBI single for good measure during the seventh.
Sulser matched a career-best five innings for his eighth win while Matt Eckelman earned his 20th save of 2019.

TODAY'S GAME: Altoona and Reading meet for the first time on the 110th game of the Curve season. The two clubs
will play their entire six-game season series in a 10-day period on back-to-back weekends. The Curve will host the
R-Phils’on August 9-11 at PNG Field. In 2018, Altoona took the season series 6-4.

THE CURVE: The Curve have lost 9 of 12 and are 5-15 since July 14. Altoona went 25-10 from June 3-July 13 to
climb from a season-low five games under .500 (24-29) to a season-best 10 games over (49-39). Between games of
Thursday's double-header in Trenton, the Curve stood at .500 for the first time since they were 31-31 on June 12.
In July, the team went 11-16 and ended with the third losing July in club history and the first time since 2011. The
Curve have reached the E.L. Playoffs in each of the last four seasons, the longest active streak in the league and
tied for the longest run in franchise history (2003-06).

THE FIGHTIN PHILS: Reading has the best record in the Eastern League and fourth-best in Double-A. Leading the
Eastern Division in the Second Half, the R-Phils were defeated by a tie-breaker in the First Half by Trenton for the
first ticket to the postseason. After a day off on Thursday, Reading comes home after 3-5 road trip to New Hamp-
shire and Bowie. Offensivelyg Reading ranks 10th in the E.L. with a .234 batting average and .237 average with
runners in scoring position but are tied for first with 88 homers and second with 94 stolen bases. From a pitchin

FOR ALTOONA: Left-handed pitcher Sean Brady will make his 16th start for the Curve and 21st start overall in 2019.
He threw seven innings and was handed a losing decision in his last start on Jug/ 26 versus Richmond and held the
Flying Squirrels to one run over his first five innings before a three-run sixth and one more passed in the seventh.
Brady has pitched at F|rstEnerg¥ twice in his career, each with Akron in 2018, including a seven-inning, two-run
effort of a winning nod on June 16. He spent the first six years of his professional career in the Indians organization
and was released by Cleveland on May 1 and si?ned with the Pirates on May 6. He was originally drafted by the
Indians in the fifth round of the 2013 draft out of high school...For more on Brady, see page two.

FOR READING: Right-hander Spencer Howard makes his second Double-A start after he fanned 10 over 4.2 innings
in New Hampshire in his debut on July 26. Howard opened 2019 with A-Adv. Clearwater and landed on the injured
list after a strong April in which he struck out 30 over 20 innin%s, holding opponents to five runs. He returned to
the Threshers on July 8 after a pair of tune-up outings in the GCL before his promotion to Reading. In 2018, Howard
spent the entire season with Class A Lakewood and went 9-8 with a 3.78 ERA and struck out 147 hitters in 112 in-
nings. He also threw a nine-inning no-hitter in the South Atlantic League Elayoffs against Kannapolis (White Sox) in
which he walked one and fanned nine. The Phillies drafted Howard with the 45th overall pick in 2017 out of Cal Poly
San Luis Obispo and is Philadelphia's No. 5 overall prospect.

YEAR OF THE PITCHER: Brian Keller's no-hitter against the Curve during Thursday's double-header in Trenton was
the Eastern League's eighth in 2019, the most since a league record nine no-nos occurred in 1967. Eastern League
pitchers in 2019 have handcuffed hitters to a .239 league-wide batting average with teams scoring 3.98 runs per
game. The last season the league average finished below .240 and and fewer than 4.0 runs were scored per game
was in 1971 (.234/3.57). The league average has finished under .240{ust five times since becoming a Double-A
league in 1963: 1971 (.234), 1968 (.219), 1967 (.228), 1966 (.234) and 1965 (.236). Strikeouts have also spiked to 8.7
S0/9 IP, the highest ratio in league history going back to the earliest data available in 1965. Strong pitching has cre-
ated a blistering, nine-inning game pace of 2:37:00, making the Eastern League the fastest in professional baseball.

BRAKE MEN: Altoona's bullpen has been a lockdown unit since mid-June, owning a 2.32 ERA (39 ER/151 IP) over 45
games since June 12. Curve relievers have not allowed an earned over their last four games and 12.1 innings since
uly 27 and own a 1.93 ERA (8 ER/37.1 IP) in the last 12 games worked since July 22.

CRUZ CONTROL: One of baseball's top prospects, Oneil Cruz, joined the Curve on Tuesday, nearly two years to the

day after he was acquired as an 18-year-old from the Los Angeles Dodgers in a trade for former Curve pitcher Tony

Watson. Cruz is the 11th 20-year-old to play for the Curve and the first since Cole Tucker made his Double-A debut

on July 20, 2017. Cruz was limited to 35 games for A-Adv. Bradenton due to a right-foot fracture in late April but

he still hammered seven homers the Marauders. Since he was activated from the injured list on June 30 until his

?gomotion, Cruz led the Florida State League with six homers in 24 games with a .330 (31/94) average, 13 RBIs and
runs.

J.0. KEEPS HITTING: Jared Oliva finished July with a league-best .388 (40/103) batting average, 40 hits and 13
steals. Over his last 21 %ames since July 13, he has 10 multi-hit games and hit safely in 18 contests with a .358
(29/81) average. Going back to June 3, Oliva has raised his batting average from a season-low .188 to .283, seventh-
best in the E.L., by hitting safely in 47 of 54 games at a .352 (70/199) pace and .420 on-base percentage, both the
highest rates in the league over that geriod. In the stolen base department, Oliva ranks second on the E.L. circuit
and first in the Pirates system with 30 steals for the year and is the ninth player in club history to surpass 30 stolen
bases in a single season.

BIG FLY BLIGH: Out of seven total home runs hit by Bligh Madris, five have been either go-ahead or game-tying
homers in Curve wins. He has also connected on three other game-winning hits, including a walk-off single on April
11, Altoona's home opener and the fifth walk-off hit of his pro career. Madris ranks 10th in the E.L. and sixth in the
Pirates system with 95 hits and is second on the club with 27 multi-hit games to go with a career-best 21 doubles.

TOLMAN AT THE TOP: Since taking over the leadoff role on June 19, Mitchell Tolman has reached base in 34 of
38 games while hitting .264 (37/140). Since the start of the Second Half, Tolman has scored a league-high 29 runs
scored, drawn the second-most walks with 24 and ranks fourth with a .387 on-base percentage.

PRODUCING AFTER PROMOTIONS: Robbie Glendinning and Chris Sharpe, a pair of 2019 Florida State League
All-Stars, have given the lineup a boost since their mid-June gromotio_ns from A-Adv. Bradenton. Glendinning ranks
sixth in the league with 25 RBIs in 43 games since his June 13 promotion and currently leads all Pirates minor
leaguers with a.298 batting average and .366 on-base percentage while ranking second with 99 hits between the
two levels. Since Sharpe's June 21 debut for the Curve, the outfielder leads the E.L. with 27 runs scored and is
fourth with six homers and fifth with 23 RBIs. Each player has also contributed a walk-off hit since joining the team.

PROSPECT WATCH: The Curve active roster features three of Baseball America's Tog 30 Pirates prospects with
infielder Oneil Cruz (No. 3), outfielder Jared Oliva (No. 19) and right-handed pitcher Cody Bolton (No. 21). Oliva is
ranked by B.A. as the "Best Defensive Outfielder” in Pittsburgh’s system while Cruz is regarded as the organization's
"Best Power Hitter" and "Best Infield Arm". After the latest MLB.com Mid-Season update, four Top 30 Pirates pros-
Bects are in Altoona with Cruz (No. 3), Oliva (No. 11), Bolton (No. 13) and right-handed reliever Blake Cederlind (No.

9). Across all of baseball, Cruz is ranked by Baseball America as their No. 79 overall&rospect and No. 12 shortstop
while MLB.com rates the 20-year-old as the No. 62 prospect in baseball and their No. 9 prospect.
