
Tonight’s Game: The Nashville Sounds and Iowa Cubs play game two of a five-game series 
tonight at First Tennessee Park. Iowa began the 2019 campaign with a 5-4 win over Nashville 
last night. Tonight, right-hander Ariel Jurado starts for the Sounds against right-hander Duane 
Underwood Jr. for the Cubs. 

Ariel Jurado: 23-year-old Ariel Jurado starts for the Sounds tonight. The right-hander is mak-
ing his 2019 and Triple-A debut after spending the 2018 season between Texas and Double-A 
Frisco. Jurado began last year with the RoughRiders and went 5-3 with a 3.28 ERAin 16 starts 
prior to begin selected by the Rangers. Jurado pitched in 12 games (8 starts) with Texas and 
went 5-5 with a 5.93 ERA. The Panama native was named a Texas League All-Star (midseason) 
and was also named Texas League Pitcher of the Week for his performance from May 21-27. He 
earned his first Major League win on July 28 opposite Justin Verlander and the Houston Astros. 
The Rangers signed Jurado as a non-drafted free agent on December 14, 2012. 

Duane Underwood Jr.: 24-year-old Duane Underwood Jr. starts for the Cubs tonight. The 
right-hander is making his 2019 debut. Underwood spent nearly the entire 2018 season with 
Iowa and went 4-10 with a 4.53 ERA in 27 games (20 starts). He covered 119.1 innings with 
the Cubs and yielded 127 hits and 37 walks to go along with 105 strikeouts. Underwood Jr. was 
called up by Chicago and made his Major League debut on June 25, 2018 at Dodger Stadium. 
He went 4.0 innings and allowed 1 run on 2 hits. He was tagged with the loss in Chicago's 2-1 
setback. The Cubs drafted Underwood Jr. in the 2nd round of the 2012 MLB Draft out of Pope 
(GA) High School.

14 Punches: Led by Taylor Hearn's nine strikeouts, Nashville pitchers tallied 14 strikeouts in 
yesterday's game. It was tied for the most in the league as Las Vegas and Oklahoma City hurlers 
also struck out 14. 

Walk This Way: Nashville batters drew 6 walks last night, the third-most in the league on the 
first day of the season. Only Memphis (9) and Tacoma (7) drew more. 

Opening Day History: The Sounds are now 19-23 all-time on Opening Day with yesterday's 
loss. In season openers at home, the Sounds are 25-17. 

Triple-A Debuts: Nashville had five players make their Triple-A debuts last night, including 
Taylor Hearn, Eli White, Jose Trevino, Brett Martin and Miguel Del Pozo. Despite pitching half 
the season in Texas last year, tonight's starting pitcher Ariel Jurado is making his Triple-A debut 
tonight. 

Vs. Underwood Jr: Several Sounds faced Duane Underwood Jr. last year. Willie Calhoun went 
4-for-8 against him, Carlos Tocci was 1-for-3 and Patrick Wisdom was 1-for-4. 

Tennessee-Texas Two-Step: A new era of baseball began last night as the Sounds played first 
official game as the Triple-A affiliate of the Texas Rangers. The two clubs held a joint press 
conference at First Tennessee Park on September 20, 2018 to announce the four-year Player 
Development Contract. Several notable former Sounds also played for the Rangers at one point 
in their career, including Prince Fielder, Nelson Cruz, Yovani Gallardo, Jonathan Lucroy and 
Jeremy Jeffress. 

In the Pipeline: Four current Sounds are listed among MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 Texas Rangers 
prospects. Leading the group at #11 is left-handed pitcher Taylor Hearn. Left-handed reliever 
CD Pelham checks in at #15, infielder Eli White follows at #16 and catcher Jose Trevino is the 
25th-ranked prospect in the system. 

Jason Wood at the Helm: Jason Wood was named the 29th manager in Nashville Sounds 
franchise history on January 8, 2019. The California native is managing the Rangers’ Triple-A 
team for the fifth consecutive season and has a career managerial mark of 582-537. As part of 
an 18-year professional playing career, Wood played for the Sounds in 2000 and 2001 and is 
now the second former Sounds player to return and manage the club (Marty Brown, a player in 
1988-89, a manager in 2001-02).
