Tonight's Game: The Nashville Sounds and New Orleans Baby Cakes play game three of the four-game
series tonight at First Tennessee Park. Nashville took game two by a score of 6-5 when Tyler Pill hit a
go-ahead 2-run double in the 7th inning to seal the deal. Tonight, right-hander Tim Dillard starts for
the Sounds against right-hander Hector Noesi for the Baby Cakes.

Tim Dillard: 35-year-old Tim Dillard will make his sixth start (16th appearance) of the the season for
the Sounds tonight. The right-hander is 3-4 with a 5.11 ERA in 2019. Dillard last pitched on May 29 in
an extra-innings relief appearance against Round Rock. He threw in one inning and allowed 2 runs (1
earned) on 2 hits and a walk (intentional). The walk set Nashville's base on balls record (208). Dillard
is the Nashville Sounds all-time leader in innings pitched (607.0), wins (42), strikeouts (358), runs
allowed (339) and walks (208) and is currently second all-time in games (224) and home runs allowed
(49). In his career, Dillard has pitched in 73 big league games and 491 minor league games. He signed
a minor-league free agent contract with the Texas Rangers on December 21, 2018.

Héctor Noesi: 32-year-old Héctor Noesi starts for the Baby Cakes in game three of the series tonight.
The right-hander is 4-2 with a 2.45 ERA in 10 games (all starts). He has covered 58.2 innings and has
allowed 42 hits and 15 walks to go along with 61 strikeouts. Noesi last pitched on May 27 in a start
against the Iowa Cubs. He allowed 1 run on 3 hits and 2 walks to 6 strikeouts in 7.0 innings. He got a
no-decision in New Orleans’ 2-1 10-inning loss. It's Noesi's first season playing in the States since 2015
when he split time with the Chicago White Sox and Triple-A Charlotte. From 2016-2018, he played for
the Kia Tigers in the Korean Baseball Organization. In his Major League career, Noesi is 12-31 with a
5.30 ERA in 107 games (29 starts) between four different teams from 2011 - 2015. He has racked up
279 strikeouts in 395.1 innings. Noesi was originally signed by the New York Yankees as a non-drafted
free agent on December 3, 2004.

Dilly Dilly!: Tonight will be Tim Dillard's 54th career start with the Nashville Sounds, which will pass
Gino Minutelli (1990-92) and Rodney Bolton (1993-95) to be ranked tied-for-eighth in Nashville's
history with Luis Vasquez (1989-91). Dillard has been a key pitcher in his 9th season playing for the
Sounds. Through May, he is tied for the team lead in wins (3) and is 0.1 inning short of the team lead
in innings pitched (Phillips Valdez, 50.2).

Special K: Phillips Valdez record nine strikeouts in his start yesterday, tying the team season-high in
strikeouts that goes back to Opening Night when Taylor Hearn struck out nine Iowa Cubs on April 4.
Valdez through a season-high 106 pitches in the effort with 73 being strikes.

The 'Pen is Mightier: Kyle Bird earned his first win for the Sounds yesterday out of the bullpen with
Josh Fields getting his first hold and Brett Marting recording his first save. The trio completed a 3.1
inning shutout effort after Valdez' nine-strikeout performance. The Sounds current bullpen has five
pitchers with an ERA under 3.50 (minimum 8.0 IP): Wei-Cheih Huang, 0.00; Brett Martin, 0.71; Kyle
Bird, 2.45; Josh Fields, 3.38; Brady Feigl, 3.43.

May Flowers: The Nashville Sounds played better in May than they did in April. They went 14-15
versus April's 8-18 record. The offense slashed higher in May (.260/.344/.409/.754) than April (.224,
.310, .396, .706). The bullpen also stepped up in May (4.69 ERA, 9.79 SO/9, 3.11 SO/BB) compared to
April (5.84 ERA, 9.47 SO/9, 1.70 SO/BB).

Delino's 8-Gamer: Outfielder Delino DeShields is on a 8-game hitting streak with the Sounds. Since
May 18, he's hitting .350 (14-for-40) with 7 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 home runs, 7 RBI, 2 walks and 4
stolen bases. His average has gone from .136 to .274 during the timeframe. DeShields has also reached
safely in 9 straight games.

Carpenter Called Up: The Sounds lost their closer when the Texas Rangers selected the contract of
right-hander David Carpenter. In 15 games with Nashville, Carpenter was 0-0 with a 1.76 ERA (15.1
IP/3 ER). He was a perfect 7-for-7 in save opportunities while limiting the opponent to a .192 batting
average. Carpenter allowed only 10 hits and 4 walks while recording 17 strikeouts.

Homestand Summary: Through 11 games in the 13-day homestand (not including the suspended
game from April 18), the Sounds are hitting .264 (101-for-383) and are scoring 5.25 runs per game (63
R/12 G). Meanwhile, Nashville's pitching staff is 5-6 with a 5.59 ERA (103.0 IP/64 ER) with 39 walks
to 98 strikeouts. The Sounds have hit 12 home runs total in the span, with two coming from Hunter
Cole, Matt Davidson and Andy Ibénez each.

Cole-Fired Hot: Outfielder Hunter Cole is red-hot at the plate and has hit safely in 12 consecutive
games. Since May 17, Cole leads the Pacific Coast League in hitting with a .533 (24-for-45) average.
He has 15 runs scored, 5 doubles, 4 home runs, 13 RBI and 5 walks during the 12-game hitting streak.
Cole left Tuesday night's game due to injury.

Cole's Streaks: In addition to his 12-game hitting streak in which he's hitting .533 (24-for-45), Hunter
Cole has also reached safely in 17 consecutive games, setting the new season-high for Nashville. He
has reached safely in every game beginning May 5 and is hitting .484 (30-for-62) with 17 runs scored,
6 doubles, 1 triple, 4 home runs, 16 RBI and 7 walks with a .536 on-base percentage.
