Last Game: The Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (1-3) fell to the Jackson Generals (3-1) by a 1-0 score in the fourth game of the five-game series at The Ballpark at Jackson on
Sunday afternoon. The game was scoreless until the final play of the game, as Matt Jones delivered a game-winning walk-off RBI single in the bottom of the ninth to score Rudy
Flores from first base to win the game for Jackson, and clinch a series victory. Jacksonville left-handed relief pitcher Jose Quijada (0-1) allowed the winning run in the ninth to
take the loss, while Generals right-handed relief pitcher Kirby Bellow (1-0) earned the victory, working the final inning and two thirds of the game to preserve the shutout.
Miami Marlins No. 16 prospect and a member of the Marlins 40-man roster, right-handed starting pitcher Merandy Gonzalez worked five scoreless innings in his Double-A debut,
scattering two hits with one walk and three strikeouts. Generals right-handed starting pitcher Justin Donatella also worked five scoreless innings in his Double-A debut, allowing
only two hits. Jacksonville’s offense was limited to two hits in the game, a single by Austin Dean in the second inning, and a double by Kyle Barrett in the third inning. Quijada
set down the first two batters in the bottom of the ninth before Flores singled down the left field line, then Jones’ double off the wall delivered the walk-off victory.

NEWS AND NOTES

Duval Makes Double-A Debut: Today right-handed pitcher Max Duval takes the mound for his Double-A debut as he faces the Jackson Generals at The Ballpark
at Jackson. Duval was signed by the Marlins as a minor league free agent on July 28, 2017, and closed out the 2017 season with the Greensboro Grasshoppers in
the South Atlantic League, going 4-0 with a 2.09 ERA in six starts, with two complete games and one complete game shutout.

Solid Debuts: The last two games for the Jumbo Shrimp, starting pitchers Jeff Brigham and Merandy Gonzalez have shined in their Double-A debuts. Brigham
went five scoreless innings on Saturday night, allowing only two hits with a walk and eight strikeouts. Gonzalez nearly matched Brigham pitch-for-pitch yesterday,
also going five scoreless innings allowing just two hits with a walk and three strikeouts. Jacksonville features a young rotation in 2018, with four of the five starters
all making their Double-A debuts in this series. Cody Poteet took a loss on Friday night in his Double-A debut, while Nick Neidert had a no decision Friday, he made
six starts a season ago in the Double-A Texas League when he was in the Seattle Mariners organization.

Homeward Bound: After today’s game in Jackson the Jumbo Shrimp will load the Annett bus and head back home to Jacksonville in preparation for Wednesday'’s
Opening Day presented by Firehouse Subs at the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville. Last year Jacksonville was a rich home field advantage for the Shrimp, with the
club posting a 43-27 record at the Baseball Grounds. The second half especially featured a home field advantage for the Shrimp, going 25-10 while losing only one
home series in the second half en route to a second half South Division title. The Jumbo Shrimp were also 11-3 in home series last year at the Baseball Grounds of
Jacksonville.

Shrimp Have Prospects: On the Opening Day roster, the Jumbo Shrimp have five players who are listed by MLB.com as Top 30 Miami Marlins prospects for the
2018 season: OF Monte Harrison (2), Isan Diaz (8), RHP Nick Neidert (10), RHP Merandy Gonzalez (16), and RHP Pablo Lopez (24), who is currently on
Jacksonville’s disabled list. All five of these prospects were acquired by the Marlins in trades within the past 12 months.

Generally Speaking: Today’s game wraps up the first of two series between the Jumbo Shrimp and Generals in 2018. This is the only trip to Jackson for the
Jumbo Shrimp this season, while the Generals will make their only trip to Jacksonville from June 13 to 17 to close out the first half of the season. Last season the
Jumbo Shrimp and Generals split their five meetings, with Jacksonville winning three of five games in Jacksonville in late May, while the Generals won three of five
in late June. The reason for so few meetings? The Jumbo Shrimp and Generals are separated by 713 miles, with typical bus rides lasting between 11 and 13 hours
between North Florida and West Tennessee.
