PRO-NUN-SEE-AY-SHUNS
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• Both pitching coach Richard Salazar and coach 
Takashi Miyoshi were hired by the Minnesota Twins as 
coaches right out of Independent Baseball.

• Salazar spent 10 years as a player and coach in Indy 
Ball, between the American Association and CanAm 
League. His last stint before joining the Twins was 
in 2017, his fourth year with the Rockland Boulders, 
where he was a pitcher and pitching coach.

• Miyoshi spent six years in Indy Ball before coming 
to the Twins, serving as the manager of the Sonoma 
Stompers of the Pacific Association between 2015 
and 2017. He led the Stompers to the league 
championship game in 2015 and 2017, while winning 
the league title outright in 2016. 

INDY BALL TO E-TOWN

• The Twins selected 23 pitchers with their 41 picks, 
including 19 from college.

• Between the 8th and 23rd rounds, Minnesota used 
14 of their 15 picks to draft pitchers, including 13 
collegiate arms.

• All 9 of the team’s picks from the 8th to 16th rounds 
were college pitchers.

• Of the 15 collegiate pitchers drafted by the Twins 
between the 8th and 25th rounds, NINE of them are in 
Elizabethton this season.

PITCHERS WHO GET DRAFTED

• 2012 Elizabethton Twin Chris Mazza made his MLB 
debut Saturday June 29th, pitching four innings for the 
New York Mets, allowing one run on five hits, no walks 
and two strikeouts.

• Mazza’s debut makes him the 10th player from the 
2012 E-Twins to reach the majors... The others 
are pitchers Luke Bard, Jose Berrios, JT Chargois, 
Tyler Duffey and Taylor Rogers along with hitters 
Byron Buxton, Niko Goodrum, Max Kepler and Jorge 
Polanco.

• The 2012 E-Twins went 43-22 and won the franchise’s 
10th Appy League Title.

MAZZA MANIA

• After three years at the University of Southern 
Mississippi, outfielder Matt Wallner may go down as 
one of the school’s greatest players in history.

• The Minnesota native was originally committed to play 
college baseball at the University of North Dakota, but 
changed his committment to Southern Miss when the 
school dropped thier baseball program. 

• Wallner was the unanimous Freshman of the Year in 
2017, then went on to break the Southern Mississippi 
all-time home run reocrd with 58 bombs.

• Matt finisheed his SMU career with a lifetime .337 
batting average, 58 home runs, 190 RBI and 141 
walks, slashing a career .337/.461/.652.

• In the 2019 postseason, Wallner helped the 3-seeded 
Golden Eagles twice knock off the 2-seeded Arizona 
State Sun Devils, going 4-7 with five runs scored, five 
runs batted in and two home runs against ASU.

WALLNER’S WORLD
• As of 2019, thanks to a deal with Northeast 

Community Credit Union, Joe O’Brien Field/Riverside 
Park will henceforth be known as “Northeast 
Community Credit Union Ballpark.”

• NCCU will play a significant role with the E-Twins 
in 2019, sponsoring the free Opening Night ticket 
promotion, along with giveaways this season.

• Many other changes have been made to the 
Elizabethton Twins in 2019, in addition to the naming 
rights deal, most notably the purchase of the team by 
Boyd Sports.

• For the first time ever, beer will be sold at E-Twins 
games in 2019, with carts located seperate from the 
main concession stand in the concourse.

BIG BANK ENERGY
• The west coast holds a significant presence on the 

Elizabethton Twins roster, with seven California 
natives on the roster and five players on the team that 
played in the Pac-12 conference, 10 total players with 
connections to the west coast.

• Ryley Widell pitched his freshman year at Washington 
State in 2016, appearing in 14 games and striking out 
18 in 20 innings.

• Nate Hadley was a three-year reliever at UCLA before 
being drafted by the Twins in 2019, striking out 85 
batters over 73.1 innings and 75 games with the 
powerhouse Bruins.

• Catcher Alex Isola played in 12 games with the 
University of Utah as a freshamn, going 6-24 with four 
runs batted in.

• Infielder Spencer Steer, Minnesota’s third round pick 
in 2019, played three years at manager Ray Smith’s 
alma mater, the University of Oregon, where he was a 
lifetime .298 hitter and All-American.

• Pitchers Tanner Brubaker, Erik Cha, Nate Hadley, 
Ryan Shreve and Dylan Thomas, along with Isola, 
Steer and outfielder Albee Weiss all hail from 
California

ATTACK OF THE PAC

• Not only are Nate Hadley and Albee Weiss both from 
Southern California, but they grew up playing each 
other in High School and College.

• While the two never personally faced each other in 
college, Weiss’ Cal State Northridge and Hadley’s 
UCLA faced each other two times in each 2017 and 
2018, the two seasons they were both on their teams 
rosters.

• In High School, Hadley attended Loyola HS in Los 
Angeles while Weiss went to Agoura HS in Agoura, 
California and the two faced each other in March 2014.

SO-CAL CONNECTIONS

• Eight of this year’s E-Twins played in the prestigous 
Cape Cod Baseball League, a collegiate summer 
league on Cape Cod in Massachusetts.

• 11 of the Twins 41 draft picks in 2019 played in the 
Cape League across six of the Cape’s 10 teams. 

• Spencer Steer was an Orleans Firebird, Matt 
Wallner spent his 2018 summer with the Falmouth 
Commodores, while Anthony Prato and Casey 
Legumina were with the Bourne Braves and Owen 
Griffith played for the Brewster Whitecaps.

• Three E-Twins played together on the Cape last 
summer: infielders Seth Gray and Will Holland, along 
with pitcher Dylan Thomas suited up in orange and 
blue for the Hyannis Harbor Hawks.

• Thomas had a summer to remember for Hyannis in 
2018, pitching in 17 of the team’s 41 games. He struck 
out 33 and walked just two in 22 2/3 innings.

• Additionally, outfielder Albee Weiss played 12 games 
with the Cotuit Kettleers in 2015 and pitcher J.T. Perez 
pitched in eight games for the Bourne Braves in 2016, 
giving the 2019 E-Twins nine players with experience 
in the nation’s premiere collegiate summer league.

CAPE COD CATCHES
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Pitching coach #35 Richard Salazar
• Salazar is in his second season coaching in the Minnesota Twins organization, his first as the E-Twins pitching coach.
• Last season, Salazar was the pitching coach for the Gulf Coast League Twins.
• Born in Venezuela, Salazar was drafted by the Orioles in the 13th round of the 2001 MLB Draft out of Miami-Dade 

College. He played in the Orioles system until 2007, reaching as high as AAA with the Norfolk Tides.
• After his time with Baltimore, Salazar played Indepedent Baseball for 10 seasons, between the the American 

Association and CanAm League.
• Salazar was hired by Minnesota out of the CanAm league, where he was a pitcher and pitching coach for the Rockland 

Boulders.

hitting coach #1 Jeff Reed
• 2019 marks Reed’s 17th season with the E-Twins as their hitting coach.
• Reed is a long time Elizabethton resident, having met his wife while playing for the Twins in 1980.
• Reed was the Minnesota Twins’ first-round draft pick (12th overall) in 1980 and went on to play 17 seasons of Major 

League Baseball, between the Twins (1984–1986), Montreal Expos (1987–1988), Cincinnati Reds (1988–1992), San 
Francisco Giants (1993–1995), Colorado Rockies (1996–1998) and Chicago Cubs (1999–2000).

• Across 1234 lifetime MLB games, 1071 of them as a ctacher, Reed was a .250 hitter, clubbing 61 home runs and 
driving in 323 runs.
