RHP Touki Toussaint (0-1, 5.87) will get the start for 
Mississippi. Toussaint was originally scheduled to start last night’s contest 
but was moved back in the rotation due to Luiz Gohara joining the M-Braves 
for an MLB rehab assignment. 

  
LAST TIME OUT: The Mississippi Braves were defeated by the Pensacola Blue 

Wahoos for the second consecutive night after dropping Tuesday night’s 
contest by a score of 8-4. Pensacola got the bats going early as they scored 
five runs in the top of the first inning. Pensacola starter, Keury Mella (2-0, 
1.06) earned the win while Mississippi starter, Luiz Gohara (0-1, 2.70) suf-
fered the loss. Pensacola reliever, Alex Powers was credited with the save. 

 
THIS DAY IN BRAVES HISTORY: On this day in 1982, Joe Torre’s Braves set 

a National League record when they won their 11th straight game to start 
the season, beating Houston at the Astrodome, 6-5. The eventual NL West 
Division champs, who finished the campaign with an 89-73 record, extended 
the mark to 13-0 when they added two more victories against Cincinnati at 
Atlanta-Fulton County Stadium. 

HAMMER TIME: Jackson, MS native Chris Maloney enters his first season as 
the M-Braves manager and is the seventh skipper in franchise history.

•  Maloney attended Jackson’s St. Joseph High School and graduated from Mis-
sissippi State University in 1983. 

•  Maloney spent the previous six years on the St. Louis Cardinals Major League 
coaching staff as the team’s third base coach (2016-July 2017) and first base 
coach (2012-15).

•  Prior to joining the Cardinals, Maloney was the Memphis Redbirds (AAA) 
manager for five seasons (2007-11), leading the team to winning records in 
four of his five seasons.

•  Maloney ranks ninth among active minor league managers in wins with 
1,350 entering the 2018 season.

PROSPECTING: The Atlanta Braves farm system was ranked by MLB Pipeline 
as No. 2 in Major League Baseball. The M-Braves roster features two of the 
Top 100 in RHP Kyle Wright (No. 30) and INF Austin Riley (No. 97). The ros-
ter has six of the Top 30 Atlanta prospects in Wright (No. 2), Riley (No. 8), 
RHP Touki Toussaint (No. 11), C Alex Jackson (No. 14), OF Travis Demeritte 
(No. 21), LHP Ricardo Sanchez (No. 27). 

VIDEO BOARD: In its second season above the LF wall, at 68 feet wide by 
28 feet high (1,904 square feet), the state-of-theart Panasonic HD video 
board is approximately four-times larger than the previous video display at 
Trustmark Park (2005-2016). The board is the largest single display in the 
Southern League and the largest in Central and South Mississippi.
