Giants Continue Series At Lancaster… The San Jose Giants play game two of a three-game series 
against the Lancaster JetHawks this evening at The Hangar. Raffi Vizcaino (1-2, 4.66 ERA) is slated to start 
on the mound for San Jose tonight.  
 
About Last Night… Yesterday’s 7-6, 10-inning victory over Lancaster was the Giants’ league-leading fifth 
extra-inning win of the season. San Jose is a perfect 5-0 in extra-inning games this year (3-0 home, 2-0 
road). It was also the Giants’ fourth victory this season when trailing after seven innings (rest of the league 
has combined for six wins). San Jose improved to a league-best 7-4 in one-run games. 
 
League-Leading Pitching Staff… The Giants enter tonight’s contest with a league-best 3.18 team ERA. The 
San Jose pitching staff has allowed only 10 home runs in 29 games this season – fewest in the league (next-
closest: Modesto with 20 HR’s allowed). The Giants have given up only three home runs in their last 13 
games.  
 
Winn Hit Streak At 10 Games… Matt Winn brings a 10-game hitting streak into this evening’s action. Winn 
is batting at a .342 clip (13-for-38) during the hit streak with three doubles, two triples and two home runs. It’s 
the longest hit streak by a Giants player this season. 
 
Rock The Hawk… The Giants are 3-1 against Lancaster this season. San Jose took two out of three games 
at The Hangar from April 9-11 before last night’s series-opening victory over the JetHawks. The Giants are 
batting .331 as a team and averaging 8.0 runs per game versus Lancaster this year. The San Jose pitching 
staff also owns a 3.50 ERA against the JetHawks. The Giants are 2-0-1 in their last three series’ at The 
Hangar dating back to last season. Prior to taking two of three in a series at Lancaster last May, San Jose 
hadn’t won a series at The Hangar since the 2011 season. 
 
Quinn Heating Up… After collecting four hits last night, Heath Quinn raised his season batting average to 
.326 – seventh in the California League. Quinn has hit safely in his last five games batting at a .500 clip (10-
for-20) during the streak. He’s also tied for third in the league with nine doubles. Quinn is currently ranked the 
#12 prospect in the San Francisco organization according to MLB.com. 
 
High-Water Mark… Last night’s victory moved the Giants (17-12) to a season-high tying five games above 
.500. San Jose is one game behind Visalia (18-11) for first place in the North Division standings. 
 
Walk-Offs… Five of the Giants’ 10 home victories this season have come in walk-off fashion. San Jose 
trailed entering the bottom of the ninth inning in four out of their five walk-off wins. The Giants are 10-5 at 
Municipal Stadium – the top home record in the league. 
 
Cycle x2… April 11 was an historic night for the San Jose Giants as both Gio Brusa and Jalen Miller hit for 
the cycle in an 18-6 victory at Lancaster. Brusa (4-for-6, 2B, 3B, HR, 6 RBI) completed his cycle with a triple 
in the top of the eighth. Miller (5-for-7, 2B, 3B, HR, 4 RBI, SB), who tied a Giants single-game team record 
with five hits, tripled in the ninth inning for San Jose’s second cycle of the night. The duo became the fourth 
and fifth players in the 31-year history of the San Jose Giants to hit for the cycle. Prior to Brusa and Miller, 
the last SJ Giant to hit for the cycle was Thomas Neal on April 28, 2009 at Lancaster.
