South Division Finals Game #3, Series Tied 1-1

TODAY’S GAME: The Quakes return home in game three of the best-of-five South Division Finals against the Lancaster JetHawks |
(Colorado Rockies affiliate). After two games at The Hangar, the remainder of this playoft series will be hosted in Rancho Cucamonga.
The first 1,500 fans in attendance to today's game will receive an exclusive Gavin Lux Bobblehead thanks to U.S. Bank!

VS LANCASTER: The Quakes square off against Lancaster for the third straight year in the California League playoffs. Last sea-
son, the JetHawks eliminated the Quakes in game four of the South Division Finals. This year, Rancho owned the upper-hand in the
overall season series besting Lancaster 17-11 while going 13-3 at LoanMart Field.

LAST TIME OUT: The Quakes evened their best-of-five series at one game each, thanks to a come-from-behind 6-5 win over the
Lancaster JetHawks on Thursday night at The Hangar. The Quakes struck early against Lancaster starter Antonio Santos, as Carlos
Rincon smacked a two-run double, then plated on Connor Wong's single, to give Rancho a 3-0 lead in the first. Rancho extended the
advantage to 4-0 in the second, as Omar Estevez picked up a sac fly to score Jeren Kendall. The JetHawks would go on to score five
unanswered runs to take a 5-4 lead. Rancho immediately responded, as Rincon opened the sixth with a bomb to center field, evening
the game at 5-5. Nick Yarnall put the Quakes ahead to stay later in the inning, as his two-out single brought home Wong for a 6-5
advantage against Santos (0-1). Reliever Parker Curry retired all 12 hitters he faced over four perfect innings, earning the save and
helping the Quakes hold a slim one-run lead over the final four frames.

TITLE DREAMS: The Quakes enter the 2018 playofts chasing their third California League Championship in franchise history.
Rancho's two previous titles were in 1994 over the Modesto A's and in 2015, sweeping the San Jose Giants. This is the 15th overall
playoff appearance in franchise history and the fourth consecutive for the Quakes.

POST-SEASON AWARDS: California League Post-Season Awards were announced by the league office on August 21st and for
the fourth time in team history, the Rancho Cucamonga Quakes are sporting the league's MVP, as former Quake Rylan Bannon has
been voted as the 2018 California League Most Valuable Player. Bannon was also named the league's Rookie of the Year, an award
given to a Cal League Player in his first "full” year in pro baseball. It's the second time in as many years that the Quakes have swept
both the MVP and ROY awards, as DJ Peters nailed down both those honors in 2017. Over 89 games with the Quakes in 2018, Ban-
non, the former eighth-round pick out of Xavier in 2017, hit .296 with a league-high 20 homers and 61 RBIs. Gavin Lux (SS), Cody
Thomas (OF) and Dustin May (P) were also recognized as Cal League post-season All-Stars.

HOME COOKIN': Entering the first home game of the postseason, the Quakes have won eight home games in a row with series
sweeps over Lancaster and Inland Empire. Meanwhile, Lancaster has struggled mightily on the road to close the regular season,
falling in nine in a row away from The Hangar.

SINGLE SEASON WINS RECORD: Following a 16-5 win over Inland Empire on August 26th, the Quakes secured their 81st
win of the season and set the franchise's single season wins record. The 2018 Quakes surpass the 2011 ball club that finished the year
80-60. Rancho ended the year 34-games over the .500 mark (87-53), the third best overall record in minor league baseball behind
only the Bowling Green Hot Rods (90-49, Midwest League) and Lakewood BlueClaws (87-51, South Atlantic League).

OHH MY OMAR: INF Omar Estevez closed the regular season on a 25-game hitting streak, the longest streak in the California
League this season, besting JetHawk Colton Welker's previous best 20-game streak. Over the stretch, Estevez batted .354 (39-for-110)
with 24 RBI's and ten multi-hit games. Estevez tied the longest Rancho hitting streak since the turn of the decade when Roberto
Lopez hit in 25 straight games during the 2010 season under Angels affiliation.

RECENT ROSTER MOVES: Today, RHP Dennis Santana was sent to Rancho Cucamonga from the Los Angeles Dodgers on
major league rehab assignment, sponsored by San Manuel Casino. On Tuesday, RHP Sven Schueller was placed on the Disabled List
and LHP Austin Hamilton was transferred to Rancho Cucamonga from Double-A Tulsa of the Texas League.

DENNIS SANTANA: Dodgers RHP will join the Quakes today on a major league rehab assignment, scheduled to pitch one in-
ning and be followed by originally scheduled starter Edwin Uceta. Santana is working back from a right rotator cuff strain that placed
him on the Disabled List on June 8th. A native of the Dominican Republic, Santana last pitched with the Quakes in 2017 and was 5-6
with a 3.57 ERA over 17 appearances (14 starts). The Dodgers signed Santana in 2014 at 18-years-old.

OPPOSING PITCHER: RHP Matt Dennis is scheduled to make his first start of the postseason tonight against the Quakes. Dennis|
was in the starting rotation all season with Lancaster and finished 8-13 with a 5.59 ERA over 28 starts. The 23 year-old made eight
starts on the season against the Quakes and Rancho batted .307 with eight home runs and 25 runs against him. The Rockies picked
up Dennis in the 14th round of the 2016 draft out of Bradley University.
