HASELEY HOMERS IN 5-4 LOSS ON OPENING NIGHT: Adam Haseley launched a
game-tying, three-run home run in the sixth inning on Thursday night, but the Dunedin Blue
Jays squeezed past the Threshers by a 5-4 final on Opening Night, presented by Regions
Bank, at Spectrum Field.

Haseley finished 1-for-4 in his Clearwater debut, while Jose Pujols homered, walked, and
scored twice as the Threshers were limited to four hits on the night.

Connor Seabold started and worked the front five, permitting four runs on five hits and a
walk. The 2017 third round pick retired the final seven he faced in order, and exited after 87
pitches, 52 of which were strikes.

MEDINA TO THE MOUND: Phillies No. 4 prospect Adonis Medina takes the hill for
Clearwater tonight in game two vs. Dunedin. The 21-year-old finished fourth in the SAL last
year in strikeouts (133) and was tied for eighth in ERA (3.01). Medina sports a career 2.81
ERA over four professional seasons.

1ST ROUNDERS HIGHLIGHT OPENING DAY ROSTER: The Threshers Opening Day
roster features a pair of first round draft picks in the outfield, in 2016 first overall pick Mick-
ey Moniak, and 2017 eighth overall pick Adam Haseley.

Clearwater’s roster includes five players ranked among Philadelphia’s Top-30 prospects,
according to Baseball America - right-hander Adonis Medina (4th), Haseley (5th), Moniak
(9th), infielder Arquimedes Gamboa (20th), and right-hander Mauricio Llovera (30th).

The lineup will also include 2017 South Atlatic League MVP Darick Hall, who set the
Lakewood BlueClaws records for home runs (27) and RBIs (96) last season, and 2017 SAL
All-Stars Jose Gomez and Edgar Cabral. FSL All-Star reliever Jeff Singer is back in Clearwa-
ter to start the season after tying with Seth McGarry for the league lead in saves (19) in 2017.

HEAD TO HEAD: Clearwater hosts Dunedin for a game two of a four-game set, before the
series swings over to Dunedin Stadium for the final two. Last year the Threshers finished 5-9
against the Blue Jays, with a 3-4 record at home. Dunedin won the wild card in 2017 after
Tampa took both halves, and the Blue Jays would earn the title of FSL co-champions after the
FSL Finals were cancelled due to Hurricane Irma.
