Today’s Game: The Dayton Dragons (affiliate of the Cincinnati Reds) meet the Lake County Captains (affiliate of the Cleveland Indians) in the second game 
of a three-game series.   
 
Season Series:  Dayton 10, Lake County 6.  At Dayton:  Dragons 9, Captains 2.  Current Series:  Dragons 1, Captains 0. 
 
Last Game: Wednesday:  Dayton 7, Lake County 0.  Dragons pitchers Patrick McGuff (7 IP) and John Ghyzel (2 IP) combined on a three-hit shutout.  The 
Dragons led 3-0 before scoring four runs in the seventh inning when their first four hitters combined to hit for the cycle (home run by Leandro Santana, triple 
by Reshard Munroe, single by Raul Wallace, double by Jose Garcia).  Lake County did not advance a runner past second base in the game.  The Dragons 
snapped an eight-game losing streak with the win. 
 
Playoff Chase:  The Dragons must finish in the top two among eligible teams in the East Division in the Second Half (six teams competing; Bowling Green 
and Lansing ineligible).  The Dragons are currently four games behind Fort Wayne in the race for the #2 seed in the Second Half.  There are 18 games to play. 
 

2018 Team Notes 

 Last night’s Dayton win snapped an eight-game losing streak.  Six of the eight losses came by one run. 

 The Dragons seven-run attack last night marked their highest run total in a game since August 1 (first game of last road trip) at Fort Wayne, when 
they scored seven runs in a 10-inning win.  They last scored seven in a nine-inning game on July 31, their last home game before last night. 

 In the Dragons last 12 games of the road trip ending Tuesday, they averaged 2.9 runs per game while batting 
.222 (88-397) with a team ERA of 4.98 (97.2 IP, 54 ER). 

 The Dragons have allowed three runs or less in 24 of their 52 second half games.  Their second half ERA is 
4.03 (5.31 in the first half).   

 The Dragons have committed just 47 errors in their last 63 games. 

 The Dragons team ERA in their 52 wins is 2.70 (470 IP, 141 ER). In the 68 losses, it is 6.40 (574 IP, 408 ER). 

 The Dragons finished the First Half with a record of 31-37, in sixth place in the East Division.   

 The Dragons threatened to tie the franchise record for most home wins in a half (25) in the First Half, but came 
up short.  They entered their final series, a four-game series with Bowling Green, with 22 home wins in the first 
half, but they were swept in the series. 

 Meanwhile, the Dragons broke the club record for fewest road wins in a half.  The club record was 10 road 
wins, and the Dragons finished with nine.  The Dragons played three fewer road games in the first half than the 
scheduled number of 35 due to three postponements at Great Lakes in April. 

 
2018 Individual Notes 

 Alejo Lopez over his last 28 games since July 15:  39 for 102, .382, to raise his average from .247 to .324.  Lopez’s .382 average since July 15 
ranks second among players on the 30 teams at the Single-A classification (Midwest League and South Atlantic League) and 7th among all players 
playing at the full-season level in Minor League Baseball (120 teams).  Lopez had a 14-game hitting streak end on Sunday (0 for 2, walk).  He went 
24 for 58 (.414) during the hitting streak.  This was the longest streak by a Dragons player in 2018 and tied for 16th longest in franchise history. 

 J.D. Williams over his last 11 games:  14 for 37, .378, to raise his average from .203 to .261.  

 Andy Sugilio has hit safely in eight straight games, going 11 for 33, .333. 

 Miguel Aguilar over his last six relief appearances:  10.2 IP, 5 H, 0 R, 5 BB, 6 SO, 0.00 ERA. 

 Ryan Nutof over his last five relief appearances:  5.2 IP, 5 H, 0 R, 1 BB, 4 SO, 0.00 ERA. 
 
Most Recent Transactions:  Infielder Jeter Downs has been activated from the disabled list.  Outfielder Mitch Piatnik has been released.

The Dragons MVP Program 
The Dragons expanded elementary school MVP Program reaches five counties and more than 1,100 classrooms.  Schools in Montgomery, Greene, 
Clark, Miami and Warren counties are part of the program that includes 1,116 fourth and fifth grade classrooms in 183 schools over 48 school 
districts.  About 34,000 children will participate.  The program is in its 13th year in 2018. The Dragons MVP Program presented by Bob Evans Farms 
is also made possible by the generous support of CollegeAdvantage, Sinclair College, WDTN-TV and Dayton's CW.  Due to the support of the 
participating sponsors, the program is completely free of charge to the schools. 
 
How does the Dragons School MVP Program work?  The teacher in each of the classrooms over a five-county area (Clark, Greene, Miami, 
Montgomery, and Warren) selects five MVP’s based on the teacher’s judgment of performance, effort, citizenship, and improvement.  The five MVPs 
selected by their teacher in each classroom receive four tickets to a Dragons game, tickets to a special Field Day event at the stadium during the 
season, an MVP certificate and a Dragons MVP hat.  Dragons players and mascots visit selected classrooms over the course of the season.  
Additionally, 16 Dragons games during the season are designated as “MVP Game Nights.” On those nights, one MVP gets to throw out the 
ceremonial first pitch to the game, another does an on-air interview during the Dragons game broadcast on Fox Sports 980, and another participates 
in an entertainment skit during the Dragons game.
