LEADING OFF:  The RailRiders lost 6-5 at Charlotte in 10 innings; their first extra inning game this season.  Gleyber 
Torres singled in Rashad Crawford in the fifth for a 1-0 edge, but the Knights scored three in the home half of the 
inning off starter David Hale.  A seventh inning Zack Zehner home run cut the gap to one, but Jose Rondon hit a solo 
shot for a 4-2 Charlotte lead.  Abiatal Avelino doubled in two runs in the eighth to tie the game at four.  After Zehner 
singled in Ryan McBroom in the top of the tenth, Charlotte plated two for the win.  Matt Skole and Casey Gillaspie 
scored on a sac bunt and a throwing error as the Knights evened the series.  Cale Coshow took the loss and Jeanmar 
Gomez garnered the win.  Zehner had four hits and two driven home to lead Scranton/Wilkes-Barre.

EVERYDAY PEOPLE: Seven players have seen action in all eight games this season.  Cody Asche, Mike Ford, 
Ryan McBroom, Billy Fleming, Zack Zehner and Abiatal Avelino have started all eight games, while Gleyber 
Torres was used as a pinch hitter in the only game he didn’t start.

SERIES BUSINESS:  Abiatal Avelino has seven runs batted in this series and leads Scranton/Wilkes-Barre with 11 
RBI this year. During his seven-season professional career, Avelino’s career-best was 48 runs batted in, accumulated 
over 124 games at two levels in 2016.  The infielder drove in a career-best five runs on Thursday in the win at Charlotte.  
In his Minor League career, spanning 522 games prior to Thursday, Avelino had driven in four once (4/28/16 for 
Tampa against Dunedin) and three runs four times.
    
STARTS AT THE BOTTOM:  The bottom third of the RailRiders order compiled six of the club’s 11 hits last night.  
Zack Zehner, Rashad Crawford and Abiatal Avelino went a combined 6-14 with four runs batted in.  The first six 
batters in the lineup were 5-26 with one run batted in.  

BEST DAY YET: Thursday’s 11-run outburst was the most scored by the RailRiders this season and it was done on 
a season-high 14 hits.  Josh Rogers became the first starting pitcher to win a game this year and was the first starter 
to pitch seven complete innings.  The one run allowed is the fewest surrendered by the pitching staff so far in 2018.  

GETTING WARMER: The first road trip of the 2018 season sends Scranton/Wilkes-Barre to Charlotte and Gwinnett; 
their only trip to these two cities this season.  The RailRiders went 5-2 against the Knights last season, including a 
three-game series sweep at BB&T Ballpark in late July.  In six games against Gwinnett, then known as the Braves, 
SWB went 4-2.  

INTO THE FRAY:  Daniel Barrios made his Triple-A debut Wednesday against Lehigh Valley as a pinch runner in 
the bottom of the ninth.  The infielder, who had not seen action above Advanced-A Tampa prior to this season, was 
used as a pinch hitter in the top of the ninth and played second base in the bottom half of the inning.  Barrios grounded 
out on one pitch in his first Triple-A at bat.

HEY CAMARENA:  Daniel Camarena will make his second start of the season in game three of the Knights series.  
The southpaw was drafted by New York, signed a Minor League deal with  the Chicago Cubs in January and was 
reacquired on April 1.

OFF THE RAILS: Kyle Higashioka has hit safely in all six games he has played in this season.  The catcher has one 
hit in each game and is batting .313... Rashad Crawford’s fifth inning single Thursday night was his first Triple-A base 
hit... Josh Rogers ten strikeout performance Thursday was a career high.  The southpaw had struck out eight batters six 
times in his career. The RailRiders are slated to play 13 straight days before their first scheduled off day on April 19...

AROUND THE ORGANIZATION: New York beat Detroit 8-6.  Aaron Hicks hit two home runs as the Yankees got 
back to .500 at 7-7... Trenton beat Akron 2-1.  Justus Sheffield struck out nine in the no-decision... Tampa blanked Fort 
Myers 4-0.  Isiah Gilliam had three hits and three pitchers combined for the shutout... Charleston held off Kannapolis 
2-1 as Nick Nelson struck out 12 over five innings.
