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Dominant Season for P-Nats

At every opportunity, the Potomac Nationals and Myrtle Beach
Pelicans separated themselves from the pack in the Carolina
League in 2014, so it was no surprise that those two teams met
for the Mills Cup.

the regular sea-
son, taking the first- and second-half titles in the Northern Division.
Meanwhile, Myrtle Beach won both halves in the South and went
82-56 in its final year as a Rangers affiliate.

In Potomac’s clinching game, the lineup featured four key play-
ers who spent the whole year with the P-Nats, catcher Pedro Sev-
erino, second baseman Tony Renda, shortstop Stephen Perez and
first baseman Shawn Pleffner.

“We had a lot of guys with high baseball 1Qs,” said Potomac’s
Tripp Keister, the Carolina League’s manager of the year.

Pleffner, Perez, Renda and Potomac DH Oscar Tejeda all made
the postseason all-star team.

First baseman-DH John Wooten was playoff MVP for helping the
P-Nats win their third league crown in seven years and first since
2010. He went 8-for-14 with three home runs in the final series
against a Pelicans team still loaded with talent despite the mid-
season promotion of third baseman Joey Gallo, the league’s No.
1 prospect. Gallo hit 21 homers for Myrtle Beach and another 21
for Double-A Frisco and also was the MVP of the Futures Game in
Minneapolis the month after leaving high Class A.

Gallo, who turned 21 after the season, was the league’s MVP
despite his early June departure for the Texas League. With the
Pelicans, the 2012 supplemental first-round pick hit .323/.463/.735
with 50 RBIs in 189 at-bats. His average fell off at Frisco, where he
hit .232/.334/.524 with 56 RBIs in 250 at-bats, but he dominated
in the Carolina League, which is usually a challenge for hitters on
their way through farm systems.
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Gallo, catcher Jorge Alfaro and outfielders Nick Williams and
Chris Garia represented Myrtle Beach on the postseason all-star
list.

Righthander Glenn Sparkman, a 22-year-old who was the Roy-
als’ 20th-round selection in 2013, was pitcher of the year after go-
ing 8-3, 1.56 with 117 strikeouts in 121 innings.

After the season, three Carolina League teams changed affili-
ations. The Cubs took over at Myrtle Beach, the Indians switched
their club from Carolina to Lynchburg and the Braves went from
Lynchburg to Carolina after a full-on sales pitch that featured team
president John Schuerholz, interim general manager John Hart,
Hall of Fame manager Bobby Cox, senior vice president Chip
Moore and manager Fredi Gonzalez.

CAROLINA ALL-STARS EDGED BY CALIFORNIA

WILMINGTON, Del. — Bakersfield outfielder Kyle Waldrop
slugged a long home run and roped an RBI single to lead the
California League to a 3-2 victory over the Carolina League in the
2014 California League/Carolina League All-Star Game, present-
ed by Bank of America, on June 17 in front of 6,385 fans at Frawley
Stadium.

Waldrop handed the California League a 1-0 lead in the second
inning with an RBI single off of right-hander Justin Haley (Salem).
Brandon Drury (Visalia) led off the frame with a double. Waldrop
followed with his single to left, plating Drury for the first run of the
game.

Waldrop’s fourth-inning two-run blast to deep-right center off
of Christian Binford (Wilmington) was the California League’s big
blow and gave them a 3-1 lead. Teoscar Hernandez (Lancaster)
reached on a dropped-third strike to start the frame and then
advanced to second on a throwing error by Binford on a pickoff
attempt. Waldrop’s two-run blast extended the California League
lead to 3-0.

Jorge Alfaro (Myrtle Beach) provided the Carolina League’s first
run when he tripled to right-center off of Josh Hader (Lancaster)
to lead off the home half of the fifth. After Courtney Hawkins (Win-
ston-Salem) struck out, Glynn Davis (Frederick) plated Alfaro with
an RBI groundout to shortstop to make the score 3-1.

Kyle Wren (Lynchburg) drew the Carolina League within 3-2 in
the eighth when he singled home Chris Garia (Myrtle Beach) from
third off of Trevor Gott (Lake Elsinore). Garia reached on a base hit
to left with one out in the inning and moved to second on a fielding
error by Waldrop. Gott then uncorked a wild pitch, allowing Garia
to move to third for Wren. Though he did not score the tying run,
Wren stole both second and third after his RBI single.

Ben Lively (Bakersfield), the California League starter, earned
the win with two perfect innings. Haley took the loss after allowing
a run on two hits in his frame of work. Okert earned the save.

Waldrop, who finished the night 2-for-3 with a home run and
three RBIs, was named the California League’s MVP.
