With Detroit, he collected his first MLB base 
hit on Sept 9, 1998. 

After splitting time between Toledo and Detroit in 1999, Jason spent the first six seasons 
of the new millennium in Triple-A before resurfacing at the big league level with the Marlins 
in 2006. At age 37, Jason earned a roster spot with Florida out of spring training in 2007 
and played the entire season in the majors. His retirement as a player shortly after the start 
of the 2008 season led him into the coaching ranks.

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Keys dominate start to finish

The success of the Fred-
erick Keys’ season was built 
around strong pitching and up-
the-middle defense. The Keys 
dominated from start to fin-
ish, capturing both the regular 
season title and the Mills Cup, 
given to the Carolina League 
postseason champion.

The Keys were spurred by 
the league’s top overall pros-
pect, shortstop Manny Macha-
do, who displayed the talent 
that made him the No. 3 over-
all pick in the 2010 draft. The 
Florida native was named play-
off MVP by batting .344 with a 
league-leading nine RBIs and 
eight runs. Machado added a 

home run in the decisive game 
of the final series, giving Frederick an 11-3 victory over Kinston.

Joining Machado as his double-play partner was Jonathan 
Schoop, who heated up during the playoffs with a .314 average 
while chipping in a home run and two steals. Schoop and Machado 
joined Frederick midseason, promoted from low-A Delmarva.

Frederick’s pitching staff led the league in ERA, WHIP, and hits 
allowed. Bobby Bundy, older brother of 2011 Orioles first-round 
pick Dylan Bundy, was the staff ace as he placed near the top of 
the league in ERA, WHIP, and strikeouts. 

Kinston lefthander Drew Pomeranz was the talk of the league for 
his dominating performance in the first half of the regular season. 
Drafted fifth overall in 2010, Pomeranz used his blistering fastball 
to strike out 95 batters in only 77 innings pitched while posting a 
1.87 ERA. Pomeranz was traded to the Rockies in July and ended 
his first full professional season in the big leagues.   

Myrtle Beach placed a remarkable seven players on the league’s 
top 20 list. Lefthander Robbie Ross paired his lofty prospect rank-
ing with a strong performance as he was named the league’s 
Pitcher of the Year.

Although Lynchburg finished with the circuit’s worst record, they 
possessed arguably the league’s most exciting position player in 
shortstop Andrelton Simmons. The athletic Simmons began to 
convert his raw physical tools into baseball skills by leading the 
league in hitting with a .311 average. Additionally, Simmons wowed 
observers with his well-above-average arm strength.

The season marked the end of an era in Kinston, as the Indians’ 
long run in the league came to an end. Indians owner Cam McRae 
sold the team to Double-A Carolina owner Steve Bryant, and the 
team will relocate to the Mudcats’ home in Zebulon, N.C., in 2012.

McRae has vowed to return affiliated baseball to Kinston, but had 
made little progress when the season came to a close.

Lynchburg Hillcats President Calvin Falwell 
passed away August 20, 2011, at the age of 90.

Falwell brought Carolina League Baseball to 
Lynchburg in 1966, when he formed and became 
president of the Lynchburg Baseball Corporation. 
He served as a senior member of the Carolina 
League Board of Directors and on the league’s 
Executive Committee. He was honored by Minor 
League Baseball as the 1998 winner of the John 

H. Johnson President’s Trophy.
In 2004, the baseball field at Lynchburg City Stadium was 

officially named Calvin Falwell Field in his honor. He was also 
named “King of Baseball” in 2005 at the Baseball Winter Meet-
ings, which were held in Dallas, Texas.

Hillcats’ General Manager Paul Sunwall said Falwell “will 
be sorely missed, not just for what he did to bring baseball to 
Lynchburg and keep it here, but the little things as well. He was 
always ready and willing to lend a helping hand, whether it was 
maintenance that needed to be done at the stadium or sending 
over members of his crew to help with a tarp pull. We could al-
ways count on Calvin to help in any way he could. He was a true 
gentleman. He was always a first class gentleman”

Falwell is survived by his wife of 69 years, Doris, and their 
three sons, Charles, Terry, and David, along with nine grandchil-
dren and 12 great grandchildren.
